SRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI: Sir, | appreciate the stand taken by the Government in the note that
has been given to the Hon'ble Members on simplified procedure for upgradation of schools from primary
to upper primary and also from upper primary to high schools. The requirement that was there for
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depositing the endowment fees for upgradation has been waived. But | would like to bring to the notice
of the Hon'ble Minister that still for some schools in the districts some D.E.Os. are insisting on this
endowment fee. | request him to once again issue orders to see that no such requirement is imposed
on those schools which are coming forward for the upgradation.

Sir, | want to seek another clarification from the Hon'ble Minister. G.0.No0.49 says that school
pattern should be implemented and there should be all categories of teachers. How far has the
Government been successful in implementation of the said G.O.?

Sir, | would like to point out that till now for Clases 1 and 2 Urdu medium Mathematics text boks
have not been distributed in many Urdu medium primary schools. | would also like to point out to the
Hon'ble Minister that there are 9 Urdu medium DIET institutes in the State. There only 29 lecturers are
working. There are vacancies of 45 lecturers. Unless and until you train the teachers you cannot expect
the literacy to increase and the quality of education to improve. Sir, the note mentions that under
DPEP from this year onwards West Godavari, East Godavari, Krishna and Hyderabad districts are going
to be covered. But under DPEP programme apart from these four districts | would like to inform the
Hon'ble Minister that out of 18508 schools and another 2483 schools which are under construction not
even five per cent are for Urdu medium. Urdu medium schools are totally ignored.

When you talk about eadication of child labour, the highest number of child labour is in
Hyderabad, especially in the Constituencies which we represent. Sir, there are two facets to it. One is
the step that has been taken by the Government to achieve the target. Secondly, | request the Hon'ble
Minister to identify those high schools in the cities of Andhra Pradesh which the Government believe are
doing good job and give them some sort of relief in terms of property tax, in terms of electricity
connections and sales tax waiver etc., If this sort of facilities are given to some good high schools,
primary or upper primary schools it would help them because drop out rate is only after 5th or 6th class.

Sometimes they are working under tree-shadows. | request the Hon'ble Minister to concentrate on
providing infrastructure and providing all the necessary facilities.

Sir, | request the Hon'ble Minister to kindly implement G.O.No0.49. Under Jamshaala there is a
programme of World Bank where each district have an MRP posted. Unless and until constructive
steps are taken | think it is very hard for the Government to achieve the targets though our party is fully
cooperating with the Government for achieving the targets by 2005.

The polling
was scheduled to be held on 20-9-2001. As such the election campaign was to be over by 5.00 pm on
18-9-2001.

On 19-9-2001 at about 18.00 hours when Sri A.K.Gangadhar, D.O.M.S. President, Medak district
along with some other persons were going in a Tata Sumo AP 28 N 4456, a group of persons (60) led
by Md. Samiuddin, Sajuddin and other T.R.S. activists stopped the Tata Sumo near Government Girls
Junior College, Siddipet, assaulted the persons travelling in the vehicle and broke the window panes
and wind shield of the vehicle. They alleged that an amount of Rs.24,000/-was carried by Sri
Gangadhar for distribution to voters. The matter was informed to police and on the complaint of Sri
K.Narasimha Reddy, T.R.S. a case vide Cr.No.138/2001 u/s 171 (4) (B) of Representation of People's
Act was registered r/w sec. 188 IPC. On the complaint of the driver of Tata Sumo M.Mohan, a case vide
Cr.No.140/2001 u/s 147, 427 r/w 149 IPC and 118 IPC was registered at Siddipet Town P.S.

SRI ASADUDDIN OWAISI: Sir, this a highly objectionble Bill. If it be comes for legislation it will
be a dangerous and draconian law. In this Bill everything under the sky from pin to motor-car, water to
medicines and even the air can be brought to tax. Not only the dealers and traders but every person will
become liable to be taxed if you move goods from one place to another. In this proposed legislation the
tax is leviable not only when something is brought from other States or outside the State but also when
they are moved from one municipality to another within the State and within the district and within the
talug. This is what the Bill says. At every municipality vehicles can be stopped for check and every
vehicle like rickshaw, motor-car, RTC bus or lorry is defined as vehicle in the proposed act. If you carry
any goods it can be checked up. | am citing an example. Suppose the Hon'ble Minister for Revenue is
carrying a cigarette lighter with him to Vizianagaram in a car he can be stopped and checked at hundred
places and at every municipality on the way. If an agriculturist takes his produce he can be checked at
every municipality and he will have to pay the entry tax on his own produce. Even the grass can be
brought to tax and it can be checked at every municipality if it is taken in a cart and if any goods are
carried for self-consumption by any person it can be brought under the net of tax under the proposed
act. Another thing is that the rate of tax and the selection of commodities is left to the discretion of the
executive, which is excessive delegation of powers to the executive. How they will define? You should
have defined it in the bill. What will be the quantum of tax? Why is it that the selection of commodities is
left to the discretion of the executive? Here, delegation of powers is given to the executive. As rightly
pointed out by the Hon'ble Member from Congress-l it is a very heavy punishment including
imprisonment provided in this Bill. Even if an ordinary person brings goods from one municipality to
another he is liable for tax. Such things can happen. | would like to know from the Hon'ble Minister that
can this sort of legislation be called as fair and objective legislation? Is it the way to raise the finances of
the State?

In the Statement of Objects and Reasons it is stated that this legislation is brought because it is
decided in the Chief Ministers' Conference that uniform Sales Tax structure would be followed by all the
States for all commodities from 2001 and that because Tamil Nadu and Pondicherry have not co-
operated it has become necessary to bring this legislation. This is a lame execuse. The ruling party is a
partner in the NDA which is in power at the Centre. At the time of the Chief Ministers' Conference the
DMK was in power in Tamil Nadu and they could have exercised their influence and persuaded the
Central Government. It is better if the Central Government is asked to amend the Central Sales Tax Act
to enforce the Floor rates in all the States instead of bringin_[1g the present Bill on the pretext of floor
rates.
