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SRI G. VINOD : It is a fact that the employees need immediate attention on the medical side.
The Government of India has been advised and requested that we need to have their concurrence for
setting up of a Super Speciality Hospital and the Hospital is going to come up with a cost of Rs.50
crores. The land which is being allotted by the State Government is being put to see that the best
Speciality is provided to the workmen and the Government is totally concerned about it. The ESI
Corporation in Delhi has been requested because they take the major share of the contribution which is
being provided by the workmen and the Delhi authorities take up this because the ESI Corporation is
under the control of the Ministry of Labour, the Government of India. The Government of Andhra
Pradesh has got a role to play. But they will have to do in concurrence alongwith the Government of
India. They are taking all possible steps to see that this Hospital is inaugurated in the quickest
timeframe and the construction work will commence in the shortest possible time. Should be in three
months' time.
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SRI G. VINOD: The Hon'ble Members have raised certain important issues. We do respect their
sentiments. It is important that the workmen who were having diseases are not being treated properly
and that they are being charged heavily is an important matter and it is taken up by the Government.
We are trying to see how best we can re-compensate them and try to see as to how the guidelines
which have been prepared by the ESIC, Delhi can be fulfilled. We have made a request to the Delhi
authorities to give us their concurrence so that the benefits can be passed on to the patients.

As far as the allotment of land is concerned, we are taking up immediately with the Collector,
Ranga Reddy District and we have got the land at a place called Qutbullapur. An extent of Ac. 12 of
land is readily being provided. We are making a request that it should go to Ac. 25 of land. We are
confident that this will be done in the shortest possible time.

Coming to the issue of Rs.200 crores which is to be provided for Super Speciality Hospitals
which need to come up, there is a Board in Delhi which will see as to what kind of hospital needs to be
set up. They have to take the entire project into consideration and give their recommendations. It is a
long drawn procedure. There is a Committee constituted in ESIC which will go through the details of the
hospital. We have been in fact, contacting them very regularly to see that this Hospital is very quickly
finalized.

As far as the Statement made by Sri T. Harish Rao, Hon'ble Member that there are hospitals
which are coming up in the entire country in four areas, we do appreciate the concern expressed by the
Hon'ble, the Labour Minister in Delhi. But we are willing to take it up with an open arms to whatever
support that will be given by the Central Government. We will ensure that the system which will go into
the setting up of the hospital will be taken care of.

Sunita Laxma Reddy, Hon'ble Member with regard to medical
reimbursement to the employees and also about the buildings, | have already mentioned that it has
been cleared by the Delhi authorities and we are going to inaugurate the building very shortly.

| request you to please ask the Collector and the Commissioner, MCH to please consider while
discussing particularly about the nuns. The issue of widening of roads is definitely also the
responsibility of minority schools. The nuns have assured us that definitely they will co-operate.
Please take it up. The exchange of road can be taken up for widening. But in lieu of building their case
can be considered for construction of new class-rooms as well as increase in FSI. The Supreme Court
stated that running educational institutions is not doing business or it is commercial. Recognized
establishments, religious and charitable institutions with more than 15 years must be issued with
permanent minority certificate.

He has promised giving
housing and education for the poor among the Anglo Indian community.

MR. SPEAKER: | should also thank you for completing your speech within five minutes. You
have set a good example for others.

