Thangidi in Gulbarga District for irrigating 4.00 lakh acres in Gulbarga and Mahabubnagar districts.
Upon the re-organisation of the Sates in 1956, most of Gulbarga District including Tangidi fell within
Mysore and Mahabubnagar district became part of Andhra Pradesh." These are the observations of
the Tribunal. "After 1956 Mysore proposed Bhima Lift Irrigation scheme at Sona and the Bhima
Irrigation Projectat Sonti to irrigate Gulbarga district of Mysore. At that time Andhra Pradesh according
to the representation to the Tribunal proposed Bhima Project with head works at Tangidi in Mysore with
extension to Mahabubnagar district of Andhra Pradesh to irrigate 3.8 lakh acres. Andhra Pradesh
contends that in view of Section 108(2) of the States' Re-organisation Act of 1956, the scope of the
earlier projects cannot be varied and Mysore is bound to supply water from those projects for the
benefit of Andhra Pradesh Areas. Mysore denies this contention. The following issue was raised.
Should any direction be given for release of water from Mysore for the benefit of Andhra Pradesh from
Bhima Project." The Tribunal says, "We find that Bhima Reservoir Project and the Bhima Lift Irrigation
scheme proposed by Mysore since 1956 have not yet been sanctioned by the Mysore Government."

C) Prosecution has been launched against the management for not maintaining the canteen in
hygienic conditions.

In an answer to (b), it is stated that due
to contaminated food consumed in the canteen of M/s. Hartex Rubber Limited, IDA, Bollaram, Medak
District due to lack of supervision by the canteen Managing Committee of the Compnay. In an answer
to (c), it is said that prosecution has been launched against the management for not maintaining the
canteen in hygienic conditions. What kind of prosecution has been launched, when and what date?

SRI G. VINOD : The Hon'ble Member has asked as to what action has been taken. Speaker Sir,
in the year 2004, 4971 inspections have been made and in the year 2005, 5280 inspections have been
made. As far as the action is concerned, the number of prosecutions carried out by the Department in
the year 2004 have been 188 and in the year 2005, it is 148. As far as the action taken by the officers
concerned with the Management, we have booked a case with them on 28-9-2005 by the Deputy Chief
Inspector of Factories. He has visited the factory and booked a case against this company. Since the
Company has to take the following steps relating to the commitment by the Management, all canteens
in the industries are statutorily required to constitute a Canteen Management Committee with equal
number of representatives from the Management as also the workers. It is primarily the responsibility of
the Canteen Management Committee to supervise the quality of foodstuffs being served in the factory.
The Canteen Management Committee constituted by Hartex Rubber Limited has been headed by the
Deputy General Manager, Operations, Mr. A.N. Ghoshal. A show cause notice has been issued by the
Food Inspector, Sangareddy on 5-10-2005 under Prevention of Food Adulteration (PF) Act and Rules
have been made thereunder. A show cause notice has been issued for violation of certain provisions
under the Act and the Rules of the maintenance of canteen and other provisions is being taken up. A
case has been filed before the Judicial First Class Magistrate, Mobile Court, Medak on 24-11-2005. The
factory has been visited twice by the Deputy Chief Inspector of Factories on 6-12-2005 and it was found
that the factory has been renovated and improved in terms of the requirement of hygienic conditions.
