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On arrival at the Main Entrance of the Assembly Hall, the Governor was received by the Hon'ble
Speaker and the Secretary to the State Legislature.

A procession was then formed in the Main Verandah of the Assembly Hall and the Governor
was led into the Main Hall by the Aide-de-Camp to the Governor in front and by the Hon'ble Speaker
followed by the Principal Secretary to the Governor and the Secretary to the Legislature.

As the procession entered the Main Hall, the Governor's arrival was announced by the O.S.D.,
Legislature Secretariat and all the Hon'ble Members rose at their seats.

On the Dais, the Speaker was seated to the left of the Governor. The Governor after the
National Anthem began his address in English at 11.00 a.m.
