MINISTER FOR TOURISM (DR.(MRS.) J. GEETHA REDDY) :

a) Yes Sir.

b) 38,797 units have been reported closed as per Government of India census of 2001-2002.
Survey conducted by professional agencies like APITCO etc., reveals that 278 units out of the
above can be revived in the State.

c) Yes Sir. Government of Andhra Pradesh has introduced a scheme for revival of sick small scale
industries and Non-BIFR units vide G.0.Ms.No0.359, Industries & Commerce (IP) Department,
dt.25-6-2001 which is under revision.

d) Yes Sir. It is a fact that new industrial estates are being established. It is also a fact that new
Special Economic Zones are being established under the Government of India Special
Economic Zone Act, 2005. The State Special Economic Zones Bill-2005 has been passed in the
Assembly and awaits the assent of President of India for enactment of Andhra Pradesh Special
Economic Zone Act, 2005. Industrial Estates are meant for domestic market, whereas the
Special Economic Zones are established to facilitate exports. Since the Special Economic
Zones are export Oriented Units, it does not adversely affect the industrial estates.

SRI AKBARUDDIN OWIAISI : Sir, | would like to raise two questions. One is, with regard to
the budget allocation earmarked for the revival of sick units, because the Government have made no
allocations during the last two years for the revival of sick units. But | am surprised to see that Rs.3.00
crores have been earmarked in the previous budgets for the so-called study of SSI sick units. But | do
not know as to what is that so-called study and the Minister would kindly explain me about the same. |
want to know as to what was the study made by them and what was the report submitted by them?

Sir, in the economic survey, it was mentioned about the revival of certain SSI units. The
Hon'ble Minister has to say as to whether the statement was right or wrong. It says that " 59 cases
have been considered for relief and concession of sick units with a view to revive them. "

Sir, pace in which revival exercise is going on in our State is very slow. It is an irony that out of
40,000 sick units, so far only 59 have been taken up for revival. Sir, at this rate it would take another
one hundred years to revive the all-40,000 units. Sir, | would like to have a specific answer on this from
the Government.

MR. SPEAKER : Owaisi Saab, here are two things. The question is with regard to revival of
sick units. But there one other component is involved in this, namely, the welfare of the labour working
in such units. That should be looked after by another department. Here, the question is related to the
industrial aspect. As far as labour welfare is concerned, the Ministry of Labour will look into that.

Power supply during the Khariff season has been satisfactory and the maximum energy
supplied per day was 160 MU and peak demand met was 7359 MW in the month of October, 2005.

During the Rabi season there has been an unprecedented increase in demand from the 3rd
week of January, 2006. The maximum demand has reached 8210 MW on Feb 17th which is the
highest in the history of the State and is 12.2% more than the maximum demand reached last year. The
energy supplied during 18th Feb 2006 is 167.1 MU which is 11.3% more than 150.01 MU supplied on
the same day last year.

During the week from February 13th to 18th, 2006 APTRANSCO is supplying about 163.57 MU
per day. This is 10.6% more than the energy supplied during the same period last year, which was
147.9 MU.

During the same period in 2003-04 the energy supplied per day was 138.93 MU. The increase
in supply of energy per day during the current year is 17.84%. The peak demand met during the same
period in 2003-04 was 6478 MW. The increase during the current year as compared to 2003-04 is 1416
MW which is an 20.99% increase.

The sales to agricultural sector during January to March has increased from 3377 MU in 2002-
03 to 3798 MU in 2004-05. During the current year, at current levels of consumption, it is estimated that
it will cross 5000 MU.

With increased availability of ground water during the current year, the agricultural consumption
has increased on account of continuous operation of the pumps during assigned time block periods and
it is expected that the requirement will further increase in the coming days of the current Rabi season.

Based on current trends, it is estimated that the average energy requirement during the second
half of the February will be 165 MU which may increase to 175 MU in March 2006.

With increase in demand from the middle of January, 2006, the maximum load was incident on
the grid during day time. This was resulting in continuous hydel generation from
Srisailam/Nagarjunasagar complex, depleting the reservoir levels rapidly. At current levels of
generation, Srisailam reservoir will fall below MDDL by first week of March itself. Since water is needed
to be preserved in the Srisailam reservoir till end of May to meet the generation. In view of this the daily
generation availability is of the order of 155 MU, whereas the average requirement is 165 MU. The
increase in demand is mainly due to agriculture. In order to meet the increasing agriculture demand, it
has become necessary to regulate overall demand by resorting to load shedding in Towns and Mandal
head quarters. Load relief is being availed at 11 KV feeders for 2 hrs on rotation basis during day time.
Such regulation is essential to save the standing crop. Our Government has assured a minimum of 7
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hours of supply to agriculture. With increase in demand, the load on the Grid has increased during day
time as 7 hours agricultural supply was being given for both groups during the day time in the majority
of districts. Since there was a margin at night, agricultural supply timings are regrouped in order to
ensure that system stability is maintained without low voltages and reservoir levels also maintained to
meet power, drinking water and irrigation needs in the coming months. Agricultural supply timings are
grouped in such a way that one group gets 7 hours continuous supply during day time and the other
group gets supply in two spells, 4 hours day time and 3 hours in night time or 7 hours during night time.
The groups will rotated weekly so that every farmer gets 7 hours continuous supply in the day time
every alternate week. Supply in two spells is not a new arrangement, and has been done in every rabi
season to meet the load. By this arrangement it is expected that about 300 MW of peak demand will be
shifted from day time to night, enabling the system to meet the demand.

