SRI AKBARUDDIN OWAISI : The importance of my asking this question was, in
spite of the Adjournment Motion being ruled out and not being admitted, whether it is the
Ruling Party or the Opposition Parties are having a discussion on this issue. Before | say
anything, that is the reason | want a clarification from your kindself. Can | speak on this
issue or are we supposed to give our opinion on the legality of the issue? These are the
two issues.

MR. SPEAKER : Yes, | appreciate the clarification you are seeking. Now the
matter before the House, like at the outset itself, | have told the Hon’ble Members that
there are two issues before the House. One is as far as the reservations are concerned,
on that aspect, there is unanimity in the House. There is no ambiguity and there is no
second opinion on that. Now to take up the matter for the House to discuss the issue,
the matter is in the court and there are certain limitations for the House. Now, if the
Hon’ble Members going through the limitations of the rules, if you can enlighten me on
the aspects, whether it can be taken up or not, then | can give my views on that. So, the
issue before the House, whether the matter which is pending before the court can be
taken up here or if there is any other form in which we can take up the matter.

SRI AKBARUDDIN OWAISI : The matter is sub judice. It is absolutely right. But
an interim order, a stay has been given in that regard. Also, few observations have been
made by the Hon’ble, the Supreme Court. Like 1931 census was taken into
consideration for providing 27% reservation; that 1931 census is of old one; and that
new data and statistics may be produced in the court for the court to give a final
judgment in that regard. As far as the legality is concerned, the book says that this
House and the Parliament can debate on a judgment. We cannot question the conduct
of a judge. But a debate could be allowed in the Parliament or in the Legislature on the
judgment. The Parliament or the Legislatures have the full right to say on the judgment.
It would not come under the contempt of any court as such. And as far as OBCs. are
concerned, our Party feels that 27% reservation which was provided by the UPA
Government, the Constitutional obligations and hurdles were already cleared. This Bill
was brought in the Parliament and the Parliament had cleared it. In spite of that, it has
been struck down by some observations. The Hon’ble Chief Minister has just now
mentioned that the Government would pursue this issue to the Prime Minister when they
are meeting in connection with Babli Project. | would also like to bring to your kind notice
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as to the observations by the Supreme Court that the statistics which have been
provided by the Central Government were not enough and new statistics were asked to
be produced. In this connection, | would like to remind that a judgment was given by
the same court with regard to the reservations to be extended to minorities also. And it is
so sad Sir, | am not criticizing anybody. Everybody claims to be the champions of
minorities and OBCs. For OBCs. everybody raised their voice and with everybody’s
voice, we as a minority party and as a minority leader, we fully support that 27%
reservation should be given for OBCs. But it is so sad that whether it is TDP or the
Communist Parties who claim to be the champions, nobody has mentioned about
providing of 5% reservation to the muslims. It was struck down by the High Court and
the Supreme Court. When the Chief Minister is meeting with the Prime Minister, in the
same context, same request should be made to the Central Government that the Central
Government sees to it that 5% reservation is provided to the muslim minorities. As far as
moving of the Resolution being demanded by the political parties is concerned, we say
that if a Resolution is going to be passed, in that Resolution, 5% reservation to muslims
should also be included so that whatever Constitutional hurdles or legal hurdles are
there, they should be the same. Also, because here the State Government says that
they would provide 5% reservation whereas the UPA Government at the Centre does
not have any plan to provide the same. We need a clarification in that regard.

As far as OBCs. are concerned, our Party stands one with all 27% reservation to
OBCs. which has been provided by the UPA Government should be provided. All the
legal hurdles which have come in between should be taken care of and lastly, it is very
rightly said that the interim order has been given yesterday. We have yet to receive the
copy of the same. Once we are in receipt of the copy, the legal department would study
the judgment and later on, necessary steps would be taken. We could move a
Resolution in that regard and send to the Central Government.

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re: Remunerative Prices to Turmeric Farmers.

SRI BOTCHA SATYANARAYANA: Farmers produce turmeric mainly in the
Districts of Nizamabad, Adilabad, Karimnagar, Warangal, Guntur and Kadapa in the
State. Nizamabad, Duggirala and Kadapa are important markets. The traders purchase
turmeric and again sell it at Sanghli market in Maharashtra. The Marketing Department
collects daily market prices of turmeric from various markets including National level
markets makes comparative analysis of prices. Turmeric is not included in the list of
commodities notified for MSP by Government of India. It is a fact that the prices of
turmeric are decreased compared to the previous year. It is learnt that the main reason
for decrease of price is due to decrease in exports to other countries. It is a fact that due
to decrease in prices, the income of farmers is decreased to some extent. At present,
the prevailing market rates range between Rs. 1,800/- and Rs. 2,500/- per quintal
depending upon the quality of turmeric. During this season, the rates were decreased
from Rs. 300/- to Rs. 400/- per quintal when compared to the previous year.

As the Nizamabad turmeric farmers have made a plea that the rate of turmeric in
the neighbouring State of Maharashtra specially in Sanghli market are higher about four
or five hundred rupees, the representatives of farmers and officials and non-officials of
the Department headed by the District Collector, Nizamabad have made a study tour to
Sanghli market twice to study the market situation in Sanghli market. They have
observed that the Sanghli variety turmeric is qualitatively superior to the turmeric
produced in Nizamabad. The farmers have also understood that farmers of Nizamabad
turmeric are getting about Rs. 100/- extra to the Nizamabad turmeric sold in Sanghli
market. They have also observed that after inclusion of transport charges there is no
much variation in the rates between the rate paid at Sanghli and Nanded and in
Nizamabad market.

In view of the above and in the interest of turmeric farmers and to avoid further
fall in prices in turmeric trade and to create more competitiveness; AP Markfed was
directed to make turmeric purchases at market prices. Accordingly, AP Markfed has
commenced its purchases from 21.03.2007 onwards at Nizamabad.

Further, Agricultural Market Committees have given wide publicity for the benefit
of farmers to sell their turmeric after boiling and drying up the turmeric for good quality in
order to get remunerative price. The District Collector has also taken steps to review the
turmeric transactions in quality and weighments in the presence of the representatives of
farmers and traders to get fair deal to farmers.

Further, NAFED has been requested to take up turmeric purchases. Therefore,
Government has taken all measures to protect the interest of turmeric farmers.
