SRI AKBARUDDIN OWAISI : Sir, once again | would like to say that there
should be seriousness towards the question and answer and there should be a specific
answer to a question. Why | say this is because, | was hearing to the reply of the
Hon'ble Minister. He gave details of lands which were given away in the period of
Telugu Desam. Fine. Do | believe what he spoke or do | believe what has been written
here? The question is "whether it is a fact that Wakf property is being alienated or not" ?
The Reply to that is "no". When the written answer says no alienation has taken place,
how does the Minister say that during Telugu Desam regime the Telugu Desam
Government have given 4000 acres of land. This shows the non-seriousness of making
each and every issue political. Let us be real in what we are replying.

| would like to know once again through you Speaker Sir very specifically that out
of the total extent of land which was mentioned here how much of land has been

The most important thing which | want to ask is what is the authenticity of a
Gazette? Why is it that only a Gazette of Wakf does not hold importance and weight ?

Lastly, the Minorities Welfare department came into existence in 1994. Before
that it was Revenue Department under which Wakf Board used to come and Gazettes
used to be prepared by the Revenue department. The then Revenue department said
that Baba Sharfuddin Pahadi is a Wakf land. The then Revenue Department said that
Acs.2100 at Chengicherla is Wakf land. The then Revenue department said that
Acs.1200 at Santhosh Nagar is a Wakf land. Now the same Revenue department says
that these are not Wakf land.

Lastly Hon'ble Minister spoke about Lanco and said that the land was given in
Telugu Desam regime. This is the affidavit given by the Emmar to the Hon'ble High
Court. In that the Advocate of Emmar mentioned that the APIIC on 29-11-2005 handed
over the land to Emmar Hills Township Private Limited (EHTPL), Boulder Hills Leisure
Private Limited (BHLPL) and Cyberabad Convention Centre Private Limited (CCCPL).
