So, your
Kindself can consult Constitutional Experts on this. You can also call for a Floor Leaders Meeting
to decide upon this matter because, the people in this State would like to know as to whether this
Government is still running this State or not. They would also like to know as to whether this
Government still enjoys the majority of the House or has fallen into a minority. The people of the
State would like to know these things.
