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SRI AKBARUDDIN OWAISI: Hon’ble Dy. Speaker Sir, the Hyderabad
Metropolitan Water Supply and Sewerage Board has been facing acute shortage of water
as well as finances. Because the 3" phase of Krishna Water is not being taken up and at
the same time, the water levels at Singur and Manjira are falling down, Hyderabad city is
facing acute shortage of water.

When I say about the acute shortage of finances, every month the total
collections of Hyderabad Metropolitan Water Supply and Sewerage Board are, from
water and sewerage cess, the collections are Rs.27 crore and from new connections they
collect Rs.6 crore and from other sources, they collect Rs.1 crore. The total collections
for every month comes to Rs.34 crore. But the total expenditure per month is Rs.42
crore. Just on power charges, the Hyderabad Metropolitan Water Supply and Sewerage
Board is paying Rs.16 crore. On staff salaries, they are paying Rs.10 crore. On operation
and maintenance they are paying Rs.7 crore. On administrative expenses, they are paying
Rs.1.5 crore. Interest on loans is Rs.400 crore for the completion of works of 2™ and 1™
phase of Krishna water and the interest that is being paid is Rs.2.5 crore and again
repayment of loan is Rs.5 crore. The cash deficit per month is Rs.8 crore per month.

Sir, through you I would like to request the Government to please grant 50% of
subsidy on the present power charges for Hyderabad Metropolitan Water Supply and
Severage Board and at the same time, I would like to request the Government to take
over the debt of Rs.400 crore, which is there for Hyderabad Metorpolitan Water Supply.
Sir, in the year 2006 Late Chief Minister Dr. Y.S. Rajasekhara Reddy had given
instructions to Hyderabad Metropolitan Development Authority to release Rs.50 crore to
Hyderabad Metropolitan Water Supply every year and right from the year 2007, Rs.50
crore has not been paid. I request the Government to pay that Rs.50 crore.

Sir, in the last year’s budget, the amount which was sanctioned for Hyderabad
Metropolitan Water Supply and Sewerage Board was Rs.466 crore, out of which only 1st
quarter has been released and the 2™ quarter, 3" quarter and 4th quarter has not been
released. Irequest you Sir, to release the amount for 2™, 3™ and 4™ quarters.

Sir, the betterment charges are collected by GHMC and Hyderabad Metropolitan

Development Authority. What are the betterment charges collected for? They are
collected to provide basic civic amenities. I request the Government to give some share
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of betterment charges to Hyderabad Metorpolitan Water Supply and Sewerage Board
because they are supplying water. When Hon’ble Minister was giving reply on Godavari,
Pranahita and Chevella project, he had mentioned that Rs.700 crore was spent on this
project. For 3" phase of Krishna water, only Rs. 733 crore is required. Why don’t you
get 3™ phase of Krishna water? I request the Government to please make a note of it and
give appropriate answer for releasing the amount. Lastly Sir, Hyderabad Metropolitan
Water Supply and Sewerage Board does not have funds for replacement of pollution
lines, sewerage system and for providing water tankers during the summer season.

Sir, through you I request the Government to please call for a meeting of city
Legislators to tackle this acute shortage of water in Hyderabad city.
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MRS. CHRISTENE LAZAURUS (Nominated) : Thank you Sir for this 2 minutes
intervention. All the issues of minorities must be the concern of the majorities.  This is
so important. Through out the world, the Christians are in the lent season of praying and
fasting.
