SRI AKBARUDDIN OWAISI (Chandrayanagutta): Hon'ble Deputy Speaker
Sir, the stand of the entire opposition is one and we want a Joint Legislative Committee
or a House Committee to be formed to look into the issue regarding the allotment and
distribution of land.

Again, the matter was taken to the Supreme Court and the Wakf Board has won the case
in the Supreme Court. And this Government says that before the treatment is given,
investigations have to be carried out. We cannot trust these doctors because the land
pertaining to Hazrat Baba Sharfuddin Pahadi, nearly 3,000 acres of wakf land was taken
over by the Government and this Government only allotted the land for the purpose of
International Airport. For our cure, we cannot trust these doctors. Sir, this Government is
responsible for the demolition of Omar-E-Farooq Mosque also and they were silent
spectators to this.
