* 747 Q.—Sri M. Veeraraghava Rao (Prathipadu) :—Will the
hon. Minister for Panchayat Raj be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that Sri Gudivada Ramachandra Rao,
Ex-President of Mandavalli Village Panchayat, Kaikalur taluk,
Krishna district has misappropriated the funds of the said Panchayat
and that the Assistant Examiner of Local Fund Accounts, Vijayawada
has issued surcharge certificates forJaearly Rs. 8,000 for the recovery of
the said funds; and

(b) if so, the action taken by the Government in the matter?

The Minister for Panchayat Raj (Sri T. Ramaswamy :—(a) No,
Sir, but on account of the negligence of Sri Ramachandra Rao, in
collecting amounts due to Panchayats the Gram Panchayat Manda-
valli sustained loss and the Assistant Examiner of Local Fund
Accounts, Vijayawada has so far issued 15 surcharge certificates for
an amount of Rs. 6,500.97 against him.

(b) The District Panchayat Officer,Krishna, is taking necessary
action for railisation of the surcharged amounts.
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Sri G. Sivayya (Puttur) :—Will the Govetrnment director the
village officers to collect all the arrears of Panchayat revenues to
-avoid surcharges etc., as a policy ?

‘Sri T. Ramaswamy :—(a) Yes, Sir.

(bY “The Estimdtes Cominittee recommended that the powers
to transfer teachers be transferred to the executive authorities of the
local b ,dies, viz., the Block Development Officers and the Secretaries
of Zilla Parishads: The: Gowernmtent accepted. the recomendation of

e Estimates Committee and issued orders in G. O. Ms. No. 24,
chayati Raj, dated 7-1-1967.
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(c) The Secretary, Zilla Parichad has to cousult the Deputy
Secretary (Education) in the Zilla Farishad in the matters relating to
transfers of teachers from one Panchayat Samithi to another within
the district, only when the transfers are not mutual transfers.

Where both the teachers actually agree in writing, the Block
Development Officer can transfer in consultation with the Block
Development Officer coencerned where the teacher is proposed to be
transferred.
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Sri G- Sivayya:—What is the principle governing the transfer
of teachers?
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Sri G. Sivayya:—Has the Government laid down any principles
and basis on which the teachers can be transferred?
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Sri P. Rajagopala Reddy (Lakkireddipalli):—Most of the
teachers are interfering in the elections, and this fact has been
brought to the notice of the hon. Minister Will the Government

see that persons in one taluk are kept in another taluk so that all
these things could be avoided?
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Srimati B. Jayaprada (Vinukonda):—There is a G.O. dated
7-1-1957 that a Samithi President cannot transfer beyond the Sami-
thi limit. But there isaninstanze On 30-3-1067 where a teacher
was .transferred beyond the Samithi limit to another Samithi. The
teacher represented to me and [ approached the Secretary and asked
for reasons for this. What is the protection for such teachers when

there is no guarantee that they will be retained there even inspite of
the G. O. Sir
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Mr. Speaker:—The question need not be answered if it is not
relevant to the subject. The Members may like to put so many ques-
tions and when the Ministers are prepared to answer, why should the

Speaker come inthe way. The Members may like to cover the entire
Panchayatraj administration.
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Sri G. Sivayya:—After hearing the discussion on the subject
will the Government be pleased to issue a fresh Government Order
laying definite principles for the transfer of teachers relating to the
Zilla Pa ishads and Samithis to avoid discomfort etc.?
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Sti G Sivayya:—In addition to it, there are other difficulties.
This everybody knows
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Sri C. V. K. Rao:—We are only in the second question, Sir.

Mr. Speaker:—1I know. It is not as if I have forgotten.
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The Minister for Revenue and Civil Suppllies (Sri V.B. Raju):—
A supplementary should not be longer than the main question. This
principle must be recognized.

Mr. Speaker :—It is for the Members to realize. I cannot tell
them. '

Sti C. V. K. Rao : —We thank you, Sir. But let the time be
extended becasse a number of questions are not being covered.

Will the hon. Minister for Education be pleased to state:

(a) whether it was a fact that the Conference of the three Uni-
versity Vice-Chancellors held in April resolved to implement the
Telugu medium of Instruction within five years in the Collegiate
Education and to introduce Intermediate before B. A. class; and

(b) if so, what are the details ?

Sri T. V. Raghavulu:— (a) Yes Sir. The conference referred to
was held on 29th May, 1967.

(b) The details are placed on the Table of the House.

