N o other complaints of adulteration with any other poisonous 
drugs have been received. 

Several times attempts have been made to check this practice, 
but no definite proof of such adulteration was available. 

(2) In our investigation it has been found that poisonous 
drugs are not imported from Bombay and Calcutta by the 
Abkari Contractors without proper licence That the Abkari 
Contractors are importing poisonous drugs with or without hcence 
is not proved The Chemists are importing Chloral Hydrate 
from Bombay, Calcutta, etc, but no licence is necessary for 
its import. 

(3) Whenever such information was received, the concerned 
officers went on the spot to examine the toddy. They could 
not definitely And out that Chloral Hydrate or any other poiso­
nous drugs were mixed m it. So they sent it to the Chemical 
Examiner for ̂ examination and the mater was referred to the 
Medical Department for necessary arrangement for Chemical 
Examination of toddy sent by the Excise Department to the 
Chemical Examiner.
