RELIEF TO HANDLOOM WEAVERS IN
SRIKAKULAM DISTRICT.

* 239 Q.- SRI P. GUNNAYYA: Will the Hon. the
Minister for Education and Indusiries be pleased to
state the help the Government have given to the Hand-
loom Weavers of Srikakulam district?

THE HON. SRI S. B. P. PATTABHIRAMA RAO:
No spervial measures~have -been found necessary to heip
the Handloom Weavrs in Srikskulam district, apart
from the general measures taken by the Government
to relieve the distress among the Weavers in the State
as a whole such as opaning of grual canfres (continued
till 28-2-54) and payment of cash credits to Weavers’
Co-operative Societies. The wages paid in Weavers’ Co-
operative Societies in the district compare favourably
with the rates paid under the Relief Scheme. None of
the societies is reported to have any accumulated

stocks now.

INTRODUCTORY :

I rise fo present the Budget for 1954-55, the second
budget of the Andhra State. The Budget for 1953-54
(six months), had to be prepared on insufficient infor-
mation, Subsequently, howaver, the Revised Esiime-
tes for the half-year ware received from Heads of Deps-
rtments and other officers. I shall revisw these esti-
mates briefly.

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REVENUE ACCOUNT:

3. Increased revenue is anticipated mainly under
the heads “Taxes on Income” (Rs. 6:97 lakhs), “Co-
operation” (Rs. 764 lakhs) and “Extraordinary recei-
pts” (Rs. 7-27 lakhs), partly offset by a decrease under
“ Agriculture” (Rs. 1363 lakhs). Under “Taxes on
Income”, the Revised Estimate is based on the States’
share of the proceeds of the tax as intimated by the
Government of India in the first week of January 1954,
The increases undsr “Co-operation” and “Extraordi-
nary receipts” represent mainly further grants alloted
from the Handloom Cess Fund and additional grants
from the Government of India for Grow More Food
Schemes. Under “Agriculture” the revised estimates
furnished by the Director of Agriculture based on the
reports of district officers show a decrease, as compared
with the budget, mainly under receipts from the sale
of paddy, green manure and other seeds and recovery
of hire charges for tractors lent to ryots. There is a
corresponding decrease on the expenditure side.

Asregards “Expenditure on Revenue Account”
there are increasss in the revised estimates mainly
under the heads “Interest on Debt” (Rs. 14:36 lakhs),
“HEducation” (Rs. 1334 lakhs); “ Co-operation” (Rs.-
431 lakhs), “Miscellaneous Departments” (Rs. 5:20-
lakhs), “Civil Works ” (Rs. 1014 lakhs) and “Miscella-
neous” (Rs. 556 lakhs), partly offset by decereases
under “ Agriculture” (Rs. 1991 lakhs) and “Commu-
nity Development Projects” (Rs. 6:07 lakhs). Provision
has been made under “Interest on Debt” for interest

on this Government’s share of the loans taken by the
Composite State from the Government of India and
from the open market, allocated on the population
basis Provisionally. Under “Education”, larger expen-
diture is anticipated on the purchase of laboratory
equipment and other materials for Government colle-
ges and on the payment of scholarships and stipends
and grants. Increased provision has been made under
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“Ceo-operation ” for exqenditure on measures for the
relzef of hundloom weavers for which the Government
of India heve allotted further grants from the Hand-
loom Cess Fund. Under ‘“Miseellaneous Departments
the increase is mainly in the provision for scholarships
and stipends and boarding grants to Harijan pupils.
Increased provision has been made under “ Civill Wor-
ks” for expenditure on repairs to buildings, roads and
bridges and under *“Miscellaneous ’ for econtribiutions
to local bodies in aid of their genere!l balances. Smaller
expenditure is anticipated under “Agriculture” mainly
in the provision for the purchase of paddy and other
geeds and agricultural machinery and equipment and
for the maintenance of tractors. The revised estimates
for Community Development Projects furnished by the
department concerned show a decrease under the head
of “Health and Rural Sanitation”, * Education ” and
“Communications ™.

The insrease of the Revenue deficit for 1953-54 (six
months) from Rs. 51'58 lakes to Rs. 96-48 lakhs is the
net result of the variations under receipts and expen-
diture as detailed above.

Caputal expenditure.

4. The provision in the Revised Estimate for Capi-
tal expenditurc is Rs. 428.57 lakhs, against the Budget
of Rs. 53308 le.khs. The decrease of Rs.104.51 lakhs in
the Revised Estimate is due mainly to credits for the
sale of rice to the Travancore-Cochin State. Under Irri-
gation, increased provision has been made in the
Revised Esiimate for Tungabhadra and Upper Pennar
Projects and Tank Improvement Schemes, while the
provision of Rs. 75 lakhs in the Budget for the work
“Improvements to the Godovari Flood Bank” has been
reduced to a nominal sum of Rs. 2.50 lakhs in the
Revised Estimate to cover expenditure already incurred,
as the Govornment have decided to drop the scheme.
A paovision of Rs. 20 lakhs has also been made in the
Revised Estimate for a new work, namely, “Construe-
tion of a Regulator cum bridge across the Krishna™
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Under ‘Electricity’, a sum of Rs. 40 lakhs has been
provided for sanctioned schemes for extension of supply
of electricity (which were in progress in 1952-53) but
were held in abeyance owing to the voluntary contri-
bution scheme introduced in November 1952. The
Government have since decided to give up the voluntary
contribution scheme.

Loans and Advances.

5. Agsinst a provision of Rs. 178.17 lakhs in the
Budget, the Revised Estimate includes a provision of
Rs. 191.28 lakhs for loans and advances. The increase
in the Revised Estimate is due mainly to the inclusion
of & provision of Rs. 20 lakhs for a loan to the State
Handloom Weavers’ Co-oberative Society, to enable it
to purchase the sto ks with primary societies and to
arrange to sell them.

Ways and Means:

6. The total requiremant for the corrent year work
out to Rs 645.27 lakhs as detailed below:—

The closing balance for the current year will thus
be a small sum of Rs. 1959 lakhs.

7. Before taking up the Budgst for 1954-55, I shall
mention the steps taken by the Government in regard

to certzin important matters since 1 presented the last
Budget.

