(a) and (b) In connection with the recommendations
of the Conference of the State Ministers of Agriculture and
Co-operation held in September, 1953, for the setting up
of large mechanised farms by the Government of India
to reclaim cultivable waste lands and cultivate them as
Central Farms, the Government of India in the Ministry
of Food and Agriculture have, among others, suggested
that State Governments may draw up schemes for settling
landless labourers on co-oprative ines, on blocks of newly
reclaimed and cultivable waste lands. Co-operative Land
Colonisation Societies which aim ab improving the econo-
mic condition of agricultural labourers and increasing
food production by reclaiming waste lands and bringing
them under the plough, have already been in vogue in
this State. The suggestion of the Government of India
is, however, under examination in consultatin with the
Registrar of Co-operative Societies and the Board of
Revenie,

Sri 8. Vemiah:— May I know, Sir, how long will
it take for the Grovernment to submit all the schemes to
" the Government of India? May I also know whether
this scheme applies to private land also?
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The Hon. Sr1 D. Sanpivayya — I do not think the
scheme would apply to private lands. In regard to the
first part of the question, the Government weoald soon send
a report to the Government of India.

The Committee of the Bank was superseded for a
period of one year from 26-5-53 in the first instance as
many defects and irregularities were noticed in 1ts working
and as it was considered expedient to safegusid the
interests of the depositors and other creditors and to place
the affairs of the Bank on a proper and stable footing.
As there was still some work to be done by the Special
. Officer to pull up the affairs of the Bank and to revitalise
its affiliated societies, the period of supersession wag
" extended by another yesr from 6-5-54.

S11 G Nagabhushanam.— My friend says that, as
regaids Kuishna-Pennar Piojct, Mr. Sanjeevi Redd: has
opposed 1t when the whole Andira State wanted 1. Mr.
Sanjeevi Redd: was not a Minister in the composite State.

by the composite Madras State in that period before the
elections,
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Sr1 G. Nagabhushnam — Mr Speaker, our friends
particularly  communist friends, have been placing
before the country the pioblem of land distribution and
they are advocating also that the people should drnk.
Several of them have gone to jails and they want that
Prohibition must go and people should drink. This 1s thew
slogan. But, let us examine how far and to what extent
the principles they are advocating to the people of Andhra
State or m India, are scientific 1n approach. Very recently,
Bir, several articales have appearsed in the Madras Maal
when Mr. Attelee and Mr. Bevan went to Moscow and China.
They have put the question straightaway to Mr. Malenkov,
the Primier of Russia and Mr. Chou-en-lai, the Premier of
China. They have asked the question, “how far sind to what
extent the distributtion of land 1s going to solve the econo-
mic problem of the people 1n the world ?

Neither Mr Malenkov nor Mr. Chou-en-lai could
answer the question. According fo Malthusian theory that
was propounded by Mr. Malthus in the 18th century, the
land that 1s available 1s only limited, while the population
is increasing by geometrical proportions. The question pub
to Mr. Malerkov and to Mr. Chou-en-lai was *how the land
problem 1s going to be solved, how the distribution of land
18 going to be done? Neiwther Mr. Malenkov nor Mr.
Chou-en-la1 could answer the question. Therefore, I request
the communist leaders to answer this question: how the
division of land 18 gomng to solve the problem? Thisis a
very 1mportant question. It 18 not a panacea because the
population 15 mecreasing and /the land available is only
small. By distribution of land, the whole holding becomes
.uneconomic. Therefore, the great thinkers Mr., Attlee and

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communist leaders have not answered 1t. This year, 1n
India the same thing has been said by our Prime Minister,
Pandit Nehru, while mmaugurating the Bhakra - Nangal
Project. He said, “Karl Marx no doubt studied the
economic and polifical situations in Euiope and laid down
certain principles, Did he go to India® Did he study the
problems of India ? 'Why these communists in  India are
repeating those principles like Parroés?’ That 1s the
language he has used. (Interruption) The same question
I put here The communists are telling at the top of their
voice that by distribution of land they are going to solve
the problem. I am putting the question, “when the popula-
tion 18 mncreasing tenfold and when land available 1s small,
how are you going to solve the land problem ?” Please
answer the question. (Interruption) I am not speaking
against any hon. Member. T am only discussing principles,
And I am not making allegations.

