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3. At the first Plenary meeting with the Planning 

Commission held on the 31st morning, the Chief Minister, 

the Deputy Chief Minister and the Minister for Planning 

and Industries put forward our case with particular reference 

to the broad principles to be borne in mind m fixing the 

size of the Andhra State Plan and the need for including 

certain specific projects m the Plan. The Chief Minister 

observed that the distribution of provision should be equita­

ble and that the backwardness of the newly formed Andhra 

State, its vast unused water resources, lack of industries, 

liability of parts of the State to famine conditions, short, 

fall of about Rs. 10 crores in the First Plan due to unsettled 

conditions as a result of partition and the infancy of the 

State, and the need to duplicate several institutions should 

be taken into consideration besides the aspects like popula­

tion and area mentioned by the Planning Commission.
