(1) The Madras Estates Land (dndhra Amendment)
Bill, 1955,

Tt Hox. St K. CHANDRAMOULI :—Mr. Speaker, Sir,
I&gt&o ihkroduce the Madras Estates Land (Andhra Amend-
nﬁ%ﬁ Bi{E; Y95% and: move that the Bill be referred to the
Seieeb Commibtee,
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Hon. Memkers are aware that prior to the enactmens
of the Madras Estates Land Act, 1908, the relations between
the landholder and the tenant were not well regulated and
that the procedure for the recovery of rents by the landholder
from his tenants was not also clearly defined. The Estates
-Land Act was, therefors, passed in 1908, in order to specifi-
cally declare the respective rightis of the landholder and the
tenant and to provide a uniform procedure’ for the recovery
of the rent ete.

The Act as originally enacted applied to

(a) all permanently or temporarily settled zamin-
daries,

(b) portions of such permanently or temporarily
settled zamindaries which were separately registered in the
office of the Collector ;

(¢) unsettled palaiyam and jagirs ;

(d) whole inam villages where the grant in inam was
of the melwaram (right to land revenue) alone to a person not
owning the kudiwaram right (right to the land) therein ;
and

(e) portions of zamindaries, palaiyam or jagirs consiss
ting of one or more whole villages, whieh were held on a
permanent under-tenure.

In respect of whole inam villages, the object of that Act
was only to recognise the rights of tenants in such villages
wherever they already possessed such rights. and to apply
the provisions of the Act to regulate the relations between
the inamdar and his occupancy tenants. The Act did not
then intend to confer any occupancy rights on tenants in
inam villages, if such tenants did not alreadypossess
them previously, i.e., . where both the warams vested with
the inamdar himself. Thus the whole inam villages in res-
pect of whieh the original grant conferred beth the meiwaram
and kudiwaramn rights on the same persom. or the melwaram
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rlght on a person already possessmg the kudlw aram thex;eof,
Were excluded from the scope of bhe Aot, &nd ’che  rgsult was
tha’o there was no protectlon to the tenants 1n such Whole
inam v:lla,ﬂes agamst “eviction or 1r1e0fular collec‘mon of
rénts.

In view of the amplification of the definition of
“ osbate ’ with retrospective effect from 7—1—1948, some
of the sections of the Estates Land Act require certain con-
sequential amendments, and these are provided by
oi!aus’-esﬁto 6 of the Bill.

s ge 71s a saving clause. Sub-Clause (1) of this clause
;i ﬁha.t the "amendment of the defimition of
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“estate’” in clause 2 will have retrospective effect from
T-1-1948, i.e., the date on which the Rent Reduction Act came
into foree, only for the limited purpose of treating the inams
which become ‘‘estates’ wunder this Bill as ‘¢ estates ”,
under the Estates Land Act so that the persons who might
have been evicted from the lands in such inams on or after
7—1—1948 may become entitled to restoration to possession.

Sub-clause (2) of Clause 7 makes it clear fthat all the
suits and proceedings which are pending at the commence-
ment of this enactment, in which the question at issue is
whether a particular area consfitutes an * estate ’” wunder
section 3-(2) (d) of the principal Act, and which will be
decided after the Bill becomes Law, should be decided in
aocordance with the provisions of this Bill.

Clause 8 perscribes the procedure to be followed by
ersons who might have been evicted from lands in inam
areas falling under the scope of this Bill, to get themselves
restored to possession.

estates bv virtue of tne Estates Land (Third Amendment)
Act, 1936 are at present excluded from the scope of the
Estates Abolition Act, as previously stated, and the
Government are considering the question of abolishing these
post-1933 inams also separately. Pending the abolition of
this category of whole inam villages, the Government con-
sider it neither necessary nor suitable to bring under the
scope of the Estates Abolition Act the inam areas falling
under the scope of the present Bill which are less than whole
villages and in respect of which the original grant conferred
both the Melwarsm and Kudiwaram rights on the same person
Hence this category of inam areas will remain excluded
from the operation of the Estates Abolition Act, (though
they fall under the scope of the K.L. Act and the Rent
Reduction Act by virtue of the present Bill) till such time
as when similar whole inam villages are abolished.

