In his proceedings, dated 80—4—1955 the Direetor of
Public Instruction issued a circular requiring all District
Educational Officers to instruct the managers of all aided
elementary schools to obtain the permis<ion of the District
Educational Officer whenever appomntment of additional
teachers was found mnecessary for reason of increase in
strength etc The Educational Officers were required to
accord permission only when they were fully satisfied about
the need for the additional teachers in the light of the
average attendance of the school for the last si1X months.
The District Educational Officer, Nellore thereupon reported
that he found in some of the aided elementary schools that
the management had employed more teachers more than
what were actually required. He sought the instructions of
the Director of Public Instruction as fo whether he could fix
the number of teachers for each school taking into conside-.
rabion the average attendance of the school for the last smix
months. The Director of Public Instruetion thereupon
informed the District Educational Officer, Nellore on
31 ~5—1955 that he might fix up the number of teachers 1in
each school in accordance with the average attendanoce.
These instructions were conveyed %o all other District
Educational Officers also for necessary achion.

In pursuance of the instructions of the Director of
Public Instruetion, the Distriot Educational Officers have
fixed the strength of schools and have instructed the
managers of the schools employing superfluous teachers to
1ssue three months’ notice to such among them who are
trained and to terminate the services of undualified
teachers.

There are 2,544 teachers in 867 aided elementary sehools
in the Nellore distriet. There 18 no informabion available as
to the exact number of teachers served with such notices,
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The action takenis with a view to put an end to the grow-
ing tendency on the part of the managements to show
mnflated attendance and getting increased grant for more
members of the teaching staff,

The Director of Public Instruction has instructed the
Deputy Inspectors at the same time to pay surprise visits to
the schools. Where such notices have been 1ssued to
superfluous teachers and to submit proposals for the conti-
nuance of all or some of the trained teachers to whom
notices have been served, if the schools showed defimite
improvement in attendance. In the case of Nellore district
also, if the schools concerned show definite improvement in
attendance there will be no retrenchment of the teachers.
There wi1ll be normally no difficulty for absorption of tne
superfluous teachers who may be thrown out of employment.
Even if some teachers are left still without jobs, they are
likely to get employed in the new schools opened by the
Distriet Boards under the Five Year Plan

There can be no justification for the continuance of
teachers who are clearly found to be superfluous. Adequate
opportunities are also provided for the managements fo
improvement 1n attendance and justify the continuance of the
teachers sought to be retrenched., There can therefore be no
objection to the issue of notices to such superfluous teachers
under these conditions.

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Ss1 K KOTI REDDI .—Mr. Speaker, Sir, I want to
say a few words in respect of the motion moved by the Chief
Minister. Fairst of all, 1t seems to me that it 1s absolutely
necessary that the entire High Court should be at one place.
No doubt there are some instances where the Capital of the
State and the High Court are located at different places. In
our country,India, we have got the mnstance of Allahabad and
Lucknow: In Australia also the same thing obtains In this
connection I may say that when the Sri Bagh Pact was formed
we no doubt claimed that one of the two should be located
1 Rayalaseema and the Rayalaseema people should be given
‘$he right to choose the Capital or High Court, This bappened
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1 1937, and 1t was under different circumstances that
happened A long timo has passed since that. Things are
different to-day. Now we are having Visalandhra and there
18 abaolutely no need to have the Capital and the High Court
at different places. 1t appears to me that the motive behind
the move to have a separate Division Bench 1s this It 1s
more I believe for encouraging a section of lawyers in
Hyderabad that this suggestion 1s made. I have nothing to
say against them, as a fair proportion of lawyers in Hyderabad
do not know English They are apprehensive that if the
High Court is located in Hyderabad they may mnot fair as
well as the lawyers coming there from the rest of the State

However, in this matter 1t 1s the 1interest of the clienteel
that should be considered and not the interest of a section of
lawyers. So 1t 1s absolutely necessary that the High Court
and the Capital should be located in one and the same place ,
and more than that, I was told that certein districts in
Rayalaseems are to go to the juiisdiction of the Bernch at
Guntur and certain other districts to go to the jurisdiction of
the High Court at Hyderabad. This 1s much more absurd.
So far as Andhra High Court 1s concerned there does nob
seem to be any difference of opinion in Andhra State and
80, I hope the motion brought by the Chief Minister will be

passed.

