Myr. Speaker :—The Hyderabad Legislative Assembly of
which this Andhra Pradesh Legislative Assembly is the princi-
pal sucecessor has adjudged you V. Seetharamiah, Sub-Ins-
pector of Police guilty of the offence of breach of privilege
and contempt of the House for not reporting with the reasons
therefor to the Speaker, the arrest made by you of
Sri K. L. Narasimha Rao, a member of the House, on 24-5-1952
and awarded you the punishment of admonition before the
Bar of the House.

Masuma Begum (Pathergatti) : Mr. Speaker Sir, the
mover of this Bill wants this Bill to berferred tothe Select
Committee I find thereis no point in arguing the
provisions of the Bill when it is going to be referred to a
Select Commmitee. It is only creatnig ill-feeling and I
suggest that we accept that the Bill be referred to a Select
Committee.

My, Deputy Speaker :—1t is only on the motion torefer the
Bill to the Select Committee that all this discussion is going
on. Reference to certain provisions in the Bill is not
prohibited.
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Sri P. Anthony Reddi ( Anantapoor) : It is better if one or
two more members are included in the Select Committee.

Mr. Deputy Speaker : Rule 108 of the Assembly Rules
reads thus : “‘Constitution of Select Committee : No Select
Commmittee on a Bill shall ordinarily consist of more than
15 members ; and member in charge of the Bill shall be a
member thereof.”

Sri P. Anthony Reddy: Sir, it is better to delete two
names and include two names, preferably Mohammadans.

Sri K. Venkata Rao : Selection of members on Community
basis is not just. I oppose it. We are all Indians. I never
thought Mr. Anthony Reddi will go to that extent.

Sri Vavilala Gopalakrishnayya : Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir,
I beg leave to introduce the Hyderabad Tenancy and Agri-
cultural Lands (Andhra Pradesh Amendment) Bill, 1956.

Mr. Speaker : Motion moved :

“ That leave be granted to introduce the Hyderabad
Tenancy amd Agircultural Lands (Andhra Pradesh Amend-
ment) Bill, 1956. "
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“ Family holding has been defined by a Committee of
land reform panel as area of land which yields a gross
average income of Rs. 1600/- per annum or net annual
income including refouneration for family labour of
Rs. 200/- and is not less than a plough unit,”
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(Andhra Pradesh Amendment) Bill, 1956,
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Rule 102 of the Assembly Rules says : «If a motion for leave
to introduce a Bill is opposed, the Speaker, after permitting,
if he thinks fit, a brief explanatory statement from the member
who moves and from the member who opposes the motion
may, without further debate, put the question.”s
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For the words ““Andhra’’ the Bill seeks to substitute the
words “Andhra Pradesh’’
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My. Deputy Speaker :—Now, the question is :

“That leave be granted to introduce the Hyderabad
Tenancy and Agricultural Lands (Andhra Pradesh Amend-
ment) Bill, 1956.”

The motion was negatived.
