Assembly on the 20th February 1959

SIR,

I rise to present to the House the Budget of Andhra
Pradesh for the year 1959-60

Before proceeding with the review of the financial
position and presenting my budget proposals for 1959-60,
I should like to say a few words about the progress gene-
rally made by our State during the last few years

Andhra State, as we all know, was first formed 1n
October 1953, with modest revenues, a fairly heavy burden
of public debt and great expettations about the future In
November 19356, the State w..s enlarged by the addition of
the nine Telangana districts of the erstwhile Hyderabad
State  This reorganisation brought i 11s wake numerous
problem, such ar, the evolution of an mtegrated administra-
tive set up, unification of laws, procedures, etc , rationalisa-
tion of the tax structure in the two regions and, above all,
the creation of a sense of security among the service per-
sonnel drawn {rom the erstwhile States of Andnra and
Hyvderabad

I am glad to say that a2 number of these problems have
been satisfact~rily solved Except for mamtaming separate
figures of revenue and expenditure for the two regions of
Andhra and Telangana as promised by my predecessor and
required 2ccording to the understanding reached before the
formation of the new State of Andnra Pradesh, the finances
of the two regions have been fully integrated The relevant
Tules and procedures have also been switably modified m
order to bring about the ‘requisste umiformity Other
departments of Government are also actively engaged m
the preparation and mntroduection of uniform laws, rules,ete ,
m thetr respective fields of admimstration The State Gov-
ernment have accepted and implemented all the suggesuons
of the Government of India regarding Protections to the
service personnel from Hyderabad State m the matter of
conditions of service, such as, emoluments and scales of pay,
leave, pension, etc -~ A good deal of precious tme was,
however, spent on aftending to these problems ;
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The crogress of the Second Fuve-Year Plan suffered
rather badly during 1956-37 and zlso to a ceram eXtent 1n
i957-38 The situation however, has improved cons:dera-
b1y during the current year and we can now lcok forward

confidently to the fulfilment of all the targets laid down m
the Plan

As a result of the yield from the tasation measures
mtrodur ed during the last three years togedher with the
grant-in-aid of Rs 4 crores per annum unde Arucie 275 (1)
of the Constitution granted by the Central Government
under the award of the Seco1d Finance Commission the
chronic revenue deficits have now been practically wiped off,
and toe financial position of the State is now much sironger
than what 1t was about three years back,

- There 15, however, no room for complacency and the
future of the country as well as th's State depends entirely
on centinuous vigilance, hard work and sacrifice I am
<confident that the peopic of Andhra Pradesh will always
rise to the occasion and offer therr best 1o the country’s
struggle for raising the living standards and laying the
foundation for the establishment of a truly welfare State

Before explaining my budget proposals for 1959-60, I
shall,as usual,first indicate brifly the position ofths accounts
for the last year and revised estimates for the current year

Actuars 1957-58

Revenue and Expenditure — The accounts for the year
1957-58 show revenue receipts of Rs 62 33 crores while the
revenue expenditure amounted to Rs 5511 crores, thus
resulting in a net revenue surplus of Rs 722 crores as
agamst Rs 3 12 crores anticipated m the revised estimates
for that year. The mcrease of Rs 4.10crores 1o the revenue
surplus was due to a nise of Rs | 24 crores 1 receipts and
a short fall of Rs 2.86 crores in the expenditure.

Cupital Expenditure — The total capital expenditure
* incurred 1n 1957-58 amounted to Rs 25,28 crores against
the revised estimate of Rs 24 75 crores

Public Pebt i~ Public debt which amounted to
Rs 135.39.crores on the Ist Apnl 1957 stood at Rs 15036
«crores at the end of March 1958, the rise being due to the
fresh loans obtained from the Goverpmeént of India for
- finéncing thePlan schemes. - S
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Deposits and Advances —The net  effect of other debt,
depnsits, etc, transactions for the year 1957-58 was  munus

Cash Baiance —According to the accounts mamtained
by the Accountant-General the closing cash balance of
Government on the 31st March 1958 was Rs 300 crores
This figure was, however, arriv d at by retaming a credit
of Rs 141 crores on account of the funds of the ersiwhile
Hyderabad State held by the Westminsier Bank, London,
which are under dispute  There was also an outstanding
overdraft of Rs 522 crores on the Reserve Bank of Inda
on the 31st March 1958. The effective clesing balance was

The Se~ond Five-Year Plan of Andhra Pradesh en-
visages a total outlay of Rs 17574 crores, agamst which
the actual expe.d ture durtng 1956-57 and 1957-58 was
Rs 24 31 crores and Rs 31 16 crores, respectively  Based
on past performance, the Planning Commission had origi-
nally agreed 10 a Plan of Rs 3002 crores for 1958-59
which was later revised 1o Rs 31 16 crores  As this would
have left a big carry forward of Rs 89.11 crorers to be
spent during the remaming two years of the Plan, 1¢,
1639-60 and 1960~61, Government decyded to raise the

On the whole, our performance in the field of taxation
and borrowing has been quite satisfactory. We have not
only wiped off the old accumnulated deficits but are now m
the happy position of providing from the State’s own re~
sources necessary furds for a Plan Outlay of Rs 35 crores
as against the onginal Plan of Rs 30 02 crores for 1958-59.

While the State’s contribvtion to the resources for the
annual plans has nisen from year to year during the last 3
years, the Central assistance 1 the shape of loans and
grants for the State Plan hasremamed practically stationary
at about Rs 19 to 20 crores per annum  According to the
present estimates, we expect to raise about Rs 15 92 crores
for the Plan Outlay mn 1959-60, while Centre’s contribution
would be Rs 19 00 crores To this should be added Rs 3 50
crores representing the effective opening cash balance on
1st April 1959.

RoAD TransPORT CORPORATION

The Ardhra Pradesh State Road Transport Corpora-
tion which was set up as an autopomous Corporation on
the 11th January 1938 took over the working of the State
Road Transport Department ~ On the basis of the book
value of the assets in the shape of lands, and buildings
vehicles and stores, less depreciation and Habilities to out~
siders, its capital atcharge on-the 1lth January 1958 has
been provisionally fixed at Rs' 1'99 erores. Since then the
State Government has forther contnbuted Rs 49 lakhs to
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the capital of the Corporation and a provision of Rs 29 83
jakhs 1s being made for this purpose In the next year’s
budget The Goversment of India have alsy agreed w0
provide one-fourth of the capital of the Corporation  In
the current year, they have sanctioned Rs 30 lakhs as part
payment towards theur share of the capital and are expected
to make further contributions durmg the coming year

The Corporafion took over from the R T D a fleet of
549 buses to which 1t has already added 100 new buses and
orders for another 100 new buses ate under eXecution,

Following the Government’s decision to nationalise the
road transport i the Andhra area, the Corporation took
over a f w routes 1n the Krishna distnict with effect from
Ist April 1958 and 1s now rendering very satisfatory service
on irese routes

Durning 1559-60 the Corporation proposes {0 purchase
200 additional buses at an estimated cost of Rs 1 crore
and to build depots at Eluru and Gusatur 1n addition to
completing the constructicn of bus depots at Viyayawada,
Masulipatnam and Secunderabad now in progress

The Corporation’s budgef for 1959-60 envicages an
additional route mileage of 124 lakhs as a result of which
the gross earnings are expected 1o rise from Rs 2 60 crores
m 1958-59 toRs 4 11 crores in 1659-60 while the net
