According to the procedure laid down 
in clause 4 of the Bill, there will be no election by the 
Senate for the post of Vice-Chancellor. The Vice-
ChanceHor will be appointed by the Chancellor from a 
panel of not less than 3 persons selected by a Committee 
as constituted under that Clause, provided the BiH 
passes through. 

The Registrar of the Andhra University has 
brought to the notice of the Government that the term 
of oiRce of the present Vice-ChanceHor would expire on 
7th December, 1958 and that the election for the post 
of Vice-ChanceHor has to be held at the next ordinary 
meeting of the Senate which has been provisionally 
Sxed for the 5th December, 1958. If the Andhra 
University (Andhra Pradesh Amendment) Bill, 1958, as 
amended by the Joint Select Committee, is passed in 
this Session of the Legislature, the Chancellor will take 
early steps to appoint a Vice-Chancellor in accordance 
with the new procedure referred to above, and with 
reference to Clause 14 of the BiH. If an election is now 
held for the post of Vice-ChanceHor, the person elected 
. wiH hold oiRce for some time. It is therefore consi­
dered unnecessary to have an election of Vice-Chancel­
lor at this juncture, and expedient to extend the term 
of oiRce for the present Vice-ChanceHor for a period of 
4 months from 8th December, 1958 or such earlier date 
as the State Government may notify so as to give 
suiBcient time for the Chancellor for making appoint­
ment of Vice-ChanceHor under the new Act.
