A SHORT NOTE ON GEOLOGY AND THE EXTENT OF 
LIMESTONE AND CLAY OCCURRENCES IN 
THE SURROUNDINGS OF VADAPALLI 
OF NALGONDA DISTRICT, PLACED ON 

THE TABLE OF THE HOUSE 

Geological Survey of the Wadapally surroundings 
was undertaken between 1933-38 by the former Hydera­
bad Geological Survey Department and their reports on 
this area are found m J H G S Volume Hi Part 2 
(Pages 109 to 113) and Volume V Part 1 (Pages 162-181) 
stocked by the Department of Mines and Geology as 
well as by the Geological Survey of India (Andhra 
Circle), Hyderabad 

In view of the abundant availability of raw 
material, Shabad Stone and Clay at WadapaHi, two 
students and a lecturer from Geological Dept, Science 
College, Osmania University have surveyed WadapaHi 
area In their view, the raw materials are m abundance 
and quality also very suitabie for starting Cement Indus­
try A report from them is awaited 

WadapaHi Village which is 15 miles away from 
Miryalaguda Samithi Headquarter had plenty of Shabad 
stone and clay which is rich m calcium carbonate and 
silica required for the manufacture of cement Samples 
of lime stone, shaie and clay were sent to the Director, 
Regional Research Laboratory Results are given 
below
