Jtir. D^M^y I associate myself with the resolutions 
moved by the Leader of the House and the sentiments expressed by 
members.

A.P.P.L. Act, 1930, the District Central Librarian has become the 
Secretary of the L.L.A. concerned. Similarly, under Section 10 (1) 

of the Act, the City Central Librarian has become the Secretary 
of the L.L. A. of the twin cities of Hyderabad and Secun derabad. The 
staff unler L.L.A. insulin j j:h3 Distirct Central Librarians are the 
employees of the L.L. an! they are n3t Government servants. 
Th:re is no provision in th^ AP.P.L. Act of 1900 to treat the District 
Central Librarians as Government servants. Hence, there is no point 
to staho that juniorg in Government libraries have been promoted to 
higher posts. The scale of 123-5-160-7^220 was sanctioned for the 
tibrarians to work in libraries of Government colleges, in G.O. Ms 
426, E lu?ation, dated 15-11-1961. That is the D.A. merged scale. 
The same scale of pay was adopted to the District Central librarians 
also.

a portion of the loan equivalent to 30% in irrigated areas and 15% 
in dr/ areas will be disbursed to farmers in kind. Thus a part of the 
loan is being disbursed in the form of fertilizers with a view to induce 
the farmers to make iarger use of manures. 

With recerence to the instructions issued by Hie Government m 
March 1964, deductions are being made by the co-operative central 
banks in respcct of S.A.O. loans to the extent of fertilizer content of 
the loans. So long as the fertilizers were available in adequate quan-
tities, no difficulty was experienced in disbursing the fertilizer content 
of loans, but on account of the acute supply position of fertilizers this 
year it his been found difficult to disburse the fertilizer part of some 
loans. On representations made against the existing procedure, the 
R^gbirar of Co-operative Societies issued instructions recently, i.*?. 
o'.i 13-4-1935, liberalising the procedure relating to disbursement of 
loans in kind. According to these instructions, co-operative societies 
are empowered to disburse the fertilizer portion of the S.A.O. loans to 
members in cash to enable them to purchase other manures elsewhere 
in cases where there are no stocks with the disbursing societies on the 
strength of a certificate issued by the Registrar of Fertilizers to the 
effect that stocks are not available. 

Government have approved the liberalised procedure introduced 
by the Registrar. According to the existing procedure, the pattern 
of distribution by a society to cultivators in the villages attached to 
it will be decided by the Block Level Committee consisting of the 
President of the Panchayat Samithi, Block Development Officer, the 
Extension Officcr (Agriculture) and the Extension Officer (Co-opera-
tion). This will ensure co-ordination between the Co-operation and 
Panchayat Raj Wings of the administration. At the conference of 
the District Collectors and the Chairmen of the Zilla Parishads held 
from 16th to 18th July, this subject was discussed. It was agreed 
that the societies should sell fertilizers on the permits issued by the 
Village Level Workers based on the acreage, irrigation, crops etc. in 
order to ensure equitable distribtuion of fertilisers within the Blocks. 
With the issue of these instructions, co-ordination between the two 
wings, Co-operation and Panchayat Raj, will be more effective.
