Srv Konda Lakshman Bapujy (Chinakondur) —Speaker Sir, In
my view this 1s neither a privilege nor a contempt. I do not think
that there 15 any prima facie case to be referred to the Privileges Com-
mittee  Firstly I would Iike to emphasise that.this case 1s of a nature
apparently of a contempt and not a privilege and even 1f there was
