ci¢s (but inchuding teachers working in aided schools or scools run by
Local bodies) were revised in G.O.Ms. No. {044-Fin (PC),
dt. 24-6-59 with effect from 1-11-58 and their pay was also fixed in
the revised scales,

‘The revised scales of pay were sanctioned to the ministerial staff
working under Local Bodies with effect from [-10-59 as sanctioned in
G.0.Ms. No. 28—M.A., dt. 6-1-50 and not from 1-11-53,

As the Govt. took decision in Sept. 1959, regarding revision of
pay scales of the employees working undsr local bodies, the minimum
of whose scales of pay was Rs. 250/~ or less, based on the recommen-
