"For the higher technical posts the best quailed persons will have to 
be recruited either by advertisement on all-India basis, or by personal 
contact In the case of middle-technical and non-technical posts 
having higher starting salaries equivalent to Class I junior scale of the 
Government of India (Rs. 350-350) recruitment should be made on 
all-India basis merit and qualifications hemg the principal criteria. 
Complaints have some times been made m the past that local candidates 
do net receive a fair deal. Spedai care shouM be taken to ensure that 
there is no reasonable ground for any such complaint. But only one 
thing Sir, if we ask the Government of India to provide us recruitment 
information ia other sectors, I do not know* Sir, if they provide 
that ^formation.
