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Sry N. Ramchandra Reddy —The Collector, Kurnool has stated
that the stock of receipt books in the Markapur Taluk Office hag been
exhausted 1n July 1964. The Tahsildar placed an indent to the Dire- -
ctor of Printing for the supply of recerpt books. Due to administrative
delay the Tahsildar got the supply of books in February 1965 and
they were distributed amongall the Revenue Inspectors. During
this period the Village Officers of some villages might have issued the
recelpts on white papers. No comlamt was received in this regand
by the local Revnue Officers. However, instructions will be issged
to the subordinate officers to see that printed reccipts are available
wsued by the Village Officers m all cases by taking prompt action to
sequre printed receipts when ex- austed There was also 8o complaint
regarding excess collections by the Village Officers during the fasli
1378. Remission was granted in some villages and this led to the
impression that the entire demand was remitted. This was the cise
for the feeling that th> Village Officers are collecting the excess smonnt.
If any concerete mstance of excess collection 15 pointed out by the local
officers, necsssary enquiry will be conducted and disciphnary action
will be taken against the Village Officers if they are found gailty.

the purchase of pass books by the ryols 1t 1s stated that the
purchase of pass book by the jRajols 1s not encouraging This 15
not a eorrect version because ryots are quite eager to come forward
and purchase these pass books since these pass books are contammg all
the information with regard to their loans. Due to failure on the partof
the Government to give wide publieity ameng the ryots or due to
madequate supply of pass books, I do nol know but I have made eng-
uirtes 1n some of the 'Faluk Offices in my district I came to know that
pass books are not adequately supphed to them, and therefore they could
not supply to all the ryots But the ryots are quite willing to purchase
the pass books Therefore, I request the Government to see that adequate
number of pass books are supplied and all the mformation necessary
should be mcorporated in these pass books and also the receipts
mtended n 1ssmng to the ryots.

About the revision power I would like to say something. This
15 good for some big ryots who are already evading tojpay land tax.
The Government also should consider the other side of it Thatis
harmful to the Government and to the officers connected with the
collection work. In spite of the mtensive drive and the special mea-
sures taken by the Government, huge amounts varying from some
crores of rupees are left uncollected by these Revenue Officers who are
straggling very hard to collect these land revenue arrears and other
faxes from the ryots. If this provision 1s there, I am afraid, that
many will take advantage of this and immediately rush to the Govern-
ment and bring influence on the Government and also on the Boatrd
of Revenue to get the stay orders Therefore I want that thus weapon
should be sparingly used and this should be treated only as an exper-
neeirtal measure for some time.

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* The srtuation described earher precludes the realisation of the
two conditions contemplated by the lemslation The tenants have
no documentary evidence of possession Moreover therr holdings
have been broken up by the numerous transfers made by landlords
to evade celing on tenancy restrictions. It takes a great desl of
totally unwarranted optimism, therefore, to suppose that many
tenants could possibly acquire protected tenancy status particularly
in the distriect of West Godavart  These provisions call for a radieal
revision. All tenants should be declared protected tenants and m
manent and heritable rights conferred on them. Resumption of
will upset whatever stability mght have emerged after the spate of
ejections during the past decade; it will lead to fragmentation and
above all 1t will seriously disturb the economy of owner tenant opers-
tors. If resumption 1s to be permitted 1t should be severally restrie-
ted No resumption should be permitted except for nakional cons-
derations which has the effect of reducing the holding of a culstivator
below a family holding. It should not be permtted to absentee
owners, it should not be permitted to those persons who do not reside
m the village where the land is situated or in the adjacent village. I
1s well known that even fawly good provisions for securty of tenure
have heen defeated by the landlords through the device of so-called
voluntary surrenders The provision to this effect m clsase 11 of the
Bill 1 altogether weak. It merely says that a ienant may tesminate
lease and surrender the land to the landlord at the end of any year.
As 1t 18, 1t constitutes a standing invitation to the landlords to
the tenants out. It needs to be considersbly strengthened. Every
surrender should be, regmstered -and scrutinised by » senior
revenue officcr. We are not going into the details of this. Elaborate
suggestions in this ragard have been already made in the Third Plan.’
