After a decision was taken to set up a plant m Bokaro as the fourth
pubhe sector steel plant, the Government of India announced their-
mtention o set up during the Fourth Plan period another viz-, the fifth
steel plant in the puble sctor, as a measure towards the dispersal of
the steel mdustry it was decided by them to set up the fifth umt in
south India- Further there was an indication that a coastal site near
a developed port would be preferrd as the other steel plants m the
country Were land-locaked while the modern trend was to locate large
steel plants at deep water locations It was at this stage that the -
Government of Andhra Pradesh collected all data relevant to the loca-
tion of a steel plant at Visakhapatnam and supphedto the Government
of India- From time tp tume the State Government were agsured that
the material was sufficient for a decision beimng taken on the location of
the plant: The Government and the people of Andhra Pradesh-
were-thud led to beheve that during the Fourth Plan steps would be

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Subsequently, the Government of India felt thatthe question of
location of the fifth steel plant should be exammed by a team of Techni-
cal Experts and entered mto an agreement for the purpose, with the
British American Steel Works in India Consortium (BASIC). The
Consortium was requested to examine various sites m south India
and to give its recommendations m regard to the best location  After
a detajled and careful study of the facilities avmlable at the different
places and the m tiai and running cost of settmg up a plant at the diffe-
rent places the Consortium made an unequivocal recommend ition
m favour of locating the plant at Visakhapatnam. The Consortrum
estimated that there would be a saving of nearly Rs 11 crores in the
capital cost if the plant was located at Visakhapatnam, and the cost of
production would be about the same there as at the other place con-
sidered by it  Even if the cost of production at Visakhapatnam were
found to be shghtly higher than at other possible locations now under
consideration, Visakhaptnam, which 15 centrally locted on the coast,
has an evident advantage in the matter of transport of raw materials
and finished products The advantage of a coastal location needs no
elaboration if at any time imported raw matrial have to be used. In
the words of the Consortiurn **India cannot afford to miss the oppor-
tunity this time to establish a steel plant at a deep water stie’’; it ob-
served further ““the real choice 1s not between one site and another-
but between ‘‘flexibility’’ and “‘mguhity’’. Taking all these factors
into aecount the Consortium made 1ts recommendation m favour of
Visakhapatnam 8§ 1ts choce for the Jocation of the plant.

It is noteworthy that the Consortwum was not merely to supply-
machmery for the plantbut was expected to have a direct financial
interest i the project It 1s obvious therefore that the Consortrum
would be governed by economic and no other consideration m the-
chowce of the site This rcommendation should therefore command
universal acceptance The people of Andhra Pradesh were gratified
that an impartial expert body hke the Consortium gave a firm recom-
mendation 1 favour of the location of the plant at Visakhatpanam
and were eagerly looking forward to the Government of Indi’s dect-
sion accepting the Consortium’s report. e

The report of the Consortium was submitted to the Govynment
of India twelve mouths ago, Although it was expected that a deer-
sion on the report would betaken in about two menth’s time, the Govern-
ment of India have been putting it off from tune to time. Mean-
while , reports have appeared in the Press that the project might not
be taken up at all during the Fourth Plan, other reports suggest the
possibility of smaller plants bemg set up at three different places ins-
tead of a plant of a laige capacity as omgually enwisaged.

The Government and the people of Andhra Pradesh have repead-
tedly drown the sttention of the Government of India to the meagie
investment by the Government of -India in Central Sector projects in
this State during the first three Plans The mvestment in Andhra-
Pradesh was barely 2% of the total. It was fondly hoped that the
establishment of the fifth steel plant at Visakapatnam during the
Fourth Plan would-do some way towardsredressal of this imbalance
Unless the Central mvestment of the magnetitude required for the
steel plant 1s made mn this State during the Fourth, Plan, the g p bet-

The flexibility of a deep water plant offers mamifold advantages
not now enjoyed by a country with all its stecl making cap acity
concentrated 1n inland plants.

