I am sure economy will be effected very easily and efficiency also 
will be increased Because of these developments of Directorates 
Government is not able to do any thmg to give better emoluments 
toNGOs We know the plight of N,GOs now due to increasing 
m the living standard, due to increase m the prices and due to these 
controls Very few things can be got at normal rates For almost all 
the things we have to pay exhorbitant prices. Even a U D C is not

Next coming to the ZiHa Parishads and Panchayat Samithis, 
we felt that the Panchayat Raj institutions will deRmtely improve the 
lot of the people True, m the beginning, in the 6rst 4 to 5 years 
they did really wonderful work As a matter of fact, coming purely 
to the question of education, the quantitative expansion of schools-
both at the elementary level and the high school level-has been really 
tremendous for which the Panchayat Raj institutions deserve 
congratulations But after the quantitative expansion has reached the 
saturation, the difficulty has come Now we have to concentrate on 
the qualitative expansion of education Now these Panchayat Raj 
institutions have miserably failed m doing this aspect of development. 
Just now, our friend was talking about the mnumerble transfers that 
are being done at all levels-both at Samithi and Zilla Parishad level. 
What can a Samithi President do ? The only power he has is to trans-
fer the poor elementary school teacher, he cannot do anything, the 
only target of his attack is the poor elementary school teacher. The 
Panchayat President of the village also has no power except to make 
allegations against the poor elementary school teacher and represent 
for his transfer This has led to innumerable transfers irrespective of 
the convenience of the teachers I have known cases-m a number of 
Samithis a teacher is not sure wheter the order given to him will be 
implemented The order is issued and before he joins the new school, 
he gets another order asking him to join some other school and thus 
the poor elementary school teacher is being tossd by these Samithis 
and village Panchayat presidents Therefore this aspcct of it must be 
strictly controlled No doubt the rules are quite good. Actually the 
Panchayat Samithi President cannot transfer a teacher The transfer 
should be done by the B D O , but unfortunately the Samithi Presi-
dent writes the confidential of the B D.O and aaturaHy tb& B.D.O. 
is almost at the mercy of the Samithi President and is not able to 
exercise his right properly Therefore herein the Kothari Committee's 
recommendations have come m the proper way. They h%v§ suggested 
that at all levels- especially State level and at District level, we 
should have Edudction Boards at the district level and at saaaitM 
level If that is done I am sure we wiH be giving impetus for expan-
ding the quality of education at the elementary school level aad at
