Development Corporation must guard itself saffciently well be-
fore entering into financial obligations with such corp%anies which
are unable to raise even a sum of Rs 15 lakhs to deposit m a
space of two years The Committee feels that the Government
shoud share the responsibiity mn this matter because they ap-
proved financial assistance to this company, possibly aftex a
detailed enquiry into the financial capacity of the company, The
Committee recommends that this matter needs a thorough
investigation.”
