M/s Parry, Rallies and other approved firms and after satisfymg that
the material contained in the lorries 1s not objectionable, the Agricultural

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Sri Mur Ahmed Ali Khan —Sir, the Police Department has to
function not only in relation to the crimes but 1t has to maintain the law
order in the State also It 1s a very mmportant function and also a
delicate function Many suggestions have been given by so many
Hon’ble Members and they have poimnted out some shortcomings of
the Police Department also Had the reply been fixed for tomorrow,
I would have been able to meet in detail the points raised by the Hon-
ble Members But as far as they are available 1 respect of the speeches
of the Hon’ble Members or their cut motions, I will reply and so far as
the rest of the points are concerned, I assure the Hon’ble House that
they will be examined and suitable action will be taken in the light of
the suggestions given by the Hon’ble Members

Sir, the Department can be judged by the results So far as the crime
1s concerned, the cognizable offences which were commutted in the year
1964 were 32-940—almost 33,000 But in 1965 they have gone down to
25,590 In detection, the Andhra Pradesh police 1s second in India as
far as the results in detection arc concerned and even in that it has arisen
trom 55 8 per cent of 57 37 per cent Last year 1t was 55 8 per cent
and this year it has gone to 57 37 per cent So in detection also there
1s 1mprovement

So far as law and order 1s concerned, it 1s gratifying to note that our
State 1s one of the remarkable States in our country Law and Order
1s well maintained in our State

So far as the communal harmony m our State 1s concerned I just
want to quote the words of our Late Prune Mmuster who very recently
remarked at the end of his speech 1n Fateh Maidan ‘that the communal
harmony maintamned here is an example for the rest of the country
These are the words of our Late Prime Mimster Srt Lal Babadur Sastry
There are communal elements in different communities and I assure the
Hon’ble House that they will be dealt with severely because communa~
Iism 1s a hindrance towards the progress of our Nation  Nothmg 1s
so mjurious to the country than communalism and that short percentage
of communahlism which 1s there, I admut, 1 our State, will be dealt with
severely and 1t 1s being dealt with also I give credit to the people also
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and I assure that there are not much chances of their getting puzzled
Our Hon’ble House 1tself 1s a sign of that national outlook and also all
our people and the whole State Except one member, all have been
elected from democratic parties or are having belief 1n national spirit
So, I hope that people will themselves take surtable action against these
communal elements to whatever community they belong, whether they

from them, because politneness is always a thing which affects the
people and at the same time there should be no partiality or disregard
to the rules which requre firmness

In the short time which I have got, I will try to meet some of the
pomts which have been raised here or in the cut motions

One of the mmportant pomnts raised s about corruption As you
know, the Anti-Corruption Bureau working in our State has the juris-
diction over all the Government Servants eacept Judiciary In 1965
103 cases were entrusted to this Department Out of 103 cases, 69
were substantiated and they were referred either to the DD P or for
criminal prosecution or Departmental action Out of these 103 cases,
40 are the Gazetted Officers and 60 are the Non-Gazetted Officers and
3 others The Anti-corruption Bureau m 1965 laid 19 successful traps
m which 3 Gazetted Officers were also trapped In this investigation i
8 cases was completed Out of these 8 cases, criminal prosecution was
taken agamst 7 cases and out of the 7, 6 were convicted mn the Criminal
Courts and 1n one case, the Departmental action 1s being carried on
and the rest are under progress at the end of 1965 Thus 1n 1965
altogether 17 Gazetted and 30 Non-Gazetted Officers were punished
As you know, the Anti-Corruption Bureau and the Departmental
Police are all active m this but public co-operation 1s also needed
Corruption 1s a very bad thing for our national progress as everybody
knows and whatever corruption is there, 1t must be curbed If the
co-operation from the public comes forth, 1t will be of great help to ths
State and the country as well
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Wrong sympathy towaids the coirupt people 1s retarding our progress
in this matter People think that a corrupt man “has got children,
has got famuly affairs and what will happen to him if he 1s dismissed or
put 1 ja”  Sir, on this aspect, no sympathy should be shown by any
quarter, and we must be very stern  There 1s a Persian Proverb

If you are sympathetic towards bad people, 1t 1s a cruelty to good
people I hope with the co-operation of the people at large, we will be
able to root out as far as possible this corruption which 1s retarding the
progress of our country

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HousING OF THE FORCE

Duiing 1964-65, the contruction of the first floor on the existing
quarters totallmg 312 at Yosufguda for the Andhra Pradesh Special
Police I Battalion taken up during 1963-64, was completed The
Government of India sanctioned 2 loan of 12 92 lakhs during 1964-65
for financing the capital expenditure of the Police Housing Secheme
The State Government did not, however, sanction any new proposals
during 1964-65 as the total expenditure incurted under Police Housing
Scheme from the inception of the Scheme, exceeded the amount of loan
sanctioned by the Government of India

Owing to the difficult ways and means position, the State Government
are not able to give any amount for the costruction of quarters for the
force and have theiefoie decided that the expenditure on the construc-
tion of quarters should be linuted to the extent of the loan sanctioned by
the Government of India each year Duing January 1966 the Govern-
ment of India have sanctioned a loan of Rs 12 11 lakhs under the Police
Housing Scheme during 1965-66 and action 1s bemg taken to take up
works against this loan amount

HoME GUARDS

As a result of the Chinese aggression and 1n the context of the National
Emergency, the Government felt the need to create a second line of
defence for strengthening the morale of the people and, with a view to
achieve this end, the Government raised the Home Guards organisation
This 1s a statutory voluntary organisation and its members belong to
various walk of Iife

Initially, 1n 1963, the Government raised only 8 Home Guards com-
panies, z e, 880 Home Guards and. 1ts strength was mcreased later from
time to time  Today the strength of the organisation i1s 100 companies,
te, 11,000 Home Guards The Home Guards Organisation has been
extended to cover all the District Headqu.rters, as a’so a number of
oth r important towns Recruitrent to all the 100 compantes has been
completed and traming is being imparted to them by the Police personnel
Proposals for raising 5 additional companies 1n the twin crities and
5 companies and 1 platoon m the coastal districts are now under consi-
deration of the Government
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The Home Guards were deployed on bandobust duties for festivals
and the Prime Mimister’s visit, for the protection of vital installations,
patrol duties and other smmular tasks from time to time Experience
shows that they are useful to the community 1n times of emergency and
are of help m running the essential services 1n the event of strikes, etc,
as they have been trained in the various specialist services

The Home Guards in the twin cities and districts were called on for
duty during the recent national crisis arising out of the Pakistan aggression
The response was satisfactory They were utihsed to assist the Police
and were detailed for guard duties, patrol duties, traffic control, etc
