needed by them for domestic or agricultural purposes. The District
Collectors are, therefore, requested to keep m view tlie above mstru-
ctions and take necessary action for requisitioning paddy stochs from
big producers under the provisions of clause 4 (1) of the Andhra
Pradesh Paddy and Rice (Decleration and Requisitioning of stocks)
Order, 1966,

This department was conceived as an
omnibus department etubracing the activities of all dep. rtments, but
this has become again another routine department to the exclusion of
other departments. There is no-co-ordmation This fact cannot be
denied by any person as such Even among the Chairman of the
zilla parnshads or samuthis, or the members themselves, there 1s no
co-ordmation and fight 1s being done m  the presence of the hon
Minister hmmself, who has to witness scenes which are not expected
to be witnessed by him I may be excused for making this statement.
A capable admipistrator 18 required to shake the department. It1s
strange that the varlous depariments which should have had the
single purpose of servimg the'people have become incongruous cells
w1t%1 ipdividuality, each functioming in 1ts set groove, each opposing
the other, resulting 10 huge correspondence, unpardamgble delays
and 3 o chgos. Is not any of the Ministers aware of the

Fanchayat Raj cannot survive m this admmustrative set-up and the
present Mimistels cannot thing of changing this set-up due to limite-
tions 1mposed by restricted thinking that they bave acquired by too
much mdulgence mn frurtless group politics

Oue thing which I wish to mention s that the zilla parishads
came mto play only for the purpose of creating an organic structute
of Samay, but that 1s not there and could not be mtused Al thiise
systems of block development and other things were envisaged Only

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for the purpose of infusing and inculcating the deals of Samaj and
co-ordmation and for the people to know how to live together as one
mmdividual entity, but, on the other hand, we have got two groups m
every village as a result of Panchayat Raj and my learned friend who
opposed my reading certain things might also concede this aspect.

Now, 1n the light of experience and as matters stand today, I
persomally feel that the zilla parishads cannot exist and if they conti-
nae to exist 1bwill only gemerate a filthy atmosphere.

So far as mumicipal administration is concerned, 1 wish to men-
tion three poinfs. My learned friend, Dr. Murthy, pointed out one
mmportant fact 1 regard fo capital valuation of owner-occupied houses.
It 15 a pity that the levy that 1s being charged is much higher than for
a rented house. That 1s why, when I think of it, [ am reminded of
the old adage ‘‘Fools will construct bumildings for wise men to live in
them.” Qur Municipal admunstration has brone out the truth of this
end 1f has been stated. in the Act itself. The Minsster is aware that
the underground drainage scheme so far as Nellore is concerned will
be implemented, but hewever, on the grouad that the funds have to
be expended.within the time-limit, theroads would be laid just a few
months or a few days before the scheme 1s put into execution. The
roads are laid with huge estimates and will be demolished with huge
estymates and ultimately when the underground drainage comes once
agawn they would lay these roads. Therefore, one could see how the
public funds are being misused by the municipalities. The thard and
most important thing which I wish to say is that all poor people are
living 10 slum areas which are situated in the heart of the town. Such
being the case, the muncipality should at least consider the desisabix
ity of constructing temements for the purpose of those stum-dwellers
and, giving 1t ouf to them on small rents, as was done i the case of
Hyderabad. All these. suggesuons may be considered for improving
the panchayat raj and municipal administration,

‘Itrespective of other comsiderations, every other aspest being
ignored, one should say that if the zilla parnishads are to continue the
Minster should take strang steps and effectively implement the philo-
sophy behind the establishment of the institution.

Minister for Municipal Admmmstration mm moving the demand
on municipal admmustration for the year 1967-68, instead of
making a detailed statement on the activities, has circulated
some notes unlike the wusual practice These notes are nothing
but a review on the municipal administration No-where has
the Minister made any policy statement or any announcement on
a memorandum submutted to him by the Municipal Corporation of
Hyderabad and upgrading the Vyayawada Municipality mto that of a
Corporation. However, 1t 1s a happy augury that action 1s being
taken to hold municipal elections to about 69 Municipal Councils so
as to enable the newly elected councils to go 1nto office by Ist October
1967. While 1t 1s not clear whether all the Municipalities including
those now admimstered by Special Commissioners are also to have
elections includmg the superseded municipalities in Nizamabad Dis-
trigt and Vijayawads Municipality in Krishoa District.  In the notes
of the Mynster Mr. Chenchurama Naidu, there 1s no mention about
the contemplated gotion to revive Hyderabad Municipal. Corporation

Instead of having a separate division for
Secunderabad, Isuggest the adoption of the sysiem existing m
Magdras, to have a Committee on elected members of that particular
area attached to each circle for quick disposal of civic matfers.

Octro1 was also abolished but the Coporation was not paid
necessary compensation in lieu thereof The Corporation was reabising
Rs 50  lakhs by way of octroi. By thistime
1t would have crossed Rs. 2 crores but the Government does
not seem to realise this aspect in announcing the compensation. Let
me also state that the Housing Board activities withmn the Municipal
jurisdiction should be carried out in consultation with the Corpo-
ration Slums, quarters and construction of low-income group
housing within the municipal limits should be co-ordinated so that
the city might be developed in the orderly manner; Town planning
should also be undertaken and implemented.

In recent times there have been complaints from the employees
of the industries workmg in Sanatnagar industrial area that they
have not been allotted C 1. B, quarters or blocks. The Housing
Board administration needs a shake up and reports go to show that
things are not happy there There are re-constituted advisory
boards Thus Institution 1s loaded with members belonging fo the
Ruling Party This should not be so.
