Mz, SPEAKER SIR,

I rise to present the Budget Demand under Jails for the
year 1967-68.

The total demand for Jails s Rs 84,05,000 T_he
amount covers the requirements of the Department for Jails,
‘Certified Schodls, Borstal Schools, after Care Homes, Proba-
tion. and Rreventive Programmes and also mcludes the Plan
Programme for the current year.

The Administration of Jais in Andhra Pradesh can be
broadly classified into-Jails, Certified Schools, Bo1stal Schools,
After Care Homes, Probation and Preventive Programme .

permitted to study and appear for examinations like Andhra
Matric, etc. Prisoners confined in these jails are ehgible to
vistt therr homes on short leave, 1e., furlough and also to
attend to any emergency at home like death or mairnage,
etc, on parole Prisoners with good conduct and satisfac-
tory work are released prematurely under the Advisory
Board Scheme. There are no doubt some compiaints that
applications for parole are not bemg attended to promptiy
by the District Officials.  Instructions have been ssued
recently to the District Officials like Superintendent of Polices
and District Probation Officers to attend to these applica-
tions very promptly There is also a proposal to amend the
existing rules so that the District Officials need not have to
be consulted for the second and subsequent paroles and also
to give powers to the Jail Superintendents, themselves to
release on parcle and furlough m case of emergency tor a
fortmght During 1966-67, 120 prisoners were released
on furlogh, 340 on parole and 148 were released prenaturely
Facilities to have cultural programmes and recreational
activities, have also been provided m these jals  Prisoners
are permitted to participate m the Radio Programmes, etc.
Last year a cultural programme was arranged m Ravindra
Bharathi and it 1s proposed to have similar programme this
year also There was no doubt an unfortunate firing inci-
dent in the Central Jail, Visakhapatnam resulting 1n the death
of two inmates and wounding of 54 The Collector has
ordered an enquiry to be conducted by the Revenye
Divisional Officer, which is m progress.

" District Jads—There are 7 Iistrict Jails with an
anthorised accommgdition of 1,581. Two of them ie.,
Secunderabad and Nellore are bawing foll time Superinten-
dents whereas the others are managed by ki Medical Officers.
Undertrial prisoners and those who are semwtenced for less
than one year, are lodged in District Jails Besides educational
progranumes, the prisoners in District Jails are also engaged
in Industrial Training like carpentary, tailormg, weaving,
Most of them are also put on agricultural operations. The
Dustrict Jail at Secunderabad has an open air colony at
Mioulali wherem, about 50 yell behaved prisoners hive and
work 1 the open atmosphere on a plot of 190 acres. These

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prisoners have not only dug 4 wells with out any expendi-
ture to the Government, but have also laid a tunk and
constructed houses for theselves. In this colony, besides paddy
vegetables are also grown and these ate supplied to the locgl
jaus. There 15 a proposal to expand the activities of this
colony by mtroducmg dairy farm, pissicultwie and other
Cottage Industries. There 15 also a proposal to have snnglar
programme at the District Jail, Nellore. Sufficient land has
already been acquired for this purpose.

The total mcome derived from the sale of manufactured
articles from the District Jails for the year 1966-67 was
2 67 lakhs.

Open Air Jails —There are 2 Open Air Jails m our
State one at Baihole, Nalgonda district and another at
Anantapur. The Prisoners Open Air Work Camp at Bai-
thole was opened 1 the year 1962, in order to engage the
prisoners in the excavation of the Nagaijunasagar Le{t Canal
On an average about 400 prisoners have been lodged 1 this
Camp Jail. So far, one mile length of canal has been exca-
vated earnmg amount of Rs 2 lakhs to the Department
after deducting wages to the prisoners. In the mitial stages,
only short term prisoners were confined n this Camp, Jails.
But with experience gained, even convicts undergomg life
term sentences were diverted to this camp. As an mcentive
for more work these prisoners are provided with extra diet,
liberal furlough and parole facilities, The Advisory Board
also comsiders their cases for.premature release more sympa-
the&aﬂy This camp is ot only putting the otherwise 1dle
prisod labour, in constructive activities, but also earning
consideraple amounts to the Government  Another Open
Air Colény was started in November, 1965, at a place 8iX
miles away from Anantapur town with greater emphasis on
Agriciltural Operations. One thousand and five hundred
acye$ of land has been acquired and about 90 prisoners are
eagaged in bringing the land under plough Withm a period
wmﬁ Balf, about 110 acres of land has been brought

