placing on the Table of the House a Iist of persons who recerved
financal aid during the year 1966’67, whizh showed that amongst 106
others Sarvasr Raghavendra Rao, S Subba Rao, Smt D Hemalatha
and Hafiz Abu Yusuf were patd Rs 150 Rs 150 Rs 125 and
Rs 126p m respectively, which 1s usually given to persons who had
coniributed significant service 1n art and letters 1n indigent circumsta-
nees, 1s contrary to the mformation contamed i his statement, copies
of which we.e circulated to the Members 1n advance while moving
his demand No 17-Education for 1967-638 on 14-7-57, which shows
that men of letters and artin indigent circumstances are b:ing

iven financial aid rangmg from Rs 50t0 100 p m and thereby
urnished incorrect information to the House which according to him
amounts to breach of privilege.

This matter was taken up on the 18th July 1967 and several
Members who spoke 1 this regard viz, Sri Badri Vishal Pitt1 etc,
contended that the information furmished by Sri Raghavulu viz,
that the financial aid of Rs 150 etc, to Sr1 Raghavendra Rao etc,
was paid to them as they were in indigent circumstances; 15 not
correct m view of the fact that some of them were 11 affluent circum-
stances particularly Srt Abu Yousufa Member of the Andhra Pradesh
Legistative Council drawing salary of Rs 250 p m which 1s against
the guiding principles laid down for granting financial aid to men of
letters etc and that as this amounts to breach of privilege, 1t should
be referred to the Commuttee of Privileges for enquiry and report

Sr1 T. V Raghavulu, Minister for Education replymg to the
allegation against him, stoutly dented having furnished any incorrect

information to the House and much less with the intention of mislea-
ding the House

ment on the age-old co-operative living practiced in the villages.
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Sr1t K V Vema Reddy (Kadiri; .— Mr. Speaker, Sir, m
supporting the Demand, I wish to make a few obscrvations withm
the circumscribed time allotted to me , I only touch the compass o
1t As a matter of fact, the Co-operative Demand occupies a promi-
nent place i the socio-economic development of this country  The
Co-operative movement 1» the basis to achieve the objectives of a
socialist pattern of society, developing 1n us the feeling of brotheif
hood and the sense of unity and self-reliance  Andhra Pradesh, asa
matter of fact, made a significant progress 1 the development of
Co-operative movement as referred to by my learned hon friend
Sr1 Venkateswarlu The Plans laid a great emphasis on the develop-
ment of this movement, in increastng production, In increasmg
marketing, processing, the development of industries and also
ameliorating the conditions of the lower strata of society such a the
rickshaw pullers, fishermen and other strata of the lower society
In this connection it may not be relevant if I pay a tribute to the
Hon'ble Chief Mimister and to our young and energetic Minister,
Mr. Vijaya Bhaskara Reddy in chaige of this Co-opiative move

ment who have ijected new vitality to the development of this
movement.

Ours is an agricultural country and our agricultural credit plays
a very mmportant factor in the development and mncreasing of produc-
tion and you know, Sir, that the entire credit structure 1s channelled
through the credit societies The Reserve Bank plays a vital part in
accommodating the credit limits to cater to the necds and requirements
of the agriculturists The whole credit system 1s now revoluttonised
by the itroduction of the crop loan system under short term and long
term loans No doubt 1t 15 a better system when compared to the
previous system of advancing loans which wete not properly used by
the agriculturists Under the crop loan system, loans are advanced
for the agricultural operations, but the collections aspact of the loans
mvolves greater difficulties In the dry areas, in areas where the
drought conditions constantly prevail, collection problem 1s very con-
plicated and 1t 1s very difficult for the banks to collect, so much so re-
sulting 1n the increase of overdues. You know, Sir, that the credit
system as already refirred to, has made a significant progress and
agriculturists are very much benefited So far as the long term loang
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are concerned, that 1s done by the Land Mortgage Banks and the delay
in the disposal of the loans has to be remedied, it takes a long time
because they have to pass through a process and encumbrance certifi-
cates have to be obtamned The Government should see that delay 1s
not caused and that the loans are dicbursed promptly

Regardmg the marketing aspect of the Cooperative movement,
Sir, I would hke to say that the development of marketing facilities
will ensure fair price to the agriculturist The agriculturist must have
a fair price for his produce It has to be regulated through the mar-
keting societies and the marketing societies have to be linked up with
the credit societies As a matter of fact, this programme has been
already implemented, but no appreciable progress has been
made 1n that direction and another factor in the co-operative movement
1s processing. Processing 1s an adjunct to the marketing facility. We
have a network of sugar factories and rice mulls in this country and
these factories were not functioning properly in 1966-67 because of
the shortage of cane supply You know, Sir, n 19.6-67 several sugar
factories were closed and there was increase 1n the price of sugar It
18 on account of price of jaggery and also shortage of cane supply. In
this matter the Government 1s taking steps to obviate the difficulties
and to see that caue supply 1s provided.

