gLUMP IN HANDLOOM INDUSTRY

(a) Whether the Government is aware that there is a great 
slump in handloom industry in Chittoor district; 

(b) Whether the Government is aware that there is unsold 
cloth (Handloom) to the tune of some lakhs; 

(c) Whether the Government is aware that they are not being 
exported to South Africa, America and ot! er countries after the 
slump; 

(d) Whether the Government is aware that hundreds of the 
handloom weavers are staying without work and leaving their villages 
in search of work; and 

(e) If so, the action taken by the Government to release them 
from the present plight ? 

The Minister for Industries (Sri B. V. Gurumurthy):— (a) & 
(b):— All over the country there has been a prolonged slump in 
cloth sales including sales of handloom cloth. Our State has also 
been affected by the slump and there are accumulations of handloom 
cloth. The problem is not conRned to the Chittoor district alone. 

(c) Certain varieties of handloom cloth largely produced in 
Chittoor and a few other Districts used to have a good market in the 
U. S. A. Of late their exports have gone down. 

(d) The unusual slump in the Textile trade and accumulation 
of cloth would naturally have an adverse effect on employment and 
earnings of handloom workers, but Government are not aware of 
migration of Weavers from villages in search of work. 
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(e) Government are taking steps to improve the sales of 
Handioom cloth. In addition to the usual rebate of 5paiseiathe 
rupee on sales of handioom cloth an additional rebate of a like 
amount was sanctioned during Deepavali and Sankrantri. Similar 
additionalrebate will be admissible during the AH India Handioom 
week to be Celebrated next month. 

Government sanctioned short term loans of Rs. 5 lakhs each 
to the Andhra Handioom Weavers' Apex Society and to the Hydera-
bad Apex Society to enable them to buy stocks of cloth with the 
Primary Societies. 

The Andhra Hundloom Weavers Cooperative Society has 
applie for a crcdit limit of Rs. 60 lakhs from the Reserve Bank of 
India. It is proposed to recommend the application to the Reserve 
Bank of India rs soon as it is received from the State Cooperative 
Bank. After the amount is available to it, the Andhra Handioom 
Weavers Cooperative Society will be in a position to procure more 
cloth from the primaries which will then be in a position to give 
more employment to its members.

The Andhra Pradesh Electricity Board has undertaken not 
only the maintenance of generating stations and distribution of power, 
but also construction of large projects'like the Kothagudem, Lower 
Sileru etc. t h e construction of various projects is taken up depen-
ding upon the need for additional generation, availability of funds 
and a/ailability of means. The number of persons employed by the 
Board would therefore, vary from time to time depending upon the 
construction activity on hand. Hon'ble Members are aware that the 
construction of the first two units of Kothagudem is over and the 
other two units will also be commissioned very shortly. According 
to me, they are likely to be commissioned by the end of about May 
or June. 60-60, the III and IV Units will be commissioned before 
the end of June, 1967. Therefore, as the work-loal at Kothagudem 
dwindles, the staff employed on construction must necessarily be 
curtailed following the normal rules and courses for the purpose. The 
Rnancial position of the B)ard is such that it demands utmost 
economy in every sphere including the staff.

Sri C.V.K. Rao :— Sir, Please give us the names of those 
members that constitute the above party and enlighten us if anybody 
has since applied to get ou} of it. 

Mr. Speaker :— So far as these parties are concerned - Jana 
Congress, this party and some other parties - anybody can walk into 
that and any body can get out of it easily. It is not very difRcult to 
get admission nor difUcult to go out also. 

Only the previous day, some three members joined the 
Jana Congress Party — one from Kolhapur, one from Gadwal 
and the other from some other constituency - and the second day 
they left the party perhaps for very good reasons, for reasons best 
known to them. So, that is the position. Does he want me to read 
out the names ? 

An hon. Member :— Same thing with other parties. Members 
can join and get out of them, inculding the Congress party. 

Sri C.V.K. Rao : — Supposing, some other party comes out of 
this ; again it will be recognised by the House. 

Mr. Speaker :— No ; I am not recognising any party as ofRci-
al opposition party. Inabou t tn rceor four or five days, he can 
from himself into a group and give any name he wants. 

SriC.V.K. R a o : - - I s there any provision ]in the rules on the 
subject ? I l*a,vc not come across 

Mr. Speaker— 1am not recognising any party as oSicial 
opposition. 

For a party to be recognise J as an olRcial Opposition party, 
that party must have a strength of not less than one-tenth of the san-
ctioned strength of the House. None of the parties could be recog-
nised as an Official Opposition party, not even the Swatanfra party, 
the Jan Sangh, the Socialist Party, the Republican Party, and these 
parties is this. Those parties are recognised by the Election Commi-
sion; when they fought the elections, they fought the elections on 
behalf of a party which is recognised by the Election Commission. 
Now, according to the Constitution, every citizen, beyond a certain 
age, hr s got the right to contest the elections either for the Lok Sabha 
or for the Assembly. Now, ail these people have been elected as 
Independents, and they are now forming themselves into a gmnp. If 
they are more than 29 in number, then the question arises whether 
I should recognise that ptrty as the ofRcial Opposition party. 33ven 
)h?.t, ! am doubtful: I have to consider it; I am not very s t t ^ ^ i M 
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get that position examined, and if necessary I will refer the matter 
to the Election Commission. That is the position, The present 
group, "Peoples' Democratic Party" consists of 34 members. That 
is the position. 

Sri C. V. K. Rao :—I seek a clarification, Sir. There is no 
provision made in the Andhra Pradesh Legislative Assembly Rules 
with regard to any Opposition party as such. So under whatever name 
of the party the members contested the elections, it is all a matter 
outside the House, and this House is not concerned with that. The 
question as to which party should be recognised is a matter for the 
Election Commission to consider so as to allot certain symbols. My 
point here is these parties have come up under the guidance of some-
body. They can exist outside the House, not inside the House... 

Mr. Speaker —Whose guidance? 
Sri C. V. K. Rao :—There are so many interested leaders. I 

should put the blame on the ruling party. It is they who are respon-
sible for these groups, so that the Opposition may be at loggerheads. 

Mr. Speaker:—Does he cast a reflection on others? 
Sri C. V. K. Rao :—I am not casting a reflection. 
I am a legislator elected by the people. 
Mr. Speaker:—There are other legislators. He belongs to a
