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SriK V Vema Reddy (Kadiry) — I wish 1o make a tew
observations on the vote on account I do not propose to go mto the
details, but I wish to touch only the salient features of the budget
which 15 only interim and limited for a few months It will not be
out of place, Sur, to make a reference about the people who have
reposed and reiterated their faith m democracy and i the Congress
and 1n the leadership of Sr1 Brahmananda Reddy, who 1s known for
hus sagacity and sound judgement capacity for adjustment The
country 1s passing through difficult times and we a1c contronted with
several problems Inspite of 1f, we have embarked upon the IV Plun
which 15 very ambitious and 4t the same time, 1t envisages further
developmental programmes and the establishment of democratic
socialism, to which we are wedded The demociatic socialism has
been known, Sir, as the liquidation of unemployment and poverty
and i nariowrng the gulf of economic 1nequalities It is a great

philosophy for which we are stizving hard 1he several plans we have
passed through, we have touched only the fitnges of it, As a maiter
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of fi ct, our finences are 1 a flurd state and the resources are limited
1t 1s very difficult for us to mcur the expenditure ;n the IV Plan  As
a matter of fact, the targets of the IIT Plan ere yet to be completed
on account of tl.e 1 eavy expenditure on the defence of the country and
adversc seeson« | conslitions end soermg prices We have to go slow with
the progizamme of IV Plen 1n view of the fact our resources are mnelestic
In spite of it, the Chief Mimister 1s determind to push through these
projects and I am sute our Chief Mimster will use his good offices
who command mfluence at the Centre, to see that allocation of more
funds 1s made available for the implementation of this programme

The most disturbmg fector in the economy of our State or inthe
economy of the entue country 1s soarmmg prices which 1s a very bafil-
ing problem to be solved indeed The other dey even Sri Morarjt
Desa: stated on the floor of Perliament that it 1s the most baffiing
protlem which cennot be <olved and he said he would try to solve it

So this problem has to be tackled effectively It 1s for this Govern-
ment to evolve a scheme to see that these prices come down You
know, Sir, thet the rise i prices has a great ympact on the standards
of Iife and 2lso 1t has upset the family budget of the common man
and the middle class people It 1s the duty of the Government to
see that the prices 21e brought down and evolve 2 machinery and
1 am sure our Chief Minister 1s taking keen mterest and 1s striving
herd to see that the prices go down and the only answer for this
b. filing question 1s rational procurement and distribution Ration-
g has been mntroduced in severdal urban areas and procurement must
be carried out  Another important problem 1s distribution and it
must be done through 2n effective machmery, no doubt 1t 1s only
through the cooperative movement that the distribution can be done

Of course on the floor of the House many members criticxsed the
working of this movement, but still there 1s no other alternative to

these cooperative societies and 1t 1s only through these socteties that
distribution can be done effectively

The Budget provides for and Bives priority to agriculture and
wrrigation Agriculture, you know, Sir, 1s the mam stay of
our occupation end ours 1s 2 land of villages lLiving on eogr-
cultme Agriculture must be given top priority and irrigation
facilities must be developed and 1n the course of 2 few years we have
made a tremendous progress ;' the development of agriculture and
alco 1n the development of major and mmor irrigation facilities
Agriculture alone is not sufficient W.th the dismemberment of
family system and with the growth of population there will be lot of
pressure upon the land and ultimately agriculture will become uneco-
nomic and 1t must be supplemented by mdustry

The pace of progress of industries 1s very slow and i these
years a few Industries have spread under Central sector 2nd also
public sector and privete enterprise has to be encouraged specially
m Rayalaseema and as you know, Sir, i other undeveloped areas of
the State we are exposed to the ravages of famime and we have to
subject outselves to the vagaries of the monsoon In Kadirt we
are all exposed to famine once 1n every two vears It isthe most
neglected taluk m Anantapur district and we have no perennial
rivers nor projects and hft irrigation 1s very popular and 1t 1s carried
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on a large scale and we have got « bout 7,000 wells m the taluk which
1s the biggest in Andhre Pradesh Stete with a popul .tion of 2 60,000
and the only selvation for the og wultuast m my toluk 1s electitity
Rural electrificc tion must be given top priority m these undevcloped
areas, there 18 no other facithty Undetr ‘bimor nrigation’ more
allotment should be made for the developuent of these scarcity
areas

