and met him He gave me (attested copies lleg (B) peiUnnng to 
the case, after getting them typed at 5 p m. on my 4th visit and 
told me that the Police has closed the case. The Supenntendent of 
Police also told me that with legard to Anti National and Anti Social 
activities of the institution nothing has come to his knowledge Fiom 
there I went stiaight to the Pnncipal, St Gabncl High School and 
met the Pnncipal theie at 1 p m today 2oth Inly It was an optio-
nal holiday and the School was closed, and thei efore no boy was 
piesent theie I enquired the principal and requested him to pioduce 
all the papeis on the subject. The principal told me that after the 
death of the boy the matter was leported to the Police and no letter 
on the subject was issued to the District Educational OfHcei After 
the sctutmy of the school lecoids by the Pnncipal m my presence it 
is established that the tnstitutton did not send any communication to 
the District Educational Officer But however he says that the 
District Educational Officer was verbally informed And he was 
iatei told by the Ex-Principal tha the Distnct Educational Officer 
had been to hts institution on 18th and 19th. As he was engaged 
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otherwise he did not see the Distiict Educational Officer m the
