the ring of the bund has come round the villages and the water that 
would come dunng floods would naturally inundate these villages

6 Lockout/closure from 10-12-1967, 

7 Dismissal of 17 workers 

As normally was not resiored even after the reference, die 
Commissioner of Labour convened a Joint Meeting on 24 1-1968 
The representatives of the Union attended the meeting, but the Direc-
tor o f t h e Company intimated the Commissioner of Ins inability to 
attend, consequent on his indisposition The Government had sub-
sequently, on 1-2-1968, while making a second reieience on the 
following live issues to adjudication prohibited the contmuancc of 
the lockout n the Rolling Mills and strike m the Steel Foundty to 
restore industrial peace -

1 Payment of wages foi the strike penod , 

2 Abolition of contract system m manufacturing process;

to have kept up their woid and have continued to complain against 
each othei even aftei prohibiting the 1 ckout and the strike Theie 
have been icpnsentativ(s fiom the Union that the strike was called 
off, but the management dt-spite puttmg up a notice lifting the luck-
out Pre not allow -ng the woikers to resume duty The management, 
on the othei hand, have repicsented that then Dtrectoi and certain 
othei ofhccis were assaulted and that though the lockout was lifted 
the Union leadcia were pieventmg and stopping the woikers from 
going to \soik m the Factory 

The concerned Regional Assistant Commissioner of Slnamika 
Shakha reported that the Rolling Mills has resumed normal woikmg 
with a complement of 135 workei s excluding monthly paid workers 
The rod cutting section m the Rolling Mills with a complement of 42 
workei s could not be staited as the cables had been burnt Further, 
the management could not take about 250 workers to work as the 
contractor who employs them is leported to be at Calcutta and 20 to 
30 workeis of these contract labour have, however, been taken to 
work It will be possible to absorb the other workers as and when 
the second shift m the Rolling Mills us started It is also reported 
that 57 workers of the Rolling Mills have eithei been dismissed, 
suspended, resigned, removed from seivice oi not reported for duty

mainlining gangsters There is one gang lighting against another 
gang to have the monopoly of the sate of arrack m the areas That

1 have discussed with the ordinary constables, Sub Inspectors They 
have got their own complaints A constabl: lias to maintain with 
Rs 70 or 100 maximum He is unable to maintain The same 
difficulty the others are also having. Unless the suiRcient scales are 
increased for the ordinal y policemen, I do not think they can play a 
prominent part to put dewn this anti Corruption and anti-social 
elements which is a nuisance to the Society, Sir We need to view 
m that view and we need to meet the interests of 'he ordinary police-
man so that We can make them activise in the R Id to put down all 
such things.

doing? Nothing It is only a post-ofHcc to pass on dungs Theic-
fore, we need to tlunk about these things also 

One moie issue A t the taluk level the fahsildi- a Gazetted 
Officer, t h c B D O is a Gazetted OfRcei, t h e D o c t o i is a Gazetted 
o^cer Well , the Inspector say 'I am not a Gazetted olhcei ' He 
feels mferioiity complex befoie the Gazetted cfltceis When we h.nu 
done all such things at the taluk level we need to ptomotc or bring 
up the Inspectors also to the gazetted lank so that they wdl have 
equal status to maintain the law and ordei m the taluk levels 

There are many depaitments which do not need jeeps but arc 
having jeeps The Police department is most essential department 
at the taluk level Aftei all, there may be I G P or D I G they may 
not do anything m the lowei levels but it is the oidm u y Pohcc below 
the ranle of Inspectors who have to do many things Thcieioie , evey 
circle needs to be provided with jeeps This is most essential There 
are very many departments which do not need ]eeps For e\amp!o, 
the Industries Department Why do they need jeeps, Sn ? The 
Education department Why do they need jeeps, Sn '! Whereas for 
Police it is necessary for various obvious things Theiefoie a jeep 
for a Circle and not for D S P as M r Thimma Reddy has suggested 
has to be provided This is necessary for meeting ccrtam tlnugs So, 
m view oi these things the Government has to take a little moie 
serious attitude for these suggestions 

Regarding the mist se of powei by the Police, just now Mi 
Rajeswararao was telling one incident where in one Kanugula village 
m Sircilla taluk it is alleged that a person murdered his wife on 
1-2-1968 There were no ].roceedmgs m the matter ! he Police and 
the aHeged murderer's side patched up with Rs 3,000 and {the case 
ended I also believe, and I was told that the decejsed's brother 
gave a petition to the I G P to enquire into th matter When sucll 
things are gonrg on, certainly we cannot tolciate We need a stern 
attitude In these matters 

Coming to Jails I have got only one suggestion There is a 
proposal m the Budget speech that the department is thinking oi the 
Minister is think,ng to hand ovei the sub-jails for sup rvision to the 
Jail Department M o s t w o . s t o f i t , Sir A t present m sub-Jdihif 
is only the uuweHprisoneis and convicted pnsoners who aie under-
going less than a month who are kept there Such prisoneis will bo 
m the safe hands o f ? Magistrate rather than the Jail Department. 
Therefore, for Heaven's sake and for God's sake let it not be changed 
Let it be m the hands of the Judical officers themselves so th 't they 
may take care of the<r own boys as their children under whom they 
are m the sub Jails 

These are the few suggestions I have got to make.
