The Mumister for Agriculture (Sri P. Thimma Reddy) :—(@)
The Indo-Japanese Agricultural Farm Experts arrived at Bapatla on
24-12-1967 to visit the farm and had discussions regardmng the future
programme of the ferm.
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The following expenditure was incurred on the project during
the three years of its existences.

In addition, a sum of Rs. 3,71,312 was spent on non-recurring
items of expenditure like construction works, machinery etc. the
Government of Japan has borne the cost of services of the Japanese
staff, machinery, equipment, tools, spare parts and other materials
required for the establishment and operation of the Farm while the
State Government have borne the cost of the farm staff, supply and
replacement of machinary wherever necessary, requisite buildings and
farm site and suitably furnished accommodation for the Japanese
staff and thejr families.

(b) The venture was taken up for the purpose of demonstra-
tion of new agricultural techniques in paddy cul.ivation by Japanese
technicions and for the use of improved agricultural machinery and
implements operated by wanuel, animal and machine power with a
view to assess their surtability and acceptabil.ty under Iddian condi-
tions. It isreported by the Andhra Pradesh Agricultural University
that the Farm did not fulfill the objectives for which it was started:

(c) and (d) The present agreement with the Government of
Japan regarding the Indo-Japanese Agricultural Demonstration Farm
Bapatla efpires in May, ‘968. The A. P. Agricultural University
which 1s in charge of the Farm considers that the primary objectives
for which the Farm was started can be fulfilled by its own technicians
already trained in Japanese methods of cultivation in Japan for vary-
ing veriods The A P. Agricultural University put up on integrated
proposal with the Japanese Farm Experts suggest ng a revised pattern
where 1 the Farm would be managed by Indian personal supported
by one or two Japansese technicians and would serve more as an ext-
ension-cum-demonstration cen.re for farmers training and have an
attached workshop, so that the Japanese emplment, could be tested
and redesigned to out the Indian conditions. These proposals have

not been accepted by the Japanese Farm Experts and hence the discon-
tmuance of the Farm.

(b) Consequent to the enactment of integrated Andhra Pras
de:h Gram Panchayats Act, 1964 for both Andhra and Telangana re-
gions; draft rules governing the recruitment®and service conditions of
the employees of Gram Panchayats have been issued in G. O. 580;
Panchayati Ray, dated 22-7-67. These rules will be confirmed after
cons'dering the suggestions received.

The existing bridge at M. 18/7 across Nallamada vagu on Guatur-
Parchur road (old Madras road) at Pedanandipadu is an old masonary
arched bridge built several decades ago, having a 5 spans of 28 feet
each with 14 feet roadway. A portion of the bridge collapsed during
floods on 26 7-1965. Two spans of the bridge collapsed as the pier
supporting the two spans partially tilted out of its position and mov-
ed down stream due to undermining of its foundation. The pier also
sank due to scouring of foundation soils and was overturned
The pier towards Parchur side developed cracks. The two vents on
Pedanandipadu (Guntur) side were partially covered by silt and these
vents are not discharging flood fully. The bridge is located in a
wrong position on account of which the vents on Parchur side are
scoured and those on Pedanandipadu get blocked by silt deposits.

As soon as the bridge collapsed, the Executive Engineer,
(R & B) Ongole made immediate temporary arrangements to restore
pedestrian traffic by providine a footpatch bridge and making turning
arrangements for the buses and other vehicular traffic. The bridge

actually requires 160’ lenial water way to pass flood discharge against
140’ now existing.

