STATEMENT OF THE MINISTER FOR REVENUE AND CIVIL
SUPPLIES ON THE FUTURE POLICY OF FOODGRAINS
PROCURE 4ENT

The ““Crop-year’’ commences from 1st November. New paddy
starts coming into the market by that time. Government have been
giving ser ous thought 12 the past few weeks to give shape to the
future policy and programme for prccurement of cereals from the in-
coming crop 1n the State much in advance of the market arrivals.

Government discussed with some members of the Legislature,
representatives of the mulling mndustry, Collectors of some of the
districts and officials of the Food Corporation of India. The proposals
contained m th:s policy statement are the result of detailed and lengthy
deliberations with the various interests.

NATIONAL Foop PoLicy

Avaitability of sufficient quantity of foodgrams has been a
crucial factor 1n our national economy for several years past. In the
year 1966, the total quantity of imported foodgrains was of the order
of 10.4 million ionnes though it may te less in the current year.
This continued dependence on the mported foodgrains of such mag-
mtude is fraught, 1n the long rus, with grave dangers. There has
been progressive crosion in the stock-pile of food even n the exporting
countries of the world. There would thus te no alternative to the
compulsion of pruning down imports - of foodgrans. Emphasis has
therefore to be laid on the need to make nigher internal procurement
of cereals which, in the current year, 1s just about 4 million tonnes
while the imports would be over 9 mullion tonnes The creation of a
National Buffer Stock of foodgrains which had eluded us in the past
two years (when there was draught n some parts of the country) has
now assumed importance m the light of the expected bumper crop.
In view of the good monsoon, there 1s an expectation that the food-
gram yield in the country may touch the level of 90 million tonnes.

The Conference of the Chief Ministers held recently in New
Delh: has recognised the need to builc a buffer stock of two to three
million tonnes of cereals. In order to achieve this object, it may be
necessary to make an internal procurement by all States of a quantity
of 7 to 8 million tonnes. The Unioa Food Minisser has therefore
called for maximisation of procurement to enable the building up of
the national buffer stock.

PERFORMANCE OF ANDHRA PRADESH IN 1966-67

In .he pasi three years, Andhra Pradesh experimented with
varioys modes of procurement., Several orders were Promulgated
undcr the Essential Commodities Act to achieve the purpose. The
State 1s a seperate zone: within the Pradesh, the 20 districts were
grouped mto 12 b.ocks fur exercis'ng movement control.  There is in
force a price confrol and also an order for declaiation of stocks, The
District Collectors are vested with powers to re-usition stocks.
There is one hundred per cent levy on the mills for delivery of rice

Andhra Pradesh procured 1n first ten mouths o 2
year 5.89 lakhs tonaes of rice through mill levy and exgglrl:efihg ’lc; rlgiig: ‘
tonnes of rice toplaces outside the State. The exports to placeé outside
the State were channelled through the Food Corporation of India. In
the current year, no mllets were proewed; but restition on .thexr
moment with the State were removed The co.operatives in the
State enjoy monopely for export of maize from the State and the
Registrar of Co-operative Societies is the authority to issue permzt;
for export of maize.

In order to mect he needs of the consumers in / ndhra radesh
Government of India made available 1,12,000 tonnes of wheat and
2,£00 tornes of milo 1n the first 10 months of the current Crop year.

TARGET FOR PROCUREMENT IN [1967-68 :

Production cf price in Andhra Pradesh during 1966-67 was
estumated to have been of the order of 42 lakh tonnes and :t is hoped
that nearly 14 per cent of this production will have been procured
before the end of the crop year. It isfoo early to venture an esti-
mate of the production m the ensumng year but looking at the favou-
rable seasonal coaditions, 1t may not be unrealistic to assum that the
yield in the ensuing year may be something more than of the cuarrent
year. The State Government therefore feels that the taget for the
procurement of rice may be fixed at the level of one mullion tonnes
3 lakh tonnes in the first crop (7 lakh tonnes mm the first and second
crop).

SALIENT FEATURES OF THE NEW PoLricy

The future policy of procurement will have the three following
broad guide-lines .-

(a) Open-market purchase of paddy by the Food Corporation
of India with pre-emption rights ;

(b) a percentage levy on rice mills; and

(c) 2 graduated producer—levy on all big ‘armers above an
exemption limut.

Withi the frame-work of the above guide lines, the prog-
ramme will be prepared to embody the following features :—

(1) The 20 distrtcts 1 the States will be re-grouped in six
blocks as shown in the Appendix) ;

(2) Within each block. free market operations will prevail;

(3) A minimum support price to ihe producer will continue
to be malntained all over the State ;

(4 The Collectors in the districts will fix the targets for eac
mill for delivery of price on the basis of milling capacity. The fulfil.
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ment of the target shall be completed within a stipulated time after
which the mills will be free to go mn for open market francactions.
Till then, the Collectors will have coatro! over the production i the
mills but they may allow certain percentage to be released by the
mulls for local consumption.

