Sec. 165 of the Cr. P. C. clearly savs it can be searched: " When-
ever an oiBcer in charge of a police station, or police oSicer, making 
an investigation has reasonable grounds for believing (Let us take it 
that he has reasonable grounds Sir) that any *hing necessary for the 
purposes of investigation (He believes that somebody is harbouring 
there ; let u^ take it for granted) i, to any oHence ^hich he is autho-
rised to investigate may be found in any olace within the limits of 
the police station of which he is in charge, or to which he is attach-
ed, and that such a thing ca not in his opinion be otherwise obtain-
ed Here, Sir, 

Mr. Speaker :-Mr, Sivaiah, that a Police Ofhcer has got powers 
to search a house urder exceptional circumstances without a 
war ran t ; tha t i sagreed . (Sri Sivaiah: Agreed) The only thingis 
it lays down certain cos ditions. One thing is, if he wants to search 
a house without warrant then, of course he mjs t reduce it in writ-
ing i. e., the reasons. The second thnig is, a copy of {the record 
made by him shall be sent to the Magistrate. Wheher the oBicer 
had got powers is one thing; whether he compiled with the provi-
sions of the law while making the search is another thi g ; in this 
case the property of the search made by the police ofR.er is another 
thing. That the ofRcer had powers is not the qucstioi. Now* the

Taking ail those thing!, my point is this: Sir, A learned Judge (AIR 
1928 AHahabad : page 185) has clearlv stated that the section inclu-
des search for some document or tome tangible object. 

Mr. Speaker:—A search without warrant under this scction 
i. c., under section 198. made without a search warrmt is illegal' 
but a police ofRcer investigating into a charge of theft or any other 
cognizable offence n entitled under Section 65 to search without a 
warrant and such search will not be illegal. 

Sri G. Sivaiah:—Sir, this is the decision of the High Cour t . . 
Mr. Speaker :—The question is whether it is properly done. 
Sri G. Sivaiah :—That is what I am saying. In AIR 1928 

it was held* by the High Court of AHabahad that the section includes 
a search for some document or for some tangible object tuch a* may 
be summoned to be produced by the court under Section 94. Here 
it is very clearly laid down by the High Court Judge in AIR, 1928* 
Allahabad (page 1%5) that the scction includes a search for some 
document or for some tangible object such as may be summoned to 
be produced by the court under section 94. What iz section ? 
In ^Section 94, it is clearly stated thai it can summon any 
person in whose possession or power such document or a document is 
believed to be. So, under Section 94, the court can issue a warrant 
tojproduce certain documents. If the police ofRaer cannot find time, 
he can make a search of the house under Section 165; it is clearly 
held. In addition to this, I would like to quote. 

Mr. Speaker :—165 (d) only deals with cases which are under 
investigation... 

S r i G . S iv iah :—lamci t ing the decision of the Pa tnaHigh 
Court in this case. In Patna High Court (AIR 1942) it is taid a 
police ofRcer wanted to search a house in connection with a case 
under Sections 232 and 842 namely kidnapping a girl. They wanted 
to make arrest. The pol cer invaded the house and wanted to search 
the house. The inmates of the house prevented the ofRcer from ente-
ring into the house and also assaulted. Therefore, those two per-
sons who prevented tqe police ofRcer were convicted under Sections 
332 and 342 I- P. C. In this case, the High Court was of the opi-
nion that the Section empowers the investigating police ofBcer to 
make a search for ,hc purpose of his investigation and there is r o 
room for pretending that in the present case the inspector intended to 
search the premises for anything. In this case, the principle is that 
t he Sub-Inspector knew very well that he wanted to arrest one person 
Who kidnapped a girl by name Arun. therefore, he knew the 
purpose; he cannot pretend that he did not search the house for 
anything. Here the principle is when you know you want to anes t 
a particular person you can't take this under Sec. 165 ai,d search the 
house, because search is only for anything that would be found there. 
E v e n t h i s decision prevents a police ofBcer from using his powers under 
Section 165 to search a house in thecircumstancc$ that have been cited 
Order Not 541 of the Andhra Pradezh Police Manual clearly refers to 
the proceedings for searches. In 541(6', it i* stated that the law doe* not 
require a search under the code of criminal procedure to be made 
only dunng day li^ht, but normally day light should be avaited. If 
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information is received after dusk necessitating immediate search of a 
house and if it is apprehended that delay till day break might resu!t 
in evidence being concealed or destroyed, the house should be sealed 
and guarded and if that is not possible scarch should be conducted 
during the night itself. So, in the Police Manual Order 341 (6), it is 
clearly stated that you cannot search a house during night time but 
if you feel that it is necessary you can seal the house and guard it. 
If you feel you cannot do such things; then you can make a search. 
S ^ in the Policc Standing Order, it is clearly stated that you can't 
searchi that is one thing. Therefore, I submit that a search under 
Section 165 is certainly illegal and he cannot take law into his hands 
on accounL of the Police Standing Orders and the decision that I have 
cited.

The Minister for Labour (Sri K .V.Narayana Reddy):—Sir, 
with your gracious permission, I would like to make a statement 
which would certainly cover all the point: raised by the hon. mem-
ber. 

