Hundreds 
an* thousands of Andhras, Non-Andhta Indians, Malayasians, Chinese 
and others assembled in these meetings tP see and hear this Indian 
Andhra brother.

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The tour has been a successful one in every respect. The An 
dhras in Mataysia who are scattered throughout the peninsula had a 
great opportunity of coming to the places where the* meetings were 
arranged, hearing to the message of Andhra History & Culture and 
feeling the oneness of Andhra fraternity, wherever they arc. They 
were much attracted by the sweetness and softness of their mother 
tongue, Telugu, which they heard long ago. 

The Andhra brothers in Malaysia accorded me a great and 
country-wide reception, arranged parties with overwhelming joy and 
ovation. I cannot forget the aHectionate love which they showered 
on me during my stay in that country. The farewell given to me with 
mixed feelings, at the time of my departure from the Subhang Air 
Port of Kaulalempur, stands always in my memory as a distinct mark 
o their offection and sweet heart. 

Hon'ble V. T. Sambanthan, an Indian who is now Minister for 
Information and Co-operation, Govt, of Malaysia and Sri Shukla, 
Indian High Commissioner in Malaysia gave me parties and expressed 
(heir regard, respect and love for our Mother-lana Bharat and Andh-
ras. 

The Andhras in Malaysia are, no doubt, living in plenty and 
prosperity. But they arc gradually loosing touch of Telugu language 
and literature, Andhra History and Culture. They are much worried 
About this and are trying their best to maintain closer relations with 
their Mother Tongue and culture. They asked me to present the follo-
wing requests on their behalf to the Govt, of Andhra Pradesh so that 
tome thing needful be done as soon as possible.

IV* To arrange for sending Telugu books fo the Library of 

Andhra Association of Malaysia. 
V. To arrange for sending Telugu Films to Malaysia, 

All these five requests of the Andhra brothers in Malaysia indi-
cate their thirst for the development of Telugu language and culture 
there and our Govt, will be doing a great deal if they attend to these 
items and arrange for their fulBlment.

(a) Under Tungabhadra Project, Low Level Canal in Andhra 
Pradesh area, the localised Wet, and Irrigable Dry ayacut is 37,165.48 
acres and 1,08,174.64 acres respectively excluding 2909.6!) acres of 
wet land under 80 tanks which are to be fed. with Low Level Canal 
water, 

(b) Extents developed under wet ayacut and Irrigable Dry

Sri K Vijayabhaskaro Rgddy :—(a) Acres 1668,75 under Anna-
rugudem village and Acres 859.97 under Gopalapeta village of Madhi-
ra taluk in Khammam District have been included in the ayacut of 
Left Canal of Nagarjunasagar Project. Garlavaddu and Yenkuru 
villages are not included in the localised ayacut, since they are 
uncommandable.

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(b) A statement showing the sluicswise details localised under 
the Left Canal in Annarugudum and Gopalapeta villages of Madhira 
taluk, Khammam District is placed on the Table of the House. It 
may take more than 4 years for supplying water to this area, depen-
ding on the funds position in the IV P)an period. 

(c) On a representattoa of the President, State Chamber of 
Panchayat Raj, for the construction of an anicut across Kattaleru 
near Annarugudem village, the survey had been carried out by the 
Suprintending Engineer, N. I. P. He has however recommended to 
the Chief Engineer, Minor Irrigation for restoration of breached 
Chiatalacheruvu Project, instead of the above anicut and prepared an 
estimate of probable cost of the scheme. No proposals have, how-
ever, been received by the Government. 

(d) Rs. 14.48 lakhs.

MISMANAGEMENT IN ANNAVARAM DEVASTHANAM 

*1304 Q.—Sri C. V. K. Rao: -Will the hon. Minister for 
Endowments be pleased to state : 

(a) whether Government received complaints regarding mis-
management of Annavaram Sri Veeravenkata Satyanarayanaswamy 
Devasthanam and if so, when were the complaints received and what 
action was taken; 

(b) whether it is a fact that Devasthanam funds amounting 
nearly Rs. 14 lakhs were mismanaged and if so, what investigation 
was done; and 

(c) whether the Minister announced in a public statement on 
October, 3ltt that the Government removed the present hereditary 
trustee from trusteeship, if so, who is now appointed as the trustee of 
the Devasthanam ? 

[The Minister for Education deputised the Minister for Endow-
ments and answered the questions,] 

The Minister for Endowment (Sri P. V. Naratimha Rao): -(a) 
The answer is in the aiBrmativc, Complaints against the management 
of the Devasthanam were received in the year 1366. On the basis of 
the reports of the Commissioner, Endowments Department, necessary 
disciplinary action is bsing taken against the hereditary trustee of the 
Devasthanam for his various acts of mismanagement.
