The land revenue has increased during the last 60 years
while there was only small rise in the number of pattadars that arc pay-
ing the land revenue It was also noticed th't in some of the villages,
village servants arc appointed mdiscrimmately and without proper
sanction. The Board of Revenue also noticed a tendency on the part
of the Assald.rs and subbordinate authoritacs fo increase th strength
ol the village establishment by following certain methods. For exa—
mple, in one case where one ratwari was holding charge for a group
of villages which was bifurcated into indepeadent villages, he appoin=
ted Il patwaries in he place of 1. It was also further noticed that
in some villages where there are no wet lands Neeradies are appointed
and in some villages where there was need there were no Neeradies.
To bring mn uniformity a~d to have general prinziples as guide-lines
for subord.nate officers, the Board of Revenue considered it necessary
to reiterate the principles laid down in its proceedings of 1910 with
suitable modifications necessitated by enhancement of land revenue
and changes that occuried during the past 60 years and prescribed
certan scales in Brard orders of 14.2.69. The Government have
since received some represcntations and the Government are asking
t. ¢ Board of Revenue to keep these pr. posals in abeyance till further

valid grounds. 6 case- pertain to land assignment and they have
been sent to the Collectors with instructions that lands may be
assigned in case they are found unobjectionable. The other cases
are also miscellaneous matters ; and they too were sent to the
appropriate authorities with instructions to render such assistance as

may be necessary. All the other pending cases have been referred to
concerned authorities and when their reports are received they will
be examined and appropriate action taken.

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Sri K V. Narayana Reddy :—8u. the management of Sarva-
raya Textiles Ltd., Kakinada had suspended 20 workers with effect
from 30 5-1966 on the ground that they were involved in acts of
violence and mtimidation during the period of stiike from 28-3-1966
to 16-4-1966. they framed charges aganst them and  conducted
enquiries. The management could not procced with the dismissal of
these workers as there was a dispute peuding bifore the Industrial
Tribunal over the dismissals of 13 workers The management applied
for permission under section 33 of the Industrial Disputes Act to
dismiss the 20 workers. Since the Tribunal in its award held that
the reference or the dismissal of 16 workers was mvalid, the appli
cations for permission to Jdismiss 20 workers became infructuousi The
management had effected the dismissal of the 20 workers on 28-8-1967
with effect from 80 5-1966 the date on which the workers were sus-
pended. The management had only dismissed 6 workers and not 45
as alleged by the member. .

About the unfavourable agreements, [ am given to understand
that the management and the Sarvaraya Textiles Factory Nuitional
Workers Union and Sarvaraya Textiles staff and workers union had
entered into two agreements on 24-3 68 and 28-10-1968 under
section 18 (1) and 12 (8) of the Industrial Disputes Act. 1047 respe-
ctively These agreements related to imcrease 1n D. A. minimum
workload, increments, wages to apprentices. The settlements would
be 1n operation upto 81-12-1971. There was a clause in the above
agreements to the effect that during their operation the workmen
shall not raise any demand involving financial commitment to the
management. The agreements are valid in law.

As per the records of the Registrar of Trade Unions, there are
two unions viz., Sarvaraya Textiles staff and Workers Union and
Sarvaraya Textiles Factory National Workers Union funcfioning in
the Sarvaraya Textiles Mills Ltd., Kakinada. As regards the alleged

theft of records and their manipulation, no representation has been
recerved from either of the unions.

A representation dated 1-11-1968 signed by 174 workers of the
Sarvaraya Textiles raising the demands relating to re-instatement of
36 dismissed workers with wages, annulment of agreements dated
24-9-1968 and 29-10-1968, increase of wages and D. A. by 25%,
unfair labour practice adopted by the management and payment of
bqnus under the Payment of Bonus Act, 1965, As regards the dis-
missals of workers the hon. member is aware that Governmenc had
previously deputed the Deputy Commissioner of Labour in September
1967 to enquire into the allegations made with regard to removal of
certain workers from service by the management. The hon. member
was informed in Government letter No. 2697/Lak.1/67-5 dated
18-10-1967 of the result of the enquiry and also requested him o
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advise workers to raise ind.strial dispute under the Industrial Dispu-
tes Act.
