A list of the chronically drought affected Taluks
indicating the hard.core areas is placed on the Table of the House.
There are no such classitications as soft-core or chronic areas.

(c) (i) As 20" Annual .aicfall is the mimmum required for
sustenarnce of dry crops, all Taluks which had an annval average
deficit of rainfall ¢f 3" and more from this minimum for 10 years or
an average deficit of 7° and more for 7 years between 1942-62 were
considered for inclusion in the list of chronically drought affected
arcas.

(ii) Taluks which have an average annual deficit rainfall of
7.5’" or more from the minimum of 30" for 8 years, between 1942-62
were delineated as “hard-core” areas.

Dr. T.V.S. Chalpathi Rao:-Sir, the administration of the State
is carried on by the Governor assisted by the Council of Ministers
headed by the Chief Minisfer. As you know, Sir, the Goverror
addresses every year both the Houses of the Legislature under Article

sri K. V. Vema Reddy (Kadiri):— 1In supporting the
Demand [ wish to make a few observations.

It is axiomatic that electricity plays a vital role in the develop-
ment of agriculture and industrialisation of the country which is of
paramount importance. As a matter of fact, emphasis has been laid
on the development of power potential by allocating a major share of
our annual outlay. Inspite of an increase in the generating capacity
there is a great demand for power by producers and also from the
agriculturists. The shortage in power could only be overcome by
buying power from the neighbouring States and also b j accelerating
the completion projects like Lower Sileru, Kothagudem 2nd and 3rd
stage and others.

_ Sofar as Srisailam project is concerned. which is the only
project in the most backward area of Rayalascema, it was started a

decade ago involving an expenditure of Rs, 45 ¢croras. Till now about
Rs. 25 crcres has been expended on the proiect and we may not see
its completion for another decade. This year ubout Rs. 3} crores
have been allocateld for the project and the Government should see
that more funds are allotted and that it is completed soon.

With regard to rural electrification programme, ours is a land
of villages. About 709, of the people live in the villages and rural
economy can be developed only by rural electrification. The
economy of this coun'ry depends upoa the development of rural
economy, improving the economic status and standard of living of
the rural population. Rural Electrification programme in the
1V Plan envisages electrific .tion of about 5,000 villages. Since 1952
till the end of 1959, only 209, of the vil'ages have been electrified.
The First Plan and the Secornd Five-year Plan made no progress. It
was only in the Third Five.year Plan that come progress was regis-
tered in regard to rural electrification. . From the speech of our hon.
Finance Minister it will be seen that another thousand villagss includ-
ing the spill-over schemes will be taken up for rural electrification
this year. Here I wish to bring to the notice of the Minister that as
a matter of fact, the target of the villages to be electrified during
1969-70 could not be reached. Only 490 villages were electrified as
against 2.000 and 20,000 Pump-sets were encrgised as against
40,000. So, the pace of progress is slow and it has to be
accelerated I want to impress upon the Goverament once again
that high priority should be given to backward and drought-effected
areas of Rayalaseema and the areas where irrigation facilities are
meagure and the power lines are very near. The rules are very often
violated by the Electricity Board. Rayalaseema which is the most
backward and drought-eflfected area should be given top priority.
In Rayalaseema in most of the villages lift irrigation is the chief
feature of agriculture. There are no big rivers and no projects. Lift
irrigation in these areas specially in the Southcrn Taluks of
Ananthapur District as also Chittoor is very common and without
power it is less remunerative; special attention has to be given to
these areas.

You know, Sir, th: Rayalascema Developm:nt Board was
constructed a faw months ago under the Chairmanship of our beloved
Speaker Shri B. V. Subba Reddy. During a brief period much
impressive work was done, About 2,000 villages were suggested by
the Board for inclusion inthe Plan for Rural Electrification. It
involves an expenditure of about Rs. 30 crores, and special atten-

tion has to be givento Rayalaseema. Recently, our Chijef Minister
and also Shri D. Sanjivayya and others waited in deputation on the
Prime Minister for the development of Rayalaseema. Ict ushope it
all spells a better future for Rayalaseema.

B. Jayapradha (Vinukonda):—The Demand for Electri-
city expenditare tor the ensuing year when carefully gcne through
presents an altsrnating picture of hope and despair. ‘there is hope
undoubtedly because I think it is for the fir t time that most of tae
n.glected projects are under investigation and in regard to some of
them I am happy to say that the investigation is completed. But
despair is immediately there beciuse of the well known cncourage-
ment to wit discouragement which our State schemes get at the
Cenire.

