{(c) All the Piped Water Supply Schemes which were executed
under Nattonal Rural Water Supply and Sanitation Schemes by the
Public Health Depariment were handed over to the concerned Pancha-
yats for mamntenance after their completion in Karumanchi Gonégon-
dla and Devanakonda firk.s. As the Panchavats do not have enough
resources to incur the heavy expenditure required for the maintenance
of these schen es, they are not waistained properly.  The oil engines
supplied for r mning the zbove schewes are of foreign make and they
are out of order. Tre spare parts required to get these oil engines
repaited, could not be procurcd 1n the Joca' market. The firm which
had supplied these o1l engines 1s not now manufacturing the oil
engines. It has therefore been proposed to instal electric motors

wherever the electricity is available to put the schemes into
commission.

This schemes was exccuted and coipleted by the Public Health . ngi-
neering Department dering 1958 wader Natiogal Rural Water Supg]y
Programame. Sri K Eswar 1:Eeddy‘ M. L. A represented in 1957 the
present water suaply was highly inadequate and that the existing sys-
tem wmight br impioved o cnable the Panchayat to give house connec-
tions also. Tue Sarpanch li.d sfa ¢¢ that if hou.e cornections were
given nearly Rs. 40,0t 0/-could be realised from the public fowards
doaativns. The Cheef engineer Panchayat Raj has reported that the
existng water supply schems which was executed and completed by
tke Public Health Engineering Depaitment was designed to supply 5
gallons/capital/per per day to -erve o uitimate pooulation of 12,000/
The pop lation as per 1961 census is 11 000 and the ultimate popula-
t.on has to be taken as 15,50 Yand that improvements to the scheme
have o be taken up takiag 10 gallons capita per day, As improvement
to the existing szhems has to bz carried out for increasing the suppljz
to 2% times detailed investization has to be carried out for preparing
detailed desigas, , lans and estimates,

Orders were is ued oa 2°-11-1969 permitfing the Chief Engineer
Panchayat Raj to 1aake detailed i.vestigation of the improvments
required for existing Plp:d_Water Supply Scheme at Pathikonda, pre-
pare plars and detail d estimates and to submit them to the Govern-
ment early. The quesiion of according permission to ake up execu-
tion of improvements to the existing Pipcd Water Supply Scheme will
be considered after the recei t of detailed plans and estimates from
the Chief Enginecr (P. R) subject to availability of funds. In addi-
tion to the above Piped Water Suppl, Scheme, there are 7 private
wells in this town. ¢hc peaple of this town bring water from the above
private wels also.  In P.thikonda Town oae bore well was drilled
upto 125 depth, and tapped water at 65 depth. Hand pump has also
tesn for this bore well, and .t 1, usxd by Public for drinking purposes.

MADDIKARA PipED WATLR HUPPLY SCHEME :

The Government a, proved the piped water supply scheme for
Maddikara daring the year 1965 for investigat.on and preparation of
plans and estimates. The scheme could not be taker up for execu-
tion for want of funds. There are our step wells and four draw wellc
in this village. During summer exccpt two wells other wells dry up.
Then, the public of this viliage get water from the above two wells
and fr 'm the private irrigation wells. Still, there wifl be inadequai.
supply of water in this village duri .g summer. The piped water sup-
ply scheme is proposed to be taken up for execution during the IV Five
Year Plan period. Bore wells for crinking water supply in Maddikara

Village will be taken up w.th the U.N. L. C. E. F. rigs during the year
1970-71.

drunkenncss amd that he had returned to the village in a toddy orry.
On receipt of the information, the Sub Inspector of Police, Anna
Sagar, registeied a case vide No. 174 Cr.P.C. vide Crime No. 9/70
and went to the spot and took up investigation of onc case. As
evidence was available to the extent that large number of peogle had
consumed the todly and the toddy consumed was likely to have been
adulterated, the Sub Inspeclor seized two bottles of toddy and that
has been sent to the Chemical Examiner for examination. Thete was
also evidence to the fact that tue deceased has got into the lorry along
with large number of others equally drunk and that lorry belonged to
Rajendra Goud, an Excise Con ractor, aresideni of Mahaboobnagar.
The deceased 1n this case was having an injury at his head and hence
his body was sent to the Government Hospital, Mahaboobnagar for
postmortem examination. The Medical Officer who held the post-
mortem examination on the 9th meraing said that the death was
caused by & shock in heammorage due to injury. However. the
stomach contents have been sent fo tue Chemical Examiner for
analysis. No cther person is admitted in the Hospital and no arrests
have been made so far and the case is under investigation. The Sub

Registrir (Audit) of his office to conduct an
enquiry mto the affairs of the Society. Tue enquiry Officer wanted a
fresh verithication of stocks on 1009, weighment for the purpose of his
enquiry and to take action aganst the petsons responsible under the
A t tor the recovery ot the deficits, she enquiry officer compleied
the enquiry on 28-2-7+ and his report 18 awaitcd. Further action
agalnst all those responsible for the deficits including the President
and Members of the Board of Directors of the Dist. Co-0p. Marketing
Society will bs taken on receipt of the enquiry report.

The stock verification of fertil'sers with the primaries was also
got conduc.ed as on 30-3 69.

Marketine Society has filed a civil suit for
recovery of the undelivered stucks worth Rs. 5,30 462 96 togcother
with interest of 108,372 04. The contractor has since delivered
stocks worth Rs 2.02 lakhs to the Dist. Cp-op. “Marketing Soc:ety.

A complaint has been made to the Crime Branch CLD.to
probe into the non delivery of stocks by the contractor. The matter
is under investigation by the Criminal Investigatiun Department.

Sri B. P- Venkata Reddy who was appointed by the Cuddapzh
Dist. Co op. Marketing Soci.ty as contractor to lift the stocks has
made abnormal delays renging from 3 to 4 months from April, 48 to
September, 68 after taking delivery of stocks from the poit and it was
found on enquiry that the pledged stocks with Andhra Bank
Proddatur and tcok financial accommodation to the tune of Rs, 47,896
on the pledge of the stocks of the Dist.
