The former Parka! Town Municipality p sred a resolution on 
9-5-1963 to purchase a tractor for Rs. 9,000 from the small savings 
amount. On 2-6 10-'3 the same Municipality passed arother resolu-
tion to purchase a re-cond tioned tractcr with trailor f n m the 
W^rangal Engineering Works Hanamkonda. Sri K. Narsimha RcdJy 
the then president was authorised to perchasethe tractor from the 
sma*! ravings amoun^. The entire amount of Rs. M) 0 was drawn 
and paid between 9 - " 196^ and 1Q-8-IH64 by the ex-sarpanch when 
he wi s also incliarge Executive oHrcer to Sii K. Thirpath Reddy who 
was the Proprietor of the Warangal Engineering works. The 
ex-sarpanch neither obtained the permisbion of the Government before 
paymmt nor called tor tenders* The company neither produced the 
tractor before the Agriculture Assist nt Engineer Waranga! for ins-
pection nor given delivery of the tractor with trailor to the Panchayat 
inspite o f r s u e if notices by the Exec itive OfHcer of t in panchayat. 
When the matter was brought to the notice of the Government m 
February 1968 by the Collector Warangal. the Government requested 
the Examiner <f Local Fund Accounts Hyderabad in May 196% p

Re !dy E\-Sarpanch for alleged misappropriation of funds, the Divi-
sional Panchayat oHicer Wa:angal enquired into the matter and sub-
mitted a report on 1 which revealed that there was an irregu-
lar expenditure of R3. ILTio including ^he amount of Rs, SO 0 paid 
towards the cost of the tract -r wi h trailor. !t is not known whether 
Lhere was any misappropriation of funds subsequently. The special 
audit by the Local fund Depaitment ordered by the Government 
would give the correct picture. 

In consideration of the various irregularities committed by the 
sarpanch, orders were issued in G. O- Ms. No. 7? P. R. dt. 28-M6 
removing him from the ojRlce of th i sarpmch. But the High Court 
stayed the above orders of the Government on a writ Petition hied by 
Sri K. Narsimha Reddy. The writ pet tion ^as subsequently allowed 
Thus the Ex-sarpanch con:h*ued to remain in ofHce till l6-l-7t) on 
which date he resigned. 

The Ex- a p^nch sold a piece of ]and measuring 40 square 
yards alleged to bdong to the GramPaicha^a t t o o n e S r i B i t l a 
Laxminarayana on 2 -2-69. 1 he sale proceeds of Rs, 100 were 
credi ed to th? c tsh book of the G-am Panchayat on the same day. 
He aho issued permission to Sri Bitla Laxminarayan for construction 
of a building oa t ' a ' site on ^ 2- H itse f even though no sale deed was 
executed & Magi tite. On a r^pr senta'ioi by one Sri Ajmera Raju 
N^ik claimingownersh'p cf this 1 ^nd, an enquiry was conducted by the 
Executive Officer who issued a notice to $top construction, But inspite 
of the above notice. Sri laxm nara; an proceeded with the construction 
and filed a civil suit on 20-?*69. t h e Executive OfBcer Gram Pan-
chayat filed a counter mating tha no 'ale d:ed was exected in favour 
of Sri Laxminaryan and the ex-sarpanch had no power to sell the su-t 
land. He also s atcd that the said land does not belong to the Gram

Sri C.V.K. Rao:—Mr. Deputy Speaker :—Sir. 
This Co-operative Societies (Amendment) BiH is a half-hearted 

