in them, on the Table of the House, Unfortunately, these rules or 
orders which ate placed on the Table of the House, when they are 
placed cn the table of the House they immediately come into foree, 
with the result that even though they are placed on the Tab!e of the 
House after 5 years, six years or seven years, these orders and rules 
would have come into eifrct even the moment they would have been 
passed. That is the unfortunate thing. On a former occasion when 
the reports of the AJP Electricity Board were placed on th; table of 
the House after nearly 7 or 8 years. I made the following observation: 

"It now rema ns to be seen as to why such a provision has 
been invariably mace in every such case. If it is purely one of for-
mality depending on the discretion of the Government, %he prevision 
leed i'Ot have been made. I do not however think that this was the 
intention of the Legislature. It is seen that invariably in every case 
where an autonomous institution has been created by an Act of the 
Legislaure and is Ruanced by State Anances fbr its existence, it conti-
nues to exist during the will of the LegisLature, fbr, the Legislature 
which has created ^he institution can also dissolve it for reasons of 
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misfeasanc: or malfeasance a n i ma'^ alternative' arrangements fbr 
proper fu.i:tion ng. I consider that ;he object of the l eg i s la ture in 
maki g this prov.sio*i is to provide aa opportunity to the Legislature 
annualiy to ha .e an ins'ght into the working of the institution, to 
know whether the finances voted by the Legislature for the mainte-
nance of the institution are being spent properly or not, and t o 
suggest various measures for the improvement of the same or take 
such actioa as is deemed necessary under the circumstances. That 
being so, gross neglect on the part of jthe persons responsible for 
fulfilling this statutory obligation for a number of yenrs or complete 
failure to do so. not only amounts to frustating or deieating^he very 
purpose for whidi this provision was mdde by the Legislature but 
deprives members of the Legislature a right to know the condition of 
the autonomous body and suggest remedies fbr improvement of the 
sattie and pe/sc/.s responsible cannot set at nought this ralient princi-
ple. In the present case on hand whatever the difficulties of the Elec-
tricity Soard or the G c ernmert for not getting the accounts of the 
Board a n t i n g y , it av, s imperative on the part of the Board for which 
finances were voted from time to time by the Legislature to cause to 
be laid en the table cf Legislature annually a statement showing 
the con Jitioa cf the Scare and giving reasons fbr not getting accounts 
audited Minualiy. Having failed to do so, thi Board and the manage-
ment have to take coiisequ nces which foHow thereby. I am "of 
opinion thai: it is a St case which requires further probe into the 
matter to decide whether it amounts to breach of privilege or tr*r,t!.:g 
the Houe slight h', i . e . insulting, which amounts to contempt of the 
House." 

These are all such cases and it is fbr the House to consider as 
to w! at action shot Id be taken in all these matters. In the Rrtt case, 
when the report for the year 1968-69 should have been placed on the 
table c f t h e House last July, it is notv sought to be placed, in July 
1970. i, e. x,e%r or.e y&.r when f .skedto explain ihe explanation 
given by the cencernx! Secretary rends as follows. He is taking the 
House to task for not having taken them to task during the previa us 
years. It reads as follows:— 

"The audit reports for the years 1953-64, 1934-63, 1-365-66 
and 196f-03 were placed before the Legislature meetings in 1969, i.e. 
nearly after five years. In fact, those for the first three years were 
placed together in the year 1969. If a serious notice had b^en taken 
of this delay in the past, the present delay would not have occurred/' 

That means the House is being tr;ken to taik fbr not having 
taken serious action in *he past. Now, pethaps he might be thinking 
aho that because those things were condoned, it is not known fbr 
what reasons action is being taken fbr only one year's delay; when 
Ave years' delay was condoned, or not taken note of, why should 
action b- taken for one year's delay. There are two insinuations in 
this : as to why action was not taken in the first instance, and why 
action was taken for one year's delay, 
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SriC. V . K . R a o : — S h o u l d not the Chief Minister be in the 
House; this is a vital matter on which, you are going to give a ruling, 
th i s is the last straw on the Camel's back. 

Mr. Speaker : -On your back cr on my back ? 

