Local bodies for meeting their financial obligation for water 
supply, sanitation, health and other obligatory services and expen­
diture schemes of planning and development forming part of the 
State Rve year plan but meant to be executed by the Lscal Bodies. 
The commission was aiso expected to work out a scheme accor­
ding to which the local body should collect money from * the sour­
ces allocated to it and the balance should be covered by grants 
inaid out of the Consolidated Funds of the State, 

(b) The state Government replied to the Government of 
India, March, 19a8 that the above recommendation was not accep­
table to this Government in view of the tight financial position of 
the State Government. However the Government have recently 
appointed (in November, 1970) a High Power Committee to enquire 
into the question of the Finances of Municipalities in the State and 
to make recommendations for improvement of Municipal Finances 
and the Committee -is expected .to submit its report within a 
period of 6 months. The matter wiH be examined further in the 
light of the recommendations that would be made by above 
Committee.

B) Reasons for losses incurred : 

i) Prospecting : The Corporation maintained a prospecting 
division from the begming. Detailed investigations including drill! 
^ ^ T ' * °**t involving employment of 4 to 6 Junior Geologists 
2 Drill Superintendents and the related crew. Running expenses 
for dn.ling, pitting and trenching were also incurred. Inherently 
the prospecting operation as such will not give any commercial 
results immediately, and even in cases where the results indicated 
are encouraging it would take time for the areas to be developed 
and brought to a stage of commercial exploitation. But, at the 
same time such investigations area necessary pre-requisite to 
mining operations. Consequently, the expenditure incurred on 
prospecting operations will have to be treated as an investment, 
with no definite possib'ity of a return. 

During the 1968-69 the Corporation took a decision that the 
prospecting operations in the Corporation should thereafter be 
taken by the Director of Mines & Geology and consequently 
retrenched all the Junior Geologists, Drill Superintendents and 
the related crew. The equipment procured for prospecting was 
transferred to the Department of Mines & Geology. 

ii) Before the Corporation acquired diamond drills for pros­
pecting, some areas were taken up for exploitation based on the 
investigations carried out by Geological Survey of India, without 
any further investigation on the part of the Corporation. In some 
of these cases like the Pocharam and Velugumetla berates miats 
the exploitation showed that expectations as indicated in the 
investigation reports of the G. S. I we^e not realised in actuality. 
The cost of production and sale price for supply of barytes from 
these areas were worked out <m the basis of data contained in 
these reports. A contract was entered into for supply of 10,000 
tonnes per annum for a period of 5 years, at a rate of Rs. 37/- per 
tonne. In actual practice, the cost of production varied between 
Rs. 45/- and Rs. 58/- per tonne resulting in loss in the working. In 
view of the commitment for supply of the ore, the mining opera­
tions had to be continued and closed only on the expiry of the 
contract period* 

iii) Among others, the Corporation took up exploitation of 
iron ore for sale to th3 Minerals & Metals Trading Corporate of 
India Limited, a Government of India monopoly concern for export 
of iron and manganese ores.

T. C, 
These mines were run as long as the direct costs of production were

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covered by the Sales realisations. When the sales realisation ceased 
to cover the direct costs, the mining operations were closed. 

iv) .Mimng of minerals like asbestos, was taken up by the 
Corporation during 1965-66. The Mining operation involved Under­
ground methods and opening up of a narrow mineralised zone To 
produce one tonne of asbestos, it is aecessaty to excavate 50 tonnes 
of rock. It may also be mentioned that iaall underground opera­
tions there are two phases. The Rrst phase is development and the 
second p^iase stopping. During the Rrst phase of developmental opera­
tions, the recovery of mineral made would be nominal with the 
consequent cost ofproduction being high. During the second phase 
of operation the mineral recovered would be about three times more 
than in the Rrst phase of operation resulting in a considerable reduc­
tion in the cost of production. For working out the economics cf 
mining in such cases, it would, therefore,be necessary to take both the 
phases of operations together into account. The development phase 
would normally take about four years. In other words, during this 
period the cost of production w'll be Irg-'er than the sales realisation 
and the costs would balance out leaving a proRt margin during the 
second phase of operations. 

