Buf, it requires encouragement from the
Government. We request the Hon, Finance Ministet to enhance
further more so that eur activities can be spread to each district
and our coaching centres can be opened ineach distrlct having 2
minimum coaches of four, ‘That requires atleast a minimam of Rs
50,000 and we BT having 21 districts.

Inthese circumstances, I would
request the Deputy Chief Minister and the Minister for Irrigation to
allow at least the natural flow to be utilized for maintaining the
seedlings,

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Now the point which arises for consideration is whether in a
case like this, the Minister can be permitted to make any kind of
Statement in the House or place a Paper on the Table of the House
Teferring to the matters contained in the Resolution of the Telan-
gana Regional Committee }aid on the Table of the House. Before
Proceeding further, it might be said that under Rule 186 of the .
As. mbly Rules, the Chairman of the Telangana Regional Commit-
tee, in addition to laying on the Table of the House a copy of the
Resolution of the Telangana Regional Committee under Rule 186
(2) (c), be has at a later stage after whatever action has been taken
by the Government on the same, should again under Rulel86 (2) (c)
Jay on the Table ‘a periodical Report showing’ the action taken by
the Government together with the view of Telangana Regioba}l
Committee. It is true that there is no clear provision under the.
Rules enabling the Minister to place any Paper on the Table of the
House explaining any of the matters contained in the Resolution:

However, the implications and the consequences which flow from
laying any Rule, Regulation, Document or Order, instrument of
Resolution etc. under any of the statutory provisions or the Rules
tramed thereunder have to be taken into account before coming to
a decision on the point.

Though strictly under the Rules no Paper can be laid on the
Table of the House without the permission of the Chair, instances
are not wanting where on several occasions in the past whether at
the requests of Members or Ministers permission was accorded either
for laying Papers oa the Table of the House or making a statement
under certain circumstances. The practice of laying certain Rules
framed by the Executive under the powers of delegated legislation,
documents or orders etc. under varions statutory provisions has been
in vogue from about 1840 in Britain which was adopted by other
Legislatures in other countries and in the recent years this has beea
resorted to more frequently os account of the ever growing needs
of society and the increasing urgency dealing with a number of
_tec.]micaf matters etec, The Legistatures have however been careful
in imposing checks on the said indirect ruling making etc. by insist-
ing on these Rales etc. being laid on the Table of the House as soon
as th?y are made for a particular period, to enable the House te
scrutinise them and take such decisions as they consider necessary.
It should not be forgotren that any Paper whethether Rules, docu-
ments etc. forms part of the permanent record of the House, the
moment it is laid an its Table and it is available to the public. As
such. every Member of the House has a right and in my opition an
unqualified one to raise any issuc concerning the matter before the

I
Con.mdcr that since under the Rules, Government have to take
action on the Resolution and the Chairman has to lay pefore the
House the report showing the action taken by the Governtagnt ete.
that would be the proper stage for the Minister to make a staste
ment or lay any Paper. If however as the Minister has pointed out
certain errors or mistakes are found in the Resolution and which
can be corrected with reference to admitted records, as Ihave
observed above there are various ways open to the Members to get
them cerrected. 1t has also been considered imperative on the part
of the Chair to get such mistakes corrected when brought to it$
notjce and not allew them to continue in the interest of justice vide
Ruling of the Speaker of the House of Commons giving on 15th
May, 1946. Having considered several aspects of the matter raised,
I am of opinion that it is open to Members to raise any issue with
reference to any matter laid on the Table of the House under any
of the statutory provisions, includiog the present one, the proper
stage for the Minister to make any statement etc, regarding the
Resolution would be when the periodical Report of the action taken
by the Government on the Resolution etc is laid on the Table of
the House under Rule 182 (2) (c) of the Assembly Rules.
