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Shri A, Madan Moban (Sidhipet) :— Mr. Speaker, Sir. Yester-
day, as I said the Budget speech made by the Hon. Finance Minis-
ter was very resy with the flowery language and clothed with high-
flown phrases and was not befitting, as it is as if a political speech
to bemade on a public plat-fori, to be made before a responsible
House, because he is only attempting in a hotch-potch way and in
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an ambjguous manner. It is more a captivating speech than a Bud-
get speech. Now I go to certan details. Whenever he bas to pre-
sent the Budget, he has to make a speech.

Thev have also stated that rhe Government is not in a position
to provice emplcymest to them and it would come forward in
givipg ceriain land and also provide finance through the scheduied
banks Even at that time I stated, before yvou take into account
and make 2 general statement that employment 1S going to be pro-
vided, 10 tgke into considerction the number of agricultu:al gradua-
tes in the State who are itpemployed. For doing anything and
everything, more than the autrority they are vester with, there
should be a heart and a mund to do it. They should be sincere;
they should be aleit end they should fedl it hearuly, Unfortuna.
tely, t am chaning this Government that this does not have the
hear:, sincerity of approach, or the spirit of approach becau:e it has
no reriousress in 1z. The Government is piaying With politics,
power and position. Most of their energies are consumed, I gon’t
say copsumed, most Of their epergies are irittered away in the
groupism and sub-groupism theories. 1Itis the experience and the
view during all these years, of the commoa man that these people
are perpetualing themseives in polmical varacity, whatever be the
siogan that bas come from the top. It is only in obedisnce to that,
1 dow’t sav 1t 13 an obedience. that they had been at least, of late,
tryiog to .ake s0 many things. If it has pot come from the top,
these people would bave simply ignored. It is notas though they
have realised the demand cominy jrom the rock bottom, When T
say rock-boitom, 1t is the pecple’s demand. They never realised
this. On the contrary, if at all, at any "time, they bave realised,
they oniy wanted to profit further. Whenever the demand bad come
from the rock-bottom, they kave either tried 1n sharing the powers
at the top or they wanted to ehmisate by process. This type of
government, Wi.h such people at the helm of of affairs, what 1s that
we can vxpece. 1f the Government is sincere in really sciving the
unemploymen: problem, it could have asked for the statistics as to
how n:any agricuiiural graduvates are unempioyed in the State. 1
don’t know how many of the so-catled responsible Ministers go to
the needs ot the day. To-day what is the position aboit the un-
employment of the agriculiuial graduates.  Really it 1> Vvery very
miserable. Only from 1969 onwards, they are on growth. They
have not ouuly been provided with employment bur at least with any
alternatives. The result is many of the candicates are becoming
age-barred. In a particular situation, in your scheme of things, as 1t
is not specificaliy provided in the Budget speech, if you are pres-
surised by circumstances to provide employment for these psople,
what are you going to do with this type of graduates who are be-
coming age-barred, This is one thing. So much so is the case with

the Engineering Graduates, BEven the Engineering Graduates are in
inercase every day. What I submit is tnat 1t 1s not enough 1f only
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the top is .sincere. Top, I don’t mean the State. Technically X
don't want to recognise. I feel top is the Centre. To-day as you
see, Indiraji is symbolised with the common man’'s aspirations.
1f there is sincernty to provide employment to such of those,
it would really meaa the bettermen: and a lov of improvemzat to
a common man. But such top or the machinery at the topis
not enough to see all these things, wnatever she waated to
implement. That particular machinery 1is not sufficient.
The entire political set-up has to be changed. A few individuals,
hower sincere they may be, may not do anything in this coantry. It has
been our experience that people are indalging in political jugglery
to perpetuate themselves in power. This type of maechinery which
is not sincere and which does not hear the common man has to be
thrown off if we have the betterment of the common nan ay heart.
Sir, I will quote soms figures which speak for themseivss. Iothe
case of Nizamsagar Canel, my friend Mr. Mohaa Reddy has raised
this before ; in 1970 the Governmen: said that an amounr of Rs. 3 Q
crores had been graated for the removal of siit 1n Nizarasagar canal.
QOaly day before yesterday I went to Nizamabad and [ am told that
betierment levy was collected by the ryots of Nizamabad to the
tune of Rs. 4.0 crores. Tomorrow the Goverameut 1s 2o1ag 10 say
that whaiever ainount has been collected by the ryous 15 goiug 1o be
spent there, Then, how isit thar the Government canie out with
the false declaration of Rs. 3.0 crores alloument for Nizamasagar
canal ? Taerefore. peopie will not accept thus politicat jugglery and
tneir patience ha» come to a saturation poini, This is golng to bz
the last straw on the cumel’s back.

