and I shall inform the concerned authorities about the desirability of
their early cousideration.
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Sri K. Prabhakara Rao - Upto what cadre are the services
going to be regionalised ?
Sri K. Brahmananda Reddi :- That is also under consideration.
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Mr. Speaker :- This is a thing which happened two vears ago0.
A number of teachers who were working in Telangana schools were
ousted and there was agitation inside the House and also outside that
such of those people who were ousted should be provided in Ardhra.
Many of them must hive been provided by now. It is a thine which

took place two vears back. You may put a separate question and
ask them how many of them have becn provided.

A new membar will be appoirted on the Telangana De\felc?p-
ment Committe after the new members of the Planning Commission
assume office.

T+ was noticed that-the Central Advisory- Committee, State
Advisory Committee and Team of Joint Secretaries to Government
of India had made good progress and what was needed was th{zt the
orders issued by the Central/State Government should be so imple-
mented that the representationists whose cases are decided favou-
rably get the ac";ual benefit quickly. :

(b) Review of Special Telangana Development Schemes, 1970-71
(¢) Agnual Plan, 1971-72.

(d) Review of implementation of development Plans of Telangana

In recard to the annual plan for 1970-71, it was ob<erved that
the progréss of expendtture 1n Telangana for the first 9 months had
been satisfactory It was also considered that the whole provision
made for Telangana should be utilised

It was observed that implementation of Special Development
Schemes fcr Telangara had been slower than expected. It was
errphasised that the amout earmarked for the region for develop-
ment schemes should be spant quickly so that the actual benefits
accrue to the people. This would largely remove the grievances of

the Telangana people.

# s regards the surpluses comoputed for 19638-69 and 1969-70, it
was suggested that a meeting could be arrenged petween the Charr-

It was considered that Talangzana’s share could be determined on
the basis of its population proportion and 1n addinion weightage
should be given for backwardness nn the basis of criteria indicated
by the planning Commussion. It wis desired that the question of
determination of a fair share for Telangana may be discussed by the
Union Minister of Planning with the Cnief Minister, Andhra Pradesh
and the Chairman, Andhra Pradesh Regional Committee,

5. Regionalisation of Service Cdares :

It was considered that the proposals for regionalisation of service
cadres should be gon into in detail by the Department of Personnel,
Government of India in consultation with the Andhra Pradesh State
Government and the Union Ministry of Law.

6. Review of action taken by High-Powered (Nasirulla Beg) Committee :

It was agreed that the Secrataries ro Govsrnment and Heads of
Departments should tuke stepsto dispose of all those cases for
which there are clear Government orders. It was also agreed that

thercafter the Commistee sheould disroce of the temamii g cases
within a reasonable time. =