SRI AKBARUDDIN OWAIS(Chandrayanagutta): Mr. Speaker, Sir, this Short Discussion covers
two aspects. One is about minority welfare and the second is reservation to minorities. However, |
think that the issue has four broad aspects. One is the Congress Party poll promises outlined in the
manifesto during 2004 Assembly elections. The second is schemes and programmes implemented by
the minority religious institutions and departments. The third is benefit of minorities under the schemes
and programmes implemented by other departments and the fourth is reservations. The Note which
has been given to us - | am sorry to say that it is exactly the same note which was given to us nine
months back. At the time of budget session we have had discussion in minorities welfare. A note was
prepared and it was given to us but unfortunately we could not have discussion and the same note is
again circulated. Not only it is just the same but this note is not enough or does not give the details as
to what and how much amount has been sanctioned and how many people are benefited and how
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many schemes have been grounded. No details are given in this note. | would like to express our
disappointment on behalf of our party - AIMIM over the casual manner in which the Government seems
to treat the subject of minority welfare. During the budget session, the demands of grants of minorities
welfare and many other departments were guillotined and passed without any discussion. The lengthy
note circulated by the Minorities Welfare Department is just a xerox copy of the note on demands,
performance budget for the Minorities Welfare for the year 2005-06 tabled in the Assembly during
March this year. | also express my disappointment over the meagre increase in the budgetary
allocation of minority welfare department in the current budget allocation. The hike is just about Rs. 10
crores over previous allocation of Rs. 38.98 crores. The total allocation for the Minorities Welfare
Department is only Rs. 49.12 crores though the State budget for this year is a massive of Rs. 55,331
crores. The minorities constitute 11% in the State's population but the outlay for the minorities welfare
works out not even to 1%. It is just 1/10th of 1% of the State budget. This is a grave injustice done to
minorities. | have the Congress election manifesto and in that so many promises are made. | do not
want to go into details. | go just point wise. In the Congress Manifesto ten specific promises were
made for the minorities. The major promise made is substantial increase in the budgetary allocation for
minorities welfare department. But, Sir, there has not been any substantial increase. Sir, at the time of
Telugu Desam Party regime the budget allocated was different. The total budget they allocated was
Rs. 62 crores. Now, it has been reduced during the Congress Party regime. Another major promise is
that specific package of incentives for upliftment of minorities. Till now, no special package for
upliftment; of minorities has been announced by the Government. Now, the Government headed by
the Congress Party failed to fulfil its two major promises. Sir, in my budget speech | have demanded
that Rs. 100 crores should be allocated for the upliftment of the minorities. But, it was not done.

But now my party demands that the Minority welfare Budget allocation should be raised to
Rs.500 crore per annum. No special package or incentive is announced as promised in the Congress
manifesto, as | said before. The Congress manifesto assured that special measures would be provided
for self-employment to minority youth under A.P. State Minority Finance Corporation. But nothing has
happened in this regard. The Congress also promised steps to release prompt bank loans to the
minorities. There was a Sixteen State level bankers' meeting, which was conducted in the Secretariat.
It is so shocking and it is so surprising. Under page 174,as per A.P. State Minority Finance
Corporation, minority community action plan for 2005-06 progress as on 31.10.2005, number of units
for applications, total in State-- target (physical) is 18752 and financial is Rs.2635.68 lakhs. Sir, 36% of
the target is 3798, financial is Rs.489.67 lakhs. Again grounded-- physical is 330 and financial is
Rs.26.07 lakhs. Now the point here to be noted is that the Government claims that it has been doing
justice to the minorities. But if we have to see the figures the financial target is Rs.2635.68 lakhs. Out
of that grounded is only Rs.26 lakhs. Out of Rs.26 crores, only Rs.26 lakhs has been grounded. This
shows that it is only about 1%. This needs to be taken care of. In the meeting in Secretariat when the
Hon'ble Chief Minister was having presentation by the bankers for all the departments like S.Cs., S.Ts.
and B.Cs., agricultural sector and when the minority welfare subject came, the slide was not shown. If |
am wrong | may be corrected. | thank the Hon'ble Finance Minister for the meeting. He himself
admitted and said that even sanction of minority loans is less than 1%. It should be taken care of. It
came in the newspapers also. Further beneficiaries are 752 only. It is quite surprising that only 36%
applications sponsored in seven months up to October. Out of that also, only 56% applications were
sanctioned. Only 56% sanctioned. See the pathetic state of affairs. Out of 56% sanctioned only 9%
sanctioned applications actually got grounded. It is only 9%. Now again it is a more sad state of story.
Only 2% targeted beneficiaries were covered in seven months. Only 2%! This is the high claim of the
Congress Government. Only 2%! One per cent of targeted bank assistance, actually it is worse.