Our Government has been advocating that paddy should not be grown under wells and bore
wells in rabi season. The agriculture Department, Revenue Department and Power Utilities conducted
meetings during the month of November, 2005 with farmers advising crop diversification. However,
paddy has been grown under wells and bore wells, estimated at 7.15 lakh acres as on 15th Feb, 2006.

Field officers of APTRANSCO/DISCOMS are closely watching the crop condition on a day-do-
day basis. If in any area, the crops are reported to be under stress for inadequate power supply, the
crops will be inspected to re-evaluate the requirement of hours of power supply. Adjustments will be
made so that additional hours of supply will be made available, as per crop requirement. Low voltage
problems whenever reported are being immediately attended to. During the current year, 43000
distribution transformers have been added in rural areas, besides 94 Nos. of 33/11 kv substations in
order to improve voltages and supply reliable and quality power. Farmers are assured that no standing
crop will be allowed to be in distress due to inadequate power supply.

Substation wise meetings were held by power utilities from 6-2-2006 to 12-2-2006 covering all
agricultural load based substations to:

Inform all farmers about revised agriculture timings and to assure farmers that standing crop will
not be affected. Address the problems regarding overloading of feeders, distribution transformers and
take remedial measures. Propagate use of capacitors, and fixing the same by 31st March, 2006. In
order to ensure that DTRs are replaced as quickly as possible, 260 DTR repair centers are established
as compared to 85 existing in 2003-04, and sufficient rolling stock of healthy DTRs are made available
in all centers for prompt replacement of failed DTRs. DTR failure rate has come down to 7.50%
compared to 9.13% during the same period last year. As per standards performance mandated by the
regulator, failed DTRs are to be replaced within 48 hours in rural areas. The power utilities are
replacing failed DTRs within the stipulated time.

Field Officers of APTRANSCO and DISCOMS as well as Farmers' Associations have informed
that rigs are operating at various places in districts for digging of new bore wells, and pumpsets are
being erected and hooked directly to lines, drawing power unauthorizedly. This is resulting in
overloading of transformers and burning of motors. The system may not sustain beyond a peak
demand of 8300 MW and energy of 175 MU per day. Further, indiscriminate drilling adversely affects
the groundwater table, as also existing irrigation wells and drinking water sources. Instructions are re-
iterated to District Administration to implement WALTA for restricting the unauthorized use of rigs.

During 2005-06, up to end of January, 2006 29705 services were released bringing the total
agricultural services existing in the State to 24.04 lakhs. As per the modified policy, 94.58% of
agricultural services are having the benefit of free power. Government has given instructions that all the
un-authorized agricultural pump-sets for which DDs have been paid, may be regularized, provided that
the farmers have installed capacitors of adequate rating and frictionless foot-valves in case of open
wells. GoAP has waived the total outstanding agricultural arrears amounting to Rs.1254 crores
accumulated up to the end of March, 2004, providing substantial relief to agricultural consumers. Total
subsidy provided to agriculture sector is Rs. 2024 crores during 2004-05 and Rs.2062 crs during 2005-
06. Government is giving priority to Lift irrigation. There are currently 2404 lift irrigation schemes in the
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State. Supply is being released for 268 LI schemes during 2005-06. Dedicated feeders are being
provided to 213 HT LI schemes for providing 16 hours of supply.

15 Nos. EHT substations, 124 Nos. 33 KV substations and 56641 distribution transformers are
added to the system up to January 2006 during 2005-06. Power Transformer capacity of 1652 MVA is
added to the EHT system. Of a total i investment of Rs. 2013 crores by APTRANSCO/DISCOMS
during 2005-06, Rs. 1430 crores is being invested in rural areas to ensure quality and reliable power
supply to agricultural and rural consumers.

There is no sale of a single unit of power outside the State during both night and day time from
1st February, 2006. In the earlier months, whenever there was low demand conditions within the State,
sale of power was resorted to, after fully meeting the needs of the State, in periods when there was
surplus power available, as was being done from 2001-02. The power utilities have made all efforts to
buy power from other States to meet the unprecedented increased demand. However there is shortage
all over the country, and with difficulty the utilities have tied up for purchase of 300 MV of power for 6
hrs during the night for the month of March 2006. This will be an additional financial commitment of Rs.
23.1 crores.