Details regarding the decisions taken at the conference held by
Chief Minister with Vice-Chancellors of the three universities etc. on

29-5-1967 relating to introduction of Telugu as Medium of Instruction

Medium of instruction at the Universities : —It was pointed out
that the recent conference of the Education Ministers and the Commi-
ttee of Members of Parliament set up by the Government of India,
have decided that all the Universities ia the country should switch
over to the mother-tongue as the medium of instruction within a per-

iod of five years. The implications of this were discussed and the
following conclusions were arrived at.

(2) All the post graduate courses and also technical courses
like Engineering, Medicine etc. will continue to be taught through
the medium of English for the present, till suitable text books and

other accessories are built up in Telugu, so asto ensure that standards
do not get lowered.

(b) At all other levels, the regional language will be the medi-
um of instruction, within a period of five years though with regard to
certain science courses, there may have to be a little bit of elasticity in
thé time limit for want of text books etc. Here also the limit of five

years will be'kept as the objective and effective steps towards its
implementation taken.

- ¢) Inall the three University cities, viz. Hyderabad, Waltair
and Tirupathi and in certain cosmopoliton cities like Warangal, Kur-
nool, Guntur and Vijayawada etc. parallel courses in English and if
neeessary: in Urdu, and other languages like Kannada, Marathi etc,
will be run if sufficient number of students are available. The English
sections will be confined to those students whose mother tongue is not
regional lanwage children of Central Government servants efc., etc.,
and others who are liable fo be shifted all over India.

(@) Starting from the first batch of studefits who age now un-
dergoing the integrated 10 years course, and who will be ready. to
enter college by June, 1969, Telugu will be introduced as'the medjum
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of instruction. It will then bz progressively introduced to the Grad-
nate course also when that;batch finishes its 2 year P.U.C.course. Thus
effectively Telugu will be introduced in the intermediate course in the

next two years and in the beinning of Graduate course within the next
four years.

() The text books may continue to be in English in the transi
tional period though the medium of instruction will be changed to
Telugu.

The two year Higher Secondary Course:

The first batch of the students undergoing the ten year infegra-
ted course would leave the High School by April, 1969. It was there-
fore felt that certain firm decisions will have to be taken now about

the pattern of the two year Higher Secondary course. After discussion
it was proposed that:

(a) The name of the course will be changed from the P. U, C.
or Higher Secondary to *‘Intermediate course’

(b) The contents,syllabus and text books of the course and the

public examination at the end of it will be common throughout the
State.

(c) The Universities will continue to affiliate the existing con-
stituent, and affiliated colleges which have now a one year P. U. C.
course. These colleges will have to take steps to organise the second
year-course. The Universities will also affiliate the Higher Schools
and these ¢wo years will be segregated from the High School though
‘loggtcc#%m@c same premises. The Universities wrll give sufficient
tinie fo fhiém to come up to the umversxty level with regard to labo-
ratory equipment etc.

(d) In future only either colleges with intermediate,cgurses or
junior colleges will be recogiiised and there will be no addition to the
Higher Secondary school;

(¢) The Director of Higher Education will be in chérge of it.
The composition of an independent Board to conduct examination ¢te.
etc., will be decided later.

The proposal of the Director of Higher Education . and the
Director of Public Instruction are awaited to issue final orders.

Only the launching of prestressed concrete beams by
formation of earthen embankments was completed leaving some minor
launching and also the approach roads.

The Minister for Social Welfare (Sri A. Rama Swami):— Sir,
the Government received information that the social security measures
are extensively misused and a lot of impersonations has set in. The
Government has reason te believe that undeserving persons are taking
advantage of the assistance. An amount of Rs. 1,08,76,000 is provi-
ded inthis current year’s budget for the  scheme. But,
having regard to the resources of the State Government and in view
of the large-scale irregnlarities involved in the implementaticn of the
scheme, the Government have reviewed the position and decided that
the power to sanction oldage pensions will be withdrawn from the
panchayat samithis and entrusted to the District Collectors. Hence-
forth all the oldage pension cases including the old cases will be per-
sonally scrutinized by the Revenue Divisional Officer or the Sub-
Collector concerned, The Government have also decided fo release
an amount of Rs. 1,35,950 to each of the 20 districts in the State in
the first instance. The District collector will take action to disburse
oldage pensions after the cases are personally scrutinized by the Reve-
nue Divisional Officer or the Sub-Collector concerned and come up to
Government for additional funds after the amounts allotted to them
are utilized.

It is not clear from
the notice nor from what the Member has stated while giving notice
that the action of the Government amounts to violation of rights and
privileges of the Members or. contempt of the House. I thereforc
consider that it is not a fit case to be referred to the Privileges
Committee.
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Mr. Speaker:—1I will consider about it.

ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENT (BUDGET)
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Smt. B. Jayaprada Devi :—Mr. Speaker Sir, Supporting
the Budget presented by the Hon’ble Chief Minister, 1 would
like to make a few -observations. This year’s Budget is a
unique one in so far as agriculturc and power are given their
top-ranking priority. Inspite of that Nagarjunasagar project,
the only big project which we have, is not given suflicient quota of
its share, for in the budget speech the Hon’ble Chief Minister himself
had put it that Rs. 8.75 crores which has been alloted would just be
sufficient to keep the work going on for another month or so. Itis
the state of affairs. But still inspite of all the obstacles, agriculture
and power are given top priority and I would like to make a
submission, if only we had some progressive taxation like taxes on
the urban non-agricultural lands and sales-tax on the sale of luxury
goods, 1 think, we would have bestowed some more attention on this
mighty project which would give us more production and which is
the means to control the prices. The other day, in his budget, the
Hon’ble Chief Minister had himself put 1t that in a State like Andhra

Pradesh where economy by and large depends on agricultural produc-
tiop, there is no justification for any slackening of effort on the part
of the farmer. It is equally important that there should not be
slackening of effort on the past of the Government also to increase the
production if we think of controlling prices.

1n addition to these mighty projects in the budget where top—
ranking priority is given to agriculture jand power, [ think, minor
irrigation should also occupy an important position, Sir. But as
things stand, it may be because the backward areas ar2 not given
specizl provision or like the backward commu ity the backward areas
also are not provided with special provision. The backward areas of
Guntur District-take specially Vinukonda, there is not even a minor
irrigation project to_ its credit Sir, .except one on Konkeru at
Pichambanda which is almost of not much value. There are many
tanks there which are not given any importance and this slackening
effort is due.to the fact, I think Sir, with my limited knowledge, that
the backward areas are not having any special position so far as the
developmental activities are ¢oncerned,

Again there is a suggestion Sir, on almost a policy, that the
Go_vernmgnt_is going to introduce post-graduate courses at Guntur in
which case,-it may be a Central, scheme (that Agnigundala copper.
mines) but still I think, the State Government can make up its mind
‘to start 2 Research Station in Minerals and Mining wheré there is
- Gopper and lead ore.’ But not a mention of it-is made and all this I

almost not of much use. There are some most important depart-
ments in which retrenchment is effected whereas retrench-
ment is not touched in the un-important departments. If I may be
permitted to say, public Relations and Information Departmeat is
one such department and there are also some of these Officers I think,
whose work can be adjusted by the others like the Jaggery Develop-
ment Officers and all those people. I think, if only we can minimise
our expenditure on these lines and increase our taxes on urban non-
agricultural lands and the sale of procseds of the luxury goods, we
can invest more on some of these irrigation schemes. To my surprise
Sir, there are 60 water schemes sanctioned in this year and
Vinukonda, of all the others, suffers from want of water almost’in
all the scasons and it is unfortunate for the people of Vinukonda that
they did not find a place in this budget so far as the water works
schemes are corcerned. I request the Hon’ble Speaker, Sir, not to
overlook the backward area like Vinukonda so far as these develop-
mental schemes are concerned.

I think, it is the feature to congratulate ourselves when the
other States where there are non-Congress Governments, they are
presenting deficit budgets. I think, West Bengal has presented a
deficit, budget to thz tune of Rs. 36 crores and all that. Owurs is
almost a balanced budget and in view of the amendment presented
yesterday to increase the taxes on motor vehicles-non-transport
vehicles. I think, we will not be in deficit budget. All these-increase
in D. A.-- I think, may cause a little strain to  the Budget. Inspite
of that, I think, if we can spend a little more on the backward areas
it will be of ' much use.in a Welfare State. In a Welfare State Sir, of
course, as it was rightly put, the State income should be not more
from the taxes, but it should be more from the public undertakings
Sir. On this point, I would like to just submit one more point.
The people in Vinukonda beyond Gundlakemma become crippled-at
the age of 40 That is because, I telieve, the opinion expsessed by the
Orthopaedic Surgeons is that it is due to thz defect in the drinking
water. Probibly this was not brought to the notice of the Govern-
ment I.just request the Government Sir through you, that necessary
steps may be taken in conducting scientific investigation. It is an
area where there is only dry cultivation and there is no wet culti-
vation inspite of the fact there is a perennial flow of Gundlakamma
river because this water is not tapped for agricultural purposes. That
is why. I would like to make a’request to the Hon’ble Chief Minister
through you Sir, that atleast lift irrigation schemes would help them
to grow more and help themselves and in which case to implement
lift irrigation schemes, rural electrification of that area is very
importent. Hence I request that a backward area like Vinukonda
should be given its due share to develop. With these few suggestions
Sir, I would like to resumc my seat.