Food policy,

8. Introducing the Budget for 1953-54 (six months)
1indicated the food policy which the Government had
formulated. The position hes since been riviewed. It
has now been decided to adopt cert.in measures to
2enelerate the prosurement of foodgrains. A scheme of
compulsory levy procurement hzs boen inirodi-din
the dslts wreas of the surplus distriets. Und:r shis
scheme, 2 levy of two bogs (four m :unds) will be m:ds
on &ll patt.dars with holdings of 10 acres or more. The
Government have also dscidad to require every licensed
decler, including the procuring sgents, whose total
purchasss on their private account in a month cxeeed
1,600 maunds of paddy or 1,200 movnds of rice, to sell
to the Government 40 per cent ol such purcheses at
prices to be fixed by the Commissioner of Civil Supplies.
Procuring agents will be allowed to export cn their
private account a1 the rate of one ton for every three
tons procured and delivered for export on Government
account. Steps have also been taken toprevent smuggl-
ing of rice outside the State.

Land reforms:

9. The Government are examining the reporis on
the existing land-tenure systems in ie: Andhra State.
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They are also apointing & expert to make an indepen-
dent study and to suggsst medsures for reform; having
regard 10 the socidgl needs and requirements. He will
also examina the Inam problem and recommend a

permanent solution for it. It is expected that the
Government would be able to place before the House
their proposals for Legislation at the next session,

Assignment- of- Waste Lands: °

10. The House has had more than one opportunity
to discuss the policy in this respect. The Governmont,
as already announced before the House, have appointed
a (labinet Committee who have gathered a good number
of particulars. Figures for the land at the disposal of
the Government are given in ‘Appendiz 4° as for as
they are available. Very soon the machinery necessary
to enter upon the work of distribution among the
deserving landless poor will be created. The Govern-
mont are making the necessary changes in the existing
rules to facilitate assignment. It is hopad to complete
the assignment before the close of the year.

Prohibition:

11. In my Budget Speech in December last I
announced that the Government had decided to appoint
a Committee to examine the working of Prohibition
and the question of its retention. The Committee has
since completed its work and submitted its report
which is now under the consideration of the
Government.

General Amnesty to Pr soners:

In January last, the Government to mark the birth

of the new State, granted general amnesty to all pri-
soners convizted by Courts in the area of the Andhra
State and undergoing terms of imprisonment. 6,012
prisoners convicted for offences und«r the State Acts
and 68 drisonsrs convicted under Central Aets were
released as a result of the amnesty.
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Sri Venkateswara University :

13. The Government have, in pursuance ef their
decision to start a university, named Sri Venkateswara
Univarsity, appointed an Expert Committee to formu-
late & scheme ; the Committee has made a report. The
Government discussed it with the members of the Com-
mittee and the Vice-Chancellor of the Andhra Univer-
sity. A. Special Officer is going to be appointed to
implement the decisions arrived by the Geovernment
which are that the University should be a residential,
teaching, research and affiliating University. Honours
courses should be immediately started in thé three
science subjects at Tirupathi, and Arts Honours might

be suitably opened in other Colleges affiliated to thé
University.

Universities Devolopment :

Universities are an essential requirement for our
growth and culture and their place in the soecizl
economy cannot be under-estimated. The Government
have, therefore, decided to raise special funds for both
the Universities amounting to Re. 50 lakhs (Rs.201akhs
for Andhra University and Rs. 30 lakhs for Sri Venka-
teswara University) in order to speed up the develop-
ment of the Andhra University and build up the Sri
Venksteswarz University.

School of Indian Medicine :

14. The Government have, in pursuance of the
people’s urge to give an impetus to the Indian systems
and Homaeopalhy and to place them on a well-organized
footing in the interest of the people, particularly the
middle classes and lower income groups and the average
villager, decided to start a Schoel of Indian Medicine,
and eppropriate committees have been constituted to-
work out the necessary schemes.

Co-opuatkon ‘ )
15. In pursuance of the recapnnendations of the
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Planning Commission relating to Agricultural finance
the Government of India placed at the disposal of this
Government a sum of Rs. 20 lakhs for the remaining
period of this year and 1954-55 for giving Medium and
Long-term loans. Out of this sum, the Reserve Bank of
India has been authorized to purchase debentures to the
value of Rs. 12 lakhs, out of those floated by the Andhra

Co-operative Central Land Mortgage Bank in November
1953.

Scheduled Tribes Finance and Marketing Co-operation :

16. The Government have also been actively con-
sidering the question of how best co-operation can be
brought to szrve the hill-tribes in the Agency for their
uplift. Tne question of opening nine Co-operative
marketing societies in the Agency area for the economic
betterment of these tribss is under active consideration.
With iy view to give permanency to the economic found -
tiong of these unfortunate tribesmen, the Government
have also formulated a schema to start a “Scheduled
Tribes Finance and Marketing Corporation ” and to
register it under the Indian Companies Act as =z
Limited Company. - To start with, its capital will be
Rs. 2 lakhs divided into 20,000 shares of Rs. 10 each.
The Commissioner for Scheduled areas and tribes has
promised to grant this sum for the purpose after
approval of the scheme. The Government will purchasa
all the shares ; as the capitel is raissd according to the
needs, tribesmsn will also be encouraged to becoms
shareholders.. The Corporation will among other things
(a) provide credit facilities to Scheduled Tribes;
{b) procure and supply domestic requirements and other
necessaries of life to the members of the scheduled
tribes ; and (¢) arrange for the marketing of agricultural
and other produce, including minor forest produce of
the members of the scheduled tribes. This scheme

is under the scrutiny of the departments of the
{(Fovernmant
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Handloom Industry .

17.The handloom waaver todayis faced with unem-
ployment due to various reasons, such as want of yara
and finance and competition from mill clota, and the
resources of the weaver and the financiag muster-
weaver have baen locked up to a graat exteatiatie
snap2 of accumulated handloom clota. Tas Goveramant
are taking all possible steps to alleviazte these condi-
tions. To relieve tae distrsss among weavers caused by
unemployment, o relief scheme has been sturted
through the agency of weavers co-operative. societies,
which gives them 2 subsistence wage and continuous

employment.