Again as regards nationahzation of industries, they
are speaking at the top of their voice, “T.ook at Russia, it
has established Heaven Look at China, 1t has established
another Heaven.” But, what about Mr. Attlee and
Mr, Bevan. My communist friends did not read the Madras
Mail. Mr, Bevan 1s a great thinker and my friends may
not agree with him and they may say that he 18 a capitalst.
Mr, Attlee and Mr. Bevan have gone and seen China and
Moscow ; they have toured, they have discussed the pro-
blems with great leaders of Russia and Chinn. What 1s
happening 1» Russia? In Russia all the industries are
under the control of the State. What Bevan saysis:
“now inefficiency has set in. Russian people are now
faced with the problem of diminishing returns. Therefore,
how is Russis gomng to advance?” Therefore, Sir, leb
them think twice. Let them not simply shout, Let them
calmly reflect on this, Our Prime Minister has said,
“ these principles laid down by Karl Marx are dogmas.”
Our Prime Minister 18 certainly a great thinker, As a
society evolves in a social evolution, the principles also
must evolve, whereas the communists are impatient and
_intolerant and they don’t think carefully. How, when the
‘society is evolving, developing and changmng, the principles

laid dowx;e by Karl Marx in the 16th or 18th century, atre
1going 1o be applicable to the society 1 20th or 21st century?
e ate the fundmmental primciples. - I dequest dhe
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hon, Member, on the other side, particularly the Leader of
the Opposition to answer this question.

As regards Prohibition, I am exetremely glad that
one of the Members fiom the other side Sr1 N. Venkatayya
has given a constiuctive snggestion and I am giateful to
bhim. T request the members to consider the constructive
progiamme. My communist fiiends also may give such
kind of constructive suggestions, But, their only criticism
18 destruction, destruction, destruction and no construction.
Criticism must be constructive, criticism must be res-
ponsible. I really bow to them, if they give constructive
suggestions. Please show me what they have done in
India, particularly in Andhra Desa. What 1s theiwr answer
to handloom industry, except Sr1 Rajagopalachar’s sugges-
tion which 1s now corroborated by the Kanungo Report?
They have not given any constructive suggestions,
They have given only destructive criticisms on the floor
of the House Let them remember that this kind of
propaganda they are carrying 1s of no use They ;must be
responsible men. They must give practical and constru-
ctive proposals to the Government. Another member
says, “we can earn Rr 6'0 crores by scrapping Prohibition.
Therefore we should not keep Prohibition.”” Sir, we should
take advantage of the scheme of manufacture of sugar.
QOur country 1s a deficit country in sugar. We are getting
sugar from Java and other countries. We can also save
money and if this industry can be developed as village
industry, we can employ one lakh of people. I request
them to consider this proposition, But they don’t do 1t
They want to carry on their propaganda. Why do they
say that people must drink? The communist party has
done 16 1n Austria and Hungary They are telling people
to drink more just as Britishers did in India. If you
sbudy the history of India and the history of Moguls, drink
was never sold i pubhie. I request my friends to read our
Indian history written particulary by great thinkcis who
have written recent history also. It wes only the Britishers
who said that we should drink because we should not aspire
for political freedom. My communist friends are now
asking the people to drink because they want that every
one must support them, if they drink they do not think of
political rights; they will become tools in their hands;
that is the mala fidse object., They want to capture the
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electorate and they want everybody must become a slave,
They want to start dictatorship in Andhra State. That 1s
their mala fidie political object and 1t 13 »ot with any good
intentions Even in Russia theie 15 Prohibition. T agk,
“why should Russia have Prohibition?’. 1f people should
drink, why should Russia pass Prohibition law? Why
should America pass Prohibition law ?