Clause 13 gives power to the State Government 10
remove by an order (which order shall not be inconsistent
with the provisions of the Bill) any difficulty which may
arise in giving effect to the said provisions or the provi-
sions of the Hstates Land Act as amended by this Bill.

Clause 14 provides for the repeal of the Andhra Inam
Tenants Protection Act, 1954 which is oniy an interim measure
for giwing temporary protection to tenants in marginal
inams against ‘eviction. But the smits and proceedings
instituted under the said Act which are pending at the com-
mencement of the present enactment shall be disposed of in
accordance with the provisions of this Bill.

In this connection, I may also mention that under
Section 38 of the Estates Abolition Ach, only those religious,
educational and Charitable institutions which hold inum
estates or parts thereof, are eligible to the payment of the
annual recurring payments called the ** tasdik allowance ™
provided for by that Section. Institutions holding zamin and
undertenure estates or parts thereof are not eligible for the
payment of tasdik allowance at present. As there has been

1
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much agitation on behalf of such institutions that the income
of the institutions has been badly affected by the existing
provisions of the Xstates Abolition Act, the Government
have taken up the question of bringing such institutida
also under the scope of Section 38 of the Kstates Abolitios
Act, so as to make them eligible for the annuwal recurring
grants referred to above. Necessary particulars have been
called for from the Board of Revenue, the Commuissioner,
Hindu Religious and Charitable Endowments and the Dlrector
of Public Instruction. After their reports are received and
daly examined, a final decision will be taken by the Govern-
ment, and the benefits of Section 38 of the Estabes Abolition
Act will soon be extended to all such institutions.

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Sr1 P.V.R. GAJAPATHI RAJU .-—Mr. Speaker, Sir, the
Bill beiore the House to-day is very interesting for some of
us 1n the Opposition. Speaking [or a person like myself, in a
way, we feel closely connected w:ith this bill; because a
portion of our life—well, 1t was not a substantial portion—
but certayinly quite some time was spent in fTurthering the
interests of those who are to pbensit under this Bill Having
gone t3 jail on this 1ssue, and also 1n the pracess o. going to
ja1l acted both heroically and as a coward—I want o2 use the
word ‘cowird’, beziuse when we go to Jail we are not vary
very brave—till we go to jail we are brave, but once we go to
jail, we become coward—I Jo n>t kn>w 1n the jail one becomes
a coward , I do not know what the experience of Congressmen
is in this 1ssue  (Several Members . It 1s not our experience)
(The Hon. Sri K. Venkata Rio: Beciuse we repeated the
operations, the Rajah Sahib says so.) Quite right , perfectly
all right, But as far as I am concerned I am stating the
moral psychology, and many persons may nob ad nit psycho-
logical truths to themselves , bubt possibly only in the sub-
conscious can they accept that they are essenfially cowards,
because all men are cr>wards (Loud and continued laughter)
After we complete 1n action only, do we get wise on the event.
To-day I feel I should have spent a few more months in jail,
possibly six months or an year ; then it would have produced
a better Bill by the present Government—better in the
sense it would have been more purposeful and would have
achieved what one desired. After all, when one goes to
jail and wants something to happen ons would hope that
at least fifty per cent of the endeavour would be fulfilled.
In the particular mmstance in which I was sent to jail [ do
not think even one per cent benelif will accrue out of the
present Bill. This is not am eXaggeration, for the three
thousand odd villages that exist throughout Andhra-—
roughly three thousand villages—my friend, Sri Sundarayya
wanted to know the tigures , I do not know it myself, but
I am told, roughly there are three thousand villages.
Therefore I would say, Karivena symbolises the futility of
this legizlation. First and foremost, Section 7 (1) of this
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Act invalidates all questions of villages Iike Kariveni. The
Hon. Mimister has quoted very seriously clause 2 of section
7 in his speech to the Assembly today. Clausel of section
7 invalidates any possibility of benefit to, call them mam
ryots, tenants or whatever terminology you want to use for
persons such as in Karivena village First and foremost if
we are going to make a distinchbion between grants of whole-
village inams on the one hand and inam villages having fifty
per cent cultivable cr arable land, grant of that fifty per
cent or more on the other hand, then within this range
between f1fty per cent and cent per cent, a village like Kari-
vena would be completely exempt ; because by legal action so
far having been exempt between 1948 and now, it would not
1 any manner be affected by this legislation. Clause 2 only
envisages that existing cases alone can be stayed. Therefore
in instances of such villages where already kudiwaram right
has already passed through an act of court of law or through
a decision in a special tribunal that may have been appointed
by the State, from the Zamindari Abolition Bill, 1947 up to
now— such ingtances would be negativated.