With regard to the second Chamber, I am not very
enamoured of 1t. However I do not oppose 1t. Why I say so
is, from the experience we have had of 16 in this country, ab
any rate, 1t is clear that the Legislative Councils are nob
serving the purpose for which they are intended. They seem
to be more or less a replica of the Legislative Assembly and
we are not reslly having that type of people for whom a
second Chamber 18 really intended It 18 sard thatb there are
some people who cannot take part n the elections and that
this second Chamber will be very useful for such people.
Even for the Legislative Council there is electjon, except in
the oase of a few people who are to be nominated by the
Governor. The rest of bthe members of the Legislative
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Council have to come through eleotion, though 1t may not ke
as strenuous as in the caso of election for the Legislative
Assembly. However I do not oppose it.

With regard to the regiomal committoes, [ have to say
that it 1s provided for to satisly the 1interests of our
Telangana friends. 1 have absolutely no objection to such a
provision, because I am sure the President in making rules
will safeguard the legitimate interosts of this State. I
know during the Dyarchic days in order to safeguard the
inferests of undeveloped areas or cerfiin sections of people
Governors were given certain definibe instructions Similarly
here power 1s given to this commmittes, and so long 16 does
not appropriate to 1itself the functions whieh ought really
belong to the Legislative Assembly or the (labinet as sueh, I
say, there is not much to bother about. However, since our
Hyderabad friends do want 1t on account of apprehensions
they have with regard to persons from Andhra State we as
such ought not to be very critical about 16, [ know in these
days no undevloped area should feel that 1ts interest would
be neglected. If our leaders and 1f our Gvernment are really
sincere about what we oall socialistio pattern of soocety,
which 18 really 1n the interest of the country as a whole and
which 1s really in the interest of the publie, then
undeveloped area should be developod, the richer should be
taxed for the sake of the poorer people so that the
latter may be given facilities like education, hospibals
and things like that. So I see no reason why we should
olaxm privileges or safeguards for undeveloped aress or
backward areas. Bub since there is a ligitimate apprehen-
sion on the part of Telangana friends I do not oppuse 1it.

FinallySir, though we are to realise Visalandhra bringing
together all Telugu people under une jurisdiotion there 18
much dispute with regard to the formation of linguistioc
Btates I personally see no objection to 1t even from the
point of view of national unity. Even though Visalandhra
is- o be formed there are still large Telugu areas which ought
Jegitimately come to wus. Such areas are to be found in
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Mysore, in Orissa, 1n Maharashtrs and in Madras Stabes. I
st1ll feel a time will come—it will come as early as possible,
when the agitation of the people of those areas will be so
strong that the Government of India will be compelled to
nclude such areas in our Visalandhra.

Then, Sir, an attempt is being made to have bilingual
and trilingual States, I am not against such a move. But so
long as our Constitution allows the admimstration of the
country and the proceedings of courts of law to be conducted
in our mother tongue 1t 1s a great convenience to have
hinguistic States. Butb, probably, when most of our people
could understand Hindi, or when there i1s one all—India
language 1t will be possible to have bilingual or trilingual
States. But as things stand at present I do not think 15 15 a
great advantage to have bilingmal or trilingual Stabes.
There is also one other aspect to be eonsidered 1n this propo-
sal, and that 1s the point of view of provincial administra-
tion. After all in our country our States are not sovereign
States, They have no doubt some autonomy, and we see in
our every day life how far this autonomy can be enforced on
account of financial and other considerations. Apart from
that, 1t has also to be considered whether a very big area
could really be of use for provincial purposes. A very small
area has no doubt its own advantages Bubt there s one
really distinot advantage in having a very big province
to-day. It would foster a sort of a liberal political
atmosphere instead of what obtains 1in smaller States, the
group system which exists today not only 1n this State but in
other States too. So that 1s a distinct advantage in
having a bigger area.

With these words, Sir, I welcome this Bill and I
congratulate all people, old as well as young and leaders who
have made sacrifices for the formation of Visalandhra ; and
1 congratulate our Prime Mimister, Mr. Nehru, who in spite
of opposition—legitimate opposition no doubt—from our
Hyderabad friends was able to pursuade them %o come
voluntarily and that, I believe, with goodwill also into this
new State. Thank vou, Sir.
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Trr Hox. Dr. B. GOPALA REDDI :~The Hon. Member
bhas no basis or foundation Yo say that the Cabinet is divided
on this matter, and what 1s the use of dilating on the