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After a decision was taken to set up a plant in Bokaro as the
fourth public sector steel plant, the Government of India announced
their intention to set up during the Fourth Plan period another viz,
the fifth steel plant in the public sector, as a measure towards the
dispersal of the steel mdustry 1t was dectded by them to sct up the
fifth unit 1n South India. Further there was an indication that a
coastal site near a developed port would be preferred as the other
Steel plants 1n the country were land-locked while the modern trend
was to locate large steel plants at deep water locations. It was at this
stage that the Government of Andhra Pradesh collected all data rele-
vant to the location of a steel plant at Visakhapatnam and supplied
to the Government of India From time to tume the State Govern-
ment were assured that the ma'erial was sufficient for a decision berng
taken on the location of the plant.The Government and the people
of Andhna Pradesh were thus ledto believe that during the Fourth Plan
steps would be taken by the Government of India to set up a steel
plant at Visakhapatnam. It 1s relevant to 1ecall the statement made
i Apul 1968 by the then Union Mmuster for Steel, Shr1 C Subrama-
niam that the plant would be located at Visakhapatnam,

Subsequently, the Government of India felt that the question of
location of the fifth steel plant should be examined by a team of Tech-
nical Experts and entered into an agreement for the purpose, with
British American Steel Works 1n  India Consortium (Basic). The
Consortrum was requested to examine various sites i South Indm and
to give 1its recommendations m regard to the best location. After a
detailed and careful study of the faciities availabe at the different
places and the mitial and runmmng cost of setting up a plant at the
dafferent places the Consortrum made an unequivoeal recommendation
1 favour of locating the plant at Visakhapatnam. The Consortium
estimated that theie would be a saving « £ nearly Rs '11 erores 1n the ca-
prtal cost if the plant was located at Visakhapatnam, and the cost of
production would be about the same there as at the other places consi-
dered by 1t Even 1if the cost of production at Visakhapatnam were
found to be slightly bigher than at other pessible loeations now under
consideration,Visakhapatnam, which 1s centrally lecated on the coast,
has’an evident advantage i the matter of iransport of raw materials
and finished products. “The advantage of a coastal loration needs no
elaboration if st any time mmported raw material have tobe used. In
the words of the Consortium “India cannot affort to miss the oppor-
tumty this time to establish a steel plant at a deep water site”, it
observed further “the real choice 1s not between one site and another
but between “fexibility’’ and “ri;idity’”’. Takmg all these factors
mto account the Consortinm made 1its recommendation in favour of
Visakhapatnam as 1ts choice for the location of the plant.

It 15 noteworthy that the Comsortrum was not merely to mply
machmery for the plant but was expected to have a direct financial in-
- A#rest an the project. It 15 obwvious therefore that the Consortium
wontld be governcd by economic and ne other consideration in the
chowee of the site  This recommendation should therefore command
universal acceptanace. The people of Andhra Pradesh were gratified
that an impartial expert body like the Consortium gave a firm recom-
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mendation m favour of the location of the plant at Visakhapatnam and
were eagerly looking forward to the Government of India’s decision
accepting the Consortium’s report

The report of the Consortium was submitted to the Government of
India twelve months ago Although 1t was expected that a decision
on the report would be taken i about two months’ time, the Govern-
ment of India have been putting 1t off frem time to t.me Meanwhile,
repotts have appeared m the Press that the project might not be taken
up at all during the Fourth Plan, othes reports suggest the possibihity
of smaller planis bemng set up at thice different  places msead of a
plant of a large capacity as ougmnally envisaged.

The 1eduetion of the steel target for the Fowih Tlan and the
abandonment of the project for the fifth stect plant will clearly retard
the industizal growth of the country and would be a retrogiade step,
The 1dea to have three smaller plants also meirts no consideration
whatsoever since economues of scale which are significant i the steel
mdustry would militate agamst such a step It 15, therefore, hoped
that the Government oftIndia would adhere to thelearlier,idea of setting
up another public sector plant duing the Fourth Plan and that 1its ca-
pacity would remamn unchaged There would then be no justification

The Government and the people of Andhra Pradesh have repeatedly
drawn the attention of the Government of India to the meagre mnvest-
ment by the Government of India 1 Central Sector projccts mn this
State during the first three Plans The mvestment m Andhra Pradesh
was barely 29 of the total It was fondly hoped that the establish-
ment of the fifth steel pant al Visakhapatnam durmg the Fourth Plan
would go some way towards redressal of this 1mblanace Unless the
Central investment of the magmtude required for the steel
plant 1s made in this State during the Fourth Plan,the gap betwaeen the