-cultivation. and efforts are being made to bring the

e plovsh 'within the next 4 or 5 years.
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enable quicker development of the area. The prisoners con-
fined 1n this colony also, are provided with extra diet, more
Iiberal grant of parole and turlough facilities, etc. This
colony has not only become self-sufficient m mnieeting its
requirements so far as vegetables etc, are concerned but is
also able to sell vegetables to the public of Anantapur town,
at cheaper rates

Sub-Jails —There are 158 Sub-Jails m the State with
an authorised accommodation of 3,469 Under trial pri-
soners and those who are sentenced for one month and below
are confined m the Sub-Jails. The management of the Sub-
Jails has recently been transferred to the Judicial Depart-
ment, e.r., Munsiff Magistrates concerned Four Sub-Jails
at Chittoor, Cuddapab, Vijayawada and Guntur are up-
graded Sub-Jails where the Police guard has been replaced
by the Jail Guarding Force. There 1s a proposal to transfer
the control of the Sub-Jails to the Jail Department exclucively,
for better and efficient management.

BORSTAL SCHOOLS.

There 1s one Borstal School at Visakhapatnam with
an authorised accommodation of 120. It is managed by a
full time Supermtendent The Medical Officer of the
Central Jail, Visakhapatnam attends to the medical needs
the students Offenders between the age of 16 to 21 years
are lodged in the Borstal Schools This mstitution is run
more on the lines of a school rather than a Jail. The inmates
attend to educational classes and are also trained m trades
like carpentry and taillorng They are given short leave to
go to their homes and are also eligible for release on licence
before the expiry of the term of sentence provided their
work and conduct are good. After release, the Dustrict
Pzobatron Officers of the Department help them in rehabili-
tation and seouring them suitable jobs. Youthful offenders
who have committed even murder are lodged in Bosstal
Schools and after they attain the age of 23 years are either
transferred to a Central Jail, or released prematurely on the
basis of their behaviour.

CERTIFIED SCHOOLS AND HoMEs.

There are 3 Certified Schools for Boys and one Certified
School for Guls with an authorised accommodation of
1,325 All the four Certified Schools are managed by full
time Superintendents and provided with full time Medical
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Officers. The Jumior Certified School at Eluru and Hyder-
abad admit boys convicted by the Courts and who are bet-
ween the ages of 7 to 14 years The Senior Certified School
at Hyderabad admit boys the ages of 14 tol6 yeais and m
the Guls Certified School, Hyderabad girls between 7" to 18
years are adnutted In all the Certified Schools educational
programmes are conducted by qualified teachers, and head-
masters up to 5th standard. These classes have been recog-
nised by the Education Department durmg the year 1966-67,
and this facilitates further education of the inmates after
their release  Selected boys whose behaviour and conduct
are sufficiently smproved are permitted to attend outside the
schools and mstrtutions for studying higher classes Each
Certified School has been sending boys selected to outside
schools and nstitutions for classes rangmg from 9th to 12th
and also Industrial Trammng Institutions and to learn Type-
writing and Shorthand  Vocational Traming 1s given 1n car-
pentry, tafloring, weaving, bootmaking, cane woik, black-
smithy and pottery. All the schools have their own Bands,
Scout Groups The schools are also provided with Music
and Moral Instructors The pupils of the Certified Schools
are given short leave to wvisit ther homes and their cases
are also considered for release on licence on the basis of
their progress i education and vocational training.