So far as the consumer societies i th s country are concerned,
the problem of soaring prices has a great impact on the economic con-
dition of the people and 1t 1s the cooperative consumer societies m
every district which have to solve the problem in holding the price
Line by distributing foodgrains and other essential commodities and
meeing the requirements of people.

So far as the bank deposits are concerned 1n this country, the
deposit position 1s not very satisfactory The Reserve Bank of India
wag vere critical about the deposit position of the banks. We have
not strengthened ourselves, the banks have not strengthened therr
resources We have to depend always upon the Reserve Bank for
financial help and the Government 1s helping us 1n a way by contribus
ting share capital and also by contributing finances for the develop-
ment of the banks So far as bank deposits are concerned the Govern-
ment should have confidence 1n the movement and see that the banks
stand on therr own legs and at least should encourge the surplus
funds of the Panchayat Samitlus and Zilla Parishads and other mstitu-
tions o deposit in the banks, otherwise, 1t 1s very difficult for the
banks to function We cannot always depend upon the Reserve Bank
which 1mposes several restrictions 1n the dispos® of the loans and so
far the working of the movement has been criticised often on. the floor
of the House. There was a volley of criticism levelled against the
working of the movement Itis true, thereis some ring of truth.
As the movement develops, as the national character develops, the
position of Bank deposits should improve.

You know, Sir, in the co-operative movement, power politics
are slowly entering of late Now if elections are held, they will be
more sensational than the Assembly elections There 15 power politics
everywhere Even men of character are sometimes drawn into the
whirlpool of power politics  Sometimes they go astray and mar the
progress of the Co-op.rative movement.
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Smt Ramakumari Devi (Madugula) —In supporting the
Demand on Co operation introduced by the Hon’ble Minister, I would
like to place my suggestions oa the subject which 1 hope will be taken
sympathetically and implemented The work of the Welfaie Society as
many Hon’ble Members have said 1s not good There <hould be some
changes and I think this was most essentially enunciated by others.
At preseat societies 1n rural arcas or 1n every village are not efficient
to help all the farmers as the members are linmted Members are
being taken on seloction basis  There should not be restrictions and
the villages 1f they are big should be allowed to form more societies
Thus more members will be 1n the societies and 1t will be beneficial to
the village proper and this will give a charce to the people to become

a member and more people would be able to see as to where the need
is and what they should get

Second thing 1s the Co-~operative Society Stores. The Stores
are there but the people are not getting rice I have seen m my dist~
rict and 1n my constituency many poor persons do not get rice for
days together  Unfortunately, the Visakhapatnam district has suffercd
from drought for three years At that time the only help was from

the stores. There also the people did not get rice or any other grains
pike the millets. Therefore, there has to be restriction and the Stores

people should be given mtructions fo distribute food properly accor,
ding to the needs,
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The third thing 1s the rural scale industries on smail scale to
develop the rural economy As the development of rural popula-
tion 1s most important i our State of Andhra Pradesh more parts are
known as rural areas, backward aieas — n.0re constituencres which
are backward should be induced by giving small schemes  They may
not be given full 5 lakhs to work but it can ve distributed m 20 or 30
small scale mndustries ike carpentary shops The Government can
give mstruments and some financiel help to start therr works.  They
could also supply the stone crushing machmes wh ch are the need of
the villagers and the Government also would need 1t to develop the
villages

Fourthty, the Co-operatisve sector should allot thmgs like the
tractors, boring sets and pumps, and boring implements At present
loans are bemng given for the purchase of tractors but the loans are
bemng availed by the rich people Not a single person who 1s badly
1n need of the tractor has purchased 1t and he has no money to pur-
chase Therefore certain number of tractors and other machinerics
which are necessary for the agriculturists should be supplied to each
and every block and the Block depaitment people should be instruc-
ted to hure them to the poor persons who may nced them to do therr
things m time  The poor persons may not have bulls and buffaloes
because of their po verty and they need them only for four months 1
a year If these things are wtroduced it will be helpful for the rural
people.