Another suggestion T wish to make through you, Su, to the
Goveinment, 1s ~ not only in Kadirt . nd other parts of R~y «lascena
but also other undeveloped parts of our State, these temporaty reliet
mecsures for the preveution of fo nune will not seive any purpose In
1952 we hed 2 Rayaleseema Development Board 1 feel that it
should not be 2 Reyclaseema Development Boord alone, ~ a Board
can be constituted for the development of the enfire undeveloped
arecs ond with the 2llotment of a few more crores of rupees, perma-
nent relief may be given to these femine stricken arees No doubt,
our finences will not admit for such constitution of Boerds, but still
with the 21d of the Centrel Government thus Board can be consti-

tuted end permanent measures mey be formulated for these fomine
stricken areas

In regerd to meesures of & onomy, the gestuie made by the
Chief Munster for a cut of 10% salary not only m the casc of his
colleagues but also 1 respect of officers 1s « nable gesture These
measures need 2 follow-up and they sre commendable But these
mezsures also give rice to unemployment and severe! superfluous
departments have to be abolished, reduction of establishment of
severa] departements also has been envisaged and these will notweally
lead to unemployment and 1t 1s the most unheppy job for the Gov-
ernment so far as the retrenchment piopossls are concerncd and I
am sure our resources have to be augmenied The State resources
have to be augmented for the implementation of the progremmes
This can be done only by new taxetion measures which are nevi-
table, inspite of 1etrenchment of staff and other retrenchments, fiesh
taxetion 1s mevitable

It was observed by many members of this House that the
Revenue Board should be abolished  Since 1932 1t was suggested to
the Government that the Revenue Board was only @ post office end
it does not serve any purpose Our administration has been decen-
trelised, st the district level we have got Zille Parishad and then
there are Panchayat Samithis The Revenue Board 1s superfiuous
and as a matter of fact when the Munisters tour the district, the
representetives of the people discuss with them about the needs and
requirements of the people  So the Revenue Board, as suggested by
meny members may be abolished and the Government may see that
1t 1s atolithed Thank you

Sr1M B Raja Reo (Madekasira) —Mr Speaker, Sir, 1n any
democratic system of Government, 1t 15 the people’s will that should
preveil and when we say people’s will, 1t 18 always the will of the
majority of the people In our country and especially in our State,
Sir, the majority of the people consist of poor end the lower middle
vJasses  So 1t 15 their will that should prevail  We have been fresh
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from the elections and we had an opportunity to know their desire®
and 1t 1s undoubtedly that we should attend primarily to the basic-
needs of life, viz , food shelter and clothing Unless we do 1t, we can-
rot be said to be obeymng the will of the people and our system of
Government cannot be said to be a democratic system of Government

There 1s no use of saying that we do not have the necessasy where

withal and funds fo1 obeying the will of the people and providing for
the people the basic needs of ife  We should find money somehow

We have got the mandate of the people whatever action we take they
will certainly approve  You know, Sir, how acute 1s the problem of
food, leave alone the other problems We know also that even ani-
mals I am talking of the animals of jungle life-have somehow to eke
out their livelihood-they find at le2st food for one time per day, they
have their natural clothing and shelter and we the human beings are
not having the necessities Take my own taluk, Madakasira I have
authentic information that 1n many parts of the taluk, people are not
getting even one meal 1n two or three days This 1s a very dismal con-
dition It should be stopped, otherwise 1t will lead to disastrous con-

sequences I was told by one of the people’s representatives — a Pan-

chayat Sarpanch~ that if we do not find immediate measures to relieve

this condition, 1t 1s quite possible that within a few years, all those

who ere over 50 years will pass away and the remamning will migrate

to some other areas Thus the Taluk will be depleted I was having

a conversation with a responsible official- I don’t went to tell his name

because he 1s my friend-and when I stated these facts to him he laug-

hingly said  ““Let people go, we will give them tramn fare ”’ Sir, we

the people of Madakasira are prepared to go, let the Government not

keep us 1n this perpetual famine where we do not get even one meal 1n

two or three days

I had occasion to see the condition of the people, as Mrs Ana-
suya Devi was telling - they are emaciated and famme-stricken They
have no clothing, they have no proper food and they are always nnder
famine conditions Something must be done to provide these three
basic needs for the people, otherwise we cannot call ourselves running
a democratic system of Government Now, to this end I would sug-
gest that we should change the pattern and also the mode of budget-
ing 1tself The present budget pattern and mode of budgeting had
their origin m the Bureaucratic Government and since then i1t has not
changed Budget should take into account primarily the three basic
needs of the people I have mentioned Now there are two aspects in
planning — one the perspective planning and family planning not this
family planning of limiting children to 2 or 3, but the plan for the
family These two are very convenient and we should borrow those
terms and frame our budget According to those ideas if there 1s pers-
pective planning, 1t 1s comprehensive planning We try to immplement
it by stages and instalments and family planning 1s for the fanuly, the
family requires naturally the three basic needs of food clothing and
shelter So I recommend that we borrow these two rdeas for the Plan-
ning Literature and adopt 1t for framing our budget Let there be a
perspective budget Letit cover sufficiently large fields so that we may
somehow try to follow 1t

Now, Sir, yesterday, the Chief Minister was struggling hard to
explain  how difficult it 1s to find money When we have got the

there 15 a wili there 1s a wav  If there 15, people s will certainly there
must be a way for the people I would suggest-tax the rich, tax the
Iuxuries We know how much mnequality 1s thete  Even in owr poo
country, very rich people aie there oa one side and the very poor
people are th.ere on the other