As the utilisat'on of the existing bridge by making temporary
improvisation is not desirable in view of the further development of
the cracks 1n the existing structure, the Superintending Engmeer,
Roads and Buildings, Eluru has proposed re-construction of a bridge,
270 feet downstream of the existing collapsed bridge with 4 spans of
40 feet each at an estimated cost of Rs. 5 75 lakhs. After examining
the propesal, the Chief Engineer (R. & B.) was requested to consider
its inclusion in thePlan programme for 1958-69,s1ace 1t 1s not possbile
fo take upthe work of reconstruction of the bridge during the course
of the current year due to paucity of funds. The Chief Engineer,howe-
ver, reported that there was no scope of its inclusion in the Pian pro-
gramme of 1968-69 since the plan ceiling for 1968-69 does not
suffice even for spill-over works of the 3rd plan amounting to

The Divisional Officers will be held perso-
nally responsible for .he corr.ctness of the representation made by
them. The gemuine cases are being sanctioned and if is incorrect to
say that persons who satisfied the conditions were sancti.ned or
denied. During the current year, that is to say, 1957-68, an amount
of Rg. 1,81,76,000 only is provided in the budget for the scheme, out
of which an amount of Rs. 27.19,000 only at th: rate of Rs. 1,35,950
foffeach district has Leen released to the District Collector in the
first instance.

Sri B. Ratnasabhapatr :—He says that tae Chief Mirndister will
deal with those cases at the appropriate time. May I know the
‘““appropriste tsme’’ and what 1t means 7 Will the answer be given to

me for those one or two charges m the Assembly by the Chief Minis-
ter.

Sr1 N. Chenchurama Naidu :—1It is left o _hm. He will give

it at the approprite time. Allotment of some Beddi Leaf Unit to
Maddoor Co-operatrve Society.

Mr. Speaker :—Mr. Naida Garu, the point 18 this: He has
made very serious allzgations agaimst you. I mean, it 1s for you to
answer them or you are not bouud to answer them , it is left to yom,
There is no quest.on of my compelling you to asswsr thaose charges
or not. But if you say th t Chief Ministe- is going to deal with them
at the appropr ate time and »f those charges go umanswered before
this House, the public arc at Liberty to draw thewr own inference.
I would leave 1t to you ; § am wot compeling anybody to answer R
is left to you. What he said was, regarding charges (Iy and (2) or
something-I did not hea. him properly -the Chiefl Minister will dea}
with those charges 4t the approprite time. Ido not kmow what he
means by ‘“apprepriate time."”

Sr1 K. Brahmananda Reddy :—He is prepared to amswer, in
tact. The Minister himself is prepared to answer those, but because,
I was Tooking mto one of those cases, I thoight, § must complese it
so that F can teH the House at a later spage after I look inio them.

Mr. Speaker :—That means, 1t won't be today ?
Sri K Brahmananda Reddy :—No, 3,
M. Speaker :—Some time hence.

Sri K. Brahmasanda Reddy : ~-Some tune hener, but ! wifl,
because it 13 bging gone inte, M w, this is not the ap riafe time
before we gather other majenial and ses other things, This is not the
appropriate tune to say amytimg now that.

Mr. Speaker :—It is left to you.

Srt N. Chanchurama Naidu :—Allotment of some Beedi Lauf
Unit to Maddoor Co-operative Society: The bon. Member had
thade adlegations whick in substance medns that T had showm umive
favour to-the above Seciety in graming the Beedi Leaf Unit. I may
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submit, at the outset, that it has been the policy of the Government
to encourage co-operative society, more 5o, the societies to which
the members are poor and belong to backward classes. Keeping in
view this fact, the Leaf Units in Kamareddy Division were allotted
by the Goverpment to the society at a rental of Rs. 2,63,900. The
same units fetched in the open auction last year a sum of Rs. 2,03,000
It can be seen that the Government had in fact raised list year the
sale price by 30% in fixing the rentals. ‘his was done keeping i
view the rise in the market prices. I must emphatically say that
only because 2 person had offered with or without backing so much
offer, the Government cannot sacrifice a policy particularly when it
is aff.cting adversely the interests of the poor people who f rmed
themselves into 2 co-operative society for mutual benefit. I may
also say that it 1s not as though I had granted this contract on my
own account, buf had obtained the concurrence of the Chief Minister
also. I humbly submit that there is no selfish motive involved m
this transactions and the orders were passed in good faith to help
poor and deserving people.