(5 The procurement price of rice taken from the mills wih
be fixed;

(6) The producer, after he delivers paddy under the levy oider
at procurement price, 1s free fo market the rest of the gram m the
open market within the block;

(7 The Food Corporation of India will secuie and stock
chemucal fertilisers and distribute the same at fixed rates amongs the
producers who deliver paddy under the levy erder ;

(8) The Food Corporotion of India will lozate paddy purcha-
sing centres (where there are no regulated markets) which n any case
may not be farther than 10 miles from the producers’ places

®) The Food Corporation of India also will purchase m the
open market and stock other essential commodi 1es and release them
to the consumer market under mstructions of the State Government;

(10 In order to manage the affairs of the Food Corporation
of India and to implement the above programme within the State,
a joint Board of Management will be constituted which would receive
mstructions from the State Government,

(11) Areas wherein statutory rationing 1s in force (viz. Hydera-
bad-Secunderabad cities and Visakhapatnam) will be cordoned-off,

(12) Government of India will be requested to permit the
State Government to place same restrictions on the movement of
pulses as m.the case of cereals ;

(13) The powers of requsition will continue with the
Callectors;

The State Government will be shortly announcing mmmum

support prices for the cereals, such mmimum support price will also
be the precurement price,

The implementation of this policy of procurems=nt, it 1s hoped,
will eliminate many of the evils which unfortunately have crept into
the social fabric. By guaranteeimng a minimum support price to the
producer, by facilitating the food Corporation of India to purchase
paddy in the open market, by allowing the small producer to market
his gramn  without rest ictions, by permitting the big producers to
freely market their produce after they have fulfilled their obligations
under the levy order and by giviag the millers freedom to release
their p{OQuction to the open market after they have delivered their
qnota, it is further hoped that the nterests of both the producer and

the consumer are served.

Besides, a 20 bedded hospital ut Warangal was sanctioned for the
clinical tralning of studerts of the Anantha Laxmi Ayurvedic College,
Warangal. A four bedded hospital was started at Toopran.
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3} _ After the formation of Andhra Pradesh, there was a great de-
mand for the establishment of Ayurvedic Dispensartes. To popularise
this system 40 dispensaries have been established.

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Sri T.V. Raghavulu :— Sir, with regard to the matter given
notice of by the hon. members, I would liketo make the following
statement,

Sr1 Ramachandra Arts and Science College, Kothegudem is an
aided collzge started during the academic year 1964 65. This College
wis given an adhoc grant of Rs. 20,000 during 1966-67. The tea-
ching grant is being sanctioned year after year.

To begin with the college provided for P.U.C. only during the
first two academic years. B.Sc. Degree course was started during
1966-67 and the first year students of B.Sc. came to the second year
degree course in 1967-68. Consequent on the star ing of the B.Sc.
course, the there was some difficulty n the matter of providing labo-
ratory equipment. The Management felt that the B.Sc. Degree course
might have to be discontinued if financial aid was not forthcoming.
1n the meantimre, a Parents” Committee was formed and they donated
to the college a sum of Rs. 32,500 between August and October 1967
to help the continuation of the B Sc. Classes. The Management
placed an order for purchase of laboratory equipmentf furniture,books
etc. for the said amount of Rs. 32, 00. But it appears that there was
some delay in receipt of complete equipment The s‘udents therefore
went on strike from the 9th February 968 demanding immediate
supplv of full equipment. The Parents’ Committee met again and
dona.ed a further amount of Rs. 8,000 on 22-2-1968. The Manage-
ment made arrangements for procuring the equipment immediately by
sending special representatives to Vyayawada and Masulipatam and
the strike was called off on 28th February 1968 and the students star-
ted attending the classes from the said date. The Management ha,
spent so far Rs. 39,263 out of tha donation of Rs. 40,500 made by the
Parents’ Commuittee. No funds were diverted by the Secretary for his
business as alleged. The U.G.C has recently agreed to grant a sum
of Rs. 60,000 to the College for purchase of equipment.

. The Management of the College 1s also runming two other
institutions—one multipurpose school for boys and a Girls High
School.  Since inception, the college is located in bailding construc-
ted for girls school and the girls schools 1s functioning n 1ts building.
The Management has been negotiating with the Collector for allot-
ment of 50 acres cf goverument land.  After the land s allocated, the

The accounts of the College are being audited annually by the
Departmental auditors for the assessment of teaching grant and no
irregularities in the accounts have been so far noticed.