" T h e Singareni Collieries Company Limitted, implemented the 
recommendations of the Central Wage Board for Coal Mining Indus-
try with effect from 15-8-1967. AH the Unions in Singareni coal-
fields raised further demands in regard to improvement in eatogorisa-
t i o t a n d w a g e structure of almost alt the categories of workers and 
stated a stake in furtherance of thsir demands during O:tober, 1967. 
As a result of the strike, the Government of India referred the gene-
ral issue regarding categorisation and structure of workers to the 
Central Government Industrial Tribunal, Hyderabad and the adjudi-
cation proceedings are now pending before the Tribunal. 

Owin<* to inter-Union rivalry, the various Unions have been 
raising various demands in regard to increase in wages for different 
c a t e g o r i e s ofworkers although the main issue is pending before the 
Industrial Tribunal. The Company is currently going through a 
period of financial crises. Owing to indequate demand, pit* head 
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stocks have been pilling up and the present stocks are of the order of 
10.31 lakh tonnes. The management has a!so been fac^d with the 
problem of surplus'staff. These issues were discussed with the Uni-
ons in great detail and as a result of these discussions, a Voluntary 
Ret i rment Scheme was introduced, as a result of which nearly 2-00J 
worker* retired from service. The management is still faced with t 
problem of surplus workers and the special measures taken by the 
management to redeploy the surplus workers on underground jobs , 
on the bases of the agreement with the Union, have not been success-
ful . The Unions are opposing Lraasfcr of surplus surface workers to 
underground protective jobs and some of the Unions have taken these 
issues t o the High Court . 

In view of its serious financial diiRculties, the Company could 
not grant a further increase in Dearness Al l i ance for the workers 
f rom 1st April, 1968, on the basis of the recommendations of the 
Wage Board. The majority of the companies in the Coal Industry 
have not implemented the Wage Board's recommendations to increase 
the wages and even the existing rate of dearness allowance that is be-
ing paid by the Singareni CoHieaes is not paid at most of the other 
collieries who are competing with Singareni Coal in several markets. 
The Smgareni Collieries Worker's Uraon has been building up an 
agi ta t ion on the^question^of non-payment of additional Variable Dear-
ness Allowance from 1st ^pril, 1908, in spite of the fact that the pro-
blem has been explained to the leaders of the Unions on several 
occasions during discussion-

The Singareni Colleries Workers' Union (AITUC) put forth 
certain demands in regard to improvement of the grade for Mining 
Sirdars- As the general demand for improvement of grades is pend-
ing before the Industrial Tribunal and as any consideration shown in 
th@ case of Mining Sirdars would have reprecussions in regard to 
var ious other elaims that are now pending before the Tribanal, the 
management declined to introduce any changes which go beyond the 
f rame\vork of the recommendations of the Wage Board. Not satis-
Red with the out come of the discussions, the Singareni Collie/ies 
Workers ' Union proposes to stage a strike of the Mining Sirdars 
some t ime during this month. As a result of the conciliation procee-
dings held on the issues, the Regional Labour Commissioner had 
submit ted his report to the Government of India and the decision of 
the Government of India is awaited. 

As a result of the tension tha t is being built up by this Union, 
specially at Kothagudem, there have been two sporadic strikes a t 
Kothagudem, one by Rllers of No. 3 Incline for six days and another 
strike by the fillers of No. 7 Incline for seven days. This Union also 
proposed to stage a strike of Sanitary Mazdoors and Scavengers at 
Kothagudem claiming work for 7 days in a week without a day of 
rest. 

T w o o f t h e l N T U C Unions a t Kothagudem, Viz., Andhra 
Pradesh Colliery Mazdoor Sangh and Singareni Collieries Mazdoor 
Sangh merged and formed the Andhra Pradesh Singa;eni Colleries 
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Mazdoor Sangh. Immediately after the formAti^n of the new Union, 
the leaders of this Union have been conducing series of meetings at 
pits and departments. 

The deterioration in the general atmosphere is mostly at 
Kothagudem where the inter-Unioa rivatry is at i%s highest. This has 
not, however, had any mesurable impact on tha general atmosphere 
at other Divisions viz., Bellampalli, Mandamari, Ramakrishnapur 
and Ramagundam. 

Since the major issues relating to wage structure arc now be-
fore the Central Government Industrial Tribunal, tne Union should 
await the the decision of the Tribunal without making continued de-
mands in respect of different categories of workers and co-operate 
with the management in tackling unprecedented diiBculties which the 
Company is currently facing.

We also hold 
the view that if the money is meant to be utilised for quick-yielding 
programmes, then deficit financing can be undertaken. After all 
Rs. 200 to 800 crores of deficit financing, if it is mean—here I lay 
great stress—if it is meant to be spent on quick-yielding returns on 
agriculture, irrigation, power, which will yield results quickly there 
is no harm. 

Sri K. Brahmananda Reddy Say 2 years, 1 year. There are 
many such schemes in the country—I am not talking of our State 
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only—on which 1,000 to 1.300 crores cf rupees can easily be spent in 
a couple of years. Ail right, ^et us sit and consider what are those 
schemes.

But Rs. 1300 crores-plan can never satisfy the nation. Impossible. 
If the most fundamental, most basic and most important schemes are 
taken up, Rs. 1300 crores is not enough. Therefore, necessarily the 
plan must be o f a bigger size. If the plan is to be of a bigger 
size, where has the money to be got from ? Certainly, 
by the various methods I have suggested. Some friends 
have also suggested some other methods. They should also be consi-
dered* If there is any deficit, it should be covered by deficit financing. 
Even earmarking I do not mind for schemes which will give quick 
returns.