It is rally regrettable—I would like to bring to the notice of
the House and the Gov:rmment also at this juncti re—that the
Nagarjunasagar Pumped Storage Scheme and Ramagundam <C’
Station recommended by our Stats do not find a place in the so-
called F.urth Plan. Here I am reminded of High Class Days when
we used to have a non-detailed book “Qur India”” where we were
informed of poverty in the midst of plenty. [he Miniter’s statement
says that our State is bes suited for developme.t of power. Hon,
members are aware that our State is endowed with natural resources

like water and coal, the prime requirement for development of power.
In such a State like this, 739 of the villages are yet to be clectrified
whereas in the neighbouring States, as Mr. Ramachundra Reddy
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prin‘ed out, 809 of the villiges in the case of T?:linilnadu ~and 69,
of the villages in Mysore have aiready been eiectrified. This is really
sorry state of affairs.

Even during the Fourth Plan peri~d after doubling th: present
installed capacity to more than 180 MW ;f the eis going to be
shorface of pow 1 supply, it is a legitimate donbt even for 2 common
man how our Ste e can make its existence felt cnthe powaer map of
India insaite of the fact that e have the bes_t resources for thermal
power. No mention is nade oi the Atomic Power kreject which
our State wanted the Centie to locate in our Btaie. And we ao not
have any hope a'so because that Atomic Power Station is already
proposcd to Le installed in  MadrasState in  Kalpakkam.  In the
moerring the Minister while answering a qucstion said we are
negotiating to obtzin some powsr from the neighbouring States
which depends upon their mercy. It is really regrettable that we
were not successful in having such a Station located in our State.

When the Government is anticipating demand outstripping
supply right from the middle of this year and throughout the fourth
plan, I feel it is better that the Government effects economics in other
non-remunerative ventures and the divert those funds for the aug-
mentation of power generation. If the Govirnment cannot weet this
viribie challenge in right earnest from now onwards, then grave injus-
tice will be cone to the prospective consumer whose hopes of better
yield from h.s land and factory get frustrated for no fault of his. It
is cne thing to ray that we do ot have sufficient power and it is quite

anothe: to say that the power produced is not distributed evenly or
properly.

Apart frem generating more power, I wish the considerable
gap between the power generated and sold must be narrowed and
better salemanship displayed. It is well known that lot of energy is
pilfered in our State at all levels of consumers and steps must be
taken to put an end to this by introducing, il necessary, suitable legis-
lation awarding stringent punishirent to the offerder.  While I cong-
ratulate the Electricity Board for having at last made a profit of more
than Rs. 1 crore after sustaining more than Rs. {4 crcres loss, | would
like to suggest that the effiziency of the Board’s operating as well as
revenue staff who form the back-bone of any public util'ty must be
streamlined and modern innovations introduced. It is neither good
economics nor ¢taics to earn profits at the cost of the consumer in any
putlic utility. I would appeal to the Government through you that
the Electricity Beard should be run as a public utility concern and
not as a commercial undertaking. The only profit they can make is
by achievirg operational efficiency and sound salesmanship  The
frequent revision of estimates resorted to in the construction of Bali-
wela, Upper Sileru Projccts etc.  Is rather perplexing. I appeal to

the Governmen: through you, Sir, to conduct a work study and cost
siudy of these two projects.

Last but not leas

t is Rural Electrification, which presents a
sorry feature.

While most of steps envisaged for developing rurai
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electriscation by this G vernment are liudabie, the one particular
in tance of dxmuard «[eash contribution fiom the villagers of back-
ward sreas musi ve wishdrawa. Rural electrinection of backward
aress gods & loag way to help ihe agriciltarists taere and if the poor
men 11 these a:ea: should be asked to pay contribution, I do not sce
any ethics or eco.om ¢s init as peor people can ilkaiiord the luxury of
. advancing funds (or the'r batterment in an  sphere, and this usurious
bait for developient mest be witadrawn in a Sce'a'ist Siace.

Regurdii1z tie ag.icult.ral pumpsets energisation, the Depart-
ment is demanding a nimimum  of 10 pumpsets for electrifica‘ion.
This is al:o really inewcusable. With :egard to these pumpsets and
the sirall scale Industries, Government must waive the minimum
tariff and meter rents for such of the periods when they are not ut:lis-
ed due to their seasonal nature or other reasons. The number of
villages to be electrified when compared with the number of villazes
already enjoying eliciricity is really staggering and lapp.al 1o the
Government to take a lesson from the neighbouring Tamilnadu
Government which has electritied almost all the villages. 739, of our
villages and towns are yet to be electrified, which is a clzar indication
that 75%, of our Stateis et to be developed — a deplorable state
both from the point of view of agticulture and industry.