measure. I think, the Government has not urderstood the signiS-
cance and the important recommedations that are made at the Con-
ference of the Chief Mini ters and the Ministers of States incharge of 
Co-operation held two years back. Now the co-operativc movement 
is a democrate movement which could serve some purpose in a Wel-
fare State. It h not started by this Government, if is started by the 
previous Government of British Rulers with an objective to keep men 
contented with sa*aM reforms. The democrats in the country wanted 
to take advantage of thdt in the early da^s ol independence Struggle. 
They eneouraged it. They did certain service. After independence, 
the whole thing fell mto the hands of vested interests and is an 
admitted fact. The Conference of the Ch et Ministers and the Milli-
ters held in 1968 stated that the Co-operative Societies A . t ha*- to be 
amended in order to curb the growth of vested interests. That is the 
msm point. Our Government which has its own experience with these 
ratai6ed societies should have very clearly placed before this House, 
the type of vested interests that have crept into the movement, how 
they have been abusing these Institutions. It is a well-known fact 
that a co-operative society to be farmed, it does not depend on the 
desire vf t M co-operators. It depends on the wilting consent of the 
bureaucracy, of the authorities in power and also it does not depend 
OR the a9brts of the co-operators. It depends on the capacity that 
these men can get ioans and other things, in other words, on the 
one hand the bureausracy should ble&s, on the other hand, the vested 
interests the banks &ad other investors should bless. Further more, 
a type of opportunists, politics! exploiters, the co-operators must 
get away from the hands of such men. These are the tantacies from 
which the co-operative movement has to be risked. As such, in a 
St of reason, the Ministers, the Chief Ministers and others have felt 
that this movement must be liberated Rom the fotd of the vested inte-
rests. What is the measaBe that is takex-is the measure that the term 
of the o&ce bearers to be restricted Good enough to curtad the powet 
of the ve^ed intere$s. It may act be. You may curtail the term of a 
par t ieuhr individual as t o # ^ number of yeats he should be in of&c^.

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But hotv does it help the co-operative movement not to fall into the 
hands of a similar type of vested interests You are on]y curtailing 
the period. You are not curtaiH <g the inRuenre and the power of 
such men who exploited these institutions. Therefore, a readily 
effective amendment has to come. This is on!y an eye-wash business. 
Therefore, this does not satisfy. On the other hand there is every 
danger of perpe uating t ie existing funds. 

Secondly it issaidt!*at the small farmers would be benefited. 
We have been s u i n g so many things. The entire system is for the 
small man. We are returned by the -i ajority o! the smal! nien but at 
the same time the appioach is we are working for a few rich people. 
That is how the M hoie system is woiking and as such we are gett ng 

into contempt. What are the concrete stepiyou htve taken? Even 
the existirg co-operative movent e ' t is mtended for these small men. 
Is he getting it ? No. Sir, a radical change is needed, On the other 
hand, the powers of the Registrar of the Co-operative Societies and 
perhaps 1 do not object if someone is given mo:e powers is to hit or 
hindrance. You may use it in order to put a thing in order. But the 
Reserve Bank powers arc s+ili there. Therefore, the vested interests 
are made to work with more vigilance in order to deprive the co-opt 
movement beneRts for t e common man I hope that this will not 
serve the purpose of the common people. Therefore, I wish that the 
Government itseif have disc !ssed the entire recommondations of the 
Ministers and also 1 beHve the Centra! Government aiso has prepared 
certain r*p rts and made certain recommendations as to how best jto 
improve this co-operative movement. It requires a raduiai 
change. it requires. to understand the fundamental principle 
for which the co-operative movement is intended. Unless 
and until we understand these principles we cannot do much 
Sin At the movement, as my friend said whoever is in power 
abused these Institutions. We know it pretty we!!, 1 may tell you 
from my own experience that 1 have tried to get a Rickshamen Co-
operative Society registered for nearly six years -R*r long six years 
and in desperation I have got to give it up, because from one pillar 
to another pillar you are being shunted. So, nothing could be done 
Instead of depending on the authorities, inestead of caring for any-
thing, )ou better ieach the men how to help themselves, ^herofore, 
the en^re system is corrupt. Red-tapism is there. Above alt, to 
Sght tbem it requires a movement to Hght the Co-operative move-
ment itse!f. Therefore it bese^ with ali sorts of obstaples. I wish 
the Minister who piloted this amendment bi!l would have gone deep 
into the mettcr. I can as well quote an incident. Once Pandit Ja*a-
harlal Nehru as Prime Minister himse!f said that it took him three or 
four years to get a society registered. If that were so to a powerful 
man, a powerful political leader, a guru of all these ministers and in 
whose name they stick to power, how about small men? Therefore, 
un ier the present conditions any thing can done. Under the present 
conditions. I would advise that the people who wanted the genuine 
Co-operative movement have got to 8ght the present people who are 
serving the vested interests though it is intended ior the sake of small 
men, Therefore, it is a long drawn batpe Sir. 