Sri C. V- K. Rao : -On our back. It is Routing the rules and 
regulations and democratic principles. I am one with my coileagues 
and thank you, Sir, for having brought this to the notice of the 
House. It is not an ordinary matter. We are experiencing this often. 
You are the guardian, s ^ far a$ tha conduct of %he business of the . 
House and see that the democratic s^tem functions properly, accord-
ing to rales and regulations, and that laws are passed by this Hou e 
ptoperly* 

What do our ministers say for this ?—that is the thing—their 
rep]y—that I want to know. Our Ministers are reckless in their 
attitude towards their responsbility to this House. Otherwise, they 
would not have driven you to this situation. They have driven us to 
desperation in the discharge of our duties to the people. They run 
galore in order to get the Gadi. But is it not their responsiaiiity and 
do they not owe to this House, to stand by rules and regulations and 
treat this House with respect ? Regrets may come; t is not a ques-
tion of regrtt* They have to answer for such serious lapses We are 
glad every member on this side, a, d any member worth the name 
who is a representative of the peopie— have got to see that those that 
are responsible ought to be deait with severely, for their good and 
for the good of this country. We give you enough power, Sir—you 
are no doubt endowed with the nccessary power, and there should be 
no question of sparing men that are responsible for t&is kind of 
dereliction of duty. 

Mr. Speaker:—There is no question of any member or mem-
bers giving me power <:r the House giving me power. The House has 
got the power, and it is for the House to decide. 

Dr. T. V. S. Chalapathi Rao: - W e support the view expressed 
by you about the contempt. We fully support you. It is a censure 
against the Government. 

Mr. Speaker:—It is net a question of giving a ruling. It is 
only a question of the House taking a decision. I am only bringing 
these facts to the notice of the House. It is my duty. So, the House 
should take a decision, and it is not for me to give a ruling on this. 

Sri C. V. K. Rao:—It is very well. We are very thankful to 
you. Gross irregularity and Routing of a particular provision is 
being made we are very thankful to you. But on a matter like 
this, is it not the boundm duty of the Chief Minister to be present 
in t&e House ? I would, therefore, request yon to send for th3 
Chief Minister. 

Mr. Speaker :—It is immaterial whether the Chitf Minister is 
present or any other Minister is present. It is for the House to take 
a decision- It is not one item Mr. Rao. If they consider it an 
important point, let them be present; otherwise let them not be 
present* I am net concerned. 
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Sri C. V. K. Rao We request you to se iL to tl:e Chi rf 
Minister. 

M. Speaker :—It is for them to consider. Why should I com-
pel their presence? Kindly sit down. 

Sri C. V. K. Rao Who is going to answer? 
Mr. Speaker:—I will ask somebody on behaif of fh? concerned 

Minister if the concerned Ministers are not there. 
Sri C. V' K. Rao:—What happened to the Deputy Chief 

Minister ? 
Mr. Speaker:—-It is not for me. 
Sri C. V. K. Rio:—He is deliberately showing disrespect to 

the House. 
Mr. Speaker :—I wili only ask the concerned Minister to make 

a statement. Let me now explain the facts. This is one such instance. 
Now, I call upon the concerned Minister , to me know the 
names of the persons responsible for this inordinate delay. That 
information I do not know; I have not received. With regard to 
68-69, of course, the Secretary says he is responsible and says that 
another Managing Director is responsible. 

So for as the second thing in the Agenda is concerned namely 
delaying in laying notifications issued in G.O.Ms. No. 1379 Home 
(Transport I) dated 3-10-1969 and lemo. ITS Home (Transport II) 
dated 10-2-1970 by the Minister for Transport. I should say, these 
notifications should have been laid on the Table of the House in the 
last session i.e., during the budget session. 

The thiid item re!ates to delay in laying the Administration 
Reports of Oram Panchayats for the years 1964 to 1968 by the Mini-
ster for Panchayat Raj. 

These are the three instances. I have already expressed my 
opinion that these are all cases which clearly amount to contempt of 
the House* It is simply nothing but slighting the House and taking 
their own time. Either the rules should not be made to come into 
force immediately, unless approved by the Legislature, or action 
should be taken against the concerned people for Houting the provi-
sions of the rules. That is the only remedy that is available- It is 
for the House to consider.

Sri G. Sivayya (Puttur) Mr. Speaker, Sir, I am clear about 
this, that there is negligence on the part of the administration. That 
is because the Ministers are not realising that they are responsible to 
this House; I only blame the Ministers. It is because they could not 
be strict and rigid in regard to certain procedures and the Adminis-
trators have taken things into their own hands; they could not act 
promptly in time. This is a matter which I do not consider as one 
of excuse. If I were there I would have tendered my resignation on 
a quarter sheet of paper. It is a question of responsibility to us. If 
they realise in their heart and mind that this House is supreme and 
they need to obey and proceed according to the rules and regulations 
they would not have neglected these things, Sir- It may not be wil-
ful but it is gross negligence of duties not to place these things o n 
the Table of the House. If we allow these things to continue like 
this, something will take place in future and they may hold the view 
that after all there are precedents in the House and they would be 
excused and that nothing is going to happen. We should not give 
them that impression. In the interests of administration, we should 
take a rigid view and go according to law. It has, therefore, to be 
taken as clear contempt and whoever is responsible should be 
punished according to rules and yegulations.