It m a / be added that the country is dependent for its require­
ments of asbestos on imports. The areas in Cuddapah District are 
the only productive ones in the country presently.

Dr. T. V. S. Chal?.pathi Rao :— Sir, it is reported in today's 
press also that the Election Commission cf India has ordered a 
programme fjr t*ie entire com try (fiscriminating only Andhra 
Pradesh. Is it true? If it is true, what are the special conditions 
tthat are prevailing here to warrant a different procedure so far as 
he revision of the electora! rolls is concerned?

2. All the G. Os. relating to Government employees regarding 
revision of pay scales, weightage, H. R< A., Selection Grad^ 
posts, Leave and Pension, should be immediately implemented to all 
categories of employees working in the Local Bodies, Municipalities, 
Z* Ps,, P. Ss., Private and aided managements including the Work 
charged and Contingent. 

All the G. Os. issued by Government in future should also be 
made applicable to all the above categories without discretion and 
Government should give 100% grant to all the Local Bodies ior 
expenditure in Education and other Welfare activities. 

3. Immediate implementation of the terms of agreement 
entered into with various service associations.

These are the demands put forth by the employees and these are 
the 6 point character they are demanding. Prom time and again, 45 
organisations representing N. G. Os*, Teachers, Class IV employees, 
Industrial Workers, employees of local bodies, Contingent and work 
charged and Medical and Public Health staff put before us the 
demands in accordance with the justifiable principles to the Govern­
ment. 

Sir, the Government has been repeatedly making several assu­
rances. Ifou know, Sir. in 1970 when the Government has assured 
on certain points, all these are being white-washed and these 
demands have been ignored. If a strike were to take place, the entire 
Government gets paralysed. It is not the 28 Ministers that is 
manning the Government, it is the 4& lakh Govt, employees* If 
they go on strike it becomes a serious situation. There is every 
justification for these employees to go on strike in case their 
demands are not fulfilled. I will compare the position with the other 
States. 

Mr. Chairman :— There are 10 members to speak on this. Please 
conclude. 

Sri C. V. K. Rao :— I have not not yet take 5 minutes, let me 
argue my case very clearly. 

The peon in our State gets Rs. 12 less than the Mysore Govern­
ment's peon; and 21 less than Tamilnadu Peon. A L. E). C. gets 
Rs. 16 less than Mysore L.D.C. and Rs. 39 less than the Tamilnadu. 
An U. D. C. in our State gets Rs. 41 less than Tamilnadu and 
Rs. 13& less than Mysore. A superintendent in our State gets Rs. 78 
less than Tamilnadu and Rs. 46 less than the Mysore State. Is the 
Government so callous and reckless in order to deny the justified 
demands? Even other State i.e., Kerala have given rise of Rs. 12 to 
15 as interim relief. Bihar has given Rs 18 to 25 as interim relief. 
Orissa, Gujarat, Rajasthan and most of other States have given sub­
stantially. Is this Government blind, reckless and indifferent? 
C *nnot the Government solve their own problem with their em­
ploy .ses? What is the type of socialism they have got! Let them 
aacept the demands and avert the crisis in the State. Otherwise, we 
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will support truth and nail the N. G. Os. irrespective of party diffe­
rences and you must also support Sir, if the Government deny 
granting relief. Thank you. Sir.