Sir, Iam only trying to show how far the Government is
sincere and how they are sheddiag crocodile tears fr Telangana.
Under the special development of Teiangana actualty ine programme
is to electrify about 589 villuges out of which only 2 viilages have
been electrified. [ am speaking to those wio 1profess in the name
of the people that they are goimg to 1mpiement the programmes.
Out of 589 villages, upto Februacy 1971 only 2 viilages have been
electrified. The Government figures show that eleetrification of 53
villages 1s in progress and 474 are to bs taken up and that by the
end of July they will take up the remaining villages. How is it
possible for the Government to complete electrification of 474
villages ia about 2 months ume 7 Isiv not ovaffiing the peuple ?
How long can such things bz perpetuated? The sociely shall Bot
tolerate these things any further.

As regards university education, itis sard that there are 6
jenior colleges under private management in Aadhra and three
Goverpment Junior Colleges are opened, two in Andhrs aad one in
Telangasa. In all there are eight colieges in Aadhra; you know,
Sir, how the Government subsequently goes to the rescue of the
private managed colleges and how they ulumately pecome Govern-
ment colleges. Tnese are things which creace heart buruing. It is aot
we that are regionalatinded, if I may say 1a the clearest terms; we ate
fighting regional-mindedness ; we are not regional-minded ; we are
fighting parochialism and we are fighting linguism. This 1s the way
how peopie behave. I wani to say that the common man of Andhra

We know, Sir, that this is only a begianing and even this
amendment of ihe Constitution is not an ordinary thing. This has
come about after 20 years of long struggle by the working
class who have agitated that the Parliament should reassert its
sovereignity and amend the Constitution so that the same would be
helpful for the advancement of the working class.

You kpnow, Sir, that a Committee appointed at a recent Con-
ference of the Chief Ministers had given a report how this nation
should conduct itself on certain 1ssues like land reforms etc. You
also know, sir, 1hat guide lines have been lai¢ for land legislation.
It »s necessary 10 bring this sort of land legislation so that it may be
of help to the agricultural landless poor. This Government should
bring in such land legislation.

In the last four years many enactments have been passed.
Most of them are for the advantage of the privileged classes like the
monied class There were, however, certain progressive measures
like distribution of banjar lands to landiess poor, some land reforms
etc. But the difficulty comes in the matter of implementation of
legislation and other measures, for which this Government is entir.ely
dependent upon the administration. What type of admunistration
are we having? You know very well, Sir, that many of the I. A. 8.
Officers consider that they were born to be obeyed. That is the type
of administration we bave. With the present administration we can-
not ymplement any G. O. and we feel that this Government can no
longer depend upon the agministration 1o implement its policies. It
has been our experience that the ruling party could not help the
Goveroment 1o 1mplement its policies. If this could not be done,
whatever enactments we pass Will not have any effect. In the
circumstances obtaining in this particular State, 1 suggest that we
szppoint a Commitiee consisting of representatives of e_\ll political
parties who sbould examine how far the Acts of the Legislature and
the G. Os. passed by Government are being implemented — a Com-
mittee each at the State Level, the District Level and the Panchayat
Samithi’s ievel. If we bave political represestation at all these
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levels there is a possibility of these policies bzing discussed and
implemented.

I would like to make one more suggestion. There should be
another Committee consisting of Legislators regarding Public Under-
takings. We pow hear that most of the Pablic Uadertakingsare
running O0a loss. Recently. i.e. about two or thres days back.a
question had come up before us about the Hyderabad Chemicals
and Fertilisers. Inspite of having an I. A. S. Officer a: the head of
the adnunistration there, the undertaking is still 1ncarring loss. We
should think of the basic reasons why these undertakings are incur-
ring losses. Therefore, 1 suggest specifically that 2 Com nittee may
be constituted to go into basic reasons aad the methods of the wor-
king of these undertakings and make recommendations as to how to
improve them.

People have got a sort of suspicion against Ministers, Legis-
jators and Class I Officers. Some are thinking tiat these people are
earning money. Therefore, I suggest that all the Ministers, Legisla-
lators and Class 1 Officers declare their assets and liabiliries, so that
they could be checked later. Let the Government take necessary
steps.

Sir, with your kind permission I would like to give
suggestions about my own constituency in respect of which I have
been making for about 4% years now. Thereisthe Apnapalli Project
in Putiur Taluk which may cost about Rs. 28 lakhs bu¢ which can
bring 4000 acres nnder wrrigation, Then there is the Aranair Pro-
ject, Exteasion of Right Channel, cost of which 1s estimated at Rs.
6,25,000 and which will irrigate 2450 acres. Tapere is one river
Kushastall whica 1f properly harfiessed could briag abour 5000 acres
of lands under irrigation by spending less than Rs. 3J lakhs. [n-
spite of my hard work the pesople 1n my coastntdency couid not get
these. Thnis Government had recommended rural electrificauon
scheme for Puttur Taluk, but most watortunately the Ceatral
Government did not allow 1it. I waant the Government to again tey
and get the rural electrification scheme extended to Pastur Taiuk.