Sir, | have one more detailed review. It is quite surprising. If we see the figures for the year
2005-06.....Sir, this is not my statement. This is the statement which was given by the Collector,
Hyderabad. In this statement showing bankwise and branchwise achievements and grounding
particulars under various departments and for Minority Finance Corporation the target is 3311.
Sanction is 482. Grounded is Zero. The gap is 3311 because that is the sanction. This is the state of
affairs. Is it not a sad state of affairs? Is it not an eye-opener for all those people who claim to say that
they are the champions of Muslims? Muslims voted for them and they came to power. | fail to
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understand how the bank covered 98% target beneficiaries and disbursed 99% of target to minorities in
remaining five months. How can they do it?

Sir, the Congress promised to constitute a separate Minority Women Welfare Corporation. That
promise is also forgotten by them. At the recent Coordination Committee of AICC to review the poll
promises, Sri Digvijay Singh claims that this promise has been dropped as it was not found to be
feasible. Why it was promised and why it was dropped? This is the question which needs to be
answered. It was only to get votes of the Muslims and then forget? The Congress takes minorities for a
ride, | would say. Will the Government clarity on the fate of its poll promise to establish this separate
Corporation? Congress promised to establish I.T.l., politechnic, residential schools for minorities in
each district of the State. This promise too is thrown to winds. Where have all the promises gone?
Minority Welfare Department has given a note which has mentioned about the schemes that have been
carried out by the Minority Welfare Department. What are the schemes? How many people have been
benefited? How many schemes have been grounded? What was the amount released? Third quarter
is going to come to an end. In the second quarter, what was the Budget given? No, nothing of that sort
given. The investment in Minority Welfare Finance Corporation for economic assistance, Thatkal, micro
credit scheme remains at last year level. M.I.M. demands direct sanction of loan for self-help schemes
for A.P. Minority Finance Corporation.

Sir, M.I.LM. demands direct sanction of loans under the employment schemes of A.P.State
Minority Finance Corporation. We demanded this. It has also not been accepted. The Minority
Finance Corporation implements many schemes. Some are re-named after Indira Gandhi and Rajiv
Gandhi. The sanctioned amounts are not mentioned. Where are the beneficiaries? No list of the
beneficiaries has been given to us. Why is the note not given to us? It should be given. | want the
Government to give all the details of loans already disbursed this year under the schemes like Tatkal,
micro credit scheme, self-help group, direct loans under Maulana Abul Kalam Education Loan Scheme
etc., | also want to know the details of beneficiaries covered under various schemes in urban and rural
training of unemployed muslim youth.

Sir, the Minority Finance Corporation is supposed to organise free health camps for the poor
minority women and children. | don't know where the so-called free health camps are conducted.
Officers are eating away the money, | would say. Last year Rs.25 lakhs was shown to have been spent
on free health camps. | have all the details. But | don't have that much time to give them here. | am
just cutting short. Where are those camps conducted? Where is the list of free health camps? Where
is the list of voluntary organisations? Where are the details of Maulana Abul Kalam Azad Scholarships
that were given?

Recently we had B.Tech. examination at Sultan-ul-uloom Engineering College and Shadan
Engineering College and many other minority colleges. Who are sanctioned scholarships there? For a
course of four years, only first year scholarships were given. The second year scholarships are not
given for one full year. At the time of examination many students were denied opportunity to appear for
the examinations because scholarships were not disbursed by the Minority Finance Corporation. Is it
not playing with the future of the children? Once the scholarship is sanctioned means, it has to
automatically come at the right time. But it never comes. They mentioned so many things. Where are
all the details?