As per the modified free power policy and as per Tariff Order 2005-06, farmers should provide
capacitor of adequate rating by March 2006. The installation of capacitors will benefit farmers as it will
ensure improved voltages and prevent burning of motors. The capacitors are being made available for
sale in Section Offices throughout the State. District Administration/DISCOMS are making all efforts to
facilitate installation of capacitors by farmers by 31st March, 2006. Government reiterates its
commitment to the agriculture sector and it is assured that standing crops during Rabi 2005-06 will be
protected by all means.
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SRI AKBARUDDIN OWAISI : Panel Speaker Sir, the Hon'ble Minister for Power had detailed
the steps being taken by the Government to APTRNASCO and the DISCOMS to ensure proper power
supply in the State, more particularly, for the agriculture sector. My question is that was it not
anticipated that we are going to have a shortfall of power? If it was anticipated, we would like to know
as to the measures taken by the Government? If not, why was it not anticipated? Is it not the failure of
the Government? Also, the Minister claims that the power utilities are ensuring seven hours power
supply to farm pump sets in the State. My colleagues from other Opposition Parties have already
recounted the difficulties being faced by the farmers who are not getting adequate power supply as
promised by the Government. The Minister says that power supply reach 167 Million Units on February
17, the highest figure so far. He has also pointed out that the demand would reach 175 Million units
during March. The Minister says that farmers are being supplied by turns. One group gets it for seven
hours at day time and the other group either in two spells or four hours during day time and three hours
in the night time or seven hours at a stretch during night time. But the ground realities are otherwise.
There are complaints that the Government is not maintaining the timing and the farmers are afraid of
losing their rabi crops. Our farmers are suffering huge losses due to the frequent burning of meters.
There are 24 lakh farmers who badly require power to save their rabi crop. Mostly, paddy crops sown
over 7.15 acres.

Speaker Sir, there are voltage fluctuations. | would like to read a news item that appeared in
The Hindu, dated 1-2-2006. In the Collectors' Conference, the Hon'ble Chief Minister has said that we
have no intentions to stop the benefit on one pretext or the other to the farmers. The farmer himself
should realize the responsibility. In fact, these devices, that means the capacitors would benefit
immensely by storing better sucking effect with minimum use of power. There would be quality of power
supply that would end in low voltage and burning of pump sets.

The Statement says that the Government is admitting that there is low voltage and burning of
pump sets also. Sir, the Government have estimated the demand from farm sector to be 5 MU during
January-March this year. The Minister says, TRANSCO will purchase 300 Megawatts power from other
States for six hours every day during March to tide over the shortage. | would like to know from the
Hon'ble Minister that after this purchase, will it be sufficient or again you are going to have a shortfall?
Will this be enough or again we will have to purchase? If there is a need for more purchase, is there
any possibility? Is the Government working out on those possibilities of producing more power?

Speaker Sir, when the TDP was in power, the Congress used to demand 12 hours power supply
for farm sector. The Congress Members have created ruckus in this august House on several
occasions in the previous Assembly contending that the farmers were not getting assured power supply
of 9 hours. Even now, the situation remains the same. The only change is that the TDP and the
Congress Parties have switched their rolls.

Speaker Sir, on behalf of our party, we demand that the Government ensures power supply to
farm sector to save the rabi crop. At the same time, we demand that the power supply for other sectors
such as domestic, commercial and industrial consumer should also be maintained without any
scheduled or unscheduled power cuts. Public exams for X Class, Junior and Senior Intermediate as
well as annual exams in the schools are slated for next month. It is the duty of the Government to
ensure power supply for domestic consumers so that students are able to concentrate on their studies
and they do not suffer on account of any power cut. Speaker Sir, a news item has appeared in today's
news paper that there would be two hours power cut in the twin cities of Hyderabad and Secunderabad.
We would like to know as to whether it is true.

Also Sir, the cut off date for fixing of capacitors is 31st March. In one Statement that appeared in
a news paper dated 2nd February, Smt. Rachel Chatterjee has given a Statement. | would just like to
quote two or three lines. "While 22 lakh capacitors were to be installed, 2.1 lakh have been installed so
far. Out of 22 lakh, only two lakh have been installed. 20 lakhs has to be installed. Can they be
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completed in just 1 %2 month's time ? Practically, it is not possible. | request that additional time should
be given.

Lastly, the most important clarification which | want to know from the Hon'ble Minister is that it
appeared in one of the newspapers. | do not know as to whether it is right or wrong. But the
Government needs to answer this. The news item appeared in the newspaper "The Hindu, dated
4-2-2006 stating that the power situation in the State will worsen by March. It also said, sources said
that the shortage could have been avoided but for the Government's insistence on maintaining storage
of 854 ft. in Srisailam with a view to provide water to 4 lakh hectates of rabi crop in Rayalaseema
region. For the first time, it has happened. It is permitted to release only 4,000 cusecs of water a day
against the plea of APTANSCO officials about the discharge of 16,000 cusecs for the power
generation. This should be clarified. Is this right that when we are facing losses, what the Government
is doing for the power to be adequate to be supplied to farmers and also for the domestic sectors. The
Minister should also clarify when he rose about the power cut to be imposed in the twin cities. Thank
you very much for giving me this opportunity.