_ Tae Governmant of Indialevied & cess on mill clotn
and are making the proczeds available for the develop-
ment of handloom industry. Szhemss are drawa up by
tae stave Government and are implemoanted afier their
approval by tne All-Indiy Handloom Board. Schemes
for 1953-54 are in operation and schem3s for 1954-55
are undar consideration. A sum of Rs. 4770718 was
fixed o8 ths ceiling snare of this Si.te:

This Government have constituted = state Hand-
loom Committee for Andhra with offizizls and non-
officials representing various interests of the handloom
indusiry, to advise them generally oa all matters relat-
ing to the protection and developmens of the indusiry
in the State.

A loan of Rs. 20 lakhs hes been sanctioned to the
Andhra Handloom Weavers' Co-operative Society,
Vijayavada, to enable it to purcha,se the stock of hand~
loom cloth accumulated with ifs primary oo—operatlve
Societies and to arrange for their disposal. '

As aisHort term measure of ralief, the Government
have directed that, in all centres where there are con-
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centrations of weavers among whom distress is obser-
ved, gruel centres should be opened, or continued, or
revived (where discontinued) till the end of
February 1954.

i
Fund for the amelioration of Harijans:

18. The Government have decieded to constitute a
fund for the amelioration of Harijans. Provision hes
been mads in the Budget for 1954-55 for the contribu-
tion of a sum of Rs. 10 lakhs to the fund from the Reve-
nue Account. Apart from the contribution to the fund, a
sum of Rs. 43.30 lakhs has also been provided in the
Budget for expenditure on the usual scale on various
measures for the uplift of Harijans such as acquisition
of house-sites for Harijans, construction and repair of
wells and provision of other amenities ‘in Harijan
colonies, grant of scholarships and stipends and board-
ing grants to Harijan pupils, maintenance of hostels
for them, and grants-in-aid to institutions working for
the amelioration of Harijans.

Community Projects and National Extension Service -

19. The Rural Welfare Scheme is now being
worked in this State in 53 selected firkas. The Com-
munity Projects Administration allotted 22 blocks for
Andira. The firkas selected for the Rural Welfare
Scheme are to be taken up as blocks for development
under the National Extension Service Scheme, so that
the Rural Welfare Scheme may be merged with the
National Extension Service Scheme to secure a unified
command and direction of activities. The estimated
ceiling expenditure on each block is Rs. 7; lakhs for
the scheme period of three years. The Central Govern-
ment will bear 75 per cent of the non-recurring expen.
diture and 50 per cent of the recurring expenditure.

Seasonal Conditions and Prices:

20. AsIs2id in my speech introducing the cur-
rent holf-yesr's budget, the seasonal conditions this
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year were much better than during the last five or six
years. Both the North-East and South-West Monsoons
have given us timely and abuadant rain and the crops
were good everywhere. There will be no need to make
any large provision for remission of revenue or for
expenditure on measures for the relief of distress
among agriculturists. Tne trend of prices.is indicated
in the note in 4dppendex B. 7

Budget 1954-55;

21. 1 shall now take up the figures of the Budget
for 1954-55.

The estimates of revenue under “ Union Excise
Duties” and “Taxes on Income™ are based on the
figures intimated by thc Yovernment of India early in
January. The land revenue estimate has been prepared
on the assumption that norm-:l seasonal conditions will
prevail next year. Credit has been taken under
“ Co-operation” for a grant of Rs. 26 lakhs from the
Heandloom Cess Fund. The estimate under the head
“ Extraordinary Receipts” includes grants from the
Government of India for Grow More Food Schemes
(Rs. 50-81 lakhs) for Community Development Projects
(Rs. 20-21 lakhs), for the amelioration of eriminal tribes
(Rs. 2:00 lekhs) and for anii-filari2l schemes which are
to be undertaken as part o/ the National Filaria con-
trol meesures organized under ths supervision snd
guidance of the Director, Malarial Instilute of the
Government of India (Rs. 6°30 lakhs).

A sum of Rs. 30 lakhs has baen provided fenta-
tively for confribution to'a Sinking Fand for ‘repay-
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ment of debt, pending allocation of the debt of the
Composite State among the three States of Madras,
Andhra and Mysore. As already stated in paragr.ph 18,
provision has been made for the transfer of a sum of
Rs. 10 lakhs from revenue for the constitution of a
Fund for the betterment of Harijans. Provision hag
also been made for expenditure on certain new items
for which grants have been promuised by the Govern-
ment of India, namely, anti-filarial measures (Rs. 7'9
lakhs) and amelioration of criminal tripes (Rs.2:00
lakhsg). Under “Educalion”, an additional provision
of Rs, 1 lakh has been made for increase in the
recurring grant payable to the Andhra University as
indicated in the last budget speech. The provision
under “Jails” has been reduced on account of the
relezse of over 6,000 prisoners.

New Schemes

22, Provision has been made in the next year’s
budget for about one hundred and twenty new sche-
mes. The total sum provided for them is Rs. 7253
lakhs. A list of taese is given in Appendix I to the
Budget Memorandum. Most of the important schemes
come under the Five-Year Plan.

Reovenue deficit :

23. The Revenue deficit is nearly Rs. 3 crores.
It is necessary to devise measures to cover the deficit.
Proposals are under consideration to enhance water—
rates, to increase the assessment on certain commer-
cial crops and to levy a betterment coniribution in
respect of lands the capital value of which has greatly
increased by the provision of irrigation f scilities. A Bill
has also been introduced in the Legislature to amend
the Greneral Sales tax s0 as to bring within the defi-
nition of dealer persons carrying on the business of
buymg or selling gocds wnether for comrmsswn,
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remuneration or otherwise. Legislation for the other
measures will be brought before the House in due-
course. A~ additional reveaue of about Rs. 1 erore
per annum is anvicipated from thess meaasures. This
will covar a pary of the Ravenus deficit.