Further the very basis of decision of what is to be a
fifty per cent village and more—the very definition itself,
has been so worded that ultimately historical research would
have to be gone mnto, as to when a grant was made,
whether the fifty per cent applied to'the land then actually
under cultivation or whether 1t applied alssc to the arable
total extent of the viilage being cultivable, and for that
one would have to take into consideration the back records
of the necessary village waste, before this fifty per cent
principle is to be enforced. Thus 1f a grant was made a
hundred years back and if it can be proved by some manner
that at the time of the grant the total extent of the village
cultivated was more than fifty per cent, then to-day such
villages would only be abolished. But if tu.day the inam in
the village was less than the total extent of the land
eyltizated in the village 1t would not be abolished. Between
an inkerpretation as to the time of the grant and to-dav
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the confusion would arise. 8o first and foremost that can-

fusion has to be eradicated. A very dear definition must
be put in. It 1s not that I approve this saving clause. I
would not go further into the whole question of inams.
Before rising to speak to-day I had told the Hon. Minister
that I would not like to go into the details of the clauses of
the Bill. The Hon. Minister himself went into quite a num-
ber of details 1n a note prepared by the office It is diffi-
cult to match the -precise information of a mote. You will
appreciate, Sir, if one is allowed to prepars his speech at
home, and if one is a regular professional lawyer familiar
with the twists and turns of the various legislative enact-
ments and the controversies on land, then alone it may be
possible to mateh fact for fact. But as things are to-day
I feel that I should merely talk in general terms. Fiuvst
and foremost would be the confusion that Government makes
between melwaram on the ome hand and kudivaram on the
other hand. The Hon. Ministerswhile speaking on the Bill
stated that in 1947 when the estates were abolished certain
inams were expressly exempted because 1t was felt that two-
fold ecompensation may have o be paid both for the melwaram
right and the kudivaram right. I do not know how this ques-
tion does arise. When the zamindari system wasg abolished
and 1t must not be forgotten that the inamdari system formed
part of the larger system of zamindaris and that much of the
origin of the inamdars was zamindari 1n origin. In the case of
the same Karivena village in which we did our Satyagraha
King Prataparudra is supposed to have granted that inam,
and the people who own the land fo-day—the dynasty of
Prataparudra has long since disappeared from the face of
earth, but those gentlemen who obtained the grant, because
they were court astrologers to Prataparudra are able to
continue their lives possibly by the magic of the stars, if I
may so put it.

Therefore, when the zamindari system itseif has been
abolished on theone hand, to try and continue the inamdari

system would be anomalous. Apart from that, the question
15
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of trying to distinguish between the malewaram right and
the kudiwarmright was completely covered by the Madras
Estates Land Act, as far as I know. In deciding what com.
pensation should be given for merely the malewaram right,
quite a number of arguments in Justification were put forward
by the Congress party. At that time, if I may take back
this House, it was rightly stated that compensation for tax
collecting need not bs fundimental and might be merely in
the nature of a rehabilitatiin grant. In many instances, we

went to the extent ol saying, and I still hold it, that much
of the quantum of th3 compensation for the right to t1x has
been excessive not only in Andhrae, but elsewhere in India
also. That being the case, to try and combine compensabion for

malewaram on the one hand and at the same time accept the
concomitant that the kadiwaram right still vests in the Land
Lord, becomes double payment and can only be approved by
mental gymnastics. Accordeng to the Bill. we are expected
%0 leave the land within the hands of an invmdar, give him

all the rights which previously existed and then pay him
compensation for the milewaram right. I can understand
the doctrine of compensation for malewaram takinz place and
one can justify it But I ¢c.nnot understand paying compensa-
tion for malewaram right and at the same time vesting the

kudiwaram right in the Land Lord. It isjust like buying a
house from a man and giving it back as his absolute pro-
perty. This is roughly what was contemplated in the state-
ment of the Hon. Minister for Land Revenue. I ask: how can
you pay for malewaram right and yet pay for kudiwaram ?