Avuxiiiary HoMES.

The intitutions where the s#ndertrial boys and girls are
#ept are known as Awsxihary Homes and Reception
Homes. Thetre are three such hemes in our State, 7e.,
Beeoption &lome at Vyayawada, Auxiliary Home at Hyder-
abad for-Boys and enather Auxiliary Home for girls at Hyder-
ehad. . Fhe autherised accommodation of these three homes
1115, and ‘they are generally attached to the Juvenile
Coarts  These Homes are managed by Probation Officers
who are desigpated as Superintendents. Durmg the period
d!:' their trial, enquiries are made regarding their home condi-
m e somai sial environment, and antecedents 1n order to enable
the Juvenile Conrts to prescribe the correct freatment.

There are 2 After Care Homes one at Hyderabad and
another at Rajahmundry These Homes were under the
control of Social Welfare Department till October, 1965.
They were transferred to Jail Department in November, 1965.
Prisoneis released from Jails, Borstal Schools and Certified
Schools and who have no satistactory homes are admitted in
the After Care Homes on voluntary basis. Both at Rajah-
mundry and Hyderabad the inmates are provided further

ProeaTION WORK

There are 34 District Probation Officers in the State,
at the rate of one for a Dustrict and 2 for a few Distucts
where there 15 more work. Their work is supervised and
inspected by the Regional Inspectors of Probation with head-
quarters at Warangal, Elmiu and Anantapur. The main
functions of the Probation Officers are to conduct homse
enquiry mto cases of both the adult and Juvenic offenders
and furnishing their recommendations to the Courts whether
such offenders 1equire mmprisonment or whether they can be
safely released on probation Those who are released on
probation are placed under the supervision of Piobation
Officers m which case they have to wisit them penodically
and submit progress reports It 1s also the duty of the Proba-
tion Officers to enquire and report the desirability or other-
wise of releasing on licence of inmates of Borstal Schools
and' Certified Schools Added to this even m cases of

‘ PREVENTIVE PROGRAMMES. “

Tt is an agreed fact that “Prevention is better than clife™!
There was no such programme in this State for prévenfion
of crime. Before becoming a delinquent or -criminal, & ohild
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starts life of vagrancy and beggng and unless such child s
located and his engercies utiised properly he is likely to
revert to a hife of crime Therefore, taking advantage of
the Government of India’s assistance this State started a
Centre m the year 1964, to give traming to such Juvenile
Vagarants and beggars Under this scheme juvenile beggars
and vagrants m the Twmn Cities are located and they are
pursuaded to attend tramng units. Two tramning units have
been started one at Hyderabad and another at Secunder-
abad Facilities are provided for tramimng the boys i electric
welding, electric wiring, sheet-metal work, cane woik, tailor-
mg and carpentry The boys so puisuaded to attend the
traming units, are paid daily stipends ranging fiom 25 paise
per day to 50 paise per day as an mcentive. Each unit has
an authorised accommodation of 50 But the daily average
attendance 1s about 65. As the demand for admussion mn
these Units has been on the increase a Committee is constl-
tuted to ensure that only pre-delinquents like the vagrants
and beggars are lodged for admission Besides the traming
programmes, the scheme also provides for counsclling and
guidance services for such children who have compaiatively
satisfactory homes, but whose parents are unable to guide
the children properly The Brothers and Sisters attached
to this scheme make home visits m such cases and help them
adjust therr school life and the environment in which they
Live. The total number of boys who are in cunselling and
guidance during the year 1966-67 was 280 It 15 heartern-
ing to see that the children who are accustomed to lead a
vegrant life m the streets, and dubbed as antisocial elements
are tramed properly i these units and are brought up as
normal children of normal parents These unit have also
extended the facility of mid-day meals with the help of the
Indian Conference of Social Work as most of the children
come from very poor families and are unable to afford even ag
meal per day Free uniforms also have been issued to these
children. Besides the Vocational Tiaming the tiamees are
also taken to places of educational and historical interest.