Lastly, about tke labour contracts. In the rural areas the
labourers have the mentality to do less and squeeze more money.
The poor farmers, sometunes cannot afford this. And the middle
persons who take contracts and engage the labourers are makmg
money. The labour people should be given the contract to cut the
paddy crop and works Iike that When they get more money they
would like to finish the work in time and they would do more work
with mterest and 1n a short time. That way the farmer will not suffer,
Metalling of the roads can also be executed i a short time by giving
such contracts to the labourers Now-a-days there are many roads
which remain under construction for years and 1n every rainy season
even the bullock-carts are not able to cioss People have a lot of
suffering There are so many other things which I want to say

About the sugar factories there are already many which are
running 1n loss I request the Hon’ble Minister to take interest in
1mproving the existing factories than trymg to introduce more and
more sugar factories 1n the same district  There 1s one sugar factory
in my constituency, Chodavaram Farmers of my constituency have
shares there and they arejalways complammng about the sugar factories

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Sri P Narsa Reddy (Nurmal) — Sr, Iam supporting the
Demand presented by the hon Minister for Co-operation This time
we are fortunate enough to have four Cabmet Mumsters who have
been co-operators n various ficlds. And I hope during the tenure of
Sr1 Vyayabhaskara Reddy as Muuster for Co-operation the
co-operative movement 1n this State would be able to take more
strides and the purpose of the movement would be achieved.
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Co-operation, as you know, Sir, 1s a voluntary movement A
far as possible, the State or the individual should always try to sec
that its autonomous character as mmtiated 1s not lost by either too
much terference by the State or too much of intereference by private
mdividuals, 1n trying to stifle its growth, its busmess and its work

To begm with, co -operation was onginally confined to agricul-
tural credit in our country But graduallv 1t has been recognized
that 1t 15 the only principal orgamization which can form the basis of
economic activity in all spheres Therefore, 1t 15 se~n that apart from
agricultural sector, the co—operative movement 18 well developed m
non-agricultural sector also by helping the weaker sections of the
soceity In a country like ours with a developing economy, 1t 18 most
necessaiy that the fundamental principle of Co-opcration 1s appreciated,
and on that basis 1n order to remove the great poverty, distress and
musery that are prevailing 1n our country aftar mdependence and to
raise the social and economic life of our people to a reasonable level
1t 1s necessary that the weaker sections as well the stronger sections of
the society are brought together 1n a fruitful participation of doing all
the activities that are necessaty for the well-being of the people of our
State and of our country, so that we may puil out of the econocic
backwairdness In order that we may have this economuc democracy
1n our country, it 18 most necessary that these punciples will have to
be promoted Unless we have economic democracy in our country, 1
do not think we can go ahead with political democr icy because, I am
afraid, a day may come when we may lose what all owr ancestors or
our leaders have done to our nation

So far as co-operation 1s concerned, 1t 1s always a {ashion to
criticize the Co operatives outrightly, to whatever fathoms one can go
After all, all co operatives are not bad. Iadmit that there are
some co-operatives which are bad But Co-operatives as such are
consisting of human beings and human natuie beig what 1t 1s today,
I plead for ‘pay the smner and try the sinner’s We should ftryto
mprove Co-operatives in a better and piroper manner so that they
may serve the nation.

So far as agricultural sector 1s conceined, the hon Membel
Sr1 Vema Reddy has narrated the efforts that have been made by ouf
State under the agricultural credst system, the manne: m which the
village co~operative have been spread over all throughout the State
the manner in which credit 1s being supplied to the poor agricultursts
as far as possible  So far as the rural population 1s concerned, it 18
truly 2 revolutionary 1dea fo take the Co operative movement to the
masses I would invite the attention of the hon Members toa
Report by Late Sr1 Balwantrai Mehta 1n which he had advocated the
theory that this system wasin vogue i 1955 (tself, he had toured
Phillippines and other Buropean Countites, he had scen the Phullip-
pmes Rural Credit Percolation System and had suggested that such
a system should be emulated by our people also-

So far as credit facilities are concerned, 1t 1s very strange that
the hon Minister has shown m his policy statement that the Reserve
Bank also has reduced the normal loan facilities to our State. I do not
know what the policy of the Reserve Bank 1s. Is the Reserve Bank
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confined to give help to mdustrial concerns ? Or, 1s 1t really confined
to give help for the uplift of the rural masses and for food production’
In our State, we have got a very good system of credit, right fiom the
giacs roots, fiom the wviilag2 soc.ety upto the rural society, and as per
the recommendations of the Survey Team cf Rural Credit we had tried
during the second and third plan periods how best we can eliminate
the money-lender rightaway In}the All India Rural Debt and
Investment Survey done mm  1961-62, 1t 1s seen that 1n the country as
a whole 75 per cent of the ruial credit 1s being given by the Co-opera-
tives while 1n 1955 only 6 per cent rural credit was being given
through Co-operatives In the new method that has been inducted
by the state Government, we are able to give more credst to the rural
people so far as agriculiaral credit 1s concernd