The gap between rich and poor 1s growing The rich are becom-
ing richer and the poor becomiug are poorer There should be some
means to tax the rich When we are suffering for want of food, we
are having enormous luxuries also When we look at Bezars of Hyde-
rabad, we see how luxuries, luxuies everywhere A poe sang 1n some
connection that there 1s water water everywhere but no drop to drink
When we look at Bazais of the Cities and Towns, we sec luxuries
everywhere but no food anywhere to eat This 1s the condition in which
we are living  Let us tex the luxuries Let us tex the rich ond find
money for providing pre-besic needs of the people We will on some
day confront the anger of the people end there will be complication
which we will not be able to avoid 2t that time Of course this 18 what
I got to say about m the matter Sir  Other thing I jomn with Shri
Vema Redd: and Mrs Anasuyadevi and others 1s ¢bout iupresentotion
to the most backward districts end I go further thet we should do
something not only for the backward aress, dry areas where we depend
on ram, mercy of God and where there 1s fomine [ 2lso agreec with
Mrs Anasuyadev: 1n her discription of bordet conditions withm a holf
furleng just on the border line  We sce on the other side, the giamn
fields, rich;with electricity, better housing conditions, people happy

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Sr1 G Sivayys (Puttur) —Mr Speaker, Sir, I am one 2mong those
who will agree with our Chief Mimster that we heve to realise the
many problems facing our Stete  No doubt, we are facing a difficult
period 2t the present moment In spite of them, we need to concen-
trate on one or iwo mern items to improve our economy  The first
and foremost thing will be the food problem &nd how tosolve 1t
That 1s the problem of our State, of our Republic and of meny States
1n Indie The one method will be to try to concentrate heavy funds on
the 1irrigation schemes and see thet everybody in our Stete, as well as
1n other States, 1s fed In this regard, the Finance Minister has nott a-
ken keen interest 1n preparing this year s budget to improve the existing
irrigetion schemes or to bring up new schemes When we go through
the budget papers, we see 21l the columns for 1967-68 blank Perhaps
the Minister wanted only to maintam all the irrigation works under
Public Works He 1s not bothered about how to bring forth new
schemes and thereby improve the tood situetion 1n the State There
18 no point 1n merely telling about the distribution of what 15 avoi-
lable That 1s not sufficient We need to improve food production
so as to get over the deficit This 1s n important point

‘When we go through all the budget papers, on the irrigation
side almost all the columns are nil  In Chittoor district we have got
a scheme known as Ammapalli project which need herdly Rs 30
lakhs If Rs 30 lzkhs 1s spent on that project 1n Puttur taluk, that
can 1rrigete about 10,000 acres  Simularly, 1f we cen spend about
Rs 50,000 to extend the Araniyar project m Satyaveedu teluk, we
can 1mgate another 5,000 acres By spending smeall sums we can
easily bring troisands and thousends of acres under cultivation
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But the Government are not bothered of bringmg new ayacut under
cultivation  The Government are completely neglecting bringing new
schemes If this is continued, the food problem will remain the same

Sir, we all feel that our Andhra State 15 a surplus State in food
grams If only every mdividual takes two meals a day, our State
will become a worse deficit State This 1s because people are not
able to purchase food gramsat high cost If everybody purchases
food gremns and eats, our State will certainly be a deficit State
Threfore, 1t 1s our duty to teke necessary steps to meet the demands
of the people, and we may have to obtamn foodstuffs from other
States s well  Therefore, 1t 1s very necessary that we should also
think of taking up new schemes

As regards industries, what are the mdustiries devoloped
our State We can see the neighbouring States of Madras and
Mysore I am very close to Madras Many industries have come
up 1 Madras Stete  Perhaps the Government are not doing anything
and excepting reporting the matters to the Central Government they
are not fighting for industries For instance, when the House Sur-
geons represent matters to the Government, they are not giving a
patient hearing  Only when they go on strike, they are thinking of
the problem Threfore, let us concentrate on getting major mndustries
For example, have we got a fertilizer plant 1 our State’
Our State 1s known to be a surplus State m food grains Thousands
and lakhs of acres are being brought under cultivation and we need
fertilizer for increased production  Forthat, it 1s necessary that we
should have a fertilizer plant in our State In the matter of mdus-
tries our State 1s almost blank In this budget, the policy of the
Government seems to be to mamtain normal Government administra~
tion and not do anything else  Perhaps, they refuse to take up any
new scheme Under such circumstances, we need fo rethink abont
this budget to help our State
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Mrs M Godfrey (Nominated—Anglo-Indian) —May I suggest
one single way of developing economy of the country ? I request, Sit,
that strict check be kept on the executive staff of every department
who are prone to bubery and corruption It 1s here that the weakness
exists This executive should be very particular and correct in execut-
ing the orders of the higher-ups Itisnot enough to see that 1t1sat the
lowest cost at which somethimg could be done, but 1t 1s important to
see that the work done 1s not undone within a short time If those
who are entrusted with the execution of schemes work sincerely and
for the welfare of the country and people at large, India should
progress by leaps and bounds A Commuittee should be formed which
will check the work thatis being carried on in bridges and other
industrial enterprises, so that the money that is bemng mvested in

those ventures will not be wasted and the people reap long-lasting
benefits