Quashing line levied in respect of Maddipenta coup: The
hon Member has alleged that the Government had unnecessarily
mterfered and set aside heavy penalties totalling Rs 70,000. The
hon. Member made 1t appear that I had interest and motive .n pass-
g an order beneficial to the contractor. I place the facts of the
case before the House.

One Mr. Hussain Saheb had purchased a bamboo coup for Rs.
82,000 n open auction. He represented to the Government among
other things that he was precluded from using a particular route in
transporting the bamboo though he was initially made to understand
that the particular route was to be allowed for transport He had
also represented that the Departmental staff were not allowing him to
use the route and wanted suitable orders to be given for the use of
the route. After consulfing the CCF and on the advice of the Depa-
rtment that the route requested for use by the contractor was ¢ e
public right of way and that the Department should have given ail
the facilities to the Contractor, having got a {huge sale price, I had
in fact passed orders to allow the use of the particular route requested
by the contractor. Orders were issued on 8 8-1966. Before the DFO
received the orders on 14--8--1966, he cancelled the contract and
lived a fine totalling Rs. 55,454. I must point out here that of this
total fine of Rs. 49,800 was lived only on the ground that the contr
actor used the route he has been requesting for. The balance of
five thousand and odd was levied for a variety of miscellaneous items
and only Rs, 1,644 related to the damaged crops. It can be seen
that a fine of Rs. 65,454 was completely out of proportion t> the sale

val}le of Rs. 82,200, The Government also felt that the D.F.O’s
action had overtones of mala fide intentions.

g Sri B. Ratnasabhapathi :—I would Iike to have one clarifica-
ion.

Sr1 N. Chenchurama Naidu :—The Government has annulled
the D.F.O."s orders and wanted the Conservator to examine ’t?lt
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penalties levied by the D.F.O. In the courss of the enquiry, the
Conservator felt that the fine of Rs. 49,800 was uncalled for 1n view
of the fact that the Government had i fact conceied his request.
The point I want to make clear 1s that when an irregular, inequitable
and unjust order was brought to the notice of the Government, I have
passed an order which I consider equitable and just in the light of the
facts before me. To say that I had some ulterior motives 1 1t ha
has no substanceand is a mere {abrcation.

Sr1 B. Ratnasabhapathi .-There are two points)One pomt here is
this: When afine was levied by the D.F.O., the arbitrator or the
appelate autho-rity is the Collector. The Corlector here has been

bypassed and theContractor came to the Misfer.

Mr. Speaker :—Please show the provision under which an
appeal lies to the Collector. What is the provision under which an
appeal lies to the Coliector, and not to the Government or the Chief
Conservator or somebody ?

Sr1 B. Patnasabhapathi:—There is provision.

Mr. Speaker :--Why don’t you quote the provision ?
Sri B. Ratnasabhapathi :—There 1s the Forest Act.
Mr. Speaker :(—Please quote 1t.

Sri B. Ratnasabapathi : —1I did not expect this sort or question
but the Minister himself did not contrdict that point I raised here’

Mr. Speaker :—Why should the Mimuster contradict ?  When
you say that against the orders of the DFO, an appeal lies to the
Collector, please quote the provision under which an appeal lies to
the Coliector.

Mr. Speaker:—I would get the Forest Act in no time.

f1i B. Ratnasabapathi :—Anot er point. This is a prohibited
rastha. The rastha which the contractor was allowed to use later is
a prohibited one. Even at that time when the contract was given to
him, it was made very clear that rastha should net be used for frans-
porting the bamboo from that area and therefore so many people who
came for placing tenders at the time of auction went back, because
that rastha was not going to be given to themand they knew that
they would incur losses. That 1s why, they did not bid in tender. It
was plainly prohibited and su-sequently—

Mr. Speaker :(—Whatever that may be, you have heard the
explanation now given by the Minister ~He says that this was a
rastha which was being used by the public and at the time when 1t
was auctioned als> the understanding was that he would be permifted
to use that rastha.
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Sri B. Ratnasabapathi :— No, Sir.