The Demand was introduced by Hon'ble Education Muinister.
Of course, the Opposition Member has just new mentioned about
Physical Educatinn. Seconding him I want to bring to the notice
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of the House that on Page 9, the Hon'ble Education Minister states
about Physical Education and mentions that the XIII National
Championship of the Schools Gamer Federation of India (Winter
Meet) was conducted at Hyderabad, thinking that it isa feather in
therr cap. But he did not mention what exactly the amount
sanctioned for Physical Education and what amount has to be pro-
vided for in the Fourth Plan Iam sorry he did not mention any
thing about games at all. I do not know how the Sports Counci} is
meeting the meagre sum which 1s allotted to it. I have been
repeately requesting the Minuster and the Government not to neglect
Physical Education. That is Most important in the Primary and
Secondary Schools. As far as ten,years back, the Government of
India have made a suggestion to the States that thcy must devote
their time for Physical Education as well. They should not even cut
short during the emergency. The Government of India have set
up a Central Advisory Bo-rd for Physical Education. On that
basis the Andhra Pradesh in 1958 formed a Board for Physical
Education. Since then, I do not know what work has been carried
out by that Board. It is yet to be known But I maysay, that there
are four Regional Physical Instructorsin the State, Under each
Instructor, there are six to seven Secondary Schools, It is humanly
impossible for him to inspect or guide them in the Physical Education.
Urder such circumstances why our Government is not considering the
issue of constituting a Board on the basis suggested by the Central
Government ? [have been repeatedly saying it. The Mimister might
be thinking that mine ig the lene voice here. But he must know that
behind me there are lakhs of students and physical educationists,
Therefore, justice should be done to physical education. You cannoy
neglect the physical education to the boys. Inthe primary stage it is
a biological necessity and you must provide physical education to the
primary students. Then the secondary stage students should be trained;
A small Stage like Punjab with two Physical Training College has pro-
vided all facilities freely. The Third biggest Stage in the country; i.e;,
Andhra Pradesh neglecting the Physical Education is regrettable. I
have submitted a memorandum to the Hon'ble Chief Minister and
Hon’ble Education Mimister to consider Phys.cal Education in our
State on that basis. We should develop the future Nation. If you
neglect the health of the future Nation I do not know where we will

be t. w. You are providing Rs, 4,75,000 for the N.C.?. Aji:
lcas?lll:l:#.gf that sum shguld be Qrovxded for Physical Educstion. Un
Jess the boys’ health is not good in the primary and secondary stages,
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how can they serve in N.C.C. ? They have provided Rs.46,58,600
for the N.C.C. for the plan period but not mentioned anything about
the Games and Physical Education. I have repeatedly requested the
Hon’ble Mitister to consider at least the lakhs of sportsmen and thou-
sands of Physical Instructors.

Coming to the Sports activities, I would say, that the National
Games for the Schools was conducted which s a very poor show. I
want to bring 1t to the notice of this House that Madras State has
spent Rs, 9 lakhs for participating 1n the National Games whereas we
did not spend even Rs. 9,000.

As far as Sports Council 1s concerned, I have come to know it
18 going to be reconstituted by the end of this month. I request the
Gavernment to consider on the basis of All-India Sports Counicl. In
the All-India Sports Council, the best sportsmen are included. But
we see ig Andhra Pradesh Sports Council—you compare it—I do not
want fo criticise 1t because 1t is going to be constituted I want the
GoVvernment to consider it on the advice given by the All-India Spo-
rts Council. What is the sum that is provided for the Sports Council?
Rs. 3 lakhs and odd which isa very meagre sum. Therefore either
vay do not give it at all or if you want to give 1t, give it sumtuosly so
that it can facilitate the sportsmen and the associations. What is the
good of giving only Rs, 3 lakhs which is not at all sufficient? There-
fure, I reguest the Hon'ble Minister to consider my request and pro.
vide, See the small State of Punjab Compare the health of Pun-
jabs and the health of the Southern people. They are more healthy
looking. Therefore, why should we neglect ? So, on the basis of the
All-India Physical Education, there is a specific mstruction to the
States that they should provide all the facilities even during the emer-
gency and they should not neglect sports and physical education. I
do not know why the Government 1s not paying attention towards
this. Therefors, I request the Hon'ble Minister to consider atleast
increasing the Sports Cou.cil allotment.

Coming to the State Meet conducted 1n the Lal Bahadur Sta-
dium by the Sports Council, I need not say anything. It 1s regrett-
able to note that it is not at all a function. I do nof know why and
where the mistake lies ? When we spend so much amouat why 15 it a
failurg ?