I would like to make a few suggestions, Sir. The G yvernment
should negotiate with the Central Government (1) to have a uniform
policy of power tariffs and (2) to accelerate the formution of All-India
Power Grids and declaring Atomic Power Stations as na‘i>nal assets
irrespec-ive of their Iccation and supplying their energies to the States
within their reach. e should see that we do not any more depend
on the step-motherly treatment of the Centre. At this juncture I
would like to mention the step-motherly freatment givea time and
again to the Somasila Atomic Power Station which was agitated by
the Goverament for the iast fiv< or seven years i. spite of its predomi-
nent suitability both from its ttility and strategic considerations and
the station was ultimately sanciioned for location in Madras.

Government shou'd undertake the purchase of raw materials
which are produced in Andhra Pradesh or undertake to produce them
themselves instead of purchasing from other States.

Thank you_ Sir.
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Sri G. Sivayva :—While speaking on this demand lhave
to sperk of Shylock, which in this case happens to be the
Flectricity Beard, which is under Nero, the Government of Andhra
Pradesh. The Electricity Board functions as a business organisation
under the administration of Governmert. “When Rome was burning
Nero was fiddling.”” When people are suffering, Government are
enjoying at their exploitation. I have specific retsons to say that it is
like that. When we approach the Board, they say they have limited
1esources for extending electrification. When we approach the Govern-
mect, they are not bothered and they give various rzasons. The Sub-
Comrmittee on Irrigation of the Rayalaseema Development Board had
submitted a scheme which estimated that the finances required for the
Staie as a whole for rural electrificaiion would be about Rs. 1840
crores to be spe: t over a period of about 15 years, out of which about
Rs. 150 to Rs. 200 crores would be for the four districts in
Rayalaseema, When we lock at it, I do mnot thiuk that
every village in the State can be ¢lectrified in  that ¢me.
To electrifv all tke 27,000 and odd villages in Aundhra Pradesh
within 5 or 10 yea:s is not a specific plan. It is only by agriculture
{hat the country can grow or the rural areas may be improved. Either
for agriculture or for industrialisation we need electricitv. Under
jthese circumstances, the Governmen* is not paying propsr attention
n giving financial aid to the Llectricity Board n this respect. This is

he position on electrification of villages.

We have got, asitis, £00.4 M. Ws. whereas our demand is
450 M. Ws. Perhaps this generaltion of 670 M. Ws. may just mect
the demand of 450 M.Ws. whereas by March ead we need 530 M. W s-
There is a lacuna in the gene.ation. Whether we will be in a fpositicn
to meet our demand.

But : fter looking into this bi dget and demand for electricily,
I call it 25 unfortunate because the villagss that nre tecommended by
the Board are not actually to be taken up- When that being the ques-
tion 11 stead of receiving garlands,we will receives stones. [ only request
the Government and the Beard not to negloct. We need special funds.

. Ifyou just look into the developmental activities regarding
brrigaticn, certainly we need electricity for lift irrigation, for all
isackward regions, rarticularlv in Rayalaseema districts. Out of
6 lakh acres in Coastal Distric's, they have got 4.52 lakh acre
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covered by the lift irrigation whereas in our districts out ot [6.64 lakh
geres of land, nearly 3-39 lakh acres are covered by lift irrigation.
The rest is deperdent upon the Rain God. Therefore, here 1f you
take the T:langana figure, this has the same position. Therefore
rural electrification is most necessary, under these present circums-
tances, to meec the Lift irrigation, failing which there is no sources of
improving irrigation facilities.

17 you take vhe consumpt.cn position Sir, out of 1,633 K. Ws.
only 320 K. Ws. is used for irrigation. That means, hardly 1/ of
the total energy is ntilised for the agricultural purposes. Tnat has
to be increased. As far as the irrigation is concerned, they are
collecting 42839 lakhs of rupees for the yzar 1959 out of a total
sum of Rs. 2,000 and odd. )

Therefore, when we see all these figures, it is nccessary for us
to concenirate more onrural elecirification and also necessary for
industrialisation. Under the same circumstances we havs a wonder-
ful Board wnerz they have stated that the revenue of th: Board has
increased because they have increased the tarif¥ pricz.