Sri G. Sivayya r—Mr. Chairman, the object of this Amendment 
PR! seems to be good a&ct we need some of these amendments. Ai th$ 
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same time, I am afraid whether tht Govemament could imple-
ment its objectives effectiveiy. Sir, I wou!d like point o^t regarding 
the disqualification- "A peson shall be disqualiRed for being adnd^ed 
for being a member if he is cat r ting on b u s i n g of such kmd as Regi-
strar may.by general or special order, ctc" Here, I would like to 
know how far the R< gistrar will act independently. He will act mde-
pendly i rovided the Government does not interfere I am only afraid 
that the Government may try to interfere for third advantage- if 
that ts not done' this provision is good. 

Next, there is another provision, which seems to be very good-
That is, 'A pet son who holds or who has held ofHce as member o 
the committee for two consecutive terms shall not be eligt j l e for being 
chosen as a memberof the committee for a third term in continuation. 
After a long experience we have understood how that once a Coopera-
tor , he is always a cooperator and one who occupies a socity shall 
always occtpy the society for many perods as this Government occu-
piedt he Government and continued to be in theg Government. The 
object ts very gjod. Tris is only to end the monopoly of certain indi-
vidual who are usmg the societies for their advantage. Therefore, 
this amendment is very good and it is welcome. 

Another pont is "a mortgage bank in respectd of i-s duts , in 
either case, whether prior in time or subsequent any me uber cwning 
any iand oi having interest in anyland as a tenant." 1 would [ike to 
know whether a agriculturist who is a tenant holding certain posses non 
or rights on certam lands or a small agriculturist gets certain benefits 
here. So far. it is good. Butlater, this wonderful government has 
got one wonderful amendment* " No lands in respect oi which such 
declaration has been made " They should give some declaration 
e t c , who has to take some loans. The substance of the amendment 
is this: "No I m i in res )ect of which su^h declaration hus been m ide 
or any patt uf or any interest m, such land shall be sold or otherwise 
transferred until! the entire amount of the loan or advance taken by 
the member from the society together with interest thereon etc. . . " 
Here a land owner or a tenant wh T has got certain rights over certain 
lands cannot sell his rights unless he clears his debts that he has 
borrowed from the bank If he has to sell they have laid down certain 
condition. Here we are trying to cut the poor people though we are 
trying to show greater prospect for them The subsequent section 
try to cartaii his libety by specifically bringing an amedme^t not to 
sell his land or iateres on certain conditions, these conditions will 
make them poorer- If an agriculturist owning aland is going to sell his 
land, it includes mortgage also. If a tenat has got certain right over 
certain land, he will seH t^ose rights in the interest of his land subject 
to the mortgage. Whem is the need for us to have that, Sir? It is 
alholgtety unnees&ary. By this we are trying to harass those small 
hogga or teanaata and there&Ee; i n a opposed to this. 

One more thing. That is a bad debt etc* As Mr. Pragada 
Kotaiah and othears have pointed o u t the ob}ect seems to be good, but 
in practice ! a ^ sure, io dhe E^^eof this bad debt s w e men try to 
Htihae the societies for their personal ends, make deb^s and utilise 
tha* M^Ht^ f w thseiy ^ w o o a l t h h ^ T l ^ d ^ , th^re musjb be some-
t h i ^ e ^ e ^ t h i ^ W h ^ s & o ^ d ^ e b ^ speoi^ resec t ion? 
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afraid that this weakness will certainly be utilised by bad element in 
th? society for their advantage. This has to be take mto account and 
a proper amendment has to be brought* At the moment we are not in 
a position to bring an amendment. At least the horn Minister wiii try 
to bring an amendment to this.