Mr. Speaker;- Let me pose the issues now before you. Fir,t 
issue is whether it amounts to contempt of the House on the part of 
the concerned Minister. The second thina is whether only Ministeis 
are responsible or the other concerned o&cers, Hf ads of Departments 
also arc responsible. The third thing is-if once it is held by the 
House that it amounts to contempt of the House the next thing is 
the nature of punishment to be awarded to these people-whether it 
is reprimand or something else-it is a different matter. But it is for 
the House to decide. The Rrst thing is whether it amounts to 
contempt of the House, then the persons who wiil be heid responsi-
ble for this contempt of the House and the third thing wiii be the 
nature of the punishment to be awarded.

31-10-69 to secure accommodation at Warangal fbr shifting the 
ofRce. The Government permitted him in G. O. Ms. No 535, P.W., 
dated 2.6.69 for shifting the headquarters within next two to three 
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months. The S. E. , Waiangai reported that no rental accommodation 
was available for his ojSice at Warangal and requested time upto the 
end of August, 1%'A Since the accommodation ^could not be secured 
inspite of the eiforts made by him with the Collector for aHotmunt of 
houses, time was granted to the S.E. on his representation from time 
to time t h e S.E. Anally repressed for the retention of the headquarters 
^t Hyderabad upto the end of May 197 J so as to avoid dislocation of 
wcrk and programme of execution of works costing about 
Rs. I,i4,40,oo0 during the financial year. As oilice was not shifted to 
Warangal even after May 1070, orders were issued on 15.7.1970 
directing the S.E. to shift the headquarters before Ml-8j97t; positively. 
But about SO employees in the office of S.E. have s:nce represented 
to me that their children numbering 86 have been admitted into 
schools and Colleges and that the oiHce should not be shifted to 
Warangai from Hyderabad during the academic year.

Sri J. V. Narasinga Rao :—As early as on 29-7-1067 at a 
meeting held, Commissiondr or the Corporation agreed to pay current 
water Charges for wate? supplied through Public Stand Post from 
April, ^ 6 7 at the rate of Rs. 7/ - per Public Stand Post per month-
IE his decision was a sigaiRcant concession to the Corporation as it 
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was much less than the cost of the water supplied as calculated Rom 
Meter Reading, according to which a rate would have come to Rs. 
198 / -per month at the rate of consumption of 6 units per Public 
Stand Post per day. But unfortunately, the Standing Committee 
the Corporation did not communicate its agreement or othe^wis^ 
the above decision. Subsequently, at one of the meetings held m 
April 1969, the Commissioner, Municipal Corporation oi Hyderabad 
pointed out that there was public demand for the erection of 2L0 
more stand posts. He desired gthat these Public Stand Posts could 
be erected by the Hyderabad Water Works Department and the 
question of payment of arrears and current charges decided later. 
Thereupon, it was made clear that it would b^ possible fbr the Water 
Works Department to erect new stand posts only if a ^peciHj re-
quisition was received from the Corporation agreeing to pay wafer 
charges at the rate of Rs, 7 / - per Public Stand Post- per month. 
The Commissioner, Municipnl Corporation of Hyderabad, accord-
ingly sent a copy of the resolution No. i!42, dt. 16th May, 1969 of 
the Standing Committee requesting to instal 201 s t a n d 
posts immediately subject to the Rnal decision to be taken by the 
Government in consultation with the Corporation. Since the reso-
lution of the Standing Committee of the Corporation was silent on the 
pojnr of payment of water charges at the rate of Rs. 7 / - per public 
stand post, the Commissioner was asked to communicate the agree-
ment of the Standing Committeejor payment of water charges al the 
rate of Rs. 7/- per public post as weii as erection charges of the new 
stand posts. While matters s*ood thus, it was felt that tae ^eed fbr 
providing Public Stand Posts in the slum areas was essentia! and 
urgent, the question of providing 200 Stand Posts was considered At 
the meeting held on 7-11-1969 and it was decided that 200 stand 
posts should be given on receipt of a requisition from Municipal Cor-
poration oi Hyderabad, subject to the condition that the cost of erect-
ing the 200 Public Stand Posts should be home by the Department 
and the Corporation on a Sfty fifty basis. 

While taking the above decision, xo mention of the charges was 
made fbr the reason that there was already a decision that the Corpo-
ration should pay Rs. 7 / - per Public Sta^d Post for which it had pro-
mised to communicate its agreement and which it did not do so far. 
So merely because this decided issue was not repeated while aanc-
tioiag 200 stand Posts, it should not lead one to the erroneous conclu-
sion that the Government had agreed to giving 20o Stand Posts with-
out Municipal Corporation of Hyderabad agreeing to the payment of 
water charges at the rate of Rs. 7 / - per Public Stand Post per month.