Sri J. Vengal Rao :— Sir, the motion pertains to the reported 
decision of several organisations of N. G. Os. of State Government 
to go on an indefinite strike from20th April, to secure compliance 
with their demands for interim relief, revision of pay scales, 
H. R. A., Leave, Pension, etc. Hon. Members are aware that the 
Government of India had set up on 2-5-70 a Pay Commission and 
that had submitted its interim report recommending interim relief 
to various rates to Central Government servants of several cate­
gories. The Government of India have accepted and implemented 
this interim recommendation. The interim recommendation of the 
Pay Commission by way of advance payment of extra remuneration 
which the employees are likely to get as a result of theRnal recom­
mendation of the Pay Commission. The sanctioned relief is thus 
meant to be only interim till the Pay Commission's final recommen 
dation is received and considered by the Government of India, in 
the State, we had appointed One Man Pay Commission in 1965 and 
its recommendations have been considered and accepted by the 
Government w. e. f. 19-3-69. Since the Bnal recommendations of 
the State Pay Commission have already been implemented the 
question of paying any interim relief does not arise. Similarly, there 
is no occasion now to revise the pay scales since the pay scales 
have only recently been revised. As regards H. R. A., Govern­
ment have issued orders along with pay revision that H. R. A. will 
be paid to the State Government employees at Central Govern­
ment rates. This being limited to only persons whose salary does 
not exceed Rs. 320 p. m As regards, leave and pension, the existing 
rules wiil be continued to apply, The One Man Pay Commission 
has made certain recommendations with regard to service condi­
tions which are atiil under consideration and a decision would be 
taken as soon as possible. The Hon'ble Members are also aware 
of the extremely tight financial position of the State. Even for 
limited development plan of Rs. 105 crores, we are short of 
resources to the e&tent oi nearly Rs. 23 crores. The grant of 
interim reiiuf at Central Government rates would cost the Govern­
ment between Rs. 11 .,nu 12 crores if the relief has to be extended 
not only to Government employees but also to other employees 
like Aided Schooi Teachers, fanchayat Employees, etc. The 
government are not in a position to find the resources neeoed for 
this. Any increase in the wage bill oi the Government and quasi-
Government employees, it can only beat the expense of the 
developmental schemes meant for large masses of the people with 
a far lower standard of living. The Government hope that thê r 
employees will appreciate the Government's financial limitation and 
reconsider their reported decision*

re :—Non Payment of sala.ies to the staff working in Ardaveedu 
and Oaligarugulla Primary Health Centers. 

Sri Ch. Vengaiah ( Giddalur) : — This is a matter in 
which I should have raised a breach of privilege motion against the 
hon. Minister for Health. The subject of non-payment of salary 
for the staff of the Primary Health Centres of Galigarugulla and 
Ardaveedu in Ongole District was raised in Juliy 1970. At that 
time the salaries were not paid continuously for about 9 months. 
The matter was raised not only in this House but in the Council also. 
At that time the hon. Minister for Health assured that payment of 
arrears of salaries would-be instantly paid and that regular payments 
would be made thereafter. 

Here, I would like to draw the attention of the House to the 
press report which appeared in the Indian Express of 5.8,1970 :— 

" The Health Minister Sri Mohd* Ibrahim Ali Ansari assured 
Mr. Vengaiah in the Legislative Assembly today that orders for 
payment of arrears of salaries to the staff of the two Primary Health 
Centers at Oaligurugulla and Ardaveedu have been issued. Mr. 
Vengayya had been raising the subject frequently in the session. He 
stated that the staff are put to hardship because of non-payment of 
salaries. The Speaker has orderds the Minister to settle the 
afiair before the end of the session. The minister assured regular 
payment of salaries to the sta&." 