Sir, he mentioned about Shadikhanas. | want to know the number of Shadikhanas sanctioned
by the Minority Welfare Department. How many of those were constructed? Can the total amount
spent on the construction of Shadikhanas justify the number of Shadikhanas constructed? Who is
looking after Shadikhanas? How many computer centres are there? Where are the computer centres?
What are the computer courses offered? | want to know all the details. | request the Hon'ble Minister
please to furnish the district-wise figures. What are the computer courses being offered by the Urdu
Academy? Are they up to the mark as per market requirements or not? How many students have
been trained? What is the percentage of students who got settled after completion of the training? No
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such details are furnished. They say that they are giving pre-metric and post-metric scholarships.
Please tell me whether Rs.200/- would be called scholarship? Hon'ble Minister for Backward Classes
Welfare is here. | would like to ask him as to what are the pre-metric and post-metric scholarships
given to the B.C. students, S.C. students and S.T. students and what is the scholarship amount given
to the minorities? It is just Rs.200/- given to minorities. How far is it useful for a student in today's
world? Sir, | also want to know....

Sir, | need some more time. | am on the topic only. | am not deviating from it. | want to know
from the Hon'ble Minister as to what is the coaching the C.E.D.M., i.e., Centre for Education
Development for Minorities is offering to the minorities and where are the centres located and how are
they doing publicity and getting the minority students. | want to know how many students have been
enrolled and taking the coaching. What is the amount spent on C.E.D.M. per annum? The House
wants to know it and also the total number of District Minority Welfare Officer posts in the State.

Sir about Urdu. The Government say that Urdu has been declared as second official language
in thirteen districts and that G.O. was issued for the appointment of Urdu Typists and Translators in all
the districts. But in the Hon'ble Minister's own district there is no appointment. Out of 13 districts only
seven districts have made the appointment. The rest of them do not have that. In respect of those
districts where appointment was made, the file was sent to the Finance Minister and he refused it. Is
this called justice? What happened to the Muslim Minorities welfare?

Sir, now about Wakf properties. As my honourable friend Sri Gafoor said, everybody knows
what happened in Vijayawada recently. Hon'ble Chief Minister gave instructions to stop the sale of
Vijayawada wakf lands. They went to Court. What happened to it? Has the registration been
cancelled? No. Recently in Nellore also similar is the case with one wakf property. | don't have the
relevant papers with me now. | misplaced them somewhere. Out of 14 acres of that property, seven
acres was given on lease for Rs.22000/-. The total value of the land is Rs.20 crores. How can the
Government lease it out? | want to know the details of the properties which have been leased out in
the period of Congress Government. When the Hon'ble Minister rises to give a reply he should give all
the details.

Sir, there was a House Committee on Wakf Properties. It was stated by the Government in the
last Budget session that the recommendations of the House Committee would be implemented. |
would like to remind the Government of their assurance and say that in the last Budget session we
raised this issue. 56% of the wakf lands are under encroachment. This was also admitted by the
Hon'ble Minister for Minority Welfare in the Budget session. Yes, all these wakf properties have been
encroached. He said that within six months the recommendations of the House Committee would be
implemented and encroachments would be removed. | want to know what action has been taken as it
is already nine months since then. | want to know how many properties have been freed from
encroachment and how many have been released. There are many wakf properties like Masijid
Sambarali at Panjagutta, wakf property under the possession of Police Department under Police Task
Force Office, property under Viceroy Hotel which is under the encroachment of one T.D.P. leader.
There are also wakf properties like Sham theatre in Hyderabad, Sensation Cinema theatre, Sultan
Bazar Graveyard, Ashurkhana wakf property, Nale Mubarak at Begampet and Eedga land at Nellore,
under the encroachments. Also one Member of Parliament from ruling party is involved in the
encroachment of wakf land in Nellore, who plotted the area. What is the Wakf Board doing in all the
cases? It is such a pathetic state of affairs. Who is the Chairman of Urdu Academy, we do not know.
Every second day a new Chairman comes there. There is no Chairman for Haj Committee. There are
no Chairman and Members for Minority Commission. There is no Chairman for Wakf Board. The
Government appointed Chairmen and Members of all the other Corporations. Why all this
discrimination in case of organisations of minorities?