Normally spazking. a Goveramsat should not
collect more reveaues vhan what is usedsd for 1its
expenditure. Conversaly speaking, a Government
shouid nos spead m -3 on Ravenus Account than what
1t can collact by way of taxes, fees aad rases. To do
otherwiss will crzate an unbalance ; and if a Govern-
ment has to borrow for its revenue expanditure, it
would land icsalf in an ever-increasing debt with a
corresponding growing burden of intersst. However,
neither the Government of India nor this Governmeny
are able to stick to this doctrine. The attiinment of
Independence in this country has released a passion in
the miad of the eountry to incur expendifure on deve-
lopmant>l works waiatever the cost may be. The
formation of ths Aadhra State his added to this urge,
and it will bs impossible to keep the expanditu-a to
the limits of the Revenues. The Planning Commission
hs baea offering to the Stales some assistance to take
up schemoss of devslopment. The assistance consists
partly in grant and partly in loan. The schemes are
such that the State has got to incur annuslly an
increased recurring Revenue exp>iditure on staff,
establishment and works. The result of this is that
not merely our public debt is growing and the interest
obligition is increasing, but also our recurring expen-
diture on Revenue Account has considerably increased.
All the schemes approved by the Planning Commission
and which have been taken up by ths State Govern-
ment with Central assistance are included inthe plan.
The increased recurring expenditure debitdble %o
Revenue Account and attributable #o these schemes
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which a re under the heads of expenditure, General
Administraiion, Grow More Food, Education, Mediczl,
Public Health, Agriculture, Veterinary, Industries,
Uplifc of Harijins and Backward Classes. Civil Works
waich include communications, grants to Local Bodies
for water-works and drainage schemes, and Community
Development Projecte is'Rs. 339 lakhs; whereas in the
Revised Estimates for the second half of the current
vear it is Rs. 193 lakhs. This does mnot include the
amount of interest payable upon the loan portion of
the Centr?,l Assistance.

Capital Expenditure :

24. The provision made for Capital expenditure in
the next year’s budjet is Rs.1,01885 lakhs. For “Irriga-
tion®, aprovision of Rs. 336:26 lakhs has been made, for
“Electricity” Rs. 524:08 lakhs, for “Buildings”
Rs. 10858 lakhs and for compensation for zamind.ri
abolition, Rs. 20 lakhs. The more important of the
irrigation schemes which are proyided for are the
Tungabhadra Project (Rs. 150 127ts), Regulator cum
bridge across the Krishna (Rs. 8v khs). Upper Pennzr
Project (Rs. 30 lakhs), the Rallipad Project (Rs. 20
lakhs) and the Romperu drain (Rs. 20 lakhs). Taese
are all included in the Five-Year Plan, except ihe
regulator cum bridge across ths Krishna. The m.in
Eleciricty Projects for which provision has heen made
arve the Machkund Hydro-Electric P.ojesu {Rs. 30121
lekhs) and the Tungabhara Hydro-Thermal Scheme
(Rs. 19571 lakhs). A sum of Rz. 1 crore has been
provided for sanction of schomes for extension of
supply of power which were held in abeyance since
November 1952 owing to vhe Voluntary Contri bution
Scheme. Undar “Buildings”, provision has beea made
for Hospital and College buildings (Rs. 53.19 lakhs),
for the consiruction of quariers for Police staff (Rs.
11.20 lakhs) and for the construction of quarters for staff
ard office the other buildings at Kurnool (Rs. 37 s‘a])ilh.}

Loans and Advances :

25. A sum of Rs. 203-50 lakhs has been provided in
the Budget for loans and advances. The main items are
advances to cultivators (Rs. 93.06 lakhs), temporary
accommodation to the Central Land Mortgage Bank
(Rs. 35 lakhs), loans to Handloom Weavers’ Co-operative
Societies (Rq. 20 lakhs), loans to Co-operative House-
building Societies (Rs. 30 lakhs) and advances to local
bodies to cover deficite (Rs.5 lakhs). Against these
disbursements, recoveriesin respect of loans given in
previous years are expected to be Rs. 10518 lakhs,
leaving the net disbursements at Rs. 98-32 lakhs.

Ways and Means:

26. A total sum of Rs. 1,455-88 lakhs has to be
found for capital expenditure, loans and advances (nef
disbursements), debt and deposit heads (net) and
Revenue deficit as indicated below:—

Against this, the Government propose to rzise loans
from the Central Government (Rs. 7 crores) and in the
open market (Rs. 3 crores) to the extent of Rs.10crores.
A loan of Rs. 20 lakhs is expected from the Handloom
Cess Fund. Deducting from the total loan of Rs. 10:20
crores, repayment of loans to the Government of India
(Rs. 40-40 lakhs), and adding the opening balance of
Rs. 1959 lakhs, the resources available will come to
Rs.999:19 lakhs, against the requirements of Rs.1,45588
lakhs, which would mean an overdraft of Rs. 456:69%
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lakhs at the end of the year. The Revenue deficit will
be covered &t least in part by additional taxation and
other measures. There are likely to be some lapses in
the provision for Capital expenditure. We may

actually be able to close our aecounts for the year
without any appreciable overdcaft.

Five-Year Plan.

27. Introducing the budget for the sscond half of
1953-54, T said that according to the tentative break-up
of the Five-Year Plan of the Composite State, the cost
of the schemas relating to Andhra State would come
to about Rs. 51 crores, of which a sum of about Rs. 27
crores was iatended for Irrigation and Electricity Pro-
jects and fae balance for schemss relating to Agricul-
ture, Rural Development, Social Services such as
Education and Health, and Industry and Transport.
The question of revision of the Five-Year Plan with
special reference to the needs and resources of this
State has been under consideration in consultation
with the various Heads of Departments. The parsicu-
lars required have been received in respect of almost
all major heads of davelopment. Discussions with the
representatives of the Planning Commission have
taken place. The revised ptan for this State for the
next two years, 1954-55 and 1955-56, will be finalized
short!y.

28. The outlay on the schemes already included in
the Plan is likely to ba of the order of Rs. 60 crores
taking into account this State’s share of the common
works of the Tungabhadra Hydro-Electric Project
and the revised estimate of the Machkund Project,
besides some minor modifications and sdditions. Increi-
sed provision has been made in respect of s$chemss al:
ready included in the Plan under the following Hbads
of Development : Irrigation, Electricity, Public Health,
Housing and Amelioration of Backward Classes.
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New schemes under the following heads also have
been proposad for inclusion in the Five-Year Plan;
Forast, Co-operation, Highways and other road works,
Education and Public Health.

29. I shall now mantion briefly the progress made
in razard to som>s of ths important schemas in the Five-
Year Plan.

Education and Healrh.