The question does not arise at all. Therefore, one has to
have a precise definition of whether one is ‘compensating
malewaram’ or at the same time denying the inamdar
of hisku diwaram. If we are denying the inamdar of

his kudiwaram right, then we can go into the question
of compensation one way or another. If kudiwaram
_ 86dlexidts in the inamdar even after the institubion of
iawidiri was 'abolished, what it really means is that
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the name inamdar is being changed and the kudiwaram
right by the inamdar would get, in other words, enfranchised
into ryotwari right that exist elsewhere 1nthe State of
Andhra. In other words, if 1t is a question of an inamdar
who bad malewaram in 20 acres plus kudiwaram in 20 acres
and merely exchange his kudiwaram in inams to thab of
ryotwari patba, and 1if that 1s the princple, I can under-
stand and accept. But in the whole process one confuses
issues by virtue of other facts. If 1t is a question of Land
reforms, I can understand and there is no mincing matters
as far as I am concerned. As far as high Tax considerations
are 1nvolved and as far as cammunal and capitalistic consi-
derations are involved, then, of course, you can do both
malewaram and kudiwaram. Let us be clear 1n our minds.
On the one hand, land reform 1s being attempted. 3What is
it we are attempting in this ecountry ! What 1s our ulti-
mate ideal ? Do we want a uniform Land Tenure System
from either right or wrong, we can administratively
develop the pattern of our agriculture to a certain position?
What is now being done is, piecemeal part legislations or
being attempted and the justifications are brought in on the
basis of equity ? What 1s equity in terms of to-day and
what is equity in terms of to-morrow ! What is equity in fhis
country ? If T am to be honest, in our nation equity is caste-
war, equity is class-war and equity is communal-war ? Is
there equity in Hindu society which has serfs in Harijans in
it ¢ On the other hand, there is my caste, Brahmins and
Vaisyas. I do not mince my words and, mark me carefully,
we are as a religion nomn-equitous. We had never been
equitable; and when we became rigid 1n our foundations we
collapsed. Beciuse of equilateral law, Islam was sble to
spread historically from North te South. Therefore, in
terms of modern industrialisation, this dead weight of
history lies heavy on our shoulders and we cannob decide to
become a modern nation because we are commanal. Every
decision im any portion of our lifein this country is com.
munal, whether it is the question of ministry formasion or
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any thing, not only in our state, but also 1n any state in
India. If the process 1s to produce equity, let us have a
conscience equity I am not asking the widows of the high
cast people to go 1nto the streets. It is not my argument
and let me be absolutely clear. Let the kudiwaram be gran-
ted to genuine owners of land. I say here and now, 1f there
is any 1namdar who is cultivating and who has given proof
that he has been cultivating, leb him take the ryotwari
patta. (Interruption) I don’t think that Congress members
of Andhra talk of socialistic patterns which the Congress

Leader Mr. Nehru talks. I think no member of the Cabines
ever talked of them and I don’'t think Mr. Gopala Redd: talked
about it in this House or outside. Any way, psychologically
speaking, words have a magic of their own. You use a word
and then you act according to that word. What I am trying
to point out 1s, T have no objection personally 1f the Govern-
ment give kudiwaram right to all inamdars. I am not

pleading for one section against another. I want a clean slate
in this country. Theretore, let the Government give ryotwar:
pattas to every man who claims that he has got kudiwaram
right. I will go further into the question of kudiwaram
later. After all there is & misnomer. What do we mean
by kudiwaram % Is it notional right to regulate culfivation
or 1s it the act of cultivation ¢ There are fwo definitions for

kudiwaram, the right to regulate cultivation may be a
definition for kudiwaram, Right to own exclustively without
State interference i1s malewaram. After all, this malewaram
emanated from some sort of service, taxation. The tnamdar
does not pay even land revenue to the State, he pays merely
quit-rent and therefore has kudiwaram right, Therefore,

this kudiwaram is two-fold, the right to regulate cultiva-
tion, an evil I as a socialist object to. The other right, the
right of cultivation or the ‘act of cultivation, I accept.