Classes m Hind1 have been started recently in these Units
and a quite a number of children have shown enthusiam
tolearn It is felt that if such schemes are implemented in
all towns and industrial areas, there may be possibility to
arrest the trend in Juvenile crime During Fouth Plan 1t 18

pr-oposed to start a similar scheme at Vijayawada whers
crime 1s on the high side.
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FUTURE PROGRAMMES.

It is proposed to start an Open Air Agricultural Colony
at Karimnagar district Two thousand acres of land 1s bemng
acquired for this purpose.

2. With a view to seggregate the hard boiled offenders
and to put them on constructive work 1t 1s proposed to start
a special jail at Asifabad m the existmg Sub-Jail buildmg.
If this materialises the prisoners can be employed fo1 cutting
ﬁlze wood from the teak logs available from the suirounding

o1ests.

General—The annual expenditure of the Jail Depart-
ment 1s about 84 lakhs and the income through sale of manu-
factured articles 1s about 16 lakhs besides Rs. 1.40 lakhs
derived from Agricultural produce. The mdustries of ths
Department are outmoded and not equipped with modern
and machanised tools  If sufficient investment is made to
improve the industries it would be possible to make this
Department a self-sufficient Unit. For want of necessary
equipment it has not been possible to fully employ all the
prison labour that is available Hardly 20% of the labour
1s fully employed in Industries Proposals are under consi
deiation for setting up a Plant to manufacture allwminium
plates and mugs at Central Jail, Rajahmundry. Powerlooms
at Rajahmundry and Visakhapatnam and a fullledged press
at Hyderabad and Rajahmundry. When these schemes and
others under consideration of the Government are imple-
mented it would be possible for this Department to run on
comittercial lines employmng the entire prison population on
constréctive activity and also tram them in up-to-date voca-
tions wh% L be.helpful to them in their rehabilitation.

However, I am proud to say that
the correctional admmistration in Andhra Pradesh is far
advanced when compared to many of the ether staies.of
India and as a result, Mmisters in-charge of Prisons and
Inspector-Generals of Prisons of other States have been fre-
quently coming to study the working of the various success-
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{ul schemes of our State so as to implement similat schemes
in therr states. The Ministers of Piisons of Maharastra and
Mysore, the Inspectot-General of Prisons of Madras. Maha-
rastra and Deputy Inspector-General of Prisons of Uttar
Pradesh have visited our State and domg their best to imple-
ment the reformations that had already been put on ground
in the Jails of our State

I am also glad™to inform that many forcign visitors
who have the opportunity to wisit the Correctional Institu-
tions of our State have carried very good unpiessions.
Mr Mullock Howeer, Secretary General of the Intetnational
Council of Child Welfare, Geneva was so impressed with
the preventive programmes that he has used his good offices
to extend financial assistance to the deserving juvenile beg-
gars and vagrants undergomng traming in the units of this
Department Many foreign visitors, who came to study the
schemes of this Department are one from Thailand, Four
from Burma and three from Ceylon.

Venerable Acharya Buddharakkhita Theia, President
of Maha Bodht Society, Bangalore, who came to visit for 2
days, had to extend his visit by one week more m order to
study the various correctional programmes and amelio:ative
schemes of the Prisons Department and he was very much
mpressed  Of late, the Indian Administiative Service

Probationers are also attached to this Department for trainng
i Correctional Work.

_ Students of M.A Degree of Osmania Univeisity and
trainges. from recogmsed schools of Social Work from all
over India are attached to the Department periodically for
field weosk and to complete their research work

Our State has also an unique opportunily of receiving
UN Fellowships for 2 of the officers of the Prisons Depart
ment to enable their traming at the UN Institute for preven-
tion of crime and treatment of offenders at Tokyo.