Coming to marketing of agricultural products 1s concerned, I
would submit that the system of marketing 1s not uniform throughout
the State  So far as Andhra is concerned, the District Co-operative
Marketing Societies had besn doing very well 1n very lumited spheres
But so far as Telengana 1s concerned, we have only Primary Marke-
ting Soceties at the Taluk level and the District Marketing Societies
are only of recent origim and they havs come up in 1964 For that [
congratulate the Government for taking interest in setting up District
Co-operative Marketing Societies m all the nire districts of Telan-
gana In these 3 or 4 years, with the guidance and help given by the
State Government, the District Co-operative Marketing Societies in
the Telangana area have come upto a very reasonable level My
friend Mr Ch Rajeswara Rao very vehemently criticized the co-
operative Marketing Societies 1n general and in particular Karimnagar
District Marketing Society I would submit that the marketing
system so far as our State 1s concerned, has been neglected in the
first and second plan periods and only during the third plan it has got
some empbasis at the hands of the Planning Commission and also
of the State Government With the assistance of the State
Government, the Primary District and Apex Marketing Societies are
coming up*

So far as the marketing societies and the district co operatives
are concerned. hon Members have been very vehement about the
D.strict co-operatives saying that they have been behaving more or
less Iit e privete merchants  If a stray instance is taken as a general
1s~ue I would say we are only mdulging in ro-h type of criticism.
In fact, they do not have adequate finances end the marketing that
they have been doing 1s of a Iimited sphere To quote one example,
I would say that so far as purchase of maize m our State 1s concerned,
1t was selling at Rs 40 per quntal about 2 or 3 years back and from
the time these District Co-operative Marketing Societies are formed
i this area, the Co-operative marketing societies have been giving
a very reasonable price fo the farmer, i e about Rs 70 per quintal.
In the policy statement of the hon Mumister, 1t13 stated that the
State Co-operative Marketing Federation ~nd the Government have
accepted that'the produce that1s given by the farmers is getting a
better price and that they are offering about Rs 75 per quintal

So far as linking of credit to marketing 1s concerned, it has
got 1ts own difficulties. Before we try to downgrade the co-operatives
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I would submut very respectfully that we may also sce the nature of
the troubles that the co-operatives are facing Linking credit with
marketing 1s an easy matier that 15 suggested any where, but putting
that mto effect 1s not so easy a matter We have got the price
fixation schem under the State policy wherein prices of essential food
grains have been fixed If the co-operatives enter the market and
fix the price which the private merchant 1s offering and more than
what the Government has fixed, then we have to face the wrath of
the department and also face all sorts of chargesﬁ by Members that
the co-operatives are entering private markets Therefore, m order
to give vent to this difficulty, the State Government has come up
with the assistance of the NCD C for forming 104 co-operatwe
rice mulls of one ton each  And 1n this matter of linking credit with
marketing, our State stands first in the entire country 1n getting the
greatest number of societies from the Central Government on 100
per cent grant basis, our State has shown great progress in utihizing
the 75 per cent of the aid that 1s given by the Cenfre  Since the co-
operative marketing in our State 15 in a nascent state, I suggest that
a charitable view should be taken by the hon Members  Taking
one co-operative soclety as an example, :f hon Members are very
t\‘relv.em‘t:elm about co-operative marketing, I don’t think we can go
orwar

So far as the relationship between the people and the co-
operative movement 1s concerned, I would say one thing There s
a section which says that the individual interest 1s paramount and
another section says that the common good 1s paramount. I would
respectfully submit that there cannot be any conflict between indi-
vidual interest and common ﬁood ; both have to co-exist and 1n the
long run they cannot do anything detrimental to one another  For
the mutual benefit of one and all, we should all try to help each
other Agam, so far as the relationship between the State and the
co-operative  movement 1s concerned, the  State should
naturally gude and give the imtiative to the co-
operatives, but 1t should 1 ot affect the autonomous character of
the co operative societies and thrust more officialdom 1n the co-
operatives and curb 1ts imtiative in 1ts development As far as
possible, 1t should try to encoutage these co operatives mnto a viable
and good wnits. On the other hand, I would suggest that the
Government should give managerial subsidy to all societies which
are in a nascent state I would also congratulate the State Govern-
mert for not only giving an ncreased allotment but also in trying to
appreciate the difficulties of other co-operative societies which are
In a formative state Assuch, the scheme as suggested by the