Mr. Speaker :—That 1s the explanation which the Minister has
given Now, m violation of this, after the contract was given to bim,
this contractor was not aliowed to use that rastha and on the ground
that he used that rastha 1he DFQ, for his own very good reasoms,
mposed a heavy penalty of 46,000 or so.

Sri B. Ratnasabapathi :—But what is there 1n the report of the
DFO?

Mr. Speaker :—Action had been taken agamst the DFO.
Sr1 B. Ratnasabapathi :—This fine was imposed by the DFO.,

Mr. Speaker :--He said, 1t is mala fide on the part of the DFO
who rather harassed the contractor for his own good reasons and now
naturally the Government must have taken action against him. You
can certainly ask what action Government has tafien against the DFO.
Please inform him. Was any action taken agamst him? Was he
departmentally dealt with or were any charges framed against him ?

Sr1 N. Chenchuramanaidu :—The Departnent might have
taken against him.

Mr Speaker :—You are not very sure whether any action was
taken or not.

Sr1 N Chenchurama Naidu :—Government have not taken.
Concession granted to one, pending payment cf dues on the basis of
simple mertgage of property - The hon Member had alleged that
some 1rregularity was commuitted in granting some t me for payment
of dues 1n respect of some timber contracts. I place the facts of the
case before the House.

The contractor had taken three timber coupsat a sale value of
Rs. 3,47,000. He had paid at the time of making this request a sum
of Rs.2,46,500, leaving a balance of Rs. :,00,5J0as dues to the
Government. As per Rules, Extraction of Timber et:., three coups
1s allowed only to the extent of payment made. The contractor has
represented that there was a slump inthe timbertrade and that he was
n no position to make payments due and as such requested that he
may be allowed to extract the balance of timber etc., on credit basis
subject to, however, accepting the mortgage of some of his properts’r
te cover the arrears due from him. ‘This request I found to be reaso-
nable. In fact, a similar requests were made and granted in cases of

Kagaznagar Division and also in Bhadrachalam Division. By grant-
ing the request, the Government was postponing the due dates for
realisation of the arrea-s that too within the lease period and the con”
tractor was required to pay the pemal interest on the delayed payments®
Fusther, the concession granted also provided fer sale of morta
ged propesty by the Government to make good the arrears doe i case
the contractor did not meke payments even on the postponed dates.
Thus, the Government interests were fully safeguarded. Fusther, I
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feel that 1f such simp'e concessions not affecting the Government 1n”
terests at all and at the same time earning the goodw-ll of the contra-
ctors are note xtended.it maynot be possible 10 attract disgruntled con-
tractors to participate infuture anctions and to that extent the compet-
tion vylll be [ost and the Government are likely to suffer. Further, I
submit that in this simple transaction of granting a concession not
affecting the Government’s interests, I had no selfish interest to serve
and the hon. member’s allega.ion to thut extemrt has no basis.

Sr1 N. Chenchurama Naidu ‘—-The hon. Mamber has alleged
that I had taken the assistance of the Forest Oficers and raised the
election fund., I submut before the House that this is another baseless
allegation and is not a fact. The hon. member had also alleged that
in respect of the Conservator of Forests I had helped them in their
personal matters in return for the assistance they allegedly rendered
in raismg the election fund. [ humbly submit that this is a distoration
of facts. The hon. members may be aware that an all India Service,
pamely, Indian Forest Service was constitued like
I. A S. and I.P.S. At the initial constitut:on of the above service,
the State Forest Officers were consider-d for appointment on the basis
of their personal files and confidential records, the selection to be
made by a selection Committee appointed for the purpose. The Govt.
of India had in fact indicated that in certain cases the adversz remarks
and allegations were not brought fo the notice of the Officers concer-
ned with a view to obtain their replies and explanitions and suggested
that such a course of action should be taken m all cas:s. Keeping
this i view and also on the basis of the severa! represe.tations recer-
ved on the adverse remarks, the Government expunged the remarks
not only in the case of these two conservators referied to by the hon.
member but in respect of several other Cffic.rs also, To say that I
had done a written favour to these ’onservators had therefore neither
substance nor 1s it a fact, The hon. member had alleged that [ had
comnutted certain wcregularities in promoting some Rangers as Assis-
tant Conservator of Forests without obtan ng the concurrence of the
Public Service Commussion. If the member intends to g ve the impre-
ssion that the intention was to disregard the -ervice Commission, I
submit he was mistaken. It so happened that certain vacancies of
Asst. Conservator of Forests arose. With duz regard to the time
likely to be lost in coirespondence with the Service Commussion and
the exigencies of service, it was considered proper to draw up a tem-
porary list of Range Officers on the basis of thewr servize record. Ac~
cordingly, panel of names was prepared and temporary promations
were given to the Rangers, peading consuitation with the Servie
Commussion in Ginalising the list I therefore, submit that these pro-
mot:ons made now are purely temporary and such temporary promo-
tions from a temporary panel of Officers 1s nct a new thing and many
Departments do it with due regard to the exigencies of service. I.Io