The time 1s very
near to it. They wanted 1o fix the rate of return as t2:3%. Itis
not possible. Under these circumstances they say they have no
money. Have you ever consuited usas to possivility of gettiag
money ? As faras the return is conzcrned, the Governmnen: or the
Board cannot think of fixing it at 12'3% because this will not be
helpful to the backward regions ia the State:

Minimum Gaurantee:-The Board has fixed mimimum gaurantee
the charges for pumps of 0.5 H.P. in the entire S ate. This may be
all right in areas where there is sufficient potentialities, whereas in
backward regions like Rayalaseema and Telengina, thus will not be
workable. Who can give th® minimum giuramee charge ? We are
facing drought every year. e got the cyclone having more inteasity
about 200 years back but we used to get once mn five years. But
under the Congrsss Governmenf we are getting 1 twice a yeir.
Under these cirumstances how is it possible for us to pay the mim-
mum gaurantee per horse-power when there is no well  When there
is water we will work out for the pump-set. Whex thare is no water
how is it possiole for us 2 Why do you in st tor th: minimum
gaurantee ? It is not workable. It is not possible. That msans, this
Board is nothing but a Shylock. This Governmant is the Nero of Romez
only iaterested in eajoying but not looking into the difficulties of the
poor people.

power development in Rayalaseema was initiated with the help of
Power purchased in bulk from the Jog Pow:r system of
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Mysore State. Thungabhadra Hydro Electric Project was the
first major scheme envisaged for power development in this

ared.

Rayalsseema is not endowed with coal resources for large-
scale Thermal Dev:lopn-ent. Similarly excepi for S.isaiiam, 1_;]15-; Teft
bank of which conses under Telangana, there ar. no other possibilitics
for large-scale hydro power deveiopment,

But the power roquiremeats of Ruyalascema during the IV Plan
will c. nstantly grow up 80 M.Ws. to a'l:{)a:t 170 to 150 M'WS- by the
end of the IV Plan period. The generation capacity, avail .ble as well
as under inst: Jlation during the 1V plan in the ‘North Eastern and
northern parts of the State, will be hardly sufficicut to meet the loan
growth in coastal Audhra Pradesh and Telangani regions.

1 have already stated that no power project w.ll r.ateialise in
the IV Plan pericd Hence I request the Government to import power
from Tamilnadu and Mysore systems.

Of the four districts of Rayalaseema th: worst hit are
Anantapur and Ch.ttoor districcs. They recerve very little rainfa.l. Our
agriculture mainly depe. ds on wells which aze very deep —-30 to 40
feet deep. It is very difficult to pump water from such deep wells,
To speed 1 p e ectrification of viiluges and kumleis in Chittoor power
may be import d from Tamilnadu and to speed up clectriication at
Ananmapur, power may be imported from Mysors State.

Among the three regions of State, Rayalaseema has the lowest
per capita consumption but if this area has to be brought up o the
level of the other regions in the Siate special measures similar to
those now upder implementation in lclangana wil have to be 1mople-
mented.

To improve the voitage conditioas consistent with {he expan-
sion programmes and the expected load growth in this area, as many
as 25 to ¢ 0 new sub-stations should be constructed m Rayalaseewa
area. Onpe such sub-station is very essential at Kotha cheruvu of
Penukonda Taluk.

I also request that Srisailam, Hydro Electric Station should be
completed expeditiously and to promo.e load growth, an atomic
power station at or near Rayalaseema should be erected,

_ To speed up with the programme of rural electrification for
rapid development, I request that special funds over and above nor-
mal allotments, should be given to Rayalaseema.

Of the 4 districts of Rayalaseema Anantapur receives least
rain-fall. We have no big projects and we have no fond hope of gett-
ing any such projec.s in the new future. We deperd mainly o.. wells
for our agriculture purposes. Encrgisation of the welis should be
given the highest priority if the Rayalaseema region is to be freed
from the vagaries of mansoou because of the limited availability of
major and minor irrigation sources.
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Hindupur and Penukonda are dr: taluks and we have very few
irrigation facilivics other than we'ls and as such I requert the concerned
Minister to see that atleast 75 to §0% of the villaz.s and hamlets are
electrified and all the existing unenergived wells aic en.tgised.