This was the assurance given by the hon. Minister in Augusi 
1970. N o w again since October 1970 payment of salaries has not 
been made to the staff of both the Primary Health Centres- I would 
like to put a straight question to the hon. Minister whether there is 
any other Primary Health Centre in the State the salaries cf whose 
staifhave not been paid. Are the Minister and the Secretaries in 
the Health and Panchayatraj Departments not taking salaries every 
month on the 1st? W h y this lapse on the part of the Government? 
If you are not in a position to pay salaries, you withdraw ail the 
people, and close the Primary Health Centres or take away control 
of Primary Health Centres from the Panshayat Samithis. Every 
time payment of salaries is not made, the staff have to approach the 
M.L*A. andthe matter has to be raised in the House- This is a 
very serious matter and I would request you, Sir, to see that the 
Minister gives a specific answer to this. What is the sin commuted 
by the staff of these Centres, I do not accept the casual observations 
that there are no finances. W h y should these two Primary Health 
Centres be discriminated against? Is it because they lie in the 
constituency of an independent M.L.A.? 
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MINISTER F O R M E D I C A L & H E A L T H (SRI M O H D . IBRA­
H I M ALI ANSARI) :— The following are the scales of grants 
released to the Primary Health Centres by the Medical and Health 
Department to various categories of Primary Health Centres :— 

1, Primary Health Centres without vehicle 
and Range Health Inspector and Peon Rs. 27000/— 

2, Primary Health Centre with vehicle and 
without range Health Inspector and Peon „ 30,000/— 

3, Primary Health Centre without vehicle 
and with Range Health Inspector and Peon ., 31,000/— 

4, Primary Health Centres with vehicle and 
Range Health Inspector and Peon „ 34,000/— 

Out of the above grants, an amount of -Rs, 7000/— is being 
retained with the Medical and Health Department per Primary 
Health Centre, for purchase of medicines and supply either through 
the agency of the District Medical and Health OfRcers of the 
respective districts, of the Central Medical Stores Depot. 

In respect of the Primary Health Centres to which vehicles 
have oeen supplied, a further amount of Rs, 1,200 for each 
Primary Health Centre is being deducted towards the cost of 
repairs and maintence of the vehicles* 

The above rates of grants were sanctioned three years back, 
Subsequently, the cost of living has gone up and the D. A. and the 
scales of pay were revised on more than one occasion, resulting in 
mcrease in the maintenance cost of Primary Health Centres. 

The expenditure incurred over and above the ceiliags has to be 
met by the respective Panchayat Samithi from their general funds, 
It has been represented time and again by the Panchayat Samithis 
and the Members of the Legislature on the floor of the House that 
the grants released by the Government are not adequate to meet 
the expenditure on maintenance of these Centres. So, the question 
of revising the grants was taken up, For this purpose, a Committee 
of Departmental OfRcers under the Chairmanship of Sri SeetBa-
raman, Deputy Secretary (Finance) was constituted to enquire into 
the adequacy or otherwise of the grants being given to Panchayat 
Samithis towards the maintenance of the Primary Health Centres, 
and if necessary to redece the staff without impairing the efRcieacy 
of the Primary HeaHh Centres. The Committee has submitted a 
report and it is under consideration. 

The Seetharaman's Committee has prescribed a uniform staffing 
pattern to all the Panchayat Samithis in the State. It is estimated 
tmt the cost of this sta& would result in an additional expendi­
ture of Rs. 50 lakhs per annum, In view of the huge comitntent o: 
the State Government, it was decided to place the matter bSEore 
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the Council of Ministers for their approva!. Accordingly this has 
been done. Meanwhile, to relieve the burden on the finances of 
the Panchayat Samithis it has been proposed to release an addi­
tional ad hoc grant of Rs. 10,000/- per primary Centre in each 
Panchayat Samithi would cost the Government Rs. 40 lakhs 
this year. However, pending approval of the Seetharaman's Com­
mittee Report by the Government, the instaiment for the 3rd 
Quarter ending 31-11-1970 has been released to the Panchayat aami 
this followmg the old procedure on 25-11-1970 and for the last 
quarter ending 31-3-1971 on 26-2-1971. With the release of these 
two last quarters instalments, it is hoped that the salaries of the 
stag* would have been paid by the Panchayat Samithis. And arrears, 
it any, would have to be met from the additional ad hoc grants of 
Rs, 10,000/- referred to above.