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Why is this going on like this? Is anybody taking care? Why not the Government make a legal
battle and get the stay vacated on Urdu Academy, Haj Committee and Wakf Board? How long are the
Muslims going to suffer? When will be the stays vacated? There is no answer. | maintain that there
are no effective rules framed for carrying on their activities. Those rules should be framed. Till now the
rules have not been framed. Wakf Board did not frame any wakf regulations also required under the
Wakf Act. Wakf rules framed by the Government had so many defects and they need to be rectified.
Wakf Board needs executive powers for the removal of encroachments. Therefore, it is high time for
the Government to issue a G.O. empowering the Wakf Board for the removal of encroachments.

The Government should sanction
recurring grant to Wakf Board, something like at least Rs.2 crores per annum so that the Wakf Board
can deploy sufficient number of staff to district level, as recommended by the House Committee on
Wakf Properties instead of keeping just one or two Inspectors working as at present. Sir, the
Registration and Stamps Department should be strictly addressed not to register any wakf property
without the consent of Wakf Board by incorporating relevant clause in the Registration Act.

Sir, on the housing sector, the Government has promised that they would construct houses for
the minorities. | want to know from the Government as to how many houses have been constructed
and given to the Muslim minorities. No, nothing has been given to them. In my Constituency and other
Constituencies like Karawan, Yakuthpura and Chairminar, not a single house has been given to the
Muslim minorities under housing programme. | can imagine what could be the state of affairs in the
districts. The Congress party promised to allot houses for the minorities under weaker sections'
housing scheme according to their population.

Sir, Weaker Sections Housing Policy provides an allotment of 7% houses to the minorities in the
rural areas and 20% in the urban areas.

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Sir, there is no specific earmarking for the minorities in the funds allotted to Old age and Widow

Pensions. This should kindly be looked into. Sir, | have already spoken about Urdu Academy.

Now, | will come to the subject of 5% reservation for Muslim minorities. Sir, this a very

important thing.
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Sir, | had read in the newspapers about the anguish expressed by the children of our late Prime
Minister Sri PV Narasimha Rao. They actually wanted to make his House as a museum. But it was not
allowed. Then they took away all his belongings and the State Government immediately agreed to

sanction Rs.25 crores on the rebuilding of his......
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| want to know the development that took place in Muslim localities, i.e., in old city. Sir, do we
have an high-tech city, no. Do way have an |I-Max Theatre, no. Do we have any industry located in Old
City, no. Do we have any play ground, again no. Now, people are started asking as to what the public
representatives doing? Sir, the public representatives raise these issues again and again in this august

House, without getting any concrete response from the Government. Sir, we need justice.

Sir, it was often said that Muslims are getting involved in ISI activities.

Sir, what an idle man will do ? Because, he has no employment, no playground to play or not
having an I-Max theatre to get himself relaxed. Sir, there are no parks in the old city. We have only

slums over flowing with sewerage, but nothing else.
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How long are we going to use us for the sake of votes ? Sir, this high time that Muslims should
realise this fact. Sir, coming back to the question of 5% reservation, First, | would like to go on record
and say that in the year 1994, the then Government headed by Chief Minister Sri Kotla Vijayabhaskara
Reddy's issued a GO No.33, placing the Muslims in the Backward Classes list. But it did not stand for
legal scrutiny and was quashed by the High Court of AP. Sir, history repeated again when the
Congress Government headed by Sri YS Rajasekhara Reddy issued another GO No.33 on July 2004,
including Muslims in the BC list. A 5% reservation was given to them in both educational institutions

and Government jobs. Sir, | will talk about the contents of the GO later on.

Sir, again the said GO was quashed by the High Court of AP on various grounds. .But the High
Court directed that the reservation issue be looked into by the Backward Classes Commission within a
stipulated time. The Government promulgated an ordinance and the reconstituted BC Commission
had submitted its report this year and act was enacted in the month of October, replacing the
ordinance. But the High Court quashed the ordinance in the month of November but granted statusquo
of four weeks allowing professional colleges to make admissions on the basis of 5%. It also allowed to

go on an appeal to the Supreme Court on specific issue of public importance is involved.