30. Under Ed azation, Medical and Public Heslthr
wo have taken a fucther step in the implemsntation of
the plan. A total provision of about Rs. 20 lakhs has
been made for naw schemes in the Budget for 1954-55.
T am happy to say that the Government Collega for
Womsan at Guntur is being further developsd and new
courses of study ara baing opened in the Government
Arts College at Cuddapzh and the College at Ananta-
pur. Additional s5aff and equipment are being provi—
dad for a number of hospitals and madical institutions
including tae hospital at Visakhapatnam. It is pro-
posad to open ths Tnird-Year M. B. B. S. classes in the
Guntur Medisil College in July 1954, Provision has
also baz2n made for tne opening of medical institutions
and for ths introduction of a scheme of protected
water-supply in the Agency tracts.

31. The Govarament of India, Ministr¥ of Educa-
tion. have allotted a sum of Rs. 20 c:ores apart from the
Five-Year Plan for certain schemes relating to Educa-
tion in all States. This Governmoant have so far for-
warded to the Government of India three schemes, the
total cost of which is about Rs. 4 lakhs. A half-grant
is expected from the Government of India for thede
schemes in respect of recurring expenditure and two-
thirds in respect of non-recumng expanditure, subject
to the condition that the expandﬁure on the schemes
should be in addition to the normal expenditure. The
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srhernes forwarded by this Government are “Setting
up a Department of Museum Exhibition, etc. for Audio-
viaual etuecation in the Office of the Director of Public
Instruction”, “3tarting of & State Central Library”
and  “Purchass of equipment for Audio-visual
Education.”

Electrievy.

32. All the electricity schemss in this State come
under the Five-Year Plan. The power supply in the
State extending over 63,000 square miles comprises
3 steam stations, 14 diesel stations and 3 bulk hydro-
electric supply purchases. The total installed capacity
of the steam and diesel stations together with the power
purchased (viz,, 5,820 KWs.) from Mysore and Madras
States, is 39,100 K. W. A total ultimate demand
of 46,600 K. W. in 1955 rising to 1,01,000 K.W. in
1967 is antisipatad. The Machkund Hydro-Electric
Schemsa which is a joint venture of Andhr: and Orissa
Governments, is expected to go into operation by the
middle of 1955 and bring in hydro-electric power to the
extent of 24,000 K.W. for this State Thae Tungabhadra
Hydro-Electric Scheme is likely to be commissioned
early in 1957 bringing in hydro-electric power to the
extent of 27,000 K.W. for the benefit of the Andhra
State. Hence, on the completion of the schemes in the
Five-Year Plan, the ultimate demand of 1,01,000 K.W.
can be met to a great extent. About two hundred
villages and 1,189 pumpsets were supplied with electric-
ity at the end of 1951-52. In the matter of distribution
of power, the policy of the Government is to give the
highest priority to rural extensions intented to meet
agricultural demands. On account of tw introduction
of the voluntary loan contribution scheme in 1952-53,
Electricity devélopment was retarded. This scheme has
since been withdrawn, and it is hoped that sufficient
load will be built up in advance to utilize the increased
power that would be made zvailable from the Machkund
and Tungabhadra Hydro-Electric Schemaa.
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irrigation.

33. Irrigation and power projects enjoy the highest
priority in the State sector of the Five-Year Plan. The

cost of irrigation projects aloae is of the order of Rs.10:66
crores.

The schem3s already included in the Five-Year
Plan are: Romp3ru Drainags Scheme, Rallapad Project,
Upper Pennar Project, Bhairavanitippa Project and
Tungabhadra Project. The first two schemes are expec-
ted to be completed in 1954. The Upper Pennar Project
may be completed in 1955. The Tungabhadra Low Level
Canal Project is an Inter-State Project. The construc-
tion of the dam is almost completed, and the manu-~
facture of gates for sluices and shutters for the over-
flow section has been taken up and the work isin
progress. The Bhairgvanitippa Project could not be
proceeded with in the absence of an agreement with the
Mysore Government in respect of the submergible area
which lies in their territory. The Planning Commission
has been requested to intervene to bring about an early

settlemant. Provision for all the above projects has
been included in the budget.

As members of the House are already aware, the
Government have taken up with the Planning Commis-
sion the question of including some more irrigation
projects in the Five-Year Plan of the State, viz., a
project on the Krishna river, Tungabhadra High Level
Canal, Vamsadhara Project and the construction of a
Regulator Cum Bridge on the Krishna river. In view
of its extreme urgency, the Government have sanctio-
ned the last-mentioned scheme in anticipation of the
approval of the Planaing Commission. The foundation
for this work was laid by cur distinguished Chief Minis-
ter on the 13th February 1954. A provision of Rs. 80
lakhs for works and Rs. 190 lakhs for egiablishment
has boen made in the budgei Hor ths sehbiDe.
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With reference to the Programme of Central Assis-
tance for perminent improvements to areas liable to
scarcity and famine whish provides for an assistance
of Rs. 5 crores for the Andhra State, this Government
have after careful consideration, recommended the in-
clusion in the above programme, the schems for impro-
vemants to the K. C. Canal and soms other medium
and small irrigation schemes. Improvements to the
K. C. Canal and about 15 other schems=s, the total cost
of which is about Rs. 578 crores, have been accepted ;
assistince to the extent of Rs. 220 lakhs during 1954-55
has been promised by the Centre in regard to these
schemes, -

National Highways.

34. Now that Kurnool has been selested as the
temporary capifal of the Andhra State, the Govern-
ment of Indix have been addressad to retain the exis-
ting alignment of National Highway No.7 (Benaras-
Cape Comorin Road) ma Kurnool. This road has two
maijor crossings, one across the Tungabhadra at Xur-
nool, and the other across the Pennar at Pamidi.
The construction of bridges at these two places will
establish uninterrupted communications between Kur-
nool and the other State capitals around, namely,
Hyderabad and Bangalore. The bridges are estimated
to cost Rs. 40 lakhs and proposals in this respect have
been included in the Five-Year Plan of National High-
ways. The waole work of black-topping the rozd from
Anantapur to Kurnool (estimated to cost about Rs. 26
lakhs) has been included in the list of additional works
on National Highways in this State for Rs. 156 lakhs
sent to the Government of India recently for their
approval. The portion of the road from Kurnool to
Gooty has been taken up for black-topping in antici-
pation of sanction of the Government of India.