And therefore the inhyman aspect comes in. Just as the
High caste of India has made live animals in our society for
thousamder of ' years, the right to regulate ocultivation 1s
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producing animal in >ur agriculture sector :nd I want this
system of the animal tu be abolished. Please remember that.
And 1t shall be abolished whether the Congress party stands
1n 158 Way or not, because you c-nnot build a modern nation
with half slave and haif a free man. The half slave and half
free 1s as much economic as cultural. Therefore, 1l the kudi-
waram means the cultivation operation, let us give pattas to
our Andbras. Give them any number of pattas. In the
instance of a widow I shall be charitable, because I tell you
that T am one of those persons who never asked question after
question and plead for personalimportance if somebody comes
and says this wrong has been done to me and that wrong has
been done to me. On principle, I never come and ask a short
notice question or send them, bescausc I am interested only in
the larger 1ssues and the Social issues and therefore I will not
bring appiicaticns on behalf ofwidows one way or the other and
if you shouid give patba o o widow, even though she does nct
cultivate heisell. I will approve of 1t. Go ahead. I do not
mind that. These things you please do. Affer all, there
should be social equity. It is not merely a quesbion of pro-
ducing a sort of miniature violemce in society. Let us have
that system in our country. Let this Inam Bill abolish the
instibution of 1nams completely. iVhether it i1s intended of

not, let it do so vecause we can amend 1t only in our Select
Committee.

Trr Hox, Srr K. VENEKATA RAO —You cannot do it.

Sgr P. V. R. GAJAPATHI RAJU :—Mr. Venkata Rao
says I cannot do 16. I do not know 1f he follows the pattern
of the usual legalistic approach to the problems.

Tar Hox. Ser K. VENKATA RAO :—Yes. You are in a
Legislative Assembly only to bring in legalistic problems.

Srr P. V. R. GAJAPATHI RAJU :—I know Sir. But the
will is greater than the law because will makes law. '

Tys How. Ssr K. VENKATA RAO:—That can be
éqmoﬁétratqd outside this House.

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Sr1 P. V. R. GAJAPATHI RAJU .—1 have not shown my
will against you physically but only in terms of talk.

Tar How. Srr K. VENKATA RAO :—That you can never
show.

Sr1 P. V. R. GAJAPATHI RAJU :—1 hope that Govern-

ment will not be changed physically. I do not believe in
God’s doctrine, I am assure you.

Ter How. Srx K. VENKATA RAO :—Nor am I afraid
of it.

Sr1 P. V. R. GAJAPATHI RAJU : ~1 do not know. Not
of me any way. But there are others who are quite cipable
of doing 16, just as I think some one here challenged me the
other day that we could do nothing about it 1f the Govern-
ment shoots indiscriminately, so what. If the opposition
shoots at some future date who knows ? So as I say let
there be a genuine approach to abolish all these inter-
mediaries. Further, I would like to put it this way.
We are thinking in Andhra in terms of comprehensive legis-
lations. I think you have appointed Sri Lakkaraju Subbarao

Committee, if I am not mistaken, The report is being dela-
yed.

Mr. SPEAKER :—1t has announced its report.