submit here that correspondence 1s on with the Service Commission
with a view to finalise the list of Range Officers fir for promotion. I
also submit that in preparing the temporary panel no moiives we'e
involved and much less any self interest. The hon. member I feel
could Mave gathered all these particulers and ox mined thew beforg
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placing before the House. If only he had found out from me the de-
tails of each case, T am sure, he would aot have taken recourse to
place these baseless allegations before the House. I feel 1t is impro-
per on his part to have raised such baseless allegations on the floor of
this House.

Sri B. Ratnasabhpathi: — One submission, Sir.

Mr. Speaker:— So far as the right of appeal 1s c-ncerned,
there is no provision made either 'n the Act or under the rules under
which a contractor can prefer an appeel to the Collector.

Please understand me aright When I say it causes
muschief, mischief 1s done by damaging the reputation of an 1ndivi-
dual or a member of the House or a Minister.

Sr1 T. Nagi Reddy :—How can it be helped ? I would like to
know how this caa be helped. It can be helped only by one way-
by not bringing any 1ssue of such a nature to the Floor of the House
and thus shut our mouth. That way, we could see that no mischisf
could be done, Otherwise, what else ?

Mr. Speaker :—1I am not saying that members have no right fo
make allegations or anything.

I am not
attributimg anp motive to anybody. But the effect of 1t is that. When
you were makng the allegations, the Deputy Speaker was in the
Chair ; he never objected to your making allegations. If that were
50, I could have come here and said ““that should be expunged from
the records” I have that right. I did not do it. When youn make
serious allegations, give them opportumty to defend themselv s. Let
them have an opp rtunity. He has made a statement of fact and the
Chief Minister has assured the House that he i1s going to enquire
into these things and inform the House at a later stage. What he
said was that if yout still pursue and want to make political of it,
that should not be so. You have made allegations against the
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Minister allegmng that he has misused his powers or abused his powers
for his own private ends or selfish ends. That 15 one thing. Over
and above that, he said, if you say, for helping his part or something
like that mn election purposes — if you say that, naturaliy it comes
as a political matter.

Sr1 T. Nagt Reddy :—Not necessarily. Corruption can be of
two kinds. Cosruptiion can be perronal; corruption may be politi-
cal. Malavaya’s corruption was said to be political coriuption.

Mr. Speaker :—I might be corrupt. I might make money.
Once I make money I must spend 1t either for political purposes or
for my own personal ends How are you concerned with that asto
how I spend it?

Sri1 T. Nagi Reddy :—That 1s not the point. After having used
political power i which you are placed temporarily—having used
that power to collect funds immorally for political purposes—that is
what the charge was, as I understand Sr1 Ratnasabhapath: yesterday.
Such kind of charges have been made and made successfully, That
is what I am bringi: g to your aotice in the case of Central Ministers_

Mr. Speaker :—It 1s immadterial, after having made money,
whethe: one spends 1t for political purposes or for his own personal
ends. How are you concerued with that -

$:1T Nagi Reddy :—In my opinion, both these things are
dangerous. One is much more dangerous because political corrup-
tion ends in political demoralization and political mail-administra-
tion.