1 am electzd from Gorantla Coastitvensv, 1 ¢ of which is in
Hidoupur Taluk and 2,3 of it in Penuke-~da Yalig. Nearly 50% of the
villages in Hidnupur Taluq are elvcirided but ! den’t know why
Gorantla firka of Hiadupur “cluy has been so badly negiect:d.
Hardly a few villages are electrified.  Perhups sin or sven villages are
electrified in this area. There is a p.inciple whick i. follonced usually,
i e., Taluks having a lesser perce:r tuge of villages clecirified should
be given top prierity- But chis principle is followed very rigidly
there 1s no hop: of Gorintla firka being electrified soon. Hence 1
request the Minister to relax this principle «s this area is corcerncd
and get atleast 6 or 7 villnges elestrificd in this area for the year
1970-71,

1 request the rate f return should be reduced frem  1u19, to
}0% or even 8% atleast in the Rayclascema region If this prif:ciple
is applicd too rigidly we can never hope to have elecuricity for most of
the vul- ages in Apantapur District and  in particular for villuges of
Penukonda a.d Hindupur taluks. [his is my request,

I have another request to.make. The stcond roguost s
about the reductiou of avuual! minimum ga.raatee. There are twc
main reasons to suppo §of my requests.  1lefirt thing «s the poor
availubility ¢f water in the wells leading to the low ut.lisat on of the
pumpsets. Even in season the water in tre wells do not permit pump-
ing for more tha : two hours in a day.

T he second rzason is, to make the scheine ramunerstive most of
the ryots had contracted for much lugher Ioa s thar. requircd and at
the time they did so, the A.M.G. was Rs. 25 to Rs. 5 per Horse
Power, per annum and did rot appear to be urculy heavy burden.
Aud now with an increase of AM.G. to Rs. .0 the burden hus become
too great. So I humlly request tie.oncerned Minister to do away
with this ©inimum gaurantee” atleast in Rayalaseema Region. But
if this is not possibie, at any 1afe, let the Government be good enough
to collect the actual charges atleast and th:s relieves the ryots of this
heavy burden of paying Rs. 50 per H. P. per annum.

On 27th October, 196 a report was submiited by the Andhra
Pradesh State Electricity Board to the Rayalascema Development
Board that they would electrify 1200 viilages in the whole of Rayala-
seema during the 4th Plan period, and that it would cost them mnot
less than 20 crores. But way I would like tc suggest is that if we
consider the paucity of irrigation scurces. I feel that at best 2,000
villages or even more shculd be electrified during the 4th Plarn and
this might cost them only 8u crores. I humbly suggest to the
hon. Minister that if the plan resoures are not adequate, adequate
funds be secured from other institutional :esources.

For the execution of tbis programme of electrifying atleast 1,200
villages in Rayalaseema region during the 4 h plan, special {unds,
analogous to special Telangana funds, be granted by the Government.
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I have already stated that Hindupur and Penukonda Talugs
are dry and we have very few irrigation facilities other than wells.
Keeping this iu view I make an earaest request to the hon Minister
to take up more number of villages for electrification in these two

talugs ia the yeai 1970-71,

T request the hon. Minister on my behalf and on behalf of the
people of my constituency to get the following few villages electrified
in these two talugs in the year 1970-71. They have bzen promised
to electrify these villages for the past ten years :

1. Kondapaganapaily, 9. Thurakalapatnam

2. Gumpally. 10. Elukuntla,

3. Siddaramapuram, 11. Jagarajupally,

4, Mylasamudiam, 12. Pedapally,

5. Kesapuram, 13. Yenagalamma Cheruvu
6. Brabmanapally, 14. Puleruy,

7. Kotlapally, 15. Vanavolu,

8. Nidumamiti, 15. Kammavaripally.

Once these villages and hamlets are electrified, people will
come forward with the request of ore and more wells to be energised.
Not only that, they will dig more and more new wells and ask for
energisation of these wells also. In this connection I would request
tLe Government to take one cautious step. Energisation of wells
would lead to greater off-take of ground water and more rapid deple-
tion of ground wat:r resources and as such great care hus to be taken
to see that the off-taks is nct greater than the recharge from rain-fall.

If there is any plan for large-scale energisation i) all the
districts of Rayalaseema it should gbe preceded by accurate
ground water studies. The Government also demands that people
should come forward with some advances and aiso Sramadan. This
should not be made a fast rule.  In such villages whare people are
well to do, they can cone forward with advances and Shramadan.
But what ab,ut the others?

For industrial purposes they charge 18 nP. per unit in our State
whereas in Mysore State it is 7 nP. I request that the rate be brought
down to 10 nP.  As for agricuitural purposes they are charging 12 nP.
and I request the Minister to bring 1t to 8 nP. per unit.