Mr. Chairman :— Mr. Vengaiah has put a straight question 
whether the salaries of the stag of the two Primary Health Centres 
have been paid since last October; if not, the reasons therefor and 
when you are going to pay. 

Sri Mohd. Ibrahim Ali Ansari :— I have submitted that the 
last two instalments have already been released and lam certain 
that the amounts have been paid. Besides, we have given ad hoc 
sanction of Rs. 7,000/-* foi each of the Primary Health Centres. 

Mr. Chairman :— When was the last instalment released? 

Sri Mohd. Ibrahim All Ansari ;— Un 26-2-71. 

Sri Ch. Vengaiah ;— On which date was the amount released ? 

Sri Mohd. Ibrahim Ali Ansari:— The last instalment was 
released on 26-2-1971.

Sri Mohd. Ibrahim A H Ansari : — In 1970 the villagers of 
Madhura, Yellapuvanipalem and Oopalapatnam of Visakhapatnam 
District represented that in view of the release of dirty water by 
the Hindustan Polymers, the water in the above villages was being 
contaminated As a result of which, it was represented that there 
was foul smell and increase in the mosquito nuisance and several 
animals were dying, crops were withering and the human beings 
were affected by malaria. 

The Hindustan Polymers, Visakbapatanam from which the 
ealuent Sows is managed by Messrs. Sriram & Company of 
Bombay. At present only Alchohol Plant is in operation. 
The liqgid eSHuent is !et into dug-out pits in the premises of the 
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factory and then passed on into natural dried-up stream which 
travels about 6 to 7 miles and ends in the viHage Yellapuvaripalem 
Dr. P. Seshagirao, Deputy Director inspected this area in Marce 
1970 and submitted a report after discussion with the Manager o. 
the said company, and the District Collector, Visakhapatnam. Thf 
Deputy Director also noticed the pungent smell which was 
emanating. There is no evidence to prove that the paddy crops are 
withering, since the waste water is not released into the Scldsg 
Nor there is record to show that any cattle died due to drinkine 
the said contaminated water, The possibility whether the wastr 
Water and any of the germs are responsible for any disease Ot 
epidemic is being investigated by the Central Public health Eng,L 
necring Research Institute, Nagpur. It is reported that the Director 
Central Public Health Engineering Research Institute promised to 
investigate into the matter, provided the company bears the expendi­
ture. Inspite of several reminders, the management of the Company 
have not replied so fhr. The Collector, Visakhapatnam, has since 
been addressed by the Director of Medical and Health Services to 
take further action under A P. Gram Panchayats Act, 1964 to stop 
the working of the Hindustan Polymers Limited till such time the 
effluent is analysed by competent authorities and suitable methods 
of running the effluent innocuous are undertaken by the Factory. 
Further action will be taken, if necessary, on receipt of the report of 
the Collector.

Sri J. Vengal R a o : — A mob of about 3,000 persons returning 
from Kotappakonda festival visited Munamaka Railway Station* 
Narasaraopet Taluk, Guntur District, at about 12 noon on 
24-2-1971 and wanted to forciby enter the passenger train that was 
proceeding to Nandyal. As the train was already f uli, the mob 
insisted that till another train was brought to carry ail of them, 
the train which halted at the station would not be allowed to 
leave. The Station Master, the Guard and the Engine Driver 
pleaded but in vain. Seeing that no action was being taken to get 
another train, the mob started pelting stones on the train, at the 
railway staff and also on the police personnel. The mob pulled 
alarm chain and damaged the windows, doors of the Station 
Master's room and also Railway Equipment inside. 

O n that the Sub-Inspector and thePohce personnei stationed 
there warned but to no purpose. A few memoers of the mob 
marched into the store room nearby, brought out kerosene in a 
b]d to set fire to the train and the Railway Station property. When 
the police intervened, the mob threw stones at them. In order to 
save property from being destroyed and also in exercise of self-
defence, the Police after giving warnmg opened &re of five rounds 
resulting in death of three persons and injuries to one person on 
his leg. The m o b later dispersed. 