Sir, the High Court has quashed the GO on two grounds, namely, 1) inadequate data and 2)
reservation can not be given on the basis of religion. Sir, my question is, in the state of Punjab
reservation is there for Sikhs. Neo-Buddhists got reservation and in Kerala State Hindus and Christians
got reservations. If this is the case, why can not Muslims are deprived of reservation in Andhra
Pradesh State? Sir, it is unfortunate that the Advocate General did not put forth this point to the High

Court. He never put across this point.

Sir, secondly, no proper data was given by the Government. Sir, when it was questioned, the
answer given was that there is no detailed data available with the secretariat staff. Sir, at the time when
the Telugu Deasam Party was in Government, a survey was carried out for the implementation of
Velugu Scheme. The Irrigation Department used the same for the construction of projects. My question
is, why should not the same be used for the purpose of Muslim Reservation. An answer may be given

that as the students have carried out the said survey, it would not be of much help. The bureaucrats
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sitting over there might send slips carrying out the said message. Sir, if that is the case, why Irrigation
Department used the same data for construction of its projects and why the same information proved

not helpful in the case of reservation extended to Muslims. Sir, | am unable to understand this thing.

Secondly Sir, a household survey was carried out. Why the report was not given on that. Sir, |
want to bring to the notice of this House another important thing. Sir, the writ petition filed in the High
Court was against the Ordinance, Sir, it is against the Ordinance. Sir, we know, the entire House
knows that first a GO will be issued, then it will be followed by an ordinance, then it will be introduced in
the House in the form of a Bill and then it transforms itself into an act. So, the ordinance was
challenged and the argument was on the ordinance. A Bill was already introduced and an act was
going to be enacted with a technically improved version and with a little bit of changes. So, legally
there is a difference between an ordinance and an act. The Advocate General should have stood up
and said " we are arguing on the ordinance, but as the ordinance does not exist now because of the act
coming into force, this petition should be dismissed." No, the Advocate General did not say like that.
He said " Sir, the ordinance is the same and is going to be enacted as an act." He concluded that in

that. Sir, this is the grave mistake that has been done. Sir, why this mistake has been done?

Sir, | have some details with me and the House would certainly surprised to know that
information. Sir, till now, right from the Minster took over, the total appointments made on regular basis
are 6500 and out of this 6500 appointments were made in different departments of the Government, |
want to know the percentage of Muslims in that. Sir, it is nil...it is nil. Is this the way to treat Muslims
who voted Congress to power. Sir, this is about regular posts. Then about posts recruited on contract
basis. Sir, out of 19,000 posts 5,000 posts has been recruited after the issuance of ordinance. | want
to know, in that how many posts were given to minorities. Sir, it is unfortunate that it was not even
0.5%.

Sir, my question is simple. Right from the day the ordinance was issued how many Muslims
have been recruited in the posts? Sir, after the issuance of ordinance 1200 permanent appointments
have been made. In that not even a single notification was issued for the appointment of minorities.
Whenever there is a vacant post, Government will issue notification. There are such notifications for
BC-A, B, C and D. But so far not a single notification was given with regard to BC-E. Sir, high claims
were made with regard to reservation. But what is the fate. Sir, the High Court's judgement is here. It

was delivered on 7th November 2005. | also got with me the BC Commission's report.

Sir, my question is, what would be the fate of those minority students who have been admitted.

The answer given by the Government is " we will give supernumerary seats." Sir, how can the
Government create supernumerary posts. If there is a total intake of 100 students, if there is any legal

problem, the intake can be increased from 100 to 125. Sir, here, Sir, supernumerary means for the
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next academic year, instead of hundred intake of posts, they have to take 75 only. Sir, if that is the
case, what will happen? Sir, Vishwa Hindu Parishad and Bajrangdal membes will go to the court
saying that the ordinance issued by the Government has been quashed and argue that as some of the
students right has been denied because of this reservation, they should be given the seats. Sir, the
Hindu students may also talk like that. They will go to the court. Sir, ultimately who are responsible for
this? Sir, creation of supernumerary posts means the reduction of total intake for the next academic

year. In the next year also similar situation may arise.