The question of taking up the work of construction
of a bridge across the Godavari river, Which had been
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under the consideration of the Cantral and Provincial
Governments for along time has assumed groiter
importancs with the formation of the Andhra Sta:a.
The matter has been taken up with the Government of
India again. The question regarding the State’s share
of expsnditure for a bridge with full water-way is
under considaration.

State Highways.

35. According to the tentative break up of the Natio-
nal Five-Year Plan of the Composita Stits int> the
Madras, Andhra and Mysore Plans, the provision
under “Highways” for the plan pariod, 1951-52 to
1955-56, for this St4te is Rs. 2:48 crores. An amount
of Rs. 1:51 crores has besn spsnt in the first half of th2
plan pariod (i.e., up to ths 30th Ssptembsr 1953), lea-
ving a balance of Rs. 97 lakhs for expanditurs in thae
second half of the plan period. This is considarved
inadequate even tu meet the cost of the works already
sanctioned.

It is not, therefors, possible to take up new works
unless the provision in the plan is raisad. We are
taking up the matter with the Planning Commission.

Under their expanded National Five-Year Plan,
the Government of India have proposed to utilize
cortain additional funds during th: current Five-Yezar
Plan period on the construction zad development of
roads of certain categories not providad already in the
States’ Plan. This Government have sent an additio-
nal road programme to the Government of India for
approval and financial aid.

The development of rural roads also needs spacial
attention and is all the more necessary, since this
nascent State has created great enthusiasm apd expec-
tations. Ytis neceSsary to fulfil these expectations to
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the extent possible by taking up more works in the
rural areas.

All the State Highways and a good number of
major district roads are under the control of the
Government. In accordance with the policy of the
Governmoant, the remaining major district roads will
be taken over gradually.

As rogards road works in Agency areas, these are
ususlly being taken up under grants given by the
Government of India under Article 275 (1) of the
Constitution, A grant of Rs. 2-5 lakhs has been sanc-

tioned for the year 1953-54. A similar grant is expec-
ted for the year 1954-55.

Socisl Weifare Board.

36. The Government of India have set up a Social
Welfare Board and allotted a provision of Rs. 4 crores
for it in the Five-Year Plan. Assistance is to be given
from this allotment to Social Welfare Organizations
to maintzin and develop the existing programme of
social welfare. The grantto be given by the Social
Welfare Board will be 50 per cens of cost. The remai-
ning 50 per cent should be met by the organization con-
cerned or a local body or the State Government. This
Government have so far recommended five applications
to the Socizl Welfare Board for assistance.

Loesl Development Works;

37, The Goverment of India mcde a lump-sum
provision of Rs. 15 crores in the First Five-Year Plan
for ‘“Local Development Works™ in order to ensure that
the plan creates interest in as wide a section of the com-
munity as possible and also to draw forth local initia-

tive and resources. Out of thisprovision of Rs. 15 crores,
the Goverument of India decided to distribute a sum of
Rs. 3 crores for expenditure during. the curremt year.
A sum Rs. 2'5 crores was allocated to various Staies
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on a population basis for expenditure on ** Local Deve-
lopment Works” and the share of the Andhra State
from the grant is Rs. 14,75,200. The principles observed
in rezard fo the selection and execution of the schemes
under the Programme are: (i) the contribution from
the general public in eash or kind or through voluntary
labour, together with any coniribution that loeal body
may make, should be a minimum of 50 per cent of the
total cost of the work; (ii) the contribution that may
be accepted from loczl bodies should not in any event
exceed 25 per cent of the cost of each work; (iii) the
cost of a single work should not exceed Rs. 20,000, the
maximum limit of grant from the Central -Government
for ezch work being fixed at Rs. 10,000. These princi-
ples were finalized only in Seplember 1953. In
pursuance of the above decisions, Collectors of distriets
submitted schemes for the approval of the Government.
So far 169 schemes expecting a grant of Rs. 9,42,930
were sanctioned in all the districts. The Collectors of
Srikakulam, East Godavari, Guntur and Anzntapur
submitted proposals for the approval of 22 schemes
expecting a grant of Rs. 1,78,150, and they are under
consideration. There is still a balance of Rs, 3,54,120
for which Collectors will submit schemes.

On the recommendation of the National Develop-
ment Council, Collectors of districts were asked to give
wide publicity to the provision of Rs. 50 lakhs available
with the Planning Commission for giving financial
assistance to private organizations. Collectors of
districts have also been asked to submit as many propo-
sals as possible for seeking assistance from the Govern-
ment of India from the allotment of Rs. 50 lakhs.

38. A statement showing the provision made in
the Budget Estimate for 1954-55 for schemes included,
in the Five-Year Piah will be found in Appendw C.
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39. It will be seen from the above review, particu-
larly the portion relating to Five-Year Plan, that
there is much of development work yet to be under-
taken. In my last budget specch, I gave an indication
of the magnitude of the work remaining to be done. As
only two months have elapsed since then, the position
in this respsct his not changed much except that
schemes for increasing our resources have since been
taken up and programmes of development have been
sent to the Government of India for their acceptance.
It is hoped that our efforts will reach fruition during
the course of the year. I would therefore appeal once
again to the Members and the public to co-operate with
the Government in the great task which lies before

them and make this great experiment of a linguistic
State a great success.

40. Members are also aware of the momentous deci-
sion taken by the House with regard to the abolition
of the District Boards. District Boards were started
at a time when the ideas of Local Self-Government did
not penetrate to the level of the villages, and as an
experimental measure to associate non-officials in this
branch of public life the Boards were started. But
with the advent of independence and of adult franchise
and with the experience which the people have gained
at the level of District Boards, the urge for democracy
has created the desire, the villages which have now
come of age demand that theirs should be the Swaraj
and it is the duty of those who are now in 7 >wer and
office to allow them togrow asreal self-governing units,
the State and the Centre having only such functions as
are necessary in the common interests which the village

units themselves cannot in the nature of things under-
take.