Mzr. P. V. R. GAJAPATHI RAJU :—But I st1ll hold it
is being delayed, because one of the finest ways of prolonging
the question of land reform is to put what is known as stages
of difficulties in the way. You produce this new Bill. Lega-
listically speaking Mr. Vankata Rao is correct. You will pass
this Bill. Further, to get r1d of the new type of vested inte-
rests you are producing, it will take 10 years. This I say is
a defence mechanism for other questions that take place as
far as land is concerned. When you are producing an 1inter-
mediary body of vestied interests owning the melvaram plus.
the kudivaram, what are you saying ¢ So far as the kudi-
viram is concerned, only from 1947 up o now the rent reduc-
tion applies. In the case cf fubure from the inception of the
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Bill in the fubure i1f there 1s supposed to be sub letting o the
kudivaram, rent reduction will not apply. That is your
statement. The Hon. Minister said that rent redaction alone

will apply for all questions from 1947 to now. From now on-
wards, a new system will be developed. \Vherever the kudi-
varam exists in the hands of the inamdar, more than 90 per

cent of all the villages in Andhra already, the kudivaram has
gone into the hands of the inamdar. In such instances, the
cowle between the kudivaram right owner (if I may put it
that way) and the tenant who will work under the inamdar

shall be regulated not under Statute by this Government
but by an agreement between the Lkudivaram holder and
the ryot. Now this will produce a situation which is
worse than the Mirasidar situation in Tanjire. Please
realise that fact. At least, I can understand Governmens
thinking in terms of enfranchising these inams (those that
are not being abolished) and‘regulating the quantum of rental
between those who cultivate on one hand and those who will
have the right to regulate cultivation. But here because the
notional kudivaram has already passed into the hands of the
inamdar, you are going to produce a section of what you may
call agricultural serfs as far as the remaining inams are
concerned.

Furthermore, as far as the comprehensive land
legislation is  concerned, how are you going to
regulate the question of minimum land- bholdings.
How are you going to regulate the question of sharing

crop between the large ryot on the one hand and the
cultivating sub-tenant on the other hand. After all, from
the Planning Commission downwards now ceriiaig principles

have been laid. First and foremost principle ig {he equity or

an equitable land distributien in our State,
distributed. But how can you have land

you are creating consciously an intermediaz
such as species ¥ Apart from the faoct the

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one character or another will own these inams, 1t 1s a time
barrier also. Specie is meaningless becanse we protect time
through species. That 1s process of history and evolution ;
and therefore you use the high class species to stop the time
consequence of land reform 1n our State and by creiting this
thing before the Commission’s report alone 1s published, I say
that not one of the pious concepts or precepts of the
Commission can be implimented. I am quite sure that all
Commissions in this country express pious hypocracies and
nothing else. They never fulfil a single word of what they
attempt to do and more so in the case of Andhra and it 1s a

tragedy ; and the only way we can solve is to rise above our-
selves and solve the issues. I want to go even further. Mr-
Kala Venkata Rao has thrown a challenge that this Bill is
before the house and therefore hus to be passed and that 1t

cannot be changed. I saw here and now that 1if you are pre-
pared to change the Bill, we are prepared to wait a month or

two months. If you are prepared to completely change the
approach of the Bill and if you say for some legal reason you

cannot do 1t now, shelve this Bill and bring a new Bill. We
do not mind. Ve are prepared to accept and I, on behalf of
my party assure of that. Buv remember one thing. Do not
think that by giving legal concessions to the people you can
escape the clamour for fand in this country. Year by year it
rises and you are as conscious as we are that ultimately
the land of & village must become either a collestive or'a
co-operabive in this nation. [here isno alternative to i,

because the means of subsistence—and we are an agricultural
people—have to be shared equally by all of us. A little that
we have musk be shared in poverty 1f necessary. There
cannot be arguments of plenty for the few and debss for tle

many. There cannot be living dead people walking around
in this cdunbry and therefore something is going to be done
about .. Please try and do something about it immediately.