DeMAND No. XVII (EDUCATION) IN THE ANDHRA PRADESH
LEGISLATIVE ASSEMBLY 1968-69.

Mir. Speaker, Sir,

I rise to present the budget demand under Education for the
year 1968-69.

The total demand for Education is Rs. 34,23,94,000 which
includes a sum of Rs. 2, 5,66,000 for the Fourth Plan Schemes, This

amount ccvers the requirements of Genmeral Education, Public
Libraries, Technical Education and Director, N.C C.

ADMINISTRATION

The offices of Director of Higher Education, and Director of
Public Instruction have bsen merged, abolishing the post of Director
of Public Fustruction, in I.A S. cadre and the post of Dircctor of
Higher Education has been conve:ted mto Director of Public Instru-
ction of the combined Directorate with effect from 5-10-1967.

GENERAL EDUCATION

Tte plan outlay has been drasitically out down dueto low
cetling. The new schemes aimed at qualifative improvement could
not be included in the plan programme for the year 1968-69. How
ever the schemes which have been already put on ground in the
precedmg year have been adjusted within the plan outlay by reducing
the provisions in order to conform to the ceiling. A provision of
Rs. 30,30,89,80) has been provided vmder non-plan Budget for
1968~69. Due to economy measures 100 training sections were
abolished durmng the year 1967-6% ard 4° posts of Gazetted Head-
masters were downgraded to non-Gazetted posts. As such the-inorease
in the provision for 1968-69 compared to the year 967-68 islow.

The State Government 1s implementing the Fourth Plan U.G.C.
scales of pay n all affiliated colleges for Genera: Education and
teacher-training and Oriental Colleges with effect from 1-4-1' 66.
Arrears due in respect of 1966-67 amounting o Rs.'46 96 lakhs are
being paid before the end of the financial year 196768 and- arrears in
respect of 1967-68 amounting to Rs. 58.36 lakhs will be paid early in
the financial year 1 68-69.

SECTORWISE FEATURES OF 1967 68 IN GENERAL EDUCATION

1. FElementary Education.—As a matter of policy trained
Graduate Headmasters, Secondary Grade Teachers, Language Pandits
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and other Specialist Teachers have to be provided to the schools
having classes VI and VII. In view of the financial stringency the
scheme has been implemented in a phased mannes. An additional
enrolment of 50,000 pupils is anticipated in classes I to V and 40,00
in classes VI to VII.

2. Secendary Education:—Ounly the following two new
schemes have been taken up during the year 1967-68-

1. Maintenance of staff employed in additional sections
opened in 1ncomplete high  schools during 1967-68 at a
cost of Rs. 14.19 lakhs.

2. Admitting such of the middle schools to aid during 1967-68
which were upgraded into high schools m 1965-66. This
scheme involves a financial commitment of Rs. 13.80 lakhs.

Under the scheme No. 1 cited above additional sections have
been opened in 83 Government Secondary Schools and 143 teachers
have been appointed. Simiarly the number of teachers
appointed 1 Local Body and Aided Schools was 5§59 and 66 respec-
tively 1 addition to the appointment of ministerial staff.

Under the scheme second cited, 525 teachers i Local Body
schools and 57 teachers 1n Aided schools were maintained in addition
to certain clerical staff and menials.,

UNIVERSITY EDUCATION

1. Establishment of New University Centers :—Three Post-
Graauate cenfres at (1) Guntur, (1i) Anantapur and (ui) Warangal
have been started with the Post-Graduate courses during this year
itself. Provision of Rs. 1.00 lakh was made 1n the plan budget to-
wards this scheme. Subsequently this has been raised to Rs, 10.00
lakhs to be met by reappropriation.

2. Additional Enrolment and Expansion facilities :—During
the current year nine (5 Day and 4 Evening) Colleges for General Edu-
cation under aided management, two Day and three Evening Colleges
under Government management havs been permitted to be opened.
Two Colleges under Oriental Education have also been permitted to
be opened during the year.