The Sub Divisional Magistrate, Natasaraopet is holding the 
magisterial enquiry into the incident and h!s report is awaited.

Sri J. Vengal Rao :—Sir, There were ill feelings between two 
groups of the villagers in Muthukur village one belonging to 
Harijans and Yadavas led by Sri ManneVenkatiah and the other 
belonging to Muslims, Reddis and other communities led by Sri 
Kakutur Vijaya Mohan Reddy alias Bujji Reddy. These ill feelings 
Were intensified due to land grab movement in October 1970. 

Poiice have registesed one case re!atiog to the encroachment 
of land belonging to Mohan Reddy by the Harijans and Yadavas 
(Cr. No. 48/70 of Muthukur P. S.) which is pending triai. Another 
case was registered in Cr. No, 54/70 of MathukurP. S. when H 
Harijans were about to tresspass into the patta land of Shn Vijaya 
Mohan Reddy. Petty cases in Cr. Nos. 10 to 23/71 of Muthukur 
P. S. were registered on an aSray between the Harijans and 
Muslims near the Cinema Hall at Muthukur. 

Two cases in Cr Nos 13/71 and 14/71 were registered about 

asaulting each other of Harijans and Muslims* 

In the morning on 1-3-71 there was pelting of stones indulged 
by the males of both the parties^coasequent to a quarrel amon^ 
women of these parties. On the "game day at about-li am. Maane 
Venkataiah leader of. the group of Hartjans and. Yadavas^ boarded 
the bus bearing No^ A P G 2750 bound for Nellore. He was pulled 
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down by the driver Jaina Saheb and one SK. Rasoo! Saheb, beat 
him with an iron rod which was handed over to him by Vijaya 
Mohan Reddy. Sk. Gaffoor beat hinn with a stick. The injured 
Venkataiah fell down unconcious. Shri Venkatiah succumbed to 
the injuries on the same day in the Headquarters hospital, Neilorc 
A case in Cr. No. t5/7l of Muthukur Police Station was registered, 
out of four accused, one accused Jaina Saheb was arrested on 
14-3-1971 and sent for remand. The other accused are still abscon­
ding and efforts are being made to apprehend them, 

Shri Manne Venkataiah died due to the injuries received by 
him and he was not stabbed to death. 

Muslims wh i were in minority were scared for some time due 
to fear of Harijans who are in majority. 

Necessary bandobust arrangements are made in the village. 
There is no panic in the village. The case of arson reported oa 
4-3—1971 in Muthukur PoHce Station has no bearing to the incident 
of the above murder. 

The situation in the village is peaceful.

So, from the beginning of March 1971 the Oil Companies were 
unable to supply Kerosene to the dealers of the Twin Cities to the 
required quantity. Consequent on the closure of the Oil -reRnery at 
Madras; supplies to the twin cities have to be received from the Oil 
ReRnery at Visakhapatnam. There is delay in rushing supplies from 
this reRnery as the empty tank waggons have been held up in Madras 
and they have to be diverted to Visakhapatnam before they are 
loaded by kerosene and rushed to the Twin Cities and also other 
Districts in the State. It is reported that already 200 empty waggons-
have been diverted to Visakhapatnam. 

As per the reports received on 19-3-1971 from the Oil Compaf 
njes in Hyderabad and Secunderabid the source of supply which was 
shifted from Madras to Visakhapatnam has again been shifted 
back to Madras and that supplies to the twin cities are likely to be 
adequate and normal.

It appears to us that, in 
some details and in respect of some items, the principles appUed 
may not be strictly fair and consequently, where we intend to depart 
from those principles, we shall indicate in our Report subsequently 
the reasons in brief why we have not strictly followed the norms laid 
down in this document. The third agreement of 39th January, 1969, 
was repudiated by the representatives of both the sides so that we 
were not inclinied to give that 'agreement* the status of a binding