Government are making arrangements to wind up
the administration of the District Boards and amend
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the Law relating to Panchayats so asto confer real
powers on them. Reorganization of the country on the
basis of thess Village Panchayats will soon change the
face from the gloom that hitherto has overtaken them
into one of smiling prosperity.

41. T cannot close this brief review without bring-
ing to the notice of the House the good work done by
the Finance Secretary, Deputy Secretary and other
members of the Department in the preparation of the
Budget.

42. With these observations, Sir, I commend to the
acceptance of the House, the Budget Estimate for
1954-55. And last but notleast, I offer my thanksto the
Members of the House and to you, Sir, Mr. Speaker, for
the patience with which you have followed my speech.

REPOR[ ON PRICES OF FOODGRAINS AND OTHER
COMMODITIES RELATING TO ANDHRA STATE
DURING THE PERIOD APRIL TO DECEMBER 1953.

The general index number of wholesale prices of
foodgrains for ths Andhra Stats advanced from 410
points in the last week of December 1952 (with prices
on 21st  August 1939 2s bas? or 100) to 425 points in
the week endad 19th December 1953 (latest week for
which figures are availible). Taking somz of the impor-
tant foodgrains, the index number of prices remained
the same in ths casez of sacond sort paddy at Kakinada
and Guntur and cumbu and ragi at Visakhapatnam.
The index numbsrs for sacond sort rice at Vijayavada
cholam at Adoni recordad an increass and the index
numbar for cholam at Nandyal, a decreass.

2. During the period April to December 1953, the
index number of wholesale prices (issue prices to Fair
Price Shops) remained almost steady in the case of
second sort paddy at Kakinada and Guntur, second
sort rice at Vijayavada, cholam at Nandyal and cumbu
and ragi at Visakhapatnam. The index number of the
wholesale price of cholam at Adoni increased from 583
in April and May 1953 to 600 in June 1953 and to 617
in July 1953. The index remained steady in August,
September and October 1953, but declined to 616 in
November 1953 and to 614 in December 1953.

3. The general indsx number of wholesale prices
of commercial products in Andhra State advanced from
455 points in the last week of December 1952 to 513
points in the week ended 19th December 1953. The
index numbsrs for chillies at Guntur, cane-jaggery at
Visakhapatnam, and cotton lint at Nandyal increased

while the index numbears for ma2chine-shelled ground-
nut at Nandyal and flue-cured Virginiz tobacco at
Guntur decreased.

4, During the period April to November 1953, the
prices of chillies at Gunfur racordzd an almost steady
increase, the index rising from 354 in April 1953 to 759
in November 1953. In December 1953, however, the index
recorded 674. In the case of cane jaggery at Visakha-
patnam, the index advanced steadily from 245 in April
1953 to 300 in July 1953. After remaining steady for
some time, it declined to 278 in November 1953, and to
221 in December 1953.

The index for machine ,shelled groundnut at Nand-
val increased from 787 in April 1953 to 954 in July 1953.
Thereafter it recorded a steep fall reaching =z mini-
mum of 544 in November 1953. In Dscember 1953, it
recovered to 572. The index for cotton lint at Nandyal
increased from 549 in April 1953 to 564 in May 1953
and remained steady at the level till August 1953. In
the subsequent months the index declined and reached
502 points in November and December 1953. The index
for fluecured tobacco at Guntur which remained steady
at 607 during April to June 1953 declined sharply 10436
in July 1953 and to 379in August 1953. It remained
steady at that level #ill thz end of the period under
review.

plus a sum of fifteen per cent on such cost of construc-
tion.

(b) if the property consists of land on which a
building constructed before the notified date has been
reconstructed after that date, the standard price of such
property shall be the aggregate of the value which the
land and the reconstructed building would have {fetch-

ed at the market value prevailing on the notified date

plus a sum of fifteen per cent on the actual cost of re-
construction.

Explanation—1) For the purposes of this Act,
‘building’ includes a house, stable. latrine, shed. hut
wall and any other such structure, whether of masonry
bricks, wood, mud, metal or any other material what-
soever, and the expressions “reconstruction” and “
constructed” in relation to a building, shall have the
same meaning as in section 3, clause (24), of the Mad-

ras District Municipalities Act, 1920 (Madras Act V of
1920).

(20 The Gevernment may authonze any officer
subordinate to them to mamtam & reglster of new
- 448 Peconsructed buildings. ©
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(3) In the case of every new or reconstructed
building, the officer aforesaid shall after giving notice
to be the owner and affer making such inquiry 28 he
deems necessary, enter in the register the date of com-
pletion of the construction or reconstruction, as the
case may be, of the building and the cost of such con-
struetion or reconstruction and forward to the owner
an extract of the entries so made.

{(4) Any owner aggrieved by the entries in the
ragister may, within fiftasn days of the receipt of the
extract, file an appaal to the District Collector for hav-
ing the entries corrected.

(5) The enftries in the register made by the
officer aforesiad shall be binding and conclusive sub-
ject only to the result of any appeal filed undsr sub-
section (4).

6. Permilied increase over the standard price:  In
the case of any land, or any land with building there-
on, if at any general or special revision of assessment

. by the municipality or other local body subsequent to
the notified date, the agsessment payable in respsct of
that property hes been enhanced, the standard price
may be increased by such percentage not exceeding
twenty-five par cent, as the Government may, by noti-
fication. specify, having regard to such enhanecement.

7. Power of Government ‘o purchase immorable
propertg:—The owner of any immovable property situ-
ated in any notified area shall, on demand by the Gov-
ernment by notice in writing, sell ‘to them such pro-
perty at the standard price specified in section 5 to-
gether with such increase over the standard price as
is permissible under section 6 or at the current market
value of the property, whichever is less:

Provided that if the property is one purchased or
otherwise acquired by the owner aftfer the notified date
Je shall, on such demand by the Government, sell guch
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property to-them either 2t the standard price specified
in section 5 together with such incrase over the stand-
ard price as is permissible under section 6 or ot the
price mentioned in the instrument of transfer, if :oy,
or at the current market value of the property, which-
ever is less.