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Srr 8. RANGANATHA MUDALIAR :—Mr, Speaker Sir,
before I submit my observations on general aspects of the Bills
I wish to mention that there is some confusion regarding the
meaning of the word *inamdar’. The word ‘inam’ or ‘inamdar’
seems to be sort of red-rag particularly to the leftist
politicians.  They seems to be suffering from an
assumption that the inamdar is on a par with the
zamindar, Whereas zamindars were farmers of revenue,
these inamdars were no other than small land-owners analog-
ous to the ryotwari pattadars, but with this difference, that
in the case of the inamdars they hold lands, some free of
rent and many on faveurable rates of rent. Another wrong
assumption about these inams is that these inam grants and
these inam villages are in tact, in tact as they were at the
time of the grant. It must be recognised that at the time of
the grant, they formed large extents either in the shape of
whole villages or khandrikas or portions thereof, but
gradually they have been reduced considerably in'extent
owing.bo fragmention on account of succession and frequent
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olienabions. So much so, that in many cases, whabt are
oalled inams are no more than 5 or 8 acres and most of the
holders of these smll fragmented inams are actual cultiva-
tors. That must not be forgotten. Most of these small
inamdars are actual cultivators except widows, minors and
disabled persons.

The land revenue policy of modern states is that a man
to be called a ‘ealtivator’ must be in actual possession of the
land and he must be an actual cultivator. An exception must
be made to this rule 1n regard to widows, regarding disabled
persons and in regard to minors. They should not be depri-
ved of their holdings which are their sole means of existence
simply because they do not happen to be actual cultivators.
Even Kumarappa report makes an exception in favour of
these classes of persons. In the same report it is stated that
people who have been cultivating lands continuously for
6 years must be givén occupancy rights ; and so, as there are
several small inamdars who have been cultivating these landg
for much longer period than 6 yeirs and as they are them-
selves actual cultivators, They are likely to be seriously
affected by this legislation. If widows and disabled persons
or minors are deprived of their holdings are taken away and
given away to third parties, they will find themselves as
beggars in the streets. Once he is deprived of his small hold-
ing, he will become a landless poor as much as any other. Fur-
ther, an inamdar who wishes to cultivate the land personally
may be given the option to retain the inam -by giving to
Government such révenue as a third party would give. And
where the inam consists of a big area, the inamdar must be
given the option to retain so much of his inam as would be
an economic unit. say 25 acres as proposed by the Land
R@forms Commussion or such an extent in respect of which
cist up to Rs, 250 is payable. What I wish to submit is

$hat by means of this legislation, there should be no room . .
foﬁ;m’spgo@e class by another class. The porson who
‘ﬁ%c»g,gﬁm seme of these inams om Tth January
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1948 may be persons who in addition to these inam lands may
have lands 1n a ryotwari area, whereas the inamdar whose
lands 1t is sought to be taken away from him, may have no
other property except this inam. Depriving him of his
mmam and giving away to a third party because the third
party was in possession of the land on 7th January 1948 is
nothing short of exploitation It isa case of plundering
Peter to pay Paul. Therefors my request 1s that these small
imamdars may be exempted irom the operation of this Act and
every mamdar should be permitted to retain as much land ag
he could personally cultivate, or as much land as would con-
stitute an agricultural umit or such an extent in respect of
which cists up to Rs. 250 may be pad.

In addition to these general observations, I request the
Hon. Mimnister to clarfy Section 3 (2) (d) and the items in
clause (d). There may be hamlets or khandrikas which may
be less than half the total extent of the village as recorded in
the revenue accounts. If any such hamlet or khandrika is
less than half the tofal extent of the wviilage, it must be
excluded from the operation of this Act. Further item 2, in
clause (d) of Section 3 (2) must also be clarified. Clause 6
seems to contemplate compensation te be paid to inamdars.
I wish to know if it is the intention that all villages and
khandrikas etc., which become ‘estates’ by virtue of this Act,
become ‘estates’ within the meaning of the Estates Abolition
(and conversion into Ryotwari) Act XXVI of 1948, That point
also has to be clarified. With these observations, I close my
speech, with thanks to the Speaker.
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Sr1 BE. AYYAPU REDDI :—So far as Karivena is.con.
corned the Estates Abolition Tribunal has held that the
question of ryots owing kndivaram is left open. It has not
declared that the inamdars have got kudiwaram rights also.
Even the Government have not yet at any time stated that
the inamdars have got kudiwaram rights.

Mr. SPEAKER :—I sm afraid that isthe function of the
tribunal and not that of this Assembly. Whether s certain
village constitutes an estate or not is the funoction of the
tribunal.