Besides these next higher classes have a so been started 1n
colleges that were established 1n the year 1966-67 and a few new
courses have also been started in some of the existings for General
Education.

PLAN PROGRAMMES FOR 1968-69

Elementary Education :—A provision of Rs. 49.60 lakhs has
been made for the maintenance of con:inuing schemes.

Secondary Education :—An amount of Rs 106.85 lakhs (inclu-
ding Rs. 8.37 lakhs under Capital outlay) has been provided in the
plan budget for the year 1968-69 for the mamntence of the continuing
schemes. As announced already by the Chief Minister in the House,
education for boys also would be made free at the High School stage,
with effect from 1968-69.

TECHNICAL EDUCATION

The year 1967-68 is mainly confined to consolidation of the
institutions already started during the earlier plans and in the year
1966-6". The accent was more on providing the deficit equipment,
staff and buildings for the existing mstitutions. No expansion pro-
gramme was taken up and no new instifutions were started. The
outlay for the year 1967-68 was o1:gunally fixed at Rs. 53.25 lakhs and
was reduced at the end of the year to Rs. 47.92 lakhs.

The annual intake at Degree and Deploma levels as at the end
of 1966-67, viz., 1855 and 3743 respectively was maintained. The
annual i.take 1a the Junior Technical Schools was however limifed
to 360.

The total outlay of the Fourth Plan for Technical Education
has been fixed at Rs. 425 crores. The outlay for the year 1968-69 is
fixed at Rs. 45.00 lakhs tentatively Provision has been made in
this outlay for commutted expenditure of all the continuing schemes
of the Fourth Plan as also for completion of development of the insti-
tutions spilled over from the eatlier plans. About 50 of this outlay
1s earmarked for essential bu Idings for these institutions and for pro-
viding deficit equipment. Besides, provision was made for the deve-
lopment of the Nagarjunasagar Engineering College at Hyderabad
started in 1965-66. A few schemes for improvemeni of standards
like practical training of technical teachers and intensive practical

training for students are also included. No other expansion pro-
gramme 15 contemplated  Proavision 1s, however, made for starting
the new Government Polytechnic for Women at Guntur, which counld
not be actually opened n 1967-68 for want of Buildings.

Though the working group on Technical Education which met
at New Delht on 30-11-1967 recommended an outlay of Rs. 55.25
lakhs for 1968-69 {his amount could not be provided due to the limi-
ted resources position

Due to the above reason and also the present unsatisfactory
employment position of engmeers, no expansion of physical facilities
1s contemplated 1n the year 1968-69.

PUBLIC LIBRARIES

The provision for the Department under non-plan for 1968-69
is Rs. 23,50,700 out of which Rs. 13.00 lakhs 15 towards the charges
on account o~ Andhra Pradesh Public Libraries Act, 1960. A sum
of Rs. 1.71 lakhs is provided for the payment of spe:ial grants to 9
Local Library Authorities in Telangana area for the purchase of
tooks, equipment and for the maimnfenance of existing libraries A
sum of Rs. 1.80 lakhs 1s set apart for the payment of grants in-aid to
the aided libraries and the rest for the mamntenance and improve
ment of Government Libraries.

The plan outlay for the yzar 1968-69 is Rs 300 lakhs which
is just sufficient for the continuance ot schemes already commenced,
such as construction of buildings for Dist-ict Central Libraries, Main-
tenance of the Branch Libraries opened during the previous years of
the plans, etc. Assoon as the finances of the State improve, the
various schemes incorporated and appreved i Fourth Plan, with an
outlay of Rs. 70.00 lakhs will be taken up for implementation.