8. Taking possession of property and reference io
Subordinate Judge's Court:— (1) In  the case of any
property in respect of which a demand has besen made
under section 7, the District Collector or any officer
authorized by him in this behalf shall determine the
amount payble for thatpropsriy under that section
and tender the sams to the ownar. If the owner rofuses
to accept the amount so tendered, the District Collec-
tor or the officer aforesaid shall depositthe s2id amount
in the Subordinate Judge’s Court having jurisdiction
over the area in which the property is situated and
make a reference to that Court to determine the
amount payable for that property under section 7 and
take possession of the property on behalf of the
Government, and the property shall vest in the Govern-
ment from the date on which possession is so taken,

(2) If the amount detsrmined by the Courtisin
excess of the amount tendered by the District Collector
or the officer authorized by him, the Court may direct
the District Collestor or the officer afores2id to pay
such excess to the owner together with interest on such
excess at the rate of four per cent per annum from the
date on which the property was taken possession of
to the date of payment of such excess, and the amount
deposited in the Court shall be paid immediately fo
the owner.

9. Setting aside of Court sales, elc.held in coniravention of
the Act —(1) Where any immovable property has been
sold in execution of a decree or order of a Court or by
an officer act;ng under ﬂie authdnﬁy bf any s‘@aﬁute or
decres or order’ of a CSurt for a price excesding the
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standard price specified in section 5 together with such
increasa ovar thatprice as is permissible under ssction
6, the District Collector or any person having an
inferest in such proporty, may, within thirty days from
the date of the sale; apply to the Court or the officer
aforesaid for setting aside the sale.

(2) Upon such application, if the Court or the
officer aforesaid is satisfied, after such inquiry as may
be deemed necsssary, that there has been 2 contraven-
tion of the provisions of this Act, the Court or the
officer aforesaid shall set aside the sale and order a

fresh sale to ba held in conformity with the provisions
of this Act,

'10. Penalty.—If any person transfers immovable
property situated in a notified area in contravention of
the provisions of ssction 4, he shall, on conviction be
liable to pay a fine equal to twice the amount by which
the value of the consideration received by him for the
transfer exceeds the price to which he is entitled under
this Act,

11. Cognizance of offences—No Court shall take
cognizance of an offence under this Act except on a
complaint made by the District Collector.

12. Bar of certain proceedings.—No suit, prosecution
or other legal proceeding shall lie against the Govern-
ment or any officer or servant of the Government for

any act done or purportingor intended to be done under
this Act,

13. Power to make rules—{1)The Government may
by notification, make rules to carry out the purposes of
this Act.

(2) In particular and without prejudice to the
enerality of the foregoing power, such rules may pro-
%iﬁeffm-——
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(a) the form of the register of new and recon-
structed buildings to be maintained under this Act.

(6) the manner of service of notices under this
Act.

(¢) the procedure to be followed in holding in-
quiries under this Act;

(d) the powers and duties of officer exercizing
any functions under this Act and the procedure to be
followed by them; and

(e) the removal of any difficulty arising in
giving effect to the provisions of this Act.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS.

Consequent on the location of the capital of the Andbra
State in Kurnool, there has been a good deal of transfers of
immovable property of a speculative character, resnlting in infla-
tion in the value of property. Similar transfers of property of
a speculative nature may also be made in the place where the
principal seat of the High Court of Andhra will be located. The
Government therefore consider it necessary to prevent by law
speculative transactions in property wich bave already arisen or
are bound to arise in the near future, eifher as a result of the
location of the capital, the seat of the High Court, or any other
office, or on account of the execution of any development scheme
or project.

2. The provisions of the Bill will apply only to any area or
areas ‘notifled* by the Government as such in the Gazette;
and an area will be so notified only if the Government are satis-
fied that considerable transfers of immovable properties of a
speculative character are being, orare likely to be, made in any

area and that it is necessa'y in the public interest to prevent
such transfers —See clause 3.

3. When.an area is declared as a notified ares, immovable-
property in that area should not be transferred for a considera—
tion exceeding the prioe which the property in its present condi-
tion wouid have fetched in the open market on the date notified
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for the ares  This will be the standard price of vhe property.
Tn addiion to thisstandard nrirz an r13rease uo w0 25 per cent

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BILL TO BE INTRODUCED IN THE LEGISLATIVE
ASSEMBLY OF THE STATE OF ANDHRA.

Under the mroviso to rule 77 of the Assembly
Rules the followi 1z Bill, togather with the Statement
of Objects and Rersons. is published for gener.l
information :—

A Bill further to amend the Madras Hindu Religious and
Charitable Endowments Act 1951.

WHEREAS it is expedient further to amend the
Madras Hindu Religious and Charitable Endowments
Act. 1951 (Madras Act XIX of 1951), for the purposes

hereinafter appearing; It is hereby enacted as
follows :—

1. Skort tifle, extent and commencement.—(1) This
Act may be called the Madras Hindu Religious and

Charitable Endowments (Andhra Second Amendment)
Act, 1954,

(2) It extends to the whole of the State of
Andhra.

(3) It shall come into force at once.

2. Amendment of section 76 Madras Act XIX of 19561,—
In section 76 of the Mudras Hindu Religious aond
Charitaple Endowments Aect, 1951 (Madras Act XIX
of 1951}—"

SARALI € ) i sub-section (1), after the word “annually ™
the words “ for meeting the cost of such services”
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shall be insarted, and the following sentencs shall ba
added af ths end, namely :—

“The contribution so paid shall be kept and
administered as a separate fund.”;

(2) after sub-section (4), the following sub-section
shall be added, namely :—

“(5) The payments made by the Government
under sub-section (4) (except in so far as such
payments relate to the cost of auditing the accounts)

shall be recouped from the fund referred to in sub-
section (1)”.

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS.

The High Court of Madras has held that section 78 (1) of
the Madras Hindu Religious and Charitable Endowments Act,
1951, as it is worded, is ultra vires the Constitution inasmuch as
the contribution collected from the temples is in the nature of
& tax, as it is not treated as a separate fand but is mixed up
with the general funds of the State. In a similar case. the
Bombay High Court has held that if such eontribution is treated
as a separate fund and if the expenditure incarred by the
Government for services rendered is recouped from that fund
it wonld be consistent with the Constitution. Therefore, this
Amendment Bill is introduced to make suitable alterations in
section 76 to bring it within the terms of the Constitution. As
sny delay in passing the Bill might involve further legal conse-
quences, the Bill is brought before the House as an urgent and

essential measure.