Progress made during 1967-68 :— Schedules for classifying
books in the Urdu lahguage under Dewey Decimal sysiem were pre-
pared by the Department, similar to the classification schedules pre-
pared for classification of books in Telugu. This ensures not only
uniformity 1n classification but also the latest addition 1o book stock
being made available to the public wit1 the least delay. Durmg the
year, about 1,60,000 books were classified. To give a further fillip
to the develpoment of reading habit, the system of ‘“Home Delivery
of Books’” was introduced in Krishna, Cuddapah, Karimnagar and
Chittoor Districts to be eventually extended to other districts when
finances perm.t. ““Ticket Method”’ of 1ssue of books was introduccd
in more number of Branch Libraries. ‘‘Open Access’® system - was
extended to other Branch Libraries and some more aided Iibraries,
where the closed s stem was still in vogue. The inter-Iibrary loan
system has now been put on an even keel and has become very
popular, more 5o in the prese. t economic difficuity, rendering increase
in the provision for purchase of new books difficult.

zspite the unfavourable budgefory position, the number of
librar es 1ncreased from 2,750 at the end of March, 1966 to 3,565 at
the end of Mar h, 1967 which figures include the wbraries declared
eligible for aid under rule 10 {1) of the Andhra Pradesh Public Libra-
ries Rules 1961. Apart from this there are about 3,000 wunaided
libraries in the State.
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The book stock in all the Public Libraries in the State was
2,232,900 at the end of March, 1567 as against 2,196,000 at the end
of March, 1966. The average number of readers per day was about
1 9.200 the number of books consulted in the premises per day was
149,900 and the average number of books lent for home reading pe
day was 117,800 The corresponding figures for the previous years
were 110,000, 127,000 and 115,600 respectively.

Under the pilot project launched during 1965-56, for the
expansion of Library facilities in rural areas, a special grant of Rs.
48,100 was sanctioned to the Local Library Authorities, Hyderabad
District, Cuddapah, etc., for the i nprovement of the Branch Libra-
ries opened during the previous years under the scheme. Besides a
special grant of Rs 1.71 lakhs was sanctioned to the Local Library
Authorities in Telangana area for the purchase of bonks, equipment.,
etc.. and for the maintenance of existing libraries.

At present 82 diploma ho'ders and 304 certificate holders are
working in the Public Libraries under the control of the Government
and the Local Library Authorities in the State.

Government have recently sanctioned the establishmet of an
Oriental Manuscripts Library, under the contr~l of the Department of
Archives, with the larger number of manuscripts available in the
Manuscripts section of the State Central Library and those trans-
ferred from Madras now under the custody o Venkateswara Univer-
sity, Trrupati.

NATIONAL CADET CORFS

A provision of Rs. 4,75,000 and Rs 46,58,600 has been made
2 plan and non-plan budget estimates for 1968-69.

Compulsory training has been reduced from 3 years to 2 years.
This resulted in fall of cadet strength. In spite of this all efforts
have been made to enrol all eligible students to N, C C. and the
enrolment figure is 105,939 as against the target of 108,387.

The N. C. C. activities during the year have been very satis-
factory 1 spite of the various difficulties experienced due to cut in
budgetory expenses and student strikes.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION

The XIII National Championship of the Schools Games Feder-
ation of India (Winter Meet) was conducted at Hyderabad in the Lap-
Bahadur Stadium m the 1st week of February, 1968 The Scheme of
National Physwal Efficiency Drive was conducted jn ab_oat 500 Fébting:
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Centres throughout the State this year on a vigorous and large scale
in the last week of January, 1968.

CULTURAL AFFAIRS

. The Government have sanctioned grants to a tune of Rupees
1,80,000 during 1967-68 to private mstitutions and mdividuals, etc.,
towards the cultural activities, publication of books, for conducting
centenary celebrations to great men, to poor students for undergoing
training mn Music, Dance, etc., and to reputed sportsmen who are in
indigent circumstances, etc.  Grants are also sanctioned towards
Inter-State Exchange of Cultural Troupes.

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE TO MEN OF LETTERS AND ART

An amount of Rs. 1,34,000 was sanctioned as financial assis,
tance to men of Letters and Arts who are in mdigent circumstances”
during the year 1967-68.
